The property is on the southeastern border of the 
Front Range mineral belt , in an area underlain by the 
Precambrian Idaho Springs formation. Ahomalous radio-
activity is associated with small peginatites and a large 
bostonite dike in granite-gneiss and schist.
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Secondary uranium minerals found along shears in 
the peginatites are probably derived from primary minerals 
genetically related to the pegmatites. Six samples were 
taken as follows: 


A composite channel sample across a 2 to 3-.foot 


wide pegmatite in Pit No. 1 assayed 0 906 percent 'U308. 


A grab sample of material from a 5-foot wide

penatite exposed in Pit No. 2 assayed 0.005 percent 


A grab sample of material from a silicified 
shear zone exposed in Pit No. 3 assayed 0.001percent 


U308.'


A chip sample across a large bostonite dike, 
which is 12 'to 18 feet wide and crops out for a 
distance of 500 feet, assayed 0.002 percent U308. 


• 'A grab sample from about 41, tons of stockpiled 
material from Pit No. I assayed 0.08 percent U308. 
A selected saiile of the most radioactive material 
in the stoàkpile assayed 0.39 percent U308. 


Because of 'the small size of the uranium-bearing 
pegmatites and their low average grade, they cannot be 
considered as a significant source of uranium. Extensive 
geologic work in this general area has shown that bostonite 
dikes also cannot be considered as a significant source of 
uranium. It is' recammended that the application be denied.

INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY 


On October 30, 1956, Frank A. Neun applied for D  assistance 


to explore for uranium on about 320 acres of land in Gilpin County, 


Colorado. Mr. Neun leased the land from S. Marvin James of Denver, 


Colorado, owner. 


The application was referred for field examination on November 15, 


1956 . The property was inaccessible, due to snow, until December 20, 


1956, when it was examined by a Region III field team composed of 


E. N. Harshinan, U. S. Geological Survey, and D. E. edmon, .U. S. 


Bureau of Mines, accompanied by Mr. L. C. Morgan, superintendent of 


operations, and Mr. D. C. Watrous, geologist for the applicant. 


The applicant's proposed two-stage exploration program consists 


of digging 350 lineal feet of trenches across presumably favorable 


dikes (Stage I), estimated to cost $11,4OO. Stage II, if justified 


by favorable Stage I exploration, would consist of driving 1100 feet 


of 5- by 7-foot drifts at an estimated cost of $17,360. 


The proposed exploration program would cost a total of $21,760. 


Government participation at 75 percent would be $16,320. 


Secondary uranium minerals (autunite and torbernite) are asso-


ciated with a small pegmatite dike in pit no. 1, and other pegmatite 


•(
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dikes in the area show anomalous radioactivity. Channel samples of 


the pegmatite dikes contain from 0.002 to 0.06 percent U 308 . A 


bostonite dike 15 feet wide and at least 500 feet long is slightly 


radioactive; a sample from the dike contained 0.002 percent U308. 


An estimated 30 tons of material had been dug from a pit 12 feet 


deep (pit no. i). Approximately 4_1/2 tons of radioactive material 


was stockpiled near the test pit, presumably hand-picked-during ex-


cavation. A general grab sample from the stockpile contained 0.08 


percent U303 . A picked sample of the rocks with highest radioactivity 


in the stockpile contained 0.39 percent U308. 


A channel sample, taken about 6 feet below ground level in the 


shaft at the spot of highest radioactivity, contained 0.06 percent 


U308.


Although secondary uranium minerals are associated with minor 


fractures in pegmatites, it is concluded that primary uranium mineral-


ization is genetically related to small pegmatite bodies. It is also 


concluded that because of the small size of the pegmatite bodies and 


the paucity of primary mineralization, the deposits are not significant. 


It is recommended that the application for DvIEA assistance be 


denied.
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Mr. E. L. Grossman, from the Denver Branch of AEC, furnished 


information concerning the property. The AEC concurs with the examin-


ing team's conclusion that significant uranium deposits will hot be 


found by the proposed exploration. 


PROPERTY, LOCATION, PHYSICAL FEATURES 


The Root Ranch property is leased by Mr. Frank A. Neun from 


Marvin James of Denver, Colorado, and comprises about 320 acres- 'in 


sec s. 19, 29, and 30, T. 3 S -, H. 72 W., 6th P. M., Gilpin County, 


Colorado, as described in Book 180, page 134, in the office of the 


•	 county clerk, Central City, Colorado (figs. 1 and 2). 


It was established that the SE 1/4 NW 1/4 sec. 30 was included 


in the land description in Book 180, page 134, as suggested in a 


letter to W. M. Traver from George M. Selfridge, Chairman, Operating 


Committee, dated November 16, 1956. 


Section 30 is about 2-1/2 miles NE of Idaho Springs, Colorado. 


It is reached by travelling north from Idaho Springs on the Virginia 


Canyon highway a distance of 3.6 miles, then turning right and going 


1.0 mile eastward on the county highway, then turning right and going 


0.3 mile on a good dirt road., then turning left and going 0.8 mile, 


then turning right at the top of a ridge and proceeding for 1.0 mile. 


The terrain is mountainous and has relatively steep slopes; alti-


tudes range from 8,100 to 9,100 feet. 
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The climate is moderate, but heavy snows occur during winter 


months that might occasionally stop mining activities. Abundant timber 


for mining uses grows on the property. Water would have to be hauled 


or pumped from nearby springs or streams. 


lectric power can be obtained by extending a power line from 


near Idaho Springs, but preliminary work woUld be done by using port-


able generator units. 


Skilled labor and adequate housing are available in nearby 


communities. 


Supplies can be obtained in Denver, Colorado, 10 miles east by 


road.

OWNERSHIP, HISTORY, PRODUCTION 


The land is owned by S. Marvin James of Denver, Colorado, and 


leased for a term of five years beginning October 9, 1956, to Frank 


A. Neun, 8l2 Olive Street, St. Louis 1, Missouri. 


The area has been rather thoroughly prospected for gold and silver, 


and in recent years uranium seekers have prospected the property with 


apparently disappointing results. 


No production has been realized from the property. 


PRESENT STATUS 


Exploration and very limited mining is continuing with available 


equipment.
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BUIPMENT AND FACILITIES 


Equipment consisted of a John Deere J-iO track-mounted tractor 


with hydraulic bucket and a rented Jaeger 125-cubic-foot compressor. 


There were no buildings or surface improvements. 


GEOLOGY 


The Frank A. Neun (Root Ranch) property is on the southeastern 


border of the Front Range Mineral Belt in an area underlain by the 


Precambrian Idaho Springs formation. The rocks in the area consist 


of granite-gneiss and schist containing numerous small lenticular masses 


of pegmatitic material and large, persistent, bostonite dikes. 


Exploration is proposed on four structures exposed in the extreme 


western part of the property. 'Limited prospecting has been done on 


two of the structures as shown on figure 3. Pit no. 1 prospects a 


small pegmatite lens 2 to 3 feet wide and, at most, a few tens of 


feet long. Secondary uranium minerals (autunite and torbernite) have 


been concentrated along a weak shear zone that cuts the pegmatite, 


strikes N. 650 E., and dips 650 N. The shear zone is not abnormally 


radioactive 'where the walls are gneiss, and it is probable that the 


secondary uranium minerals concentrated along the shear were derived 


from primary uranium minerals in and genetically related to the peg-


matite. Scintillator traverses across the shear zone immediately 


east and west of the pit showed no abnormal radioactivity. A composite
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sample derived from two 30-inch cuts across the 'highest grade part 


of the sheared pegmatite contained 0.06 percent U 308 . Two trenches 


are proposed east of pit no. 1 to explore this shear zone. 


About 100 feet north of pit no. 1 a narrow silicified shear 


zone in gneiss is exposed. It strikes N. 800 E. and probably dips 


steeply north. No abnormal radioactivity was noted at any point 


along the rather poor exposure, and no prospecting of this structure 


has been done. One trench across this shear zone is proposed. 


A prominent bostonite dike 12 to 18 feet wide is exposed about 


225 feet north of pit no. 1 (fig. 3).. It is anomously radioactive, 


as are most bostonite dikes in the Idaho Springs-Central City area. 


It strikes N. 800 W. and appears to dip steeply north. It crops out 


Sfor a distance of 500 feet and may extend a considerable distance 


east and west of the outcrop. A sample of the dike contained 0.002 


percent U308 . Three trenches are proposed by the applicant to explore 


this dike. 


Pit no. .2 (fig. 3) exposes a 5-foot-wide mass of pegmatite that 


appeared to strike about N. 75° E. and dip 800 N. The pegmatite is 


slightly radioactive, and a sample of the material excavated from 


the pit contained 0.005 percent U308 . No exploration is proposed by 


the applicant in this area. 


In an old pit (no. 3 on fig. 3) about 750 feet north of pit no. 1 


what appears to be a silicified shear zone in gneiss has been pros-


pected to a depth of about 5 feet. The material from the pit is 
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slightly radioactive, and a sample contained 0.002 percent tJ308. 


Because of a moderate cover of snow at the time of the examination, 


the relation of this radioactive structure to a silicified zone 


along the road and 350 feet southwest of pit no. 3 could not be de-


termined (fig. 3). The applicant proposes one trench in the vicinity 


of pit no. 3;

The applicant's proposed program for exploration is relatively 


well presented. However, charges for supervision and consultant 


fees are high, amounting 'to 8.7 percent of the total estimated cost. 


The estimated cost for trenching also appears excessive.

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•	 CONCLUSIONS AND RCOIVK/IENDATIONS 


Anomalous radioactivity on the Neun (Root ]Ranch) property is 


associated with small pegmatites and large bostonite dikes. Although 


secondary uranium minerals are found along shears in the pegxnatites, 


it is probable that primary mineralization is genetically related 


to the pegmatites and not to the shears. The pegmatites examined, 


which showed abnormal radioactivity, are a few feet in width and, at 


most, a few tens of feet in length. The average grade of the peg-


matitic material appears to be less than 0.1 percent U 308 . Because 


of the small size of the uranium-bearing pegmatites and their low 


average grade, they cannot be considered as a significant source of 


uranium. 


Abnormal radioactivity associated with bostonite dikes in the 


Idaho Springs-Central City area has long been recognized. Extensive. 


geologic work has shown that these dikes contain from 0.001 to about 


0.020 percent tJ3O3 and that they cannot be considered as a significant 


source of uranium (see TEI-247). 


Denial of the application for exploration assistance (DMA 


Docket 4529) is recommended.
