On October 30, 1956, ths. B and B Mining Company, 808 Adams N. E'., 


Albuquerque, New Mexico, made application, for DMEA assistance for explora-

OWNERSHIP AND EXTENT 


The Sundown group of claims was originally located by M. E. Miller, 


E. G. Earle, Dave McClure, and V. L. Bagby on May 1, 1953. By means of 


• quit-claim deeds during May 1954 the subject claims became wholy con-


trolled by the applicant. In 1955 the Freckles 1, 2 2 3, and 4. Corn 


bread 1 and 2, and Molasses claims were located to cover open ground 


between the Sundown claims and the Grassy Hills.group. Recording data, 


from the San Miguel County Courthouse at Telluride, Colorado, is as 


follows:

A total of 21 claims is included in the applicant's proposed explora-


tion program. The actual location of the claims on the ground is cor-


rectly marked by the required corner posts. The applicant's controlling 


interest appears to be valid,


PRESENT STATUS 


Exp1aon and Development 


Very little work of an exploratory nature' has been done on the 


Sundown group of claims. Five wagon-drill holes were drilled on the 


Sundown No. 17 and three holes on the Sundown No. 29. The applicant 


considered the program as largely ineffective and did not submit any 


data as to results of the drilling. Other completed development work. 


at the time of the examination 'consisted of a bulldozer cut on a hill-


side (Sundown No. 5) and an ádit in barren ground about 60 feet in length 


(Sundown No. 29).  


Mining Equipment and Other Facilities 


The applicant had no mining equipment on the property at the time 


of the field examination.	 The equipment for exploration drilling would 


be furnished' by the independent company doing the proposed work.
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Facilities on the property consist of a small bunk house. There 


are access roads to various points on the property. 


The required electrical power would be produced by a portable 


gasoline- or diesel-driven light plant. 


GEOLOGY 


The Sundown claims are in the Gypsum Valley area of southwestern 


Colorado. Gypsum Valley Is one of the narrow elongate northwest trend-


ing, anticlinal "salt valleys " of western Colorado and eastern Utah. 


These valleys are characterized by relatively flat floors bordered by 


steep valley walls. Strata along the edges of the valley are commonly 


faulted. Unfaulted strata In the valley walls dip northeast and south-


west away from the edges of the valleys. The Sundown claims  are on 


strata that dip about 50 SW on the south side and near the western end 


of Gypsum Valley. 


The strata on the claims are the Salt Wash and Brushy Basin members 


of the Morrison formation of Jurassic age. The underlying Entrada 


sandstone and Summerville formation of Jurassic age crop out in canyons 


west and south of the claims. East of the claims, the Burro Canyon 


formation of Cretaceous age caps the highest ridges which form a local 


divide between Gypsum Valley on the north and local tributary drainages 


to the Dolores River on the south.
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The Morrison formation is divided into two members. The lower Is 


the Salt Wash member which consists of fluvlatile sandstone and inter-


bedded mudstone. The upper member is the Brushy Basin member which 


consists mainly of mudstone with local strata of conglomeratic sandstone 


in the lower and middle parts of the member. 


In the geneMl area of the claims, the •Salt Wash member ranges In 


thickness from about 260 to 300 feet and consists of persistent sand-


stone layers, one near the"bottom and one near the top of the member, 


and intervening less persistent sandstone strata and interbedded mud-


stone. The uppermost sandstone layer is known as the "ore-bearing 


sandstone" and It ranges in thickness from about 30 to 65 feet. It is 


dominantly red to red-brown in color but locally is pale--brown to white 


and freckled brown with limonitic spots. Grain size ranges from very 


fine- to medium-grained. The Salt Wash crops out mainly as a massive, 


blocky cliff. Festoon and planar cross-beds are only locally prominent. 


A prominent diastem, represented by a persistent bedding plane and a 


thin layer of red mudstone, separates a lower more massive sandstone 


unit from an upper more cross-bedded sandstone unit on much of the 


outcrop. Intergranular mudstone and interbedded mudstone seams are 


mostly red.

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	 A unit of interbedded mudstone and thin non-persistent sandstone 
strata, about 25-40 feet thick overlies the ore-bearing sandstone. 


The Brushy Basin member consists of red and gray-green mudstone, 


pale red-brown sandstone and conglomeratic sandstone, and thin, dark 


green, silty limestone. The thickness near the claims ranges from 


about 375 to 425 feet. Several prominent sandstone and conglomeratic 


sandstone strata crop out in the lower part of the member. The basal 


sandstone, where not conspicuously conglomeratic, is distinguishable 


from underlying sandstone in the Salt Wash member by the presence of 


small but distinct amounts of red and green chert. These strata also 


contain scattered fossilized bone fragments. The basal strata appar- 


ently form a continuous sandstone layer within and near the claims 


but landslide conceals the bed rock in the central part of the claims. 


Where exposed, this-sandstone layer forms a cliff and ranges in thick-


ness from about 20 to 50 feet, The upper part is coonly more con-


glomeratic and contains more abundant red and green chert than the 


lower parts Abundant sharp festoon crossbeds characterize these strata. 


The landslide material is composed largely of debris derived from 


the Brushy Basin member and a few blocks of sandstone from the Burro 


Canyon formation. The topography of the landslide conforms with the 


attitude of the dipping strata. It is unlikely that the thicknesses 


of landslide are much in excess of 40 feet, 
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The strata on the claims have a prominent northwesterly fracture 


set that parallels the regional structure. There are no known faults 


on the claims but several high angle normal faults with perhaps 100-


200 feet of displacement lie north and northeast of the claims. 


ORE DEPOSITS 


There are four small uranium-vanadium deposits known in the 


general area and they occur in three different stratigraphic units. 


The lowest depoeit, stratigraphically, occurs near the base of a sand-


stone stratum in the middle .part of the Salt Wash member. There is no 


known recorded production for-this deposit but the workings a'e small 


and the ore that has been' mined, was transported by burro. Production 


perhaps totalled about 10 tons of ore although considerably more rock 


than this has been moved in' drifting.. A remnant of a blue-black pod of 


ore, probably corvusite, 15. all that remains. The claims name is 


'reported to be the Blue-Black claim(fig. 2). 


The next highest deposit stratigraphically is the Chipmunk deposit 


(D€A 3993; referred to by the applicant as the Aztec mine; fig. 2). 


The ore minerals are localized in an interbedded ' sandstone and mudetone 


unit, . 5 to 8 feet thick, that directly underlies the ore-bearing sand-


stone. The overlying sandstone layer is massive and partly cross-bedded, 


generally light red In color, and Is about 65 feet thick.' Minable ore 


was limited largely to an. individual, festoon cross-bedded, fine- to, 


med tum-grained. sandstone lense. which contained carbonaceous material.

Mudstone above and below the ore minerals is colored gray-green.. Red 


colored mudstone and sandstone is within 3 to 5 feet above and below the 


layer of ore minerals. The deposit is bounded within 15 to 25 feet on 


the west by deep red colored sandstone and mudstone. The red sandstone 


contains a series of concentric, C-roll, diffusion-like bands which' have• 


their open side to the west. The deep red coloration in ntudstone is 


wrapped above and below the altered rock to the east and dies out, over 


and under the eastern part of the layer of ore minerals. Eastward, red-


brown mudstone and sandstone bounds a gray-green 5 to 6 foot predomi-


nantly mudstone layer that is 'apparently devoid of ore minerals. Land-


slide conceals bedrock on the east. The length of exposure of altered 


rock is about 120 feet; the ore minerals are in the western 40 feet of 


this exposure and are: adjacent to the deep red to purple-red stained rock. 


The deeply colored rock on the west grades into the common pale red-brown 


color in a distance of about 100 feet west of the ore deposit. 


The ore minerals are almost completely oxidized and consist mainly 


of carnotite and vanadium silicates. Some eucairite (?) and chalcocite (?) 


have been reported (DA 3293). Locally abundant malachLte is associated 


with a bed of gray-green mudstone stratigraphically above and peripheral 


to the ore minerals on the west and north. This same bed of mudstone 


grades into a dark gray mudstone but here no malachite is present. 


.
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The direction of paleo-stream flow as measured from festoon cross-


beds in the workings ranges from S 40 0 W to S 350 E with the dominant 


direction south to southeast. 


The target size of mineralized ground, with dimensions of about 50 


feet, and of altered ground, with dimensions perhaps &s great as 150 


feet does not offer a very large drilling target. The Chipmunk mine, 


about 1/4 mile south of the Sundown No. 16 claim as of December 1952, 


produced 41.46 tons averaging 0,15 percent U308 and 1.33 percent V205, 


No-pay shipments of 7 tons in 1954 and 10 tons in 1956were made. In 


both cases the V205 content was above 1.0 percent, but tJ308 ranged 


between 0.06 and 0.07 percent. 


The habit of the ore here, and its position in a discrete strati-


graphic unit just below, rather than within the ore-bearing sandstone, 	 S 


suggest that if there are other such occurrences they probably would 


be sporadically distributed, small, and except for surface and near 


surface occurrences, would be uneconomic. 


Altered ground at the base of the ore-bearing sandstone, similar 


to that of the Chipmunk mine, was observed on outcrop northwest of the 


Blue-black claim. A small partly mineralized boulder was also. observed 


in this vicinity. The sedimentary relations and the limited extent of 


altered ground, suggest that another Chipmunk type of deposit may be 


present in the area. This area, however, is not on the applicants' claims. 


.
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The highest stratigraphic occurrence of ore minerals is in.. the 


basal sandstone layer of the Brushy Basin member. The produbtion from 


the Prospector's Fortune surface operations and the production from 


mineralized Brushy Basin landslide debris in the Sundown No. 5 claim 


came from this stratigraphic unit. The Prospector's Fortune has been 


the largest producer in the area with a production total of 1,897 tons 


averaging 0.21 percent U308 and 0.63 percent V205'. The AEC ,lists about 


300 tons of inferred ore remaining but operations have been halted and 


no reserves were apparent to the examining team. The production from 


the Sundown No. 5 claim totaled 11 tons averaging 0.24 percent U 308 and 


1.32 percent V205 . The mired area consistsof a bulldozer road cut in 


landslide material along the side of a hill. Reserves here are nil. 


An adit in barren grourd was driven at the base of a 50-foot thick. 


sandstone layer in the Brushy Basin member on the Sundown No. 29 claim.

- Proosed	 lration Program 


The applicant proposed a non-core and core drilling program in 


two stages requiring a maximum of 27,000 feet of non-core and 450 


feet of core drilling in 135 holes at an estimted cost of $79,602.75. 


Government participation at 75 percent would be p59,702.060 The pro-


posed program was to explore for economic ore bodies on the Sundown 


group of claims. 


.
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•
The program as outlined in the application would entail the drill-


ing of a series of fences or rows of diamond drill holes which would test 


the ground for ore deposits and possibly establish a trend for subsequent 


exploratory drilling. The drill-hole pattern of the first stage would 


explore the property on 500-foot centers and would consist of a total 


of 75 holes. The second stage of the applicant's proposed program would 


consists of 100-foot offsets of holes which penetrated ore-grade material. 


A maximum of 60 holes would be required for the second stage. 


Previous holes drilled on the claims were not considered as an 


integral part of the plan since no records exist of the results of the 


drilling. 


•	 Recommended Program 


N6 revision of the applicant's proposed exploration program is 


submitted'by the examining team. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


Outcrops of Salt Wash strata on and near the Sundown claims are 


classed as generally unfavorable for ore. The known ore deposits are 


few, small and erratically distributed. The small-size and the presence 


of copper in the one known ore deposit at the base of the ore-bearing 


sandstone is more or less typical of the deposits which lie just west 


of the tlravan mineral belt. The largest production has conie from sand-


stone in the Brushy Basin member. The chance of finding another such 


deposit 15 poor as the sandstone forms a relatively continuous layer 


S
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that is moderately well exposed and such a repetition should probably 


have been discovered before this. 


The chance of finding a significant uranium-vanadium deposit in 


these strata is considered to be very poor. It is recommended that 


the application for D!€A assistance for exploration be denied.

Junction personnel, the property is not located particularly well with 
respect to favorability for large ore desits. 


The applicant proposes an extensive drilling project that 
would cost, an estimated $80,000. Past exploration work consists of 
eight wagon drill boles, a 60-foot , edit, and some surface trenching. 
A total of 11 tons of ore have been shipped from the property. 


I recommend that the application be referred to the Field 
Team for field examination and report 6 It appears possible that a 
modified, reduced, drilling project may be warranted on some of the 
most favorable areas of the property

The B. & B. Mining Company applied to the Defense Minerals 
Exp1oratioi Administration for aid in exploring .the Sundown group of 
claims in sees. 25, 26, and 27, T. 45 N., R. 19 W., N.LP.M., San Miguel 
County, Colorado. The applicant's proposed project consists of 11.50 feet 
of core drilling and 26,550 feet of non-core drilling-costing an estimated 
total of $79,602.75. 


The Sundown group of claims is located in the northwestern part 
of the Slick Rock mining district on the southwest flank of the Gypsum 
Valley Salt anticline. Most of the significant uranium deposits in the 
Slick Rock district occur in the upper part of the Salt Wash member of the 
Jurassic Morrison formation. However, in Gypsum Valley significant uranium 
deposits are generally found in the middle and lower sandstone units of the 
Salt Wash member and appear to be concentrated along the axis of the Gypsum 
Valley Salt anticline. Deposits found some distance away from the anticlinal 
axis, such as those in the general vicinity of the Sundown group of claims, 
are small and consist of small tabular masses of mineralized rock that range 
in size from a few tons to several hundred tons. 


The applicant reportedly drilled 11 wagon dri ll  holes on the 
Sundown Nos. 17 and 29' claims but the project was ineffectual because 
excessive ground water was encountered. The results of this drilling, 
therefore, are not available. 


The relatively small amount of production from mines and claims 
in the immediate vicinity of the applicant's claims is an indication of 
the small size and scattered nature of known ore bodies. According to AEC

shipping records 11.26 tons of ore averaging 0.24 percent U3OR and 
1.32 percent V205 were shipped from the Sundown No. 5 claim, included 
in the application. Production from several other properties adjoin-
ing the Sundown group of claims on the south and east, is given below:
