Reference is made to Exhibit 16 which photograph shows the portal of the
adit prior to rehabilitation. Exhibit 17 shows a (caved. area where the
drift collapsed beyond the portal. Exhibit 19 is a photograph of the old
dump created by the excavation work on Level A. Exhibit 18 shows equip-
ment excavating preparatory to constructing the portal for Level B.

A shipment consisting of 26 tons and 1960 pounds of ore was cobbed off the
dump shown on Exhibit 19 by hand and shipped to the American Smelting and
Refining Company at Leadville, Colorado. Settlement sheet for this shipment
is copied and submitted herewith marked Exhibit 7. The property is readily
accessible for examination purposes as the access road has been driven to
the portal of the adit. Due to elevation (12,500') this country is under
heavy snow in winter months and the roads are not expected to be open to
motorized transport before April or May.

L(b). The only record of past production available is that which is incor-
porated in an engineering report by C. J. Moore dated September 16, 1913, copy
of which is attached hereto and marked Exhibit 8. Records from old newspaper
files published in Chaffee County in years gone by make reference to the
production potential of this group of claims during the 80's and 90's.
