6) which do not adjoin the other groups. One drift of 300 feet has been
completed in Harvey #1 from which $L42,000 worth of Uranium ore averaging 1%
has been mined at 200 feet; the next 100 feet is!approaching an ore bedy 3
to L feet thick which shows about .40% U308. Another drift in Harvey #1
produced about 150 tons of ore that was .20% U308 and in excess of 1% Vana-
dium.

These mines and groupe of mines are the largest on
Tenderfoot Mesa, There are many prospects and small workings in
individual deposits with production commonly ranging from a few tons
to as much as 500 tons.

Because of the probable smell size and scattered nature of
possible ore deposits in the lower Salt Wash, denials of the first two
spplications above were recommended. A recommendation for approval
vas made for the third applieation above; however, the target for this

. exploration was "roll" ore deposits at very shallow depths.

The applicant in an addendum states that a block of proposed
"drill holes shown on his map should be moved frem the Mooney block of
cleims westward to the Charlotte block of c¢laims., As the Charlotte
- olaims are staked on the Brushy Basin member of the Norrison formation
and on the Burro Caayon formation, drilling depths to the lowest

- potential horigzon would probably range between 400 and 600 feet in depth,

'The applicant makes no depth correctica for this chenge of location in

:his broghure.





Ore deposits on Tenderfoot Mssa generally are small and are
scattered stratigraphically through the Salt Wash member of the Morrison
formation. Exploration proposed for the claims apparently would test
the lowermost mineralized horizon where known. individual deposits are
less than 100 tons. The chance of finding a significant uranium ore
deposit here is poor. It is recommended that this applicetion be denied
without a field examination. ' '

Estnmated costs
are not detailed, and drilling bids are not attached. ?

The applicant states that some underground workings on the Harvey
No. 2 claim are in ore but none of the proposed drilling appears to be near
those workings. The applicant also mentions some prev1ously drilled holes
that penetrated ore but does not show on his map where those holes are
located. :

The Atomic Energy Commission has done a large amount of drilling
on Tenderfoot Mesa. The AEC exploration office in Grand Junction will un-
doubtedly have specific information about the applicant's property. I re-
commend that the application be referred to the Field Team for review and
field examination should they deem such necessary. ‘

The Harvey No. 1, Harvey No. 2, two mineralizod outerops to

the south, ineluding the Pick and Shovel claim, and other general
outerops of the Salt Wash member in the area, were examined on

November 8, 1956 in conjunction with an examination of the adjacent
and~partly overlapping property on which application for DMEA assis-
tance had been made (DMEA 4427). The examining team recommended ‘
denial of the application for DMEA assistance under docket 4427 because
the c¢hance of finding a significant ore deposit here is poor. :

The subject ¢laims are on the eastern and south central
parts of Tenderfoot Mesa. Ore on Tenderfoot Mesa has been produced
from four horizons that range from 60 to 260 feet above the 1ase of
the Salt Uhsh member of tho Morrison formation.

Ore deposits on and near the claims on the east and southeast
side of Tenderfoot Mesa are in the lowermost horizon, about 60 feet
above the base of the Salt Wash member. These deposits are small and
irregular. Drill hole spacing needed in order to define indicated ore
is on the order of 25 feet. Ore produced from the Harvey mines hag
come from several deposits which are thin and erratically distributed.
The thickest part of an individual deposit observed was about 2.5 feet.
Intergranular gray-green mudstone, and gray-green mudstone at the base
of the host sandstone is confined mainly to places where the host rock
is mineralized. Elsewhere, mudstone in sandstone is variably red-brown R
and gray-green in color and the sandstone is classed as generally
unfavorable for the occurrence of significant deposits of uranium ore.

Ore deposits about 1 mile west of the northwestern group of
the subject claims, ars in the middle part of the Salt Wash member.

‘However, these northwestern claims are staked on the Burro Canyon

formation and depths to the potential ore horizon would range from

-about 500 to 750 feet deep.

Ore deposits from one-half to over one mile southwest of the
southwest group of the subject claims, are in the upper part of the
Salt Wash member. The depth to a potential ore~bearing horizon on

these claims would be about 150 feet, however, the applicant has

proposed no drilling here. Depths to the lowest potential horizon
would be as much as 400 feet here.

The applicant lists production from the Mammoth, Little
Johnny, Black Mammas, Okan, and Liberty Bell properties that totals
35,000 tons. & cheak of ABC production records shows that total
production from these properties, as of January 1, 1957 is 12,229 tons
avoraging 0.25 percent 0308 -and 0.99 percent V20s5. The Mammoth mine,
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
