CATEGORY (5)—INITIAL REHABILITATION AND REPAIRS.—Estimates under this category include all 


requirements and related costs, such as labor, materials and supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher 
than provided for in Category (2), and shall 'not be duplicated under any other category. The estimated 
total of this category is a maximum. 


Subcategory (a)—Initial rehabilitation and repairs of existing buildings, fixtures, and installa-
tions (exclusive of mine workings) .—The estimated total of this subcategory is a maximum. 


Subcategory (b)—Initial rehabilitation and repairs of operating 'equipinent.—The estimated 
total of this subcategory is a maximum.
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CATEGORY (6)—NEW BUILDINGS, FIXTURES, AND INSTALLATIONS (EXCLUSIVE OF MINE WORKINGS) 
Estimates under this category include all requirements and related costs, such as labor, materials and 
supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be dupli-
cated under any other category. The estimated total of this category is a maximum. 


CATEGORY (7)—MISCELLANEOUS.—Repairs and maintenance (other than initial) of operating equip-
ment, analytical work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, 
liability insurance covering employment, travel, communications, and any other items of requirement or 
cost that do not fall within any of the first 6 categories. 


THE ESTIMATED TOTAL ALLOWABLE COST of the work is a maximum. 
(b) Nonallowable costs.—The following costs are not allowable for contribution by the Government: 


(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, 
or holding possession; 


(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other than 
payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment), damages 
to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equipment or 
other property used in the work); 


(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and 
(4) Deferred payments..;--Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-


ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the provi-
sions of which payment Qf the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the delivery 
of the goods; unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. 


(c) Reductions in costs.—The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 
incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work 
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or 
services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the Govern-
ment contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so that 
they are available for use within the limit of the original estimated total cost. This provision does not 
apply to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's percentage royalty under the 
provisions of Article. 8. See Annex II. 


ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may 
have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after 
final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. If the Gov-
ernment elects to audit said records and accounts relating to the exploration work by certified public 
accountant, it may do so as a cost of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Comptroller 
General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall 
have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the 
Operator. All of the Operator's vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto and the Govern-
ment's payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the Government. If work 
under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other operations, or if labor, supervision, 
services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other requirements for carrying on the work are 
also used in connection with other operations, the costs shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis 
and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 
showing detailed costs incurred during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit Cost and Progress 
Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and costs incurred for 
each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed during the reporting period includ-
ing adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and 
(2) above will be provided by the Government.)

(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related costs incurred. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 8. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—.If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the. contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first.. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point); except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it.is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value therof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 	 . 


(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half ( 1 1/2) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half ( ½) 
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percent for each additional full fifty cents ($ 0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1 1/2 ) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 31/2) percent.) 
(1) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense, Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 9. Interests in purchased property.—(a) Title and ownership.—All costs under this 
contract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own 
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the 
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions, although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, any 
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the com-
pletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when such property 
is not in use for or needed for the work, the Operator shall neither use it without the written consent of 
the Government nor without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest. 


(c) Disposal of property.—Upon the completion of the work or termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Operator 
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest for 
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, 
or purchase by the Operator or the Government at a price at least as high as could be obtained from 
others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such property. Without advance 
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell at any price any item of property 
the cost of which was more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any 
item of property which cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approving the sales price for any 
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able to obtain or himself 
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be considered in groups or 
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining 
unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the Government waives its interest 
therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item the Operator shall dismantle and sever it 
from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.—If within 90 days after the completion of the work or ter-
mination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no longer needed 
for the work, or after such further time as the Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed 
to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property in which the Government has an interest, the 
Government, at any time prior to final settlement under the contract, may pursue one of the following 
two courses: (1) the Government, by written notice to the Operator, may place upon such property what 
in its opinion is a fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the 
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• date such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and such 
property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the Operator at 
the valuation so fixed by the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such 
property wherever it may be found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 10. Termination of the Government's obligations.—. (a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: (1) the Government 
shall be free of all obligation to contribite to costs not then incurred other than such as may be allowable 
under the provisions of the contract as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; 
and (2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not 
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; and (2) the Operator shall be free 
of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, 
reporting, and accounting. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addi- 
tion to any other remedy provided in this contTact, and in addition to any other remedy the law may 
provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 10 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 11. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 12. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted . to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with .a corporation for its 
general benefit.

General Provisions 


The .work consists of exploration for uranium by 
core and noncore drilling to test the top sandstone unit 
of the Salt Wash member of the Jurassic Morrison formation. 


Each hole shall be drilled noncore through the 
upper formations to a point approximately 5 feet above 
the Brushy Basin-Salt Wash contact, and then core 
drilled through the uppermost Salt Wash sandstone unit, 
through any green mudstone lying immediately below and 
into the underlying red mudstone for not more than 10 
feet. Drilling depths are expected to range from 240 to 
655 feet and to average 458 feet. 'Noncore' drilling is 
expected to average approximately 383 feet per hole and 
core drilling approximately 75 feet per hole. 


The minimum size of core shall be BX. All core 
and cuttings from the cored sections of drill holes shall 
be checked for radioactivity.

The area is a deeply dissected, rugged highland ranging from 5,000 
to 7,000 feet in altitude. Rocks ranging in age from Permian to 
Cretaceous are exposed. The Morrison formation of Late-Jurassic age 
is about 700 feet thick and is composed of two members, the upper 
Brushy Basin member and the lower Salt Wash member. Uranium deposits 
are found mostly in the Salt Wash member. 


STRATIGRAPH! - BEAVER MESA AREA 


The formations exposed in this area are of the upper Jurassic or lower 
Cretaceous age with the Burro Canyon formation forming the tops of 
the high flat mesas. This hard massive sandstone has protected the 
softer underlying Morrison formation from erosion except where faults 
and fractures occurred. Along these faults and fracture zones erosion 
has been very active and has formed deep canyons exposing the various 
horizons of the Morrison formation which are locally, iown as rims". 


The Burro Canyon formation of lower Cretaceous age ii this area is 
about 50 to 100 feet thick. This formation is a white, brown fine-
grained sandstone, containing chert grains scours, *nd' often coarse- 
grained and conglomeratic at the base. It is massive,\ semi-friable, 
and forms cliffs in most places. 


The Morrison formation of late Jurassic age is composed of two mem.0 
bers, the upper Brushy Basin member and the lower Salt Wash member. 
The Brushy Basin member in this area is about 400 feet thick and is 
composed of varicolored shales or mudstones, with some sandstone 
lenses and generally forms slopes. 
The Salt Wash member is about 300 feet thick in this area and is 
composed of about equal parts of sandstone and mud' stone Strata. On 
fresh exposures the color of sandstone ranges from white to gray, 
yellow, and redish brown. Limonite occurs in places as specks in 
the sandstone, and limonite diffusion bands are prominent in some 
exposures of the sandstone. The sandstone is composed donii±antly of 
fine-to-medium-grained clear quartz with minor amounts of white and 
pink chert, clear feldspar, and. interstitial clay. The quartz grains 
are subrounded to . rounded and are well sorted, though in a few places, 
the textural range is from fine to coarse • Chert grains are .ahgular 
and their modal diameter is larger than the modal diameter of the 
quartz grains. Calcite is the principal cementing material. Fossil 
loss occur in places and are composed of one or more of-the following 
substances: Carbon, silica, limonite, calcite, dolomite, gypsum, and 
carnotite.

GEOLOGY OF BEAVER	 4 


On Beaver Mesa the principal ore-bearing sandstone is not persistent 
but where present the sandstone beds are highly lenticular and, in 
places, unusually thick. The sandstone is generally reddish brown, 
friable, and seems to contain more fossil wood material than the upper 
sandstone stratum of the Salt Wash elsewhere. Limonite and manganese 
oxide diffusion banding also seems to be more abundant and occurs in 
both reddish-brown and light-colored sandstone. The top of the mudstone 
underlying the upper sandstone zone on Beaver Mesa is red except in the 
immediate vicinity of ore deposits. 


All of the good ore-bodies on Beaver Mesa lie in a peripheral belt, and 
this belt is shown in Figure 3 • The exception to this theory is the 
Corviisite mine, which appears to be a saucer shaped ore-body that seems 
to indicate no direct relationship to the other deposits on the Mesa. 
There are, as can be seen by examination of Figure 3, some ore-bodies 
outside of this belt. These ore-bodies have been smaller in size and 
lower in grade than those included within the zonal area. The ore-bodies 
within the peripheral belt area tend to be perpendicular to the trend 
of the belt itself.

Reference is made to your letter of August 22, 1958, wherein 
you advised that from your interpretation, the hours of bulldozing 
under Stage I are not considered as maximum, and that we should not have 
disallowed excesses above units established in Exhibit "A" in processing 
the Operator's accounting report for the month of Jun e , 1958. 


A review of your letter and of the "Audit Procedure for 
Exploration Work Under DMEA Exploration Contracts," by the Contract 
Administration and Audit Division, DMEA, indicates that we have mis-
interpreted the instructions on Contract Form MF-200 (Revised June 1954) 
pertaining to work under Category (1). We have interpreted the form to 
be, in essence, the same as that for Contract Form MF-200 (Revised 
February 1952). 


In processing the Operator's accounting report, we have inter-
preted the instructions under Category (1) "the estimated cost of each 
unit of work" to mean "the estimated total cost of each unit or item of 
work." Thus, since the "unit cost" and the "estimated total cost" of 
each item of work were considered to be maximums, the reported excesses 
of units of work have been disallowed. 


For clarification in the matter, it is suggested that if Form 
MF-200, or similar form, is used in the future that the instructions 
under Category (i) be changed to read, "The estimated total amount of 
this category and the estimated unit cost of each item of work for per-
formance under an independent contract are maximums." 


Because of the lack of control of expenditures for such items, 
of work as bulldozing, standby time, probing time, etc., under Category 
(1), we would prefer that it be as we have interpreted. It is difficult,







,'	 "


on the once a month inspections by the examining engineer, to deter-
mine whether or not overexpethitures were actually necessary, 
especially in bulldozing and standby time, or were due to inefficient 
operation by the operator. In addition, too great an overexpenditure, 
even though possibly necessary, in any minor item or items of work 
under Category (1), could throw the major items of work out of balance, 
thereby disrupting the intent of the exploration program. 


In the future, we will process operators' accounting reports 
on the basis of the instructions in your letter of August 22, unless 
the total cost of each item of work is specifically designated as 
"maximum" or the recitation in the descriptive part of Exhibit "A" 
limits the units of work to be perfornie&2.

The Comptroller 
General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall 
have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the 
Operator. All of the Operators vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto and the Govern-
ment's payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the Government. If work 
under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other operations, or if labor, supervision, 
services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other requirements for carrying on the work are 
also used in connection with other operatioris, the costs shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis 
and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 
showing detailed costs incurred during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit Cost and Progress 
Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and costs incurred for 
each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed during the reporting period includ-
ing adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and 
(2) above will be provided by the Government.)
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(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with, five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
Sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related' costs incurred. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government 'any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense ,of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, 'or accounts. 


ARTICLE 8. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-  
ment.,at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. . 	 . 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty 'on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) .if' the Government makes' a' certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the 'total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point); except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator),, shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it.is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither 'sold nor used by' 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value therof in the formin 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1 1/2 ) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") 'not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00). per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half, ( 1/2) 
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percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half ( 11,4) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 31/2) percent.) 
(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 9. Interests in purchased property.—(a) Title and ownership.—All costs under this 
contract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own 
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the 
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions, although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


• (b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, any 
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the com-
pletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when such property 
is not in use for or needed for the work, the Operator shall neither use it without the written consent of 
the Government nor without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest. 


• (c) Disposal of property.—Upon the completion of the work or termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Operator 
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest for 
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, 
or purchase by the Operator or the Government at a price at least as high as could be obtained from 
others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such property. Without advance 
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell at any price any item of property 
the cost of which was more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any 
item of property which cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approving the sales price for any 
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able to obtain or himself 
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be considered in groups or 
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining 
unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the Government waives its interest 
therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item the Operator shall dismantle and sever it 
from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.—If within 90 days after the completion of the work or ter-
mination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no longer needed 
for the work, or after such further time as the Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed 
to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property in which the Government has an interest, the 
Government, at any time prior to final settlement under the contract, may pursue one of the following 
twa courses: (1) the Government, by written notice to the Operator, may place upon such property what 
in its opinicn is a fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the 
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date such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and such 
property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the Operator at 
the valuation so fixed by the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such 
property wherever it may be found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 10. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: (1) the Government 
shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred other than such as may be allowable 
under the provisions of the contract as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; 
and (2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not 
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; and (2) the Operator shall be free 
of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, 
reporting, and, accounting. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addi- 
tion to any other remedy provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may 
provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 10 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 11. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator, at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 12. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend :to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.

The Field Examiners conclude that the probability for 
making a significant discovery is sufficiently promising to justify 
Government participation. They recommend that the Applicant's work 
proposal be approved, as modified by them. 


Please refer to Figure 3 of this report. We questioned 
the Examiners regarding the advisability of drilling the following 
proposed holes, 


1. The hole on the Pack Rat No. 2 which is located 50 
feet northwest of the adit approximately 900 feet from the portal 
at an altitude of approximately 7060 feet. 


2. The hole on the Shakin Q,uakie claim located 80 feet 
southeast of the adit approximately 1400 feet from the portal at 
an altitude of approximately 7175 feet. 


3. The hole on the Shakin Quakie claim which is located 
70 feet northwest of the adit approximately 1600 feet from the 
portal at an altitude of approximately 7225 feet and lies between 
twore holes, one of which is BD-115. This hole would 	 within

We discussed with them the possibilities of drilling from 
underground stations.

INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY 


The New Idria Mining and Chemical Company of Idria, California, 


C. Hyde Lewis, President, applied for Government assistance on September 5, 


1957 to explore for uranium on property in the Beaver Mesa area of Mesa 


County, Colorado. The property consists of 6 located claims or portions 


of claims and 59.33 acres of adjoining deeded land. 


The applicant proposed a project in two stages requiring an estimated 


33, 140 feet of non-core drilling and 7,300 feet of core drilling in a 


maximum of 91 holes at a cost of $113,983.00 in which Government partici-


pation at 75 percent would be $85,14.88.00. 


A field examination was made on September 23,1957 by a DMEA examining 


team composed of M. H. Salsbury and D. A. Phoenix. They were accompanied 


by Arthur W. Goring, 2618 North 12th Street, Grand Junction, Colorado, 


manager of the applicant company's Uranium Division. The examination was 


made when DMEA personnel were in the Beaver Mesa area on other business, 


and before the Washington DMEA office released the application for examina-


tion. Later Phoenix was transferred from DMEA work; N. L. Archbold was 


then assigned to the project and visited the property with Mr. Goring on 


January20, 1958.
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The applicant holds a lee on the deeded land and has purchased the 


claims; however, the claims as well as the leased property are subject to

a royalty on production. Boundary agreements have been made with owners 


of claims overlapping the property, and Mr. Goring states that all holders 


of royalty interests will sign subordination agreements. The mining opera-


tion on the property is carried on by Beaver Mesa Uranium, Inc. under a 


lease whereby the lessee receives approximately 55 percent of the net mill 


returns as compensation. The applicant therefore has only a 25 to 27* 


percent interest in ore returns but does retain control of the property. 


An agreement between the applicant and Beaver Mesa Uranium, Inc. for joint 


operation of the proposed project has been suggested by the Washington 


DMEA office because of Beaver Mesa's large interest. Such an agreement 


has been drawn up and is being considered. 


Most of the large uranium deposits on Beaver Mesa occur in the top 


sandstone unit of the Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation, and are 


concentrated along a fault which cuts the east-central part of the mesa. 


Sedimentary and tectonic structures appear to have had some influence 


over the localization of ore deposits. 


The proposed exploration area is in a geologically favorable area 


and adjoins a number of properties which have been extensively explored 


by drilling and underground workings. The applicant's claims have been 


partially explored and a mining operation is being carried on at the 


present time. Production has been substantial, but ore bodies found by 


previous development drilling have been nearly exhausted. There remain 
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areas which have been determined to be favorable for uranium occurrences 


by wide-spaced Geological Survey drilling. These are the areas which the 


applicant proposes to explore. 


Eight other DA projects have been proposed and considered in the 


immediate area. Six of them, Docket Nos. DMEA 2128, 35114., 3649 and 


4073, 4494, and 4363 have been completed and certified as discoveries. 


Two early applications, DMEA 2391 and DMEA 3310, covering the ground in 


the present application, were considered favorably and would probably 


have gone to contract except for litigation and a problem of obtaining 


owners consent to lien. 


A two-stage program requiring an estimated 31,000 feet of non-core 


drilling and 6,075 feet of core drilling in a maximum of 81 holes at an 


estimated cost of $10 14,023.75 is recommended for approval. Government 


participation at 75 percent would be $78,017.81. 


ACKNOWLEDGMENTS 


The applicant submitted a brochure with data on claim ownership, 


previous exploration, and geologic features. A drilling proposal with 


cost estimate, and three bids from drilling contractors were included. 


Ownership data was incomplete and the applicant later furnished complete 


documentation on property and royalty transfers. 


The results of Geological Survey and previous DMEA drilling on 


Beaver Mesa, were available and were considered, The Atomic Energy 


Commission did not have additional geologic information on the area, 
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though production and reserve figures were obtained from the Commission. 


An attempt has been made in this report to clarify the points which 


have been raised by the Washington office on matters related to the com-


plicated royalty structure. 


LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AND PHYSICAL FEATURES 


The Hubbard homestead is in section 35, T. 51 N., R. 20 W. The 


Pack Rat Nos. 1, 2 and 3, Johnnie Mae No. 3 claims, the west 100 feet of 


the Johnnie Mae No. 1, and the Shakin Quakie Fraction are in parts of 


unsurveyed sections 25, 26 and 36, T. 51 N., R. 20 W., New Mexico Prin-


cipal Meridian. They lie at an altitude of about 7,000 feet on the top 


of Beaver Mesa and a bench flanking the east-central portion (fig. 3). 


The claims are in Mesa County, Colorado, 13 miles west of Gateway, Cob. 


over a graded access road. Gateway is 60 miles southwest of Grand 


Junction, Colorado over improved and partially black-topped State Highway 


141. There are no unusual problems of access, ore marketing, labor, 


supply, water or power. 


Precipitation is moderate in the Beaver Mesa area in normal years, 


although excessive precipitation in the winter and spring of 1956-1957 


caused drilling operations to be shut down for several months. Prepara-


tion of drill sites both on the mesa top and the adjoining bench is 


relatively easy and inexpensive.
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HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


Mining for vanadium and radium in the Beaver Mesa area dates from 


before World War I, though intensive activity did not begin until 1948 


when the Atomic Energy Commission established a uranium buying program. 


Geological Survey drilling, followed by extensive private and DA explora-


tion, has been highly successful and has resulted in discovery of large 


deposits which are now being mined at a substantial rate. 


Six DA projects have been completed in the immediate vicinity of 


the subject property (fig. 2). All of them have been or will be certified 


as discoveries. Two other applications were made but not carried to 


contract for reasons other than geologic favorability.

OWNERSHIP AND EXTENT 


The ownership and royalty interests on the property in the subject 


DMEA proposal are complicated. The matter was not fully explained in the 


original DA application but additional documentation, in the form of a 
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narrative description of transactions involving various parcels of land 


and copies of legal documents pertaining to property and royalty transfers, 


has since been furnished. An agreement for joint operation of the proposed 


DIA project, considered to be necessary by the Washington DA office in 


view of the large working interest of Beaver Mesa Uranium, Inc. in the 


property, has also been tentatively considered. 


The property included in the proposal consists of 6 claims of varied 


ownership and 59.33 acres of patented land known as the Hubbard Homestead, 


The Hubbard Homestead carries both surface and mineral rights, and 


is better described as Lot 1, sec. 35, T. 51 N., R. 20 W., NMPM. It is 


owned by Bert Hubbard and Lyman Hubbard, ranchers, Gateway, Colorado, 


who have retained surface rights and leased mineral rights. Through 


various transactions, the minerals leases have passed from the original 


lessee, Forrest M. Cochran, Grand Junction, Colorado, through Don Danvers 


of San Antonio, Texas, to New Idria Mining and Chemical Company of Idria, 


California. The original lease has been extended 5 years to December 16, 


1962 according to a notice dated October 9, 1957 and given the owners by 


New Idria in accordance with lease provisions. A copy of this notice and 


other documents were furnished with the brochure. 


When the Hubbard Homestead was examined. under Docket No. DMEA 3310, 


the Hubbard.s had instigated court proceedings to break Danvers lease but 


were unsuccessful. The matter was settled by compromise and there has 


been no further litigation.
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The Pack Rat Nos. 1, 2 and 3 claims; Johtnie Mae No. 3 claim; and 


the west 100 feet of the Johnnie Mae No. 1 claim are part of a larger 


group located. by J. B. and Velma Crowley and J. T. Ward. The claims have 


all been acquired. by New Idria Mining and Chemical Company. A series of 


transactions covering transfer of ownership and royalty interests are 


documented in material furnished by the applicant. 


The Shakin Quakie claim, a fraction covering 2.14.1 acres of open 


ground between the west sideline of the Pack Rat No. 2 claim and the 


Hubbard. Homestead was located. by John I. Schumacher of Grand. Junction, 


sold. to Dan Danvers, and has since been acquired. by New Id.ria. It is 


also subject to divided royalty interests. The recording data on located 


claims in the proposed. DMEA project are as follows:

The foregoing claims appear to be valid and are so considered by the 


Atomic Energy Commission which has certified them for initial production 


bonus (Certification No, 162). The full initial production bonus has  


already been claimed on both the located claims and the Hub1ard. Homestead. 


There are areas of conflict between the Pack Rat Nos. 2 and 3 claims 


and the Lost Dutchman Nos. 2, 10 and 16 adjoining on the north, and between 


the Johnnie Mae Nos. 1 and 3 claims and the La Sal Nos. 6 and 8 claims 


adjoining on the south and west,
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The Pack Rat--Lost Dutchman conflict has been adjusted by a compromise 


agreement which establishes the boundary shown in figure 3. Copies of this 


agreement and a map have been furnished DMEA. 


The Johnnie Mae--La Sal conflict has also been established by corn-


promise. The boundary is as shown in figure 3 . This conflict was explained 


to the Government's satisfaction by a letter and map furnished by the 


Flanders Mining Company on March 22, 1957 in connection with Docket No. 


DA 4494, Contract Idm-E 1074. Boundary lines between the Pack Rat Nos. 1 


and 3 and Johnnie Mae No. 1 claims and Union Carbide Nuclear Company's 


Lunisden No. 1 claim have been established by agreement, satisfactory 


evidence of which was furnished., so far as the Johnnie Mae No. 1 claim is 


concerned, in data furnished in connection with Docket No. DMEA 11494, 


The Rajah Nos, 67 and 68 claims overlap the Pack Rat Nos. 1 and 2 


claims and the Johnnie Mae No. 3 claims but the çriority of the latter 


claims has been established. The boundary as shown in figure 3 agrees 


with that in figure 3 of the examination report on Docket No. DA 3649, 


which was acceptable to the Government. 


The applicant has included in the subject proposal the western 100 


feet of the Johnnie Mae No. 1 which was to have been excluded from the 


area subordinated under Docket DMEA 194, Contract Idm-E 1074. F Through	


V 
an oversight, the entire Johnnie Mae Nb. 1 claim was subordinated under 


Contract Idm-E 1074 although the contract map shows the western boundary 


of the claim at a point 100 feet east of its true position. The matter 


is discussed in a memorandum from Salsbury to the Executive Officer, 


Region III dated October 3, 1957 and a memorandum from the Executive 
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Officer to the Chairman., Operating Committee, dated. October 8, 1957. In 


view of this error it is recommended that the Johnnie Mae No. 1 claim 


not be included in the subject property unless it is considered preferable 


to do so, amending Contract ]zn-E 1074 to conform. No holes are planned 


on the 100-foot strip and the only difficulty which might arise later 


would be in connection with location of possible offset drill holes on 


the Johnnie Mae No. 3 claim within 100 feet of the eastern boundary. 


Inasmuch as all the ground would be subordinated under one contract or the 


other, it is believed that the usual 100-foot minimum distance requirement 


could be waived. The matter has been discussed with the operator's repre-


sentative, A. W. Goring, who is agreeable to handling it either way. 


The documentation of ownership and royalty transfers which has been 


furnished is considered by the examining engineer to be adequate to 


establish the applicant's property rights. 


Consents to Lien would have to be executed by various individuals and 


Beaver Mesa Uranium, Inc. In addition, a working agreement between New 


Idria and Beaver Mesa satisfactory to the Government is required. 


The New Idria Mining and Chemical Company retains a 27.50 percent 


interest in production from the Hubbard Homestead and a 25.00 percent 


interest in production from the located claims. Beaver Mesa Uranium, Inc. 


has a 55 percent interest in the production from the entire property by 


virtue of an operating agreement. Beaver Mesa holds an additional royalty 


interest as shown in the following list:

PRESENT STATUS



Exploration and Development 


A substantial amount of drilling exploration has been done on the 


property as well as extensive underground development through 2 adit 


tunnels driven from portals on the outcropping ore-bearing Salt Wash 


rim (fig. 3), 


These workings have developed two ore deposits on the Pack Rat No.1 


claim and a third in the southeast corner of the Hubbard Homestead and the 


Shakin Quakie Fraction. Other ore bodies on the Rajah claims to the 


south and the Lurnsden No • 1-claim, have also been mined through the same 


tunnels. 


In addition to exploratory and development drilling in the vicinity 


of the known ore bodies, there have been 10 wide-spaced holes drilled on 


the Pack Rat No • 2 and Johnnie Mae No. 3 claims and the Hubbard Homestead. 


Seven of these were drilled by the Geological Survey. Drilling results 


have given evidence of conditions favorable for the occurrence of uranium 


deposits in otherwise unexplored areas. 


Present operations are centered in the Hubbard Homestead-Shakin 


Quakie ore body, and the adjoining Rajah ore body. The known ore bodies 


on the Pack Rat No. 1 claim are nearly exhausted but some development 


toward mineralized drill holes is being continued. 
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Mining Equipment and Other Facilities 


The applicant's mining operations on the Colorado Plateau are all 


being carried on by contractors who furnish their own equipuent. The 


Pack Rat--Hubbard Homestead--Rajah operation, carried on by Beaver Mesa 


Uranium, Inc., is fully equipped with battery powered track haulage, air-


powered loading and drilling equipuent. A new connection to improve 


access to the Hubbard Homestead area which has heretofore been reached 


through a steep incline from the Pack Rat tunnel has just been completed. 


Much of the original Pack Rat tunnel was driven above the ore horizon. 


The applicant proposes to employ a drilling contractor for the 


exploration project.


GENERAL GEOLOGY 


The Hubbard Homestead and the Pack Rat, Shakin Quakie, and Johnnie 


Mae claims are on Beaver Mesa in the Gateway mining district. Beaver 


Mesa lies on the northeast flank of the LaSal Mountains where sedimentary 


formations dip as much as 3 degrees northeastward. The Sagers Wash syn-


cline ., a very shallow fold, trends northwesterly across the northern end 


of Beaver Mesa and plunges gently to the northwest. One fault 


is present on Beaver Mesa (fig. ii. ). This fault trends northeasterly 


across the central part of the mesa, cutting the northern part of the 


subject property, and splitting into two closely parallel branches on the 


western end. The north side is displaced about 90 feet upward relative 


to the south side.
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Igneous rocks are exposed in the LaSal Mountains, about 9 miles 


southwest of Beaver Mesa, but no igneous rocks are exposed in the vicinity 


of the subject property. Sedimentary formations, exposed in the vicinity 


of Beaver Mesa, range in age from Permian to Upper Cretaceous; they are 


briefly described in table 1. All known uranium deposits in the Gateway 


district occur in the Morrison formation or Jurassic age; thus the Mor-


rison formation will be considered in greater detail.

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The Morrison formation consists of two members, the Brushy Basin 


member and the underlying Salt Wash member. The Brushy Basin member is 


about 400 feet thick and is composed of reddish brown and greenish gray, 


bentonitic nxudstone with minor lenses of sandstone and conglomerate which 


are more numerous toward the base of the member. Locally, the rocks are 


thoroughly cemented with silica and classed as sedimentary quartzites. 


The contact between the Brushy Basin and the underlying Salt Wash member 


is irterfingering as Brushy Basin mu5.stone is intercalated with sandstone 


lenses forming the top layer of the Salt Wash member. Locally, conglomer-


atic sandstone lenses of the Brushy Basin member may lie directly on the 


non-conglomeratic sandstone lenses in the top part of the Salt Wash 


member. 


The Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation consists of interbedded 


reddish brown mudstone and broadly lenticular light red to buff or light 


gray, quartzose sandstones. Locally the sandstone contains abundant 


carbonaceous material and clay pebbles. At the top and bottom of the 


member, individual sandstone lenses are concentrated so as to overlap and 


coalesce forming continuous, though highly irregular, layers of sandstone 


containing thin layers of mud.stone. These layers of sandstone range from 


about 40 to 85 feet in thickness • The central part of the Salt Wash member 


is dominantly reddish bown mud.stone with scattered broad lenses of sand-


stone. 


Crossbedding and scour and fill features in the Salt Wash member 


indicate that it had a fluvial origin. Locally, thick elongate lenses of 


sandstone, which probably represent sand fillings of ancient stream 
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channels can be traced for short distances • Such a thickening or 


"channel tt , in the top sandstone unit, seems to trend northeastward across 


the center of the subject property (fig. 2), though as yet there is not 


sufficient control for a complete understanding of the sedimentary struc-


ture involved.


ORE DEPOSITS 


All known uranium deposits on Beaver Mesa occur in the Morrison 


formation. Small deposits are scattered in conglomeratic sandstone 


lenses at the base of the Brushy Basin member and in sandstone lenses 


in the bottom two units of the Salt Wash member, but all large deposits 


are in the top sandstone unit of the Salt Wash member. Most of the 


deposits are clustered in the vicinity of Lumsden Canyon where Beaver 


Mesa is traversed by a fault (fig. ii). In the vicinity of Lumsden 


Canyon, deposits seem to be strung out along the fault and in lines 


trending southeastward from the fault (fig. !i.). 


A cursory examination of the underground workings on the Hubbard 


Homestead and Pack Rat No. 1 and Shakin Quakie claims indicates that 


ore occurs largely as irregular, discontinuous lenticular pods, and 


that the typical "roll" type ore bodies are rather uncommon. These pods 


of ore may range up to 100 feet in diameter and up to 8 feet in thick-


ness. Two or more pods may be superposed, but separated by several feet 


of barren sandstone. Individual pods may or may not be laterally con-


nected by thin layers of mineralized rock. 
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Vanadium and uranium minerals occur mainly as fillings at inter-


stices and as replacements of carbonaceous material. On the whole, the 


ore bodies appear to be partly oxidized and intermediate between the 


oxidized, or carnotite type, and the unoxidized, or uraninite type. The 


dominant ore minerals are probably corvusite, vanadium clay and doloresite 


with significant amounts of the relatively unoxidized minerals uraninite, 


coffinite, and montroseite. The ratio of vanadium oxide to uranium oxide 


in the ore is approximately 4 to 1. 


In the vicinity of ore deposits, the host sandstone is bleached from 


its normal light red color to light brown or light gray and the mudstone 


within and underlying the sandstone is bleached to greenish gray. Ore 


deposits tend to occur close to the thicker parts of the host sandstone 


and are intimately associated with zones of abundant carbonaceous material. 


Thus, areas of bleached sandstone and mudstone and of thick sandstone 


containing carbonaceous material are considered favorable for the occur-


rence of uranium deposits. The subject property is such an area. 


Areal distribution of the deposits on Beaver Mesa suggests that the 


deposits are related to the Lumaden Canyon fault and to thick, south-


westerly trending ., zones. in the host sandstone--features which facilitated 


the lateral movement of ore fluids. This is not meant to to imply that the 


Luxnsden Canyon fault existed previous to mineralization, as evidence in 


other areas indicates that faults are definitely post-ore. Rather, it is 


probable that in pre-ore time a zone of fracturing existed along the 


present site of the Lumsden Canyon fault, and this fracture zone served as 


a permeable channel-way for lateral movement of fluids. 
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Because of favorable lithology and inferred structural ore controls, 


significant uranium deposits may occur anywhere on the subject property; 


though the Pack Rat No. 2 claim and the northeastern corner of the Hubbard 


Homestead appear to be the most likely areas for the occurrence of large 


deposits.


PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


The applicant has proposed drilling exploration in two stages. 


Stage I would require an estimated 15,732 feet of non-core drilling and 


3,460 feet of core drilling in 11.3 holes. On the Hubbard Homestead hole 


spacing is 300 feet on a staggered pattern. On the Pack Rat Nos. 1 and 2 


and the Johnnie Mae No. 3 claim staggered holes on 250-foot spacing are 


proposed. 


Stage II would require an estimated maximum of 17,408 feet of 


non-core drilling and 3,840 feet of core drilling. The number of holes 


in Stage II is not stipulated. Hole depths would range from 240 to 


feet, with the deeper holes being on the Hubbard Homestead. 


The applicant's proposal is reasonable and is considered by the 


examining team to be suitable for the proposed exploration It is also 


in line with experience on the applicant's recently completed adjoining 


project under Docket No. DMEA 11494, Contract Idm-E 1074 9 where a similar 


plan was found t&be adequate under similar conditions. Examination of 


the applicant's plan, however, indicated that a slightly, different arrange -


ment of drill holes utilizing previous drill holes to better advantage 
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could be employed with a reduction of Stage I drilling from 43 to 141 


holes without sacrificing coverage. The applicant's representative, 


Arthur W. Goring, agreed to a revision of the program as suggested 


and described as follows: 


Stage 1.--41 holes on 250-to 300-foot centers at the approximate 


locations shown in figure 3. Holes are estimated to average 458 feet 


in depth and to require an average of 75 feet of coring per hole or 


a total of 15,700 feet of non-core drilling and 3,075 feet of core 


drilling. The footage estimates are based on control obtained from 


the previous drilling on the property. 


Stage II.--A maximum of 40 holes requiring an estimated 15,300 


feet of non-core drilling and 3,000 feet of core drilling offsetting 


previously drilled holes that penetrate significant mineralization. 


Not more than 4 offset holes should be drilled surrounding any pre-


viously drilled hole. No Stage II hole on the Hubbard Homestead


should be less than 150 feet from any other hole. No Stage II hole 


on the Pack Rat Nos. 1, 2, or Johnnie Mae NO-3 claims should be less 


than 100 feet from any other hole. 


Holes should be drilled non-core from surface to a point approxi-


mately 5 feet above the Brushy Basin-Salt Wash contact and core drilled 


through the upper sandstone layer of the Salt Wash member and any green 


mudstone immediately below the upper sandstone layer, and not more than 


10 feet into red nzu.dstone which underlies the green mudstone. Full 


penetration of the green mu.dstone, which may be as much as 12 feet thick, 


is desirable from a geologic standpoint because this thickness enters 
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into evaluation of the hole. 


The applicant's proposal was supported by bids from 3 drilling 


contractors. The following bid. by Robert J. Colquitt, 1363 North 18th St., 


Grand Junction, Colorado was clearly the lowest and has been used in the 


DMEA cost estimate. 


Drilling - non-core

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CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Enclosed are the original and one copy of a memorandum 
from M. H. Salsbury on the subject dockets. 


A review of both dockets by this office reveal the 
following:


1. The map on page 14, of the application 
on DMEA-4494, shows a 100 foot strip along the 
western side line of Johnnie Mae No. 1, as belong-
ing to Beaver Mesa. Map A, in Annex II, of this 
application clearly shows that the western 100 
feet of Johnnie Mae No. 1, is west of the "Property 
Division Line." However, no mention of this exclu-
sion of the 100 foot strip is made in the text of 
the application. 


2. The report of examination, January 1957, 
on DMEA-4494, makes no mention of the 100 foot  
strip along the western side line. Figure 2 of 
this report shows no exclusion of the 100 foot 
strip.


3. The Chairman's letter to the field, 
March 12, 1957, requested clarification of bound-
aries between the Johnnie Mae claims and La Salle, 
La Salle Extension, Tetzloff and La Sal No. 6 
claims. The applicant presented two letters dated 
March 22, 1957, each with a map captioned Exhibit "A", 
which show Johnnie Mae No. 1, as a full claim with, 
no 100 foot strip excluded.







4. Annex I. of Contract Idm-E1074, DNEA-4494, 
shows Johnnie Mae No. 1, original location recorded 
in Book 415, page 42; Amended location recorded in 
Book 697, page 510. A consent to Lien on the Johnnie 
Mae No. 1, was signed by Don Danvers and Dorothy 
Danvers, on April 3, 1957, and a Consent to Lien on 
the same claim was signed by J. B. Crowley on April 3, 
1957 . Neither of these Consents to Lien show any ex-
clusion.


5. An application dated August 30, 1957, from 
the same New Idria Mining and Chemical Company, was 
docketed DMEA-4826. This application includes among 
other claims, "The western 100 feet of the Johnnie 
Mae No. 1." 


It is our belief, without legal consultation, that the 
entire Johnnie Mae claim has been subordinated to the Government, 
under Contract Idm-E1074, regardless of whether or not Docket 
DMEA-4826 goes to contract. 


We have a copy of the Ernest Wm. Ellis letter to Mr. Lewis, 
Applicant on DMEA 4826, dated September 17 in which the Applicant was 
requested to furnish proof of sufficient interest in the land. 


We recommend that no action be taken at this time pending 
receipt of the Applicant's answer to the above-mentioned letter from 
Mr. Ellis.

In reviewing material submitted by the subject "erator­ira 
a new application (docket No. DA 4826), it was noted that a portion 
of one claim included in the new application has already been sub-
ordinated under the subject contract, according to Annex I thereto. 
(See the Acting Executive Officer ! s letter to the Secretary of the 
Operating Committee, DMEA, dated September 6, 1957.) 


Annex I of contract Idm ..E 1074 lists the Johnny Mae No. 1 \ 
claim as one of the subordinated claims without reserving the western \ 
100 feet. The western boundary shown for the claim in figures 2 and 
3 attached to this contract is 100 feet east of the actual boundary 
as shown in the applicant t s brochure, which agrees with a claim map 
of the Beaver Mesa area compiled by the Geological Survey. It corresponds 
instead to the western boundary of the ground which the applicant in-
tended to subordinate. The discrepancy in the contract is derived from 
the DMEA. report of examination on Docket No. DMEA 449 which fails to 
note that the western ii 100 feet of the Johnny iNo. 1 claim was to be 
excluded, although the maps with the report show the boundary of the 
claim where the applicant intended to place the western limit of the 
project area (figures 2 and 3).

Your letter of June 10, 1960, with enclosures, furnishes 
information regarding the efforts of your Department, the 
Federal Bureau of Investigation, and the New Idria Mining and 
Chemical Company to substantiate allegations of ore diversions 
in connection with Defense Minerals Exploration Administration 
Project contract No. Idin-E1181. If the allegations of ore 
diversion were true, it would mean that the Government, New 
Idria, and other royalty holders had not received proper 
royalty payments for ore mined from properties in which they 
had definite contractual interests. 


After an investigation costing in excess of $3, 060, New 
Idria was unable to find proof of ore diversion, although some 
instances of exchange of eajal grades of ore were found. This 
exchange of equalgrades did not result in any improper payment 
of royalties, but it was a violation of New Idria's lease agree-
ment with Beaver Mesa Uranium, Inc., and, as a result, New Idria 
cancelled the lease and took over from Beaver Mesa as producer. 


The Federal Bureau of Investigation reported nothing to 
substantiate the allegations of ore diversion and considered 
the matter closed. 


Your letter states that the matter is reduced to the un-
substantiated allegations of a discharged mine worker. 
Although your field experts concede the possibility of ore 
diversion, no evidence of diversion has been adduced and the 
likelihood of further evidential development is extremely 
remote. Your Department has been unable to conclude that a 
basis exists for the establishment of .a financial claim for 
royalties which might have been lost through diversion. 
Neither the amount of loss, if any, nor the identity of 
persons responsible, has been revealed. 


Since 10 financial claims have been developed, we have 
no obj ection, on the basis. of the present record, to your 
Department's closing this matter without further action.

On October S, 199, Mr. ROBERT TOOL19, Atomic Energy 
Commission (AEC), Grand Junction, Colorado, advted 3A IAROLD 
I. MOBS of the Denver FBI Office that one of his AEC Mining 
Engineers, MILLARD L. REUR, Casper, Wyoming, had been oon 
tao ted by one WILLIAM SOWDEN concerning captioned corporation. 
Mr. 8OWD, who then resided. at Reliance, Wyoming, stated that 
be tad formerly bean employed by the Beaver Mesa Uranium Cor-
poration and was diseharged on May 29, 199, for insubordinatton. 
Mr. BOWDEN cla1aed he had worked Ss a miner at the Pack Rat 
and Hubbard Claims of the company. 8OWD1 reported that the 
Beaver Mesa uranium Corporation took ore whiob was mined from 
the Hubbard group olaims of that oopany and had shipped it 
as coming from claims known as the "Rajah 30 C1aim' and from 
the "Rajah 8 7 Claim". Mr. TOOLE stated he had obseked records 
of the AEC at Grand Jtznotion and had ascertatnect non, of the 
claims mentioned had any AEC bonus pajmenta. TOOLE stated there 
fore that there would be no AEC bonne fraud involved in the 
transfer of the ore as coming from another claim. He stated 
that it was his understanding that the Beaver Mesa Uranium Cor- 
poration had loans from the Detsmee Minerals Exploration Adeints-
tratton, which agency is now knowa as the Office of Minerals and 
Exploration, located In the Denver Federal Center at Denveri. 


Mr. TOOLE remarked that moat of the agreements entered 
into by mining organizations with the Office of Minerals and 
Exploration provided that the 'U.S. Government is paid a royalty. 
He added that this royalty might not be paid to the governtnt 
on appropriate claims an a result of any transfer of ore as 
coming from another c2iIzu. 


On November 4, 1959 ,0 T. M. ROMSLO, Mining Engineer, 
Office of Minerals Exploration (OME), Bureau of Mines, U. S. 
Department of Interior, Building 20, Denver Federal Center, 
Denver, was contacted by $A WILLIAM Z. PEON, JR. of the Denver 
Office of F'BI and furnished th* following information' 


Mr. ROMSLO stated that tbo records of his agency 
reflect the Beaver Mesa tirantum Corporation and the New Idria 
Mining and Cnitoal Company began a joint-mining venture to-
gether in Mesa: County, Colorado, weuthweat of Grand Junction, 
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Colorado, in March, 1958, with the New Idria Company acting as 
agent for both companies in dealings with OML Mr. RONSLO ex-
plained that the purpose of ONE is to loan money to mining 
companies to encourage exploration for minerals in the "criti-
cal oategortes". RONSLO stated that daring the exploration 
phase of a company's operations, OME loans the mining operator 
fifty per cent of the cost of exploration until a "discovery" 
is made at which time a "Cex'tittate of Diseov,z'r is awarded 
the company when ore bodies suitable for mining are located. 
Thereafter, the mining operator, upon beginning prodttton, 
is required to pay back to OME the amount of money loaned for 
exploration, at the rot-urn of a five per cent royalty, until 
the amount loa .ed is repaid in full, 


Mr. RONSLO•conu*ented that in early 1958, tho New 
Idria Company' and the Beaver Mesa Uranium Corporation located 
ore bodies in Mesa County, Colorado, which were in a group 
including the Hubbard, Paek Rat, Shakex', iakto, andJohnny 
May claims. Mesa claim5 were all known together as the "Hub-
bard Homestead Group"; following exploration of the Hubbard 
Homestead Group claims 014E and the New Idria Company (acting 
as agent for both companies) entered into a ten-year contract 
in March, 1958, under which contract the New Idria Company 
would repay within the ton years the amount of $66,800.20 loaned 
by ONE to the Now ldrta Company and Beaver Mesa Uranium Cor-
poration in early 1956, for exploration of the Hubbard Home-
stead ore bodies. The five per eent royalty on procttxottou was 
to be paid ONE on any and all production from the ore bodies 
included within the "Hubbard. Romestead Group' claims. 


Hr. ROMSLO explained that in the event the two, oom
 panies mined on other claims not included within the "Hubbard 


Homestead Group", such as the "Rajah" properties, located near-
by in Mesa County, no royalty was required to be paid ONE from 
production from claims outside the prescribed boundaries of 
the "Hubbard Homestead Group". He stated that although New 
Idrta Company has until March, 1968, to pay oft the amount 
loaned by' ONE for exploration, the New Idria Company, acting 
as agent for both companies, is far ahead of schedule in mak-
ing repayment. Mr. ROM$LO explained in this regard that 46.25 
per cent of the entire $66,8ot3,20 had been repaid to ONE by 
the and of December, 1958, and that from January, 1959, through 
October, 1959, another $15,000 bad been paid oft to ONE by the 
New ldr'ta Company in monthly royalties each month so that at 
the present time approximately seventy-five percent of the 
entire amount loaned has been repaid by the New Idr'ia Company 
as agent for both companies.
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hr. ROSLO continued tb&t th.ae roy* alties wbic 
hae been paid by New Idrta Company, as agextt tor both, om-
paiss, are all from produotion from the Hubbard Homestead 
claims, in aeeordanee with the oontract entøred into by ONE 
with the 1ev Idrta Company in 1 1958. Mr. RONSLO remarked that 
ABC, and 3unction, Colorado, had furnished the same tutor-- 
nation to ONE, Denver, Colorado, as was furnished the Denver 
PBX Office by-ROBERT by-ROBERT TOOLE of ABC, regarding the allegation 
made by a disgruntled former employee of Beaver Mesa Uranium 
Corporation one WILLIAM SOWDEN, who was dtschaz'ed y that 
company, for insubordination. in Ma, 1959. 


Mr. ?OMSLO stated that from a review of ONE records 
it would not appear that the Beaver Mesa Uranium Corporation 
or the New Ith'ta Coiaany were involved in any fraud in mis-
representing the origin of ore shipments, in order to avoid 
patent of five -per cent monthly royalties to the ONE. ROM$LO 
pointed out the tact that the New Idria Company, as agent for 
both companies, bad paid off about severity-five per cent of 
the original amount loaned by 0MB for exploration and was faa. 
ahead of sabodulaIn making repayment, tnasmtoh as less than 
two years of the ten year contractual period has expired. 
However, he added that In order to resolve for certain the 
question as to whether any fraud has been committed, the ONE 
Regional Office at Denver planned to inspect the properties 
being mined by the two companies in question in Mesa CoutLty, 
Colorado, to ascertain whether a31e8attons made by WILLIAM 
SOWDBN against the Beaver Mesa Uranium Corporation are true 
or false. Me stated that the ONE tnutry would be made some-
time before the end of the calendar year of 1959, and at the 
latest would be handled by early January of 1960, so that the 
matter would be definitely resolved by approximately January 
35, 1960.


RONSLO explained that the operations of both com-
panies -in, Mesa County wax'e last inspeo ted by ONE in February, 
1959, and are inspected routinely on a yoarly'basla$ however, 
in view of 8OWDENs allegations as to possible inisrepreseAta- 
tions made by the Beaver Mesa ttrantuin Corporation, ONE would 
inspect the mining olaims in Mesa County prior to 1960 in or-
der to resolve the eattou as to whether any, tr'aud has been 
committed. ROMSLO added that the ONE inquiry would include 
tnpection of records of ore shipments from Mesa County by 
both companies, covering the entire period isince March, 19580 
so that misrepresentations, it any, would be revealed. 
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ROIISLC rrrxarked that the Beaver Ilesa Uranium Coz'por-
atton bas a good record with OM in that this company has paid 
off to the ONE two prior exploration loaus in full ahead at 
sohedule and there has never been any reason in the past to 
suspect this company of any fraud. 


ROflSLO suggested thà Denver FBI Office contaet Mr. 
JAMES V. '1OWNS31ID, Executive Officer, Regtoi III, ONE, Building 
20, Denver Pederal Center', tr. S. Bureau of Mines, in January, 
1960, to determine the outoor*. of the inquiry by ONE in Mesa 
County, Colorado.

Enclosed are the original and two copies of a memorandum dated 
December 8, 1959, from H. M. Connors, Mining Engineer, Bureau of Mines 
covering an on-site inspection of the subject property in conjunction with 
alleged diversion of ore. 


From the signed statement by Mr. Sowden, verbal statements by 
Mri Nicholson of New Idria, and the implications in his letters, it appears 
that there may have been a diversion of ore to some extent between the 
properties under Contracts Idm-E987 and Idm-E1181. Whether the diversion 
was intentional or not would have to be poved as it was also stated by 
Mr. Nicholson that the ore had been borrowed to fill out truck loads and was 
subsequently replaced to the bin or source from which obtained. 


My personal opinion of the matter is that any effort by the Govern-
ment to prove the extent of diversion of ore would be doomed to failure as 
there is no way possible to determine the exact or even the approximate ton-
nage of ore and of waste extracted from any specific property. 


I further believe that the limited investigation of the matter to 
date has served a good end, in that steps have been taken by New Idria to 
protect theirs and the Government's common interests in the future, and that 
all parties concerned will exert greater effort in the future to keep produc-
tion separate as far as it is feasible. 


If you consider that the matter of the alleged diversion of ore 
must be pursued further, I recommend ,, on advice from the Solicitor's Office - 
here at the Federal Center, that the inyestigation be turned over to the 
F. B. I., so that evidence can be obtained by experts in that field.

If we are not willing to accept the Operator's word that there is 
no diversion of ore, it would be costly to maintain checkers in the stopes, 
on the tramming to the bins, on the hauling of the ore from the bins to the 
mouth of John Browns Canyon where the ore is dumped to be reloaded on larger 
trucks, and on the larger trucks to the mill. Ore could be diverted at any 
of these points. Ore from Rajah 11 is hoisted through the Cherokee shaft. 
It is low in grade and high in lime, and not acceptable at the mill if --ship-
ped alone. This low grade material is blended with higher grade ore, low, 
in lime, from the Rajah 63. Rajah 63 ore is tranmied through the Pack Rat 
adit which is approximately a mile from the Cherokee shaft. This blended 
mixture is shipped as Rajah 11 and 63 ore, 'and. is so shown on the settlement 
sheets and AEC records. Other ore, not subject to DNEA royalty, is hoisted 
and trammed through the same mine openings, so a double set of checkers for 
each mine lot would be required in this case. 


The big production from Beaver Mesa has come from Rajah 30 and 
Rajah 68, neitherf which is subordinatEd to. the Government. These two ore 


-..' bodies produced 212,018 pounds of U308 in the fiscal year 1959, but are about

minedout and. presently the pillars are being pulled in both stopes. When 
these big stopes are mined out there will be less chance for possible ore diver-
sion.


The AEC have no ..ptope maps, and the companies have no tope maps 
showing ore thickness and grade, and I see no possible way to prove tonnage 
mined from maps now available, and where pillars have been pulled and access 
to the stopes is no longer possible.

Cbance for possible ore diversion in the future 
are diminishing as the two big ore bodies, not on subordinated ground, are 
being mined out. My inspection indicated that the Operator was making every 
effort to keep the ore properly segregated..

Enclosed are two copies of a letter dated November i6, 1959, from 
Charles J. Traylor, of Adams, Heckman, Traylor & Ela, Attorneys at Law for 
Beaver Mesa Uranium, Inc., which is in reply to my letter to Mr. Alan Simpson, 
President, Beaver Mesa Uranium, Inc., dated November 12, 1959. 


Messrs. Dean Nicholson and. Arthur Goring of New Idria Mining and 
Chemical Compaty visited this office November 17 . They explained the situa-
tion regarding the alleged diversion of ore from the subject property, and 
outlined the steps taken to protect theirs and the Government's interests. 
Their exhaustive efforts to obtain evidence that would stand up in court were 
largeIjruitless, and. as result, they stated that their attorxeys had 
advised against court action on the little evidence that was uncovered. 


Both New Idria and Beaver Mesa are hesitant to put anything in writ-
ing that might in some way be used against them; however, Mr. Nicholson did 
promise to write a letter outlining the steps they bad taken in an effort to 
obtain sufficient evidence on which to initiate court action. If and when such 
a letter is received, copies will be forwarded to you to keep you informed as 
to the progress of the matter. 


An appointment has been made to meet Mr. Sowd.en in Rock Springs, 
Wyoming November 24, to obtain his statement. 


Mr. B. L. Kepford, of the Solicitor's Office here at the deral 
Center has been consulted regarding the steps we are taking and the letters 
written.


Any suggestions or instructions you have in the matter will be 
appreciated.

Exploration work completed consisted of the drilling of 73 
holes aggregating 26,660 feet of non-core drilling and 5,0714. feet of core 
drilling. Additional work or services incident to the exploration work 
consisted of 113.5 hour's drill crew standby time, 219 hours bulldozing 
time, analysis of 111.5 samples for uranium content, and incidental allow-
ance for 31,7314. feet of drilling; all at a total accepted cost of 
$89,077 . 59, toward which the Government contributed 75 percent or

INTRODUCTION 


Summary 


The New Idria Mining and Chemical Company, Idria, San Benito 


County, California, applied for Government assistance on September 5, 


1957, to explore for uranium on property in the Beaver Mesa area of 


Mesa County, Colorado. The property consists of 6 located claims or 


portions of claims and. about 60 acres of adjoining deeded land. A 


field examination of the property was made on September 23, 1957, by 


a DMEA teem accompanied by Arthur W. Goring, manager of the operator's 


Uranium Division. 


Most of the large uranium deposits on Beaver Mesa occur in the top 


sandstone unit of the Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation, and 


are concentrated along a fault which cuts the east-central part of the 


mesa. Sedimentary and tectonic structures appear to have had some 


influence over the localization of ore deposits. In the vicinity of 


ore deposits, the host sandstone is bleached from its normal light-red 


color to light brown or light gray and the mudstone within and under-


lying the sandstone is bleached to greenish gray. Ore deposits tend to 


occur close to the thicker parts of the host sandstone and are intimately 


associated with zones of abundant carbonaceous material.

The operator proposed a combination core and noncore drilling 


program which was revised during a subsequent conference with the 


examining team and in accordance with suggestions of the Field Team. 


On March 27, 1957, a contract was signed by representative of the DMEA 


and the operator, authorizing a two-stage exploration program consisting 


of 6,000 feet of core drilling and 30,614.0 feet of noncore drilling in 80 


holes at a maximum overall cost of $102,620.00. Government participation 


at 75 percent of the overall cost would be a maximum of $76,965.00. 


Work under the contract commenced on May 12, 1958, and. progressed 


continuously until January 28, 1959. During the active period, 11.0 Stage I 


holes and 33 Stage II holes were completed. to the objective. The 73 drill 


holes adequately explored the project area within the limitations of the 


contract specifications, thus no additional drilling was requested by 


either the operator or the ONE. On February 27, 1959, a termination 


agreement was signed, effective January 28, 1959. A total of 26,660 feet 


of noncore drilling and 5, 0714. feet of core drilling at an accepted overall 


cost of $89,077.59 was required to satisfactorily complete the exploration 


program. Government participation in the accepted costs was 75 percent 


of the total, or $66,808.19. The amount of Government participation is 


tentative, pending the ONE Auditor's Report of Review. 
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Ore-grade material was penetrated by 7 first stage holes and 9 


second stage holes, thus indicating the presence of at least 11. substantial 


ore bodies. A total indicated and inferred reserve of 29,172 tons of 


ore averaging 0.61 percent U308 is calculated by use of the drill-hole 


data. On the basis of the discovered reserves, certification of the 


project as a discovery or development under an exploration project contract 


was recommended by the ONE exaznining team on February 10, 1959. 


Recoxnznendat ions 


The project area was adequately explored by the drilling approved 


under the subject contract. Additional holes around the two Hubbard 


Homestead ore bodies would furnish a basis for more accurately calculating 


the probable size and grade of the discovered ore reserves. 01€ policy, 


with respect to development work, would prevent Government participation 


in the costs of drilling essentially serving to block out ore deposits. 


A part of the indicated and inferred ore reserves can be more easily 


reached by drifting from present workings in the Pack Rat mine.

Location and Accessibility 


The Hubbard Homestead is in sec. 35, T. 51 N., R. 20 W.; the Pack Rat 


Nos. 1, 2, and 3, Johnnie Mae No. 3 claims, the vest 100 feet of the 


Johnnie Mae No. 1, and the Shakin Quakie Fraction are in parts of un-


surveyed. sees. 25, 26, and 36, T. 51 N., R. 20 W., New Mexico Principal 


Meridian. The project area lies at an altitude of about 7,000 feet, 


partly on top of Beaver Mesa and partly on a bench flanking the east-


central portion of the mesa (fig. 2). The claims are in Mesa County, 


13 miles vest of Gateway, Colorado, and are accessible over a maintained, 


graveled. road to the Cherokee Shaft of Beaver Mesa Uranium, Inc. Gateway 


is 60 miles southwest of Grand Junction, Colorado, over improved. and mostly 


black-.topped State Highway 111.1.

Mining for vanadium and radium in the Beaver Mesa area dates from 


before World War I, but intensive activity did. not start until 191 1.8, the 


date of establishment of the U. S. Atomic Energy Coniinission's uranium 


buying program. U. S. Geological Survey exploration work, followed by 


extensive private and DMEA exploration, has been highly successful and. 


has resulted in the discovery of large deposits which are currently being 


mined at a substantial rate. 


Six DNEA projects have been completed in the immediate vicinity of 


the subject property (fig. 2). All of them have been certified as dis-


coveries and 2 of the 6 have repaid the Government's portion of the 


costs of the respective projects. Three of the remaining 1 certified 


projects are currently making regular payments on the amounts owed. to 


the Government. 


Ore from the Pack Rat No. 2 claim,, subordinated under the subject 


contract, is currently being mined and royalty paid by the operator. 


Two of the second stage ore holes, JS- 11.l1. and J-11 5, indicated ore deposits 


near present mine workings and development drifts were immediately driven 


toward the holes. As of December i6, 1958, a total of 10,898.66 tons of 


ore, averaging 0.29 percent 13308 and 1.21 percent V205, had been shipped 


as a result of this work.
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Ownership 


The ownership and. royalty interests on the property consisting of 


6 located, claims and. 59.33 acres of patented land known as the "Hubbard 


Homestead" are complicated but agreements and compromises between the 


various interests have satisfactorily determined the controlling interests 


in the land included in the DNEA project. 


The Hubbard Homestead carries both surface and mineral rights, and. 


is described as Lot. 1, sec. 35, T. 51 N., R. 20 W., N.M.P.M. It is owned 


by Bert and I 4yman Hubbard, ranchers, Gateway, Colorado. The minerals 


lease has been granted to the New Idria Mining and Chemical Company and 


is in effect until December 16, 1962. 


The six unpatented., lode mining claims have been acquired by the 


operator through various transactions and are all subject to divided 


royalty interests. The recording data on located claims in the sub-


ord.inated area are as follows:

The above claims appear to be valid, and are so considered by the 


U. S. Atomic Energy Commission which has certified them for initial 


production bonus (Certification No. 162). The full initial production 


bonus has been paid on the six located claims and the Hubbard Homestead. 
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The New Idria Mining and Chemical Company retains a 27.5 percent 


interest in production from the Hubbard Homestead and a 25.0 percent 


interest in production from the located claims. Beaver Mesa Uranium, 


Inc., has a 55 percent interest in the production from the entire 


property by virtue of an operating agreement. Since the Beaver Mesa 


interest was so large, the DMEA contract was considered a joint venture 


and both companies signed as "operator." In a separate agreement between 


the participating companies, New Idria was designated "agent" and all 


matters relative to the project handled by it. 


GE1ERAL GEOLOGY 


The Hubbard Homestead and the Pack Rat, Shakin Quakie, and Johnnie 


Mae claims are on Beaver Mesa in the Gateway mining district. Beaver 


Mesa lies on the northeast flank of the La Sal Mountains where sedimentary 


formations dip as much as 30 northeastward. The Sagers Wash syncline, 


a very shallow fold, trends northwesterly across the northern end of 


Beaver Mesa and plunges gently to the northwest. One fault of somewhat 


major importance is present on Beaver Mesa (fig. 2). This fault trends 


northeasterly across the central part of the mesa, cutting the northern 


part of the subject property, and splitting into two closely parallel 


branches on the western end. The northern side is displaced about 90 


feet upward relative to the south side. 
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Igneous rocks are exposed in the La Sal Mountains, about 9 miles 


southwest of Beaver Mesa, but no igneous rocks are exposed in the vicinity 


of the subject property. Sedimentary formations exposed in the vicinity 


of Beaver Mesa, range in age from Irmian to Upper Cretaceous. All 


known uranium deposits in the Gateway district occur in the Morrison 


formation of Jurassic age. 


The Morrison formation consists of two members, the Brushy Basin 


member and. the underlying Salt Wash member. The Brushy Basin member is 


about 1IOO feet thick and is composed of reddish-brown and greenish-gray 


bentonitic inudstone with minor lenses of sandstone and conglomerate which 


are more numerous toward the base of the member. Locally, the rocks are 


thoroughly cemented with silica and classed as sedimentary quartzites. 


The contact between the Brushy Basin and. the underlying Salt Wash member 


is an interfingering one, as Brushy Basin is intercalated with sandstone 


lenses forming the top layer of the Salt Wash member. Locally, conglom-


eratic sandstone lenses of the Brushy Basin member may lie directly on 


the nonconglomeratic sandstone lenses in the top part of the Salt Wash 


member.
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The Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation consists of interbedded 


reddish-brown mudstone and. broadly lenticular light-red to buff or light-


gray, quartzose sandstones. Locally the sandstone contains abundant 


carbonaceous material and clay pebbles. At the top and bottom of the 


member, individual sandstone lenses are concentrated so as to overlap 


and coalesce forming continuous, though highly irregular, layers of 


sandstone containing thin layers of znudstone. These layers of sandstone 


range from about 11.0 to 85 feet in thickness. The central part of the 


Salt Wash member is dominantly reddish-brown mudstone with scattered. 


broad lenses of sandstone. 


Crossbedd.ing and scour-and-fill features in the Salt Wash member 


indicate that it had a fluvial origin. Locally, thick elongate lenses 


of sandstone, which probably represent sand fillings of ancient stream 


channels can be traced for short distances. Such a thickeningor "channel," 


in the top sandstone unit, seems to trend northeastward across the center 


of the subject property, though as yet there is not sufficient control 


for a complete understanding of the sedimentary structure involved..
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ORE DEPOSITS 


All known uranium deposits on Beaver Mesa occur in the Morrison 


formation. Small deposits are scattered in conglomeratic sandstone 


lenses at the base of the Brushy Basin member and in sandstone lenses 


in the bottom two units of the Salt Wash member, but all large deposits 


are in the top sandstone unit of the Salt Wash member. Most of the 


deposits are clustered in the vicinity of Lumsden Canyon where Beaver 


Mesa is traversed by a northeast-trending fault (fig. 2). In the 


vicinity of Lumaden Canyon, deposits seem to be strung out along the 


fault and. in lines trending southeastward from the fault. 


Ore deposits on the Hubbard Homestead and Pack Rat No. 1 and Shakin 


Quakie claims occur largely as irregular, discontinuous lenticular pods, 


and that the typical "roll" type ore bodies are rather uncommon. These 


pods of ore may range up to 100 feet in diameter and up to 8 feet in 
thickness. Two or more pods may be superposed, but separated by several 


feet of barren sandstone. Individual pods may or may not be laterally 


connected by thin layers of mineralized rock. 


Vanwiium and uranium minerals occur mainly as fillings of interstices 


and as replacements of carbonaceous material. On the whole, the ore bodies 


appear to be partly oxidized and intermediate between the oxidized, or 


carnotite type, and the unoxidized, or uraninite type. The dominant 


ore minerals are probably corvu.site, vanadium clay and doloresite and 


significant amounts of the relatively unoxidized minerals uraninite, 


coffinite, and xnontroseite • The ratio of vanadium oxide to uranium 


oxide in the ore is approximately !l:l. 
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La the vicinity of ore deposits, the host sandstone is bleached 


from its normal light-red color to light brown or light gray and the 


mud.stone within arid underlying the sandstone is bleached to greenish 


gray. Ore deposits tend to occur close to the thicker parts of the 


host sandstone and are intimately associated with zones of abundant 


carbonaceous material. Thus, areas of bleached sandstone and. mudstone 


and of thick sandstone containing carbonaceous material are considered 


favorable for the occurrence of uranium deposits. The subject property 


is such an area. 


Areal distribution of the deposits on Beaver Mesa suggests that the 


deposits are related to the Lumsden Canyon fault and to thick, south-


westerly trending, zones in the host sandstone--features which facilitated 


the lateral movement of ore fluids. This is not meant to imply that the 


Lumsden Canyon fault existed previous to mineralization, as evidence in 


other areas indicates that faults are definitely post-ore. Rather, it 


is probable that in pre-ore time a zone of fracturing existed along the 


present site of the Luinsden Canyon fault, and this fracture zone served 


as a permeable channel-way for lateral movement of fluids. 


Because of favorable lithology and inferred structural ore controls, 


uranium deposits may occur anywhere on the subject property. Exploratory 


work has shown, however, that the Pack Rat No. 2 claim and. the north-


eastern corner of the Hubbard Homestead are the most likely areas for 


the occurrence of deposits large enough to be economically mined. 
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THE PROJECT 


The purpose of the project was to explore by means of drilling 


from the surface, the top sandstone unit of the Salt Wash member of 


the Mo:rrison formation. The project area is in a geologically favorable 


area and adjoins a number of properties which have been extensively 


explored, by drilling and underground workings. The claims had been 


partially explored prior to the DtVIEA work and are being actively mined 


at a substantial rate. Surrounding the producers were areas favorable 


for uranium occurrences--as determined from results of wide-spaced 


U. S. Geological Survey drilling. These were the areas explored during 


the subject project. 


Original Program and Modifications 


The operator originally proposed to explore the project area by 


means of a two-stage drilling program. The first stage consisted. of 


43 holes requiring an estimated 15,732 feet of noncore drilling and 


3,460 feet of core drilling. On the Hubbard Hoiestead, holes would 


be spaced on 300-foot centers (due to the deeper drilling depths). 


The remainder of the project area would be explored by holes on a 


250-foot spacing. The second stage of the operator's proposed program 


required an estimated maximum of 17,408 feet of noncore drilling and 


3,840 feet of core drilling. Hole depths would range from 240 to 


655 feet, with the deeper holes being on the Hubbard Homestead. 
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The operator's proposal was reasonable and., with a few minor changes 


in dri:11-hole arrangement, was recommended by the examining team. The 


modified proposal provided for a two-stage drilling program consisting 


of 6,075 feet of core drilling and 31,000 feet of noncore drilling at 


a maximum overall cost of $l011.,023.75; Government participation at 75 


percent would be a maximum of $78,017.81. 


The recommended program was further modified by the Washington 


office, DME.A,, (deletion of one proposed hole and its related costs) 


and incorporated in a contract (Idin-E 1181), effective March 27, 1958, 


providing for exploration work estimated to cost $102,620.00; toward 


which the Government would contribute 75 percent, or not more than 


$76,965.00. The work consisted of a two-stage drilling program providing 


for the completion of a maximum of 80 holes within the project boundaries. 


The first stage consisted of 0 holes, drilled. at specific locations and 


aggregating approximately 18,320 feet (15,320 feet of noncore and. 3,000 


feet of core drilling). The second. stage provided for not more than li.0 


holes to he used. as offset holes to any previously drilled holes that 


penetrated. significant mineralization. Stage II hole spacing ranged. from 


100 to 150 feet, depending on the estimated depth of the ore horizon at 


proposed hole locations. All holes were to be drilled. noncore through 


the upper formations to a point approximately 5 feet above the Brushy 


Basin-Salt Wash contact, and. then core drilled. through the uppermost 


Salt Wash sandstone unit, through any green mudstone lying immediately 


below, and into the underlying red mudstone for not more than 10 feet. 
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The contract was amended. only once during the period that the project 


was active. The amendment is as follows: 


mendrnent No. 1, effective December 11, 1958, extended 
the date fixed for completion of the contract work 
from November 30, 1958 to January 31, 1959. 


Description of Work Completed 


Exploration under Contract Idm-E 1181 started on May 12, 1958, and 


progressed continuously until January 28, 1959. During this period, 


Stage I and all authorized Stage II drilling were completed. 


Stage I, consisting of 40 holes located as shown on figure 3 (drill 


holes 33-1 through s-4o) was completed during the period May - October 


1958. The first stage work satisfactorily explored the entire project 


area and indicated several specific areas warranting closer spaced 


drilling. The second stage work was commenced on the eastern portion 


of the project area in August 1958 and progressed concurrently with 


Stage I work on the western portion. A total of 33 Stage II holes were 


required to attain the objective of the exploration program. All holes 


drilled during the project were radiometrically probed by the operator. 


After completion of the offset holes, the operator requested 


termination of the project without performing the remaining work provided 


for in the contract. Inasmuch as property boundaries and hole spacing 


limitations prevented any further offset drilling, termination was rec-


ommended by the Field Teani and a Termination Agreement, effective January 


28, 1959, was signed by both parties of the contract on February 27, 1959. 


Drilling data on the 73 project holes are given in Table 1. 
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ORE RESERVES 


The work completed under Exploration Project Contract Idm- .E 1181 


was successful in discovering several ore bodies of varying size. 


Briefly, ore reserves were calculated for areas where the drill holes 


penetrated ore-grade material in sufficient amounts to indicate that 


mining would be feasible. Reserves classed as "Indicated" include a 


circle, 50 feet in radius, around each ore hole and are based on the 


usual characteristics of Beaver Mesa ore bodies. "Inferred t' ore reserves 


are calculated for those deposits penetrated by two or more adjacent 


ore holes. The proximity of mineralized or barren holes was considered 


in determining the size of the inferred areas (figure 3, ore bodies 


1, 2, 3, and 14.). No reserve, other than indicated, was computed for 


the relatively isolated ore holes (fig. 3, ore bodies 5, 6, 7, and 8), 


especially since the areas within 100 feet of the holes was tested by 


either drill holes or mine workings. 


A study of the drilling results of the 73 project holes (table 1) 


reveals that 16 of the holes penetrated material of ore grade and thick-


ness. On consideration of the excessive depth, thinness, and marginal 


grade of the ore zone in hole No. JS-l--located in the northwest corner 


of the Hubbard Homestead--no reserves are assigned to this specific 


hole. The results obtained by surrounding holes also influenced this 


decision.
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U. S. Geological Survey drill hole BV- li.8 (west side line of Pack 


Rat No. 1 claim) penetrated 2.5 feet of material assaying 0.05 percent 


U308 and 1.26 percent V205. Althou€h the uranium content of the min-


eralized zone is subore grade, the relatively high vanadium content 


warranted, the inference that rninable ore would probably extend south 


of DNEI4. hole JS-53 (fig. 3). 


In summary, the DMEA project drilling results permit a calculation 


of reserves amounting to a total of 29,172 tons of ore averaging 0.61 


percent U308. The discovered ore deposits are essentially contained 


in two separate groups--one group containing two ore bodies on the 


Hubbard Homestead and the other group, on the Pack Rat claims Nos. 1 


and 2, containing 6 ore bodies. The average thickness of all the above 


ore bodies is 1.82 feet. 


Table 2, in the 4Arniex, presents a breakdown of the indicated and 


inferred reserves calculated from the drill-hole data. 
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SUNMARY OF FACTUAL DATA 


Work under the subject contract was accomplished between May 12, 


1958 and. January 28, 1959. All holes were accepted as having con 


formed with a reasonable interpretation of the contract specifications 


with respect to noncore drilling depths, core drilled intervals, and. 


total depth of hole. The total footage drilled during the two stages 


of exploration amounted to 26,660 feet of noncore drilling and 5,0714. 


feet of core drilling. The total cost of drilling only, as accepted 


by the Government was $77,705 . 70, averaging $2.14.5 per foot. The 


accepted overall cost of the project was $89,077.59 (table 3) and 


is tentative pending the OME Auditor's Report of Review. The Government 's 


share of the accepted cost of the project was 75 percent of the overall 


amount or $66,808.19. 


As of February 3, 1959, 10,898.66 tons of ore had. been produced 


from the subordinated ground and royalties amounting to $20,510.73 paid 


by the operator(OME Auditor's Report of Royalty Review dated February 


10, 1959). In accordance with the operator's letter to the OME Field 


Team, Region III, dated January 23, 1959, all ore shipments credited 


to the Pack Rat claims are subject to the Government 'a royalty under 


the subject contract, Idni- .E 1181. Other shipments, credited to the 


ttJobnnie Mae" claim are from an adjoining subordinated property (DMEA 


14.11.914., Contract Idm-E 10711.) and royalty therefrom should be applied to 


the Idm-E 107 )4. account.
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No equipment was purchased for use on the project. AU exploration 


drilling was done by an independent contractor (Robert J. Colquitt, 


Grand Junction, Cob.) who furnished all necessary equipment and supplies 


for the actual drilling operation. All other operating equipment or 


supplies were either expendable or included in the Incidental allowance 


as a fixed unit cost, thereby leaving no salvage or disposal problems. 


CONCLUSIONS 


No unusual difficulties were encountered in the completion of the 


approved exploration drilling. Insufficient data to accurately plot the 


location of a major fault crossing the project area resulted in excess 


coring footage in one hole (s-8) and. a complete lack of ore-bearing 


sandstone in another (js-61i.). The remaining holes were not affected by 


the fault and. the estimated noncore depths proved entirely satisfactory. 


The project was well supervised and directed and drilling performance 


by the subcontractor was very satisfactory. Two drill rigs were employed. 


The portions of the project area within the most favorable zones 


have been adequately explored within the limits of Goverwnent participation. 


Some additional drilling, particularly around the ore bodies on the Hubbard 


Homestead, might be necessary before mining plans are formulated. Govern-


ment participation in such work, however, is not. warranted. 
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Data obtained by the project drilling permits the calculation of 


indicated and inferred reserves totaling 29, 172 tons of ore averaging 


0.61 percent U308. On the basis of the calculated reserve, the project 


can be certified as a discovery or development with the expectation 


that the full repayment of the Government's portion of the project costs 


will be accomplished well before the expiration date of the Government's 


lien.

Based on information furnished by the Opera-
tor, the effective date of termination should be either January 22, 1959, 
with added provision for Government contribution to incident costs in-
curred on and subsequent to that date, or January 28, 1959, without 
the added provision.

The operator requested termination of the subject contract in 
its present status without requiring performance of the balance of work 
originally provided in the contract • All authorized, drilling was com-
pleted on January 21, 1959, and the last costs applicable to the contract 
were incurred on January 27, 1959. 


The original contract provided for 40 Stage I and 40 Stage II 
holes to adequately explore the project area. To date, approximately 
880 feet of core drilling and 3,000 feet of noncore drilling remain un-
used in the estimated requirements for Stage I and Stage II. Inasmuch 
as the 4 Stage II holes, authorized by Imendinent No. 1, adequately tested 
the only remaining favorable part of the project area, OME participation 
in additional drilling is not warranted. Therefore, the examining team 
concurs with the operator and recommends that the contract be terminated 
in its present status. 


A total of 73 holes were drilled during the DMEA project. Of 
the total, 12 holes penetrated material that may be classified as ore 
holes, 3 ho]Zs penetrated material which was ore grade in less than minable 
thicknesses, 13 holes were strongly mineralized, 11 holes were weakly 
mineralized, and the remaining 30 holes were barren. The results of the 
last 4 holes drilled have not béên received to date. Tentative computations, 
based on the results of the project drilling,indicate that a significant 
ore reserve was discovered and reasonably delineated. Therefore, it is 
recommended that the project be certified as a discovery or development.







It should be noted that the operator has already repaid 
$20,510.73 (as of January 31, 1959) through royalty 013 production 
from subordinated ground while the project was active.

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On April 8th, 1959, I went to Junior Custano and I went to his room 
and asked him a few questions. I asked him what was going on about eteal-
ing ore. He told me that he came out of Pack. at with a train with ten 
tons of high grade ore. He said he stopped 	 tortert just prior to getting 
to the switch and probed it and he told '!ed to throw the switch with the 
Pack Rat side. $ortexi come out of the sh3ck and threw the 8witch to 68. 
So they.'duiped it in 68 bin on March 29th we got off at noon,the next day 
was Monday the 30th and I asked Burt Roof what was going on, he said, 
Hell, I don't know, something fishy was going on yesterday. Vernon Lear's 
trucks, two of them, one White, one International, stopped at Pack Rat 
Bins and picked up two half ton loads which wa approximately nine tons 
apiece. The guys that were dumping asked how come they.. were taking two 
half tons, they said the roads were slippery and they had to have weight 
to make it up the hill. So after he told me that,I went down that night 
and told Ban Nickelson, so I asked him to get me a tape recorder, which 
they did and I got a statement from Burt Roof to that effect. I also 
got.one from Junior Custano. S New IdE-ia Mining C0. hired a detective 
from Burns Agency and he had an. idea to throw soap on the ore and check 
it at the mill. For some reason or other that didn't work out so they 
hired an ex FBI man, John Southerland, so him and I and Dan Nickelson 
proceeded to run down	 that I had give him. We caught Junior 
Costano in a hotel room. He verified the statement and a few more 
things. Then Nickelson and Mr. SoutherIand went to Moab, Utah and.talked 
to one of the boys who worked at Beaver Mesa. They got a statement from 
him, verifying the same thi4g. Then they caught Rasy Youngman in jail. 
He told them everything he knew, which verified the above. Norman nn 
was caught at his mother-in-law's house at midnight and he made a sate-
ment verifying quite a bit. One day in March, the latter part, I went 
down to the shop in the mine to sharpen a piece of steel and on the way 
back I stopped at a new switch they had just put inrand Lowell Horton, 
the shipper was there. I asked him where they were shipping the ore 
that caine out of this place. H told me the left Id rib was Shakin 
Quakie, the right hazid rib was 68 Property. So they were shipping as 
68 but the map proves that all of it was Shakin Quakie, and that they 
were over a hundred tons of ore shipped from that place that was diverted 
to 68. Larry Hart and Norman nn were working Pack Rat BD11I1. and they 
said that there was a lot of ho't ore shipped from there and that was 
shipped by 68. 


One day I dontt know the exact date, it was in March, my buddy 
and I had 35& grads up until the last two days, the last two days, we 
got some pretty hot ore out of Pack Rat and when we got our check for it 
we had fell down to 2900. I asked the Superintendent how come and he 
said, "we don't know why it fell down that far at the mill." I have 
heard Lear make the statement and also Allen Simpson that the mill was
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cheating them on their rade. They were asked how come they didn't do( 
something about it, they said they couldn't prove it. 


On these two half ton loads that were shipped on Rajah 30, Mr. Souther 
3 and, Mr. Nickeison, and rr:self went out on the hi.hway and stopped 
Vernon Lear' s truck driver and he told them that he had taken the half 
ton load, him and Joe Cavanger, an they turned in as Rajah 30. I wanted 
to run Cavaner down to find out how much n:cre he had taken and they didn't 
want to, they said theyhad enouh. 


The Assistant Superintendent came to in'1 work place one day and said you are 
getting took on your grade, you know it, I know it, but you prove it. 


A similiar statement wao taken from the personel at work, Bever Mesa 
Uranium at the nine by New Idria Mining Co. Mr. Nickelson, the Investigator, 
Mr. Southerland, and a 3eputy Sheriff. It was taken by a court reporter 
and on a tape recorder. The names of uys they can et most of this 
stuff from, they all know it. 


\cillis Kelly, Larry Hart, William Hall, John revell, Ted Slane, Junior 
Custano, Burt Roof, Lowell Horton, Earl Wise. All of the above are 
employees of Beaver Mesa and are traners and dumpers.

Dear Hr. Townsend: 


Drilling on Stage II of the above numbered contract was continued during the 
month of November, 1958, and six holes were àompletod. These six holes were com-
pleted November 26, 1958, and this date marks the completion date of the ap-
proved 69 holes as covered by Stage I and Stage II which was before the completion 
date of November 30, 1958, as specified in the contract. 


The latter holes drilled on Stage II indicate a desirability for additional dril-
ling and a request for approval of additional holes is being submitted inasmuch 
as eleven holes of Stage II as originally covered in the contract remain unused. 


The six completed holes comprised 3,525 feet of drilling of which 3,060 feet was 
non-core drilling nd 465 feet was core drilling. The six holes were all collared 
on the Dakota formation on the Hubbard HOmestead. 


The results of the drilling were favorable with the following classification of 
the drill holes: Holes JS-61 and JS-62 were ore holes, JS-63 was weakly m.theral-
ized and holes JS-64, JS-65 and JS-68 were barren. 


Hole JS-64 rmiet have been located immediately in the fault zone as no afld was 
recovered at all and no indications Of sand found. As hole BV-124 is located on 
the high side of the fault, the fault line must extend as shown on the accompany-
ing map and running parallel to the north line of the Hubbard Homestead and then 
turning to the south in the northwest corner. 


Drilling for the month was normal for the area and some water was found in all 
six holes completed.

Drilling on Stage II of the above numbered contract was continued during the month 
of October, 1958, and eleven holes wore completed. (Six holes remain to be dril-
led to complete the contract.) The eleven hqlos were completed with a total of 
4,441 foot of drilling of which 3,702 foot was non-core (trilling and 739 feet was 
core drilling, 


Of the eleven holes eight were drilled on the lower bench and three were collared 
on the Dakota Formation on the Hubbard Homestead. The six remaining holes are all 
to be collared on the Dakota on the Hubbard Homestead. 


The results of the drilling was favorable with the following classification of 
the drill holes: Holes JS-54, JS-66 and JS-69 wore ore holes, JS-58 was strongly 
mineralized, JS-42, JS-56, JS-57 and JS-60 were weaklyminoralized and JS-55, 
.15-59 and JS-67 were barren.

The first stage of drilling on the above numbered contract was continued during 
the month of August, 1958, and a. total of five first stage holes were completed 
(A total of 38 holes have been completed on the first stage of 40 holesto the end 
of August, 1958). In.addition three holes of the approved 17 holes in the "Pro 
posed First.Portion Second Stage Drilling" were also completed. These eight holes 
totaled 4,204 feet of drilling of which 3,510 feet was non-core drilling and 694 
feet was core drilling. 


The three second stage holes were drilled to facilitate exploration and the first 
stage will be. completed. before drilling additional second stage holes. 


The first stage holes drilled were on the Hubbard Homestead collaring on the .Dak' 
otaFormation and the second stage holes.were. located on'the lower bench. 


Holes JS-8, JS-'44 (2nd stage) and JS-45 (2nd stage) were ore holes, JS-'l, JS-3 and 
JS-4l (2nd stage) were strongly mineralized and JS-2 and J5-9 were barren.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is. 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This reporf con-
siste of three parts as follows:

Dear Mr. Harshman: 


The first stage of drilling on the above numbered contract was continued during 
the month of July, 1958, and a total of 10 holes were completed (A total of, 33 
holes have been completed on the first stage of 40 holes to 'the end of July, 1958). 
5,534 feet of' drilling was done of which 4,900 feet was non-core and 634 feet 
core drilling. 


Two of the ten holes were on the lower bench and the remaining eight were deep 
holes on the Hubbard Homestead collaring on the Dakota 'formation. 


No ore holes were encountered during the month, however, four holes, JS-5, JS-6, 
JS-7 and JS-12, were strongly mineralized and these holes are located to the 
center and southwest section of the 'Hubbard Homestead.

These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short. of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A fr ieach month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
tO be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
o the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

rate of rental [$100 per month, $5 per hour], and the total of this subcategory are maximums. 
Subcategory (b) —Purchases.—The estimated total of this subcategory is a maximum. 
Subcategory ( c) —Depreciation.----A11 elements of this subcategory (time periods, rate of depre-


ciation, and subcategory total) are maximums. 
CATEGORY (5)—INITIAL REHABILITATION AND REPAIRS.—Estimates under this category include all 


requirements and related costs, such as labor, materials and supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher 
than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be duplicated under any other category. The estimated 
total of this category is a maximum. 


Subcatego'ry (a)—Initial rehabilitation and repairs of existing buildings, fixtures, and installa-
tions (exclusive of mine workings) .—The estimated total of this subcategory is a maximum. 


Subcategor'y (b)—Init'ial rehabilitation and repairs of operating equipment.—The estimated 
total of this subcategory is a maximum.
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CATEGORY (6)—NEW BUILDINGS, FIXTURES, AND INSTALLATIONS (EXCLUSIVE OF MINE WORKINGS) .-
Estimates under this category include all requirements and related costs, such as labor, materials and 
supplies, and supervision at a rate not higher than provided for in Category (2), and shall not be dupli-
cated under any other category. The estimated total of this category is a maximum. 


CATEGORY (7)—MIscELLANEOUS.—Repairs and maintenance (other than initial) of operating equip-
inent, analytical work, prints and other reproductions, accounting, Operator's share of payroll taxes, 
liability insurance covering employment, travel, communications, and any other items of requirement or 
cost that do not fall within any of the first 6 categories. 


THE ESTIMATED TOTAL ALLOWABLE COST of the work is a maximum. 
(b) Nonallowable costs.—The following costs are not allowable for contribution by the Government: 


(1) Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, 
or holding possession; 


(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other than 
payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than liability insurance covering employment), damages 
to persons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equipment or 
other property used in the work); 


(3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and 
(4) Deferred payments.—Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchase agree-


ment, installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the provi-
sions of which payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the delivery 
of the goods; unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Government in writing. 


(c) Reductions in costs.—The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any 
incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work 
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or 
services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc), in the same ratio in which the Govern-
ment contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so that 
they are available for use within the limit of the original estimated total cost. This provision does not 
apply to receipts from production which are subject to the Government's percentage royalty under the 
provisions of Article9. 8. s.. Aniex IX. 


ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's 'records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may 
have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after 
final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any 
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit 
said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. If the Gov-
ernment elects to audit said records and accounts relating to the exploration work by certified public 
accountant, it may do so as a cost of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Comptroller 
General of the United. States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall 
have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the 
Operator. All of the Operators vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto and the Govern -
ment's payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the Government. If work 
under this contract is carried on in conjunction with any other operations, or if labor, supervision, 
services, materials, supplies, equipment, facilities, or other requirements for carrying on the work are 
also used in connection with other operations, the costs shall be segregated and accounted for on a basis 
and by methods and accounts that are satisfactory to and approved by the Government. 


(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 
of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 
showing detailed costs incurred during the reporting period; (2) Operator's Unit Cost and Progress 
Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and costs incurred for 
each type of work; and (3) a Narrative Report of the work performed during the reporting period includ-
ing adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on 
samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. (Forms for reporti under (1) and 
(2) above will be provided by the Government.)
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(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an• estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related costs incurred. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requiremen'ts.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
repOrts, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 8. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the .Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point); except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
itis extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value therof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1½) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (1/2) 
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percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0 .50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1½) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (3½) percent.) 
(f) Time for computation and paymcnt.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 9. Interests in purchased property.— (a) Title and ownership.—All costs under this. 
contract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator's own name and for the Operator's own 
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the 
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions, although title thereto 
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. 


(b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government 
has an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, any 
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the com-
pletion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to contribute, or when such property 
is not in use for or needed for the work, the Operator shall neither use it without the written consent of 
the Government nor without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest. 


(c) Disposal of property.—Upon the completion of the work or termination of the Government's 
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Operator 
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest for 
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, 
or purchase by the Operator or the Government at a price at least as high as could be obtained from 
others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such property. Without advance 
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell at any price any item of property 
the cost of which was more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any 
item of property which cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approving the sales price for any 
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able to obtain or himself 
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be considered in groups or 
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining 
unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the Government waives its interest 
therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item the Operator shall dismantle and sever it 
from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. 


(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.—If within 90 days after the completion of the work or ter-
mination of the Government's obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no longer needed 
for the work, or after such further time as the Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed 
to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property in which the Government has an interest, the 
Government, at any time prior to final settlement under the contract, may pursue one of the following 
two courses: (1) the Government, by written notice to the Operator, may place upon such property what 
in its opinion is a fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the 
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date such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period; and such 
property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the Operator at 
the valuation so fixed by the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such 
property wherever it may be found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties. 


ARTICLE 10. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time 'have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, .and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon': (1) the Government 
shall be free of all obligation to contribute to costs not then incurred other than such as may be allowable 
under the provisions of the contract as necessary and incidental to, winding up, reporting, and accounting; 
and (2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not 
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract 
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; and (2) the Operator shall be free 
of all 'obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, 
reporting, and accounting. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addi-
tion to any other remedy provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may 
provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 10 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 11. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 12. Officials not to beneflt.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.

Drilling on Stage II of the above numbered cóntraàt was continued during the 
month of November, 1958, and six holes were completed. These six holes were com-
pleted November 26, 1958, and this date marks the àOmpletion date of the ap-
proved 69 holes as covered by Stage I and Stage II whiCh was before the completion 
date of November 30, 1958,. as speOified in the contract. 


The latter holes drilled on Stage II indicate a desirability for additional dril-
ling and a request f'or approval of additional holee is being subaitted inasmuch 
as eleven holes of Stage II as originally covered in thO contract remain unused. 


The six completed holes comprised 3,525 feet of drilling of which 3,060 feet was 
non-core drilling and 465 feet was core drilling. The six holes were all collared 
on the Dakota formation on the Hubbard Homestead. 


The results of the drilling were favorable with the following classification of 
the drill holes: Holes JS-6l and JS62 were ore holes, JS-63 was weakly mineral-
ized and holes JS-64, JS-65 and JS-68 were barren. 


Hole JS-64 must have been located immediately in the fault zone as no sand was 
recovered at all and no indications of sand found. As hole BV"124 Is located on 
the high side of the fault, the fault line must extend as shown on the acdompany-
ing map and running parallel to the north line of the Hubbard Homestead and then 
turning to the south in the northwest corner. 


Drilling for the month was normal for the area and some water was found in all 
six holes completed.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Goernment 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report Cn-


sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104--Operator's Monthly Report and 
Vouher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expendituits 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the boa-
tioi and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared jn 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator'8 Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
In Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),. 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
Is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for- the exploratory operations. Do not 
include abor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tiop of equipment pwned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


item (5) compripes costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covera miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls 
unleps such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Ofllcer., This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eQuipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
TotalT amount due.

Drilling on Stage II of the above numbered contract was continued during the month 


of October, 1958, and eleven holes wore completed. (Six holes remain to be dril" 
led to complete the contract.) The eleven holes were completed with a total of 
4,441 foot of drilling of which 3,702 feet was non'coro ril1ing and 739 feet was 
core drilling. 


Of the eleven holes eight were drilled on the lower bench and three were collared 
on the Dakota Formation on the Hubbard Homestead. The six remaining holes are all 


to be collared on the Dakota on the Hubbard Homestead. 


The results of the drilling was favorable with the following classification of 
the drill holes: Holes JS-54, JS"66 and JS-69 wore ore holes, JS'-58 was strongly 
mineralized, 35-42, JS-56, 35-57 and 35-60 were weakly mineralized and 35-55, 
36-59 and JS-67 were barren. 


The ore holes give an indication of an ore body under the deep portion of the Hub-
bard Homestead that was not previously indicated by any information available. 


Drilling for the month waè normal for the area and water was encountered in the 


holes with the exception of a few near the rim. However, an extensive flow was 
not found as had been encountered in some of the previous holes.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
slate of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104---Operator's Monthly Reort and 
Vouçher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator4 for tie 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A--,Operator 's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator'8 Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),. 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include abor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6).	 - 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that Is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditi.ires due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tiop of equipment pwned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


item () comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair ol existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documntation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by. appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of eQuipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00.

Dear Mr. Harshman: 


Drilling on Stage I and Stago II of the above numbered contract was continued dur-
ing the month of September, 1958, and Stage I drilling was completed. Eleven holes 
were completed (completing Stage I and completing 12 holes of Stage II) with a 
total of 4,090 feet of drilling of which 3,340 feet was non-core drilling and 750 
feet was core drilling. 


Prior to September, 1958, 17 holes had bein approved for Stage II drilling by your 
office and, with the completion of Stage I during the month, a proposal for ad-
ditional Stage II drilling was submitted and an additional 12 Stage II holes were 
approved during the month for a total Stage II drilling of 29 holes. 


The two Stage I holes were drilled on the Hubbard Homestead collaring on the Dakota 
Formation and the Stage II holes were drilled on the lower bench. 


Hole JS-i1 (stage I) was an ore hole, holes JS-47, JS-50 and JS-53 were half ore 
holes, holes JS-43 and JS-48 were strongly mineralized, holes JS-46 and JS-'49 were 
weakly mineralized and ho1e JS-'l5 (stage I), JS-5l and JS-52 were barren holes.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distriffuted over sevJral phases,such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the. various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to ny unusual circumtance causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

The first stage of drilling on the above numbered contract was continued during 
the' month of August, 195ff, and a. total' of five first stage holes were completed 
(A total of 38 holes have been completed on the first stage of 40 holes to the end 
of August, 1958). In addition three holes of the approved 17 holes in the "Pro-
posed First Portion Second Stage Drilling" were also completed. These eight holes 
totaled '4,204 feet of drilling of which 3,510 feet' was non-core drilling and 694 
feet was core drilling. 


The three second stage holes were drilled to facilitate exploration and the first 
stage will be completed, before di'ilhing'additional' second stage holes.

MONTHLY. REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is. 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows:	 . 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Repor't and 
Vouther.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator'8 Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—Thi& is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative 'description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator'8 Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),. 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Unde.r Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and tecinical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment 5will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used inthe initial rehábili-
tation and repair of ejxisting buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3).	 .	 .	 ., 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified5 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus. supported.	 . 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be-supported by documentation of any kind.

The first stage of drilling on the above numbered contract was continued during 
the month of July, 1958, and a total of 10 holes were completed (A total of 33 
holes have been completed on the first stage of 40 holes to the end of July, 1958), 
5,534 feet of drilling was done of which 4,900 feet was non-core and 634 feet 
core drilling. 


Two of the ten holes were on the lower bench and the remaining eight were deep 
holes on the Hubbard Homestead collaring on the Dakota formation, 


No ore holes were encountered during the month, however, four holes, JS-5, JS-6, 
JS-7 and JS-12, were strongly mineralized and these holes are located to the 
center and southwest section of the Hubbard Homestead. 


Considerable water was found in all the deep holes and rose to within 160 feet to 
200 feet of the surface. 


Very hard sections were found in the Dakota formation in holes JS-5 and JS-14 and 
bit consumption was excessive. 


Drilling was normal for the area with the exception of hole JS-'l2 which did caveto 
quite an extent,

(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more importan t 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and 'New uildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to theOperator, since such distributionmight well overstate the cost for any one 
month or pehod short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designd to tie in with Form MF--1O4 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form Iv1F-1O4A for each month should equal 
the monthly"Tota1 Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
tobe distributed over several phases; such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary.

The first stage of drilling on the above numbered contract was continued during 
the month of June, 1958, and a total of 16 holeø were completed (A total of 23 
holes completed on first stage of 40 holes to end of June, 1958). 5,428 feet 
of drilling was done and 4,366 feet was nonucoré and 1,062 feet was core dril" 
ling. 


The drilling did not produce the results hoped for, however, all holes were 
favorable and there were four mineralized holea. JS-17 and JS-27 were strongly 
mineralized and JS-25 and JS-36 were weakly mineralized.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Governmen1 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-1 04—Operator 's Monthly Rep6rt and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and onsti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This' is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104--Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
In Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form' MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical. 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under' items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated forpayment for the purchase' of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will' be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's 'compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The. shire., paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be 1 ' included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer., This certification may be stated thus, 
" True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

Preparation of Form MF-104A--Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Ap'plieable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to he 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, cosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipmeiit", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.
