The cited application, dated October 28, 1957, was 
received in this office Noveinber,6, 1957. 


The Applicant proposed to drift 65 feet below the 
outcropping for a distance of 150 feet. Some bulldozing for an 
access road was also included. The total estimated cost of the 
project was $9,L52.00.	 -. 


The property was examined by Frank B. Ibore, Geolog.. 
ical Survey, and N. H. Salsbury, Bureau of Nines, on June 23, 
1958. Previous to this tine the property was inaccessible due 
to snow.


The property is developed by a shaft which, reportedly 
is 50 feet deep but which is partly filled in and contains water 
and only the top 10 feet is accessible. 


This property was originally worked as a quarry to 
furnish limestone for a sugar refinery and the lead-zinc..copper 
mineralization was discovered on the floor of the quarry. There 
is no recorded production from the Prince Claim nor from its 
predecessor, the Bonnie C]aim. 


The mineralization exposed near the top of the shaft 
consists of irregular replaceitnt of the limestone along a fissue 
and along a favorable bed. The largest pod of mineralization 
averaged about one foot in thickness along the bedding and ex-
tneded through the long dimension of the shaft--about ten feet. 
Ore minerals include galena, sphalerite, minor chalcophrite, and 
secondary lead and zinc minerals. A. conosite sample taken across

the ore body at three places and representing a width of 1 foot 
was analysed and contained O.l1. per cent copper, 1.78 per cent 
lead, and 1.98 per cent zinc. 


The Field Examiners conclude: "that there is little 
possibility of finding a ininable ore deposit on the property and 
that the proposed exploration is not likely to • result in the• 
discovery of significant amounts of strategic minerals". Denial 
of the application is recommended in which recommendation the 
Field Team concurs 


The Commodity ?mbers of the Geological Survey and 
the Bureau of Mines and the Division of Base ta1s concur in 
this recommendatiàn.

The applicant's property adjoins the Mineral Farm Claim 
Group on which a D}A project under Docket DZ'IEA 3605, Contract 
Idm-E878 was carried on unsuccessfully. The examining team report 
that geologic conditions on the applicant's property are not 
sufficiently promising to warrant participation by the Government 
in explorat!ón expenses. 


The Idarad.o Mining Company, the largest operator in the 
San Juan area, acquired the property as a possible source of lime-
stone needed for mining operations and kept up assessment work for 
many years. The Idarado Ccmpany abandoned the claim in 1951. It 
appears that c)nly small amounts of ore, If any, have been produced 
from the Prince Claim. 


Lead and zinc sulphides and secondary minerals are 
found. as replacements of lead.ville limestone along a tight, poorly 
defined fissure • No evidence of antimony, manganese, or rare earths 
can be seen. A sample taken from the property by the examining 
team assayed 0.11 percent copper, 1.78 percent lead, and. 1.98 percent 
zinc.


The weakeologic strucre and. the low grade of' the 
mineralized rock indicate that any ore that might be present would 
be of marginal grade and. of small tonnage. The field team concludes 
that the proposed exploration project would. not be likely to result 
in the discovery of' significant amounts of strategic minerals. I. 
agree with their advice for denial of the application.

Subject: Review of the field examiners' report dated August 5, 1958 
and received Washington August U, 1958. 


In an application dated November U, 1957, Mr. Reed requested 
assistance in driving a 150-foot crosscut to an intersection with a 
mineralized vein projected from an outcrop 65 feet higher than the 
proposed adit crosscut. 


In reviewing the application, the field examiners concluded 
"there is little possibility of finding a minable ore deposit on the 
property." Although their position may be sound the lack of a sketch 
map and certain inadequ.cies in the text suggest the need for additional 
information. Specific points are: 


(1) On page 6 the writers state the only vein 
exposure is in the shaft, but, on page 8 a state-
inent declares "the underground work could be done on 
the vein as the outcrop appears to continue down a 
steep slope to the nbrthwest." 


(a) Page 7 states the vein strikes N 50-55 E. and 
dips 80 SE. If this is correct, an outcrop could not 
possibly lie north or west of the shaft regardless of 
the topographic configuration. 


(3) Page 7 states the fissure appears to project 
to a cliff of Leadvifle limestone 50 feet southwest of 
the shaft. Yet, page 6 states the only exposure is in 
the shaft. The implication is that the vein could not 
be found in the cliff face. The presence of a 1-foot 
replacement in limestone beds is certainly a favorable 
factor if it has appreciable extent. The writers failed 
to state why the fissure couldn't be foUowed northeast.

Was there soil cover? Did it apparently end abruptly? 
Did the m.terial in the trench northeast of the shaft 
indicate the vein was present in the concealed floor? 


L recommend the report be returned to the authors with a 
request for more definitive information, on which to base a review.

INTRODUCTION AND SU4ABY 


Rod.erick L. Reed, Sr., currently of 14411!5 Tujunga Ave., North Holly-


wood, California, applied on November 11, 1957, for Defense Minerals 


Exploration Administration aid in exploration for antimony, manganese, 


copper, lead, zinc, rare earths, gold, and silver. The estiinated'cost 


of 150 feet of underground exploration proposed was $9,18.52.50. Govern-


ment participation for any or all of the eligible minerals would be 


between 50 and 75 percent. 


The property was inaccessible because of winter conditions when the 


application was submitted. It was examined on June 23, 1958, by Frank B. 


Moore, U. S. Geological Survey, and M. H. Salabury, U. S. Bureau of Mines, 


in company with Earl Alexander of Ouray, Colorado, representing the 


applicant, and. R. G. Luedke, U. S. G. S. project geologist in the Ouray 


area.


The Prince claim occupies the ground where the Bonnie claim was 


located some years ago. It adjoins the Mineral Farm group on which a 


DMA project under Docket DMEA 3605, Contract Idni-E 878, was carried on 


unsuccessfully. 


The property is developed by a shaft which, reportedly, is 50 feet 


deep and from which a smaU. production was made. Small quazitities of
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lead-zinc sulfides and secondary minerals are present as replacements 


of Leadvilleliinestone along a tight fissure. No evidence of antimony, 


manganese, or rare earths can be seen. 


Denial of the application is recommended. 


ACKNOWLEDGMENTS 


The applicant furnished a brochure with an exploration proposal, 


cost estimate, and. sketch map showing the location of the claim and pro-


posed work. The sketchc appears to be incorrect and is inadequate as an 


exploration map. 


The published Geological Survey data on the Ouray area was con-


sulted as weLl. as the data in the DMEA files on Docket DMEA 3605, Contract 


Idxn-E 878. 


Pertinent comments by DMEA reviewers in Washington agree with the 


impressions of the field examiners regarding the property. 
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LOCATION, TOPOGRAPhY, AND PHYSICAL FEATURES 


The Prince Lode claim, according to the applicant' a map and in 


relation to prior claims, lies partly in each of the four sections 


meeting at the conmon corner of T. 1i3 N., H. 7 W.; T.	 i3 N., R. 8 W.; 


T. 1iii. N., R. 7 W., and T. lli. N., H. B W., all referred to the New Mexico


Principal Meridian. The applicant, however, describes the claim as being 


only in sec. 31, T. 144 N •, R. 7 W., and sec. 6, T. 1.3 N • The first de-


scription fits the location as described by Mr. Earl Alexander who located 


the claim. The property is about l miles from Ouray, Colorado, via the 


Canyon Creek county road and a short access road crossing the Mineral 


Farm Group adjoining on the south (fig. 1). The surface is a moderate 


to steep slope covered partly with heavy overburden. The altitude at 


the workings is around 8,500 feet. 


Precipitation in the San Juan area is heavy, and operations are 


normally feasible at surface only in the summer and fall months. With 


proper preparation, underground work can be carried on throughout the 


year although there may be frequent interruptions during and following 


winter storms. 


There are no unusual problems of transportation, supply, water, 


power, or labor. Mining supplies are available in Ouray and Silverton, 


Colorado, And in more complete stocks at Grand Junction, Colorado, 100 


miles northwest of Ouray. The normal markets for lead-zinc ore are con .


-centrating plants near Ouray and Silverton which operate intermittently. 
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HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


Exploration of the immediate area dates from 1876. The adjoining 


Mineral Farm property had sm11 operations between 1876 and 1900 and 


there have been several short-lived efforts to mine since the 1920' a. 


There have been other small projects on other prospects in the vicinity 


with little or no production resulting. 


The Prince claim covers ground which was first located for lime-


stone. A quarry was developed and operated to furnish limestone for a 


Grand Valley sugar refinery. Lead-zinc-copper mineralization was found 


on the floor of the quarry and explored by a 50-foot shaft, now filled 


with water and debris, sunk by the present applicant' a father and his 


partner who operated the quarry. Ore of minabie grade was not found 


alth hlead-zinc oxides and sulfides are present in the dun from the 


workings. The Idarado Mining Company, the largest operator in the San 


Juan area, acquired the property as a pàssible source of limestone needed 


for milling operations and kept up assessment work for many years, but 


abandoned the claim in 1951. The claim was relocated in 1956 and ac-


quired by the applicant in 1957.

onnieclaim, although a small tonnage may have been mined and possibly 


shipped. The only production which has been made in the immediate area 


is from the Mineral Farm Group which produced between 1900 and 1929, ac-


cording to the Division of Mineral Industry, Bureau of Mines, 2 ,071 tons 


of ore yielding 20.2 ounces gold, 25,000 ounces silver, 5 65,370 pounds of 


lead and 5,750 pounds of copper. There was undoubtedly an appreciable zinc 


content as well.
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PR0PERIY 0W1RSHIP 


The Prince lode claim is a location made by Earl Alexander of Ouray, 


Colorado, on May 9, 1956, and recorded on page 36 of booI 123 of the 


Ouray County records on June 6, 1956. The applicant, Roderick L. Reed, 


Sr., purchased the claim from Alexander on January 31, 1957, for $500.00. 


The record of the transaction is on page ii. of book 155 . An affadavit 


of labor and improvement for the year ending June 30, 1957, was filed 


by Helen A. Croft, agent for L. Marie T. Reed on July 1, 1957, and for 


the year ending June 30, 1958, by Earl Alexander on June 21i, 1958. 


The claim appears to be valid and not in conflict with any of the 


other claims, all patented, in the area, as determined by reference to 


the claim map of the San Juan Region published by the Hotchkiss Map Com-


pany. As described by Mr. Alexander the claim is laid out on the projected 


outcrop of the vein exposed in the quarry. This makes the bearing of the 


sidelines about S. 500 W. The southwest endline is common to the north-


east endline of the Contact No. 3 claim according to Mr. Alexander (t 


However, the sketch submitted with the application shows an entirely dif-


ferent orientation which does not agree with the strike of the vein 


outcrop as seen on the ground. The claim has not been surveyed and it 


is assumed Mr • Alexander's description is more nearly correct. No attempt 


was made to check into the matter further in view of the probable decision 


on the proposed project.
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PB,ESE]ff STATUS 


Exploration and deve1opment 


In addition to the quarry excavation, the Prince claim has a shaft 


reported to be about 50 feet deep. The shaft is partly filled in and 


full of water and only the top 8 to 10 feet is accessible. The appli-


cant has dug a 10-foot trench on a vein starting at the northeast end 


of the shaft. This_trench was originally about Ii. feet deep but was 


filled with sloighed_overburden. The only ye in	 ureswre in 


both ends and 


a thin mineralized bed in the limestone was visible in both walls • A 


short distance downhill to- the northeast and below the quarry dump 


there was another filled-in shaft of unknown depth but probably very 


shallow. No data on this shaft Is available. 


Mining and milling equipment and other facilities 


The applicant does not own any equipment. Presumably Mr. Alexander 


or another local miner owning the necessary equipment would do the work 


- by contract.


GEOLOGY 


The old prospect shaft at the Prince lode is in Mississippian 


Leadville limestone; the collar is an estimated 100 feet vertically 


above the base. Theshatkonatgp9Or1ydflcdL 
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fissure that strikes N. 5O-55 E. and dips 30 SE. The fissure cannot 


be followed to the northeast but appears to project to a cliff of 


Leadville limestone 5$ feet southwest of the shaft. 


The "ore bofeçpoed near the 


the fissure and along a favorable bed. The largest pod of ore averaed 


about 1 foot thick along the bedding and extended through the long 


dimension of the shaftlQie	 A smaller pod extended out 


from the fissure for about 1 foot. The ore is partially oxidized.

Acomposite	 ple taken across the ore by 


at three places and reesenting a width of1fosayL 


semiquantitative spectrogrphic methods • The sample contained no rare 


earths or antimony and only minor amounts of manganese. The same 


sample contained 0.11 percent copper, 1.78 percent lead and 1.98 percent 


zinc by chemical assay.
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PROJECT PROPOSALS WITH COSTS 


The applicant proposes to drive a drift 65 feet below the out.. 


cropping and anestiniated 15 feet below the supposed shaft bottom. 


The work would actually be a crosscut as described by Mr. Alexander. 


The map furnished by the applicant is not clear on this point. Actually 


the underground work could be done on the vein as the outcrop appears 
1 


to continue down a steep slope to the northwest. However, the pro-


posed depth below the shaft bottom is insufficient to explore a worth-


while vertical extent of the vein or result in any reserves, if ore 


should be found. 


The applicant' s cost estimate for the actual drifting contract is 


reasonable, $30.00 a foot, but the over-all cost, including the esti-


mated cost of supervision, and engineering and geologic consultation, 


Is $63.00 per foot, which is high. Because of the probable decision 


on the proposed project, revision of the applicant's program and costs 


was not discussed during the field examination.


V 
CONCLUSIONS AND RECO!1ENDATIONS 


It is concluded that there is little possibility of finding a 


ininable ore deposit on the property. The tenor of lead and zinc mizi 


eralization indicates the possible occurrence of marginal ore which 


may be of shipping grade, considering the possible silver content, but 
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in limited tonnages, judging by the appearance of the one ore exposure 


on the property, and the history of other deposits in the iediate 


area. Manganese, antimony and copper are probably present in negli-


gible amounts and the rare earths are probably non-existent • In any 


event the proposed exploration is not likely to result in discovery 


of significant amounts of strategic minerals. 


Denial of the application under Docket DMEA 4866 is recommended.

The applicant proposes to explore for copper, lead, 
zinc, and several other metals on a lode mining claim not far 
from the Camp Bird mine, Ouray County, Colorado. 


The proposed work would cons.sof an adit drift that 
would intersect the bottom of an, old r1ft. Apparently the only 
work done by the applicant is a prospect trench about 8 feet by 
10 feet in size. Spectrographic analyses of a sample by the ap-. 
plicant shows low-grade metal values as far as ore is concerned. 


The applicant's map showing the proposed work is in-
adequate. However, I doubt that much would be gained by asking 
for more information. I recommend that the application be referred 
to the Field Team for appraisal.

The applicant has prospected an ore outcrop on the un-
patented Prince Mining Claim in sec. 31, T. 44, R. 7W. of the 
Uncompagre Mining District and obtained samples, one of which 
was assayed for gold and silver. A second sample was spectro-
graphically analyzed and found to contain significant quantities of 
lead, zinc, and copper. 


The applicant proposes to drive an adit from a point 
about 65 feet below the outcrop to intersect the ore structure and 
get into position to raise into the bottom of an old shaft. 


The application gives inadequate inlormation on the min-
eralized structure, and no information on the country rock. 


I recommend that the application be referred to the field 
team for review and possible examination to determine if the ap-
parent potential of the outcrop warrants the proposed outlay of 
$9,452.
