In a somevwhat vaguely described exploration program,
the applicant proposes to construct an access road to his explor-
ation project and to erosscut and drift on two different veins,
The cost of this program is estimated at $10,000. Field examiners
report that on the property the two veins/ ut 100 feet apart,
and that they appear to pa.rallel foliation of the enclosing country
rock and to extend for distances of several claim lengths. Average
width of the vein is estimated at about 1 foot. At the outcrop,
limonite and malachite are recognizable, and samples by the applicant
from the outcrops are good but these samples appear to have been
carefully selected; they represent no significant ore width.

The property has been explored by 2 adits, the longer of
which apparently reached the vein but ‘did not drift very far along
it., The shorter adit did not reach the vein, The mine has no
record of proguction. The examiners report that although small
amounts of silver and copper may be expected at intervals along
the vein, the chances are of finding significant amounts of these
minerals on the Cinderella claims are negligible, They therefore
recomrend denial of the application. I concur with the examiners.
The chances of making a significant discovery.on this property
by the proposed work appear to be very alight. I therefore recommend

The field examiners have appraised a project proposal whereby
Mr. Jones would repeir access roads, rehabilitate two caved adits and
lengthen one of them to an intersection with two shear zones that con-
tained lenses of quartz, chalcopyrite, galena and sphalerite. The
adits were caved and did not permit subsurface exsmination of the veins.
Two surface exposures revealed two veins 1 to l% feet wide that con-
tained small amounts of metal sulfides. The dump material indicated
the longer adit had encountered the vein.

The field examiners conclude the evidence does not support
hopes for economic concentration along the shear zones. I agree with
them. The inadequate application and hazy definition of the project
suggests that & more capable applicant could have presented a stronger
case for the property, therefore I recommend denial without prejudice.

INTRODUCTION

Jerome L. Jones, 916 South 21st Street, Temple, Texas, submitted
an application on'December 12; i957, requesfing Defeﬁse Minerals Ex-
ploration Adminisfrétion éid to explore for lead, zinc, and copper at
the Cinderella mine, Chaffee County, Colo.

The épﬁlicénﬁ préposes to érosscut and/or drift and tq construct
an access road under his éxploratioﬁ progrém. He estimates this pro-
gram to cost $10,000.

The prbperty was examined on May 22, 1958,jby Frank B. Moore,
Geological Survey, and Edward W. Buel, Bureau of Mines. The examiners
were accompanied by the applicant, Jeroﬁe L. Jones.

The applicant was either vague or was unable to answer many of the
questions put toihim by the examiners concerning the property and'the
exploration ﬁrogram. In the absence of desired information, portions

of this report are, at the most, sketchy.





LOCATION AND ACCESS

The Cinderella mine is in secs. 9 and 16, T. 49 N., R. 7 E., New
Mexico principal meridian, Chaffee County, Colo._(fig. 1l). The prin-
cipal workings lie beside Green's Creek in the San Isabel National
Forest and are 2-1/2 miles due south of Maysville, Colo.

The property is easily accessible from U. S. Highway 50 which joins
County Highway 2, approximately 2.3 miles west of Poncha Springs. The
count& :oad is foilowed for nearly 2 miles to the Green's Creek road.
This‘road which runs along the gulch of Green's Creek is passable to
automobiles for another 2 to 3 miles. A bulidozer trail connects the
Creek road with the unde?ground workings of the Cinderella mine, a dis-

tance of less than one-half mile.

PHYSICAL FEATURES

The property is in an unorganized mining district which lies prin-
cipally in the drainages of Willow, Green‘s, and Redman Creeks on the
east slope of the Continental Divide. The district is ocgupied by deep
narrow canyons'and steeply sloping hillsides.4 Altitudes range from ap-
proximately 9,000 to 10,000 féet within a distance of a mile or less.

The climate is moderate and probably can be considered as semi-arid
as evidenced by some sage brush and an occasional cactus, especially on
the south slopes. Snowfall is not considered heavy at the 9,000-foot
elevation allowing mining opefations to be carried on throughout the

year.
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Timber, consisting primarily of pines, firs, and aspens, is er-
ratically distributed throughout.tpe areq.‘ Relatively thick stands of
timber, suitable for mine supports, oqcur,in some partsvof the district.

Transportation facilities are readily available. A spur line of
the ﬁenver Rio Grende Western Railroad passes by the junction of the
county and Green's Creek roads. Salida, about 15 miles from the prop-
erty, is a major local transportation cénter as well as a source of mine
supplies and skilled labor.

All power needs would undohbtedly be supplied by portaﬁle combustion
equipment .

Water is available from Green's Creek.

HISTORY AND PRODUCTION

The history of the mining district and the Cinderella mine is not
adequately known. From the district's position with respect to the
Monarch and Marshall Pass mining districts and the condition of mining
properties of the area, it is presumed that much of the exploration and
development were carried on near the 1900's. The applicant, Jerome L.
Jones, stated that the Bén Ton mine (L. & S.) "shipped a lot of silver
ore" and that two carloads of copper ore was shipped sometime in 193k4
and/or 1935. Theée shipments were not verified, however. It is believed
that if any shipments were made from the district, they would be con-
sidered insignificent.

The applicant undoubtedly became interested in the Cinderella mine
sometime after 1955 after hearing an account of a "large deposit of lead
and zinc'" in the mine. Since then the'applicant has carried out access

road building and bulldozer stripping at the two adit sites and dumps.





/

There is no known production or indication of any production from

the Cinderella mine.
PRESENT STATUS \

The Cinderella mine has been explored by two adits reported by the
applicent to be 40 end 400 feet in length (fig. 2). Several shallow
surféce cuts also occur on the property. Of the adits, the 4O-foot
adit is caved at the portal and the 4OO-foot adit is accessible for about
300 feet. The latter adit contains several major caved areas, and it is
estimated that more than 75 perceﬁt of the presently accessible adit
would require clean-up and rehabilitation.

There are no surface installations on the property.

It is believed from conversations held with the applicant, that he

intends to do additional exploration from the adits even if DMEA assist-

ance is denied.
APPLICANT'S EXPLORATION PROPOSAL

The applicant's proposed exploration work is not clearly defined in
his application. The applicant was questioned about his exploration pro-
posal during the examination, and it appears that he proposes to improve
a roadway to the adit sites at a cost of $600.00; to extend the 40O-foot

GEOLOGY

Precambrian schists and gneisses with associated variants--lime
silicate gneiss, garnetiferous gneiss, amphibolite--comprise the country
rock at the Cinderella and nearby claims. The strike of the foliation
is northerly, and dips are 55 to 75° soﬁtheast.

Two_veins, about 100 feet apart, aﬁpear to parallel the foliation
for distances of several claim lengths. The eastern vein is exposed in
several pits and consists of sheared rock‘;ith lqués of chalcopyrite-
bearing quartz. Malachite and some limonite are present. The average
width of the vein is estimated to be 1 foot. The western vein is not
exposed but has been prospected by nu&erous small pits and can be fol-
lowed by an "iron capping" on the surface. It is estimated to be 1 to
1-1/2 feet widg with limonite and malachite the only recognizable min-
erals. The capping is reported by the applicaht to contain some copper.

Samples taken by the applicant were mostly from surface outcroppings.
Although the grade is generally good, the samples are of selected material

and represent no significant width.





The veins are not exposed in the area proposed for exploration.
One adit on the Forsaken claim trends N 60° W from Green's Creek and is
reported to be 350 to 400 feet in length. It is caved at 300 feet. A
small amount of vein material on the end of the dump indicates that the
eastern vein was cut but not followed. The vein material cqnsists of
qpag}z with minor amounts of chalcopyrigg, galené, and‘sppaleritef The
"paxxftreak" of the vein is probaﬁly only a few inches wige. A second
adit, about 330 feet southwest of the first, is driven southeast from
Green's Creek on the South Side lode. It is caved at the portal but
is reportedly 40 feet long. It failed to reach either vein.

The Bon Ton mine, presumed by the applicant to be on a northern ex-
tension of the easfern vein, has yielded small emounts of silver and
copper ore; no other productioﬁ from this area is known or reported.
Several dumps from workings near the Bon Ton contain but little vein
material. Several mines are reported by the applicant to be on the
same lode south of and 1,500 feet above Green's Creek. Production from
those mines is probably small. The general weakness of the vein and
ceftain structural inconsistencies noted during the examination indi-
cate that the Bon Ton mine and possibly others to the south may not be
on the saﬁe structure. However, inadequate maps are available to prove

or disprove this belief.





CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Smell amounts of silver and copper occur in faults and/or iron-
rich layers along.the foliétion of Precambrian gneiss and schist. The
copper occurs as chalcopyrite in narrow quartz lenses; the silver min-
erals or the mode of their occurrence is unknown. Production from the
area has been small. - _

Because there appears to bé little chance of finding more than

minor amounts of lead, zine, or copper in the Cinderella claims area,

it ié recommended that the application be denied.
