Status of the Claims

The group consists of 53 umpatented mining claims----Inga 1 to 6, Lucky Buck 1,
to 20, Tarzan 1 to 20, South Fork 1 to 4. and Brushy Basin 1 to 3 located in sections
2,3,10,11,14, and 21 in Township 49 North, Range 17 West, NMPM, Mesa and Montrose
counties, Colorado. Examination of the claims in the field showed them to be properly
staked, marked, and surveyed in accordance with federal and state laws, with discovery
pits and maps complying with state regulations, and sufficient assessment work in
evidence in the form of drill roads, cabins, and open cut excavations to satisfy an-
nual work requirements. Portions of four of the claims overlap previously located or
senior claims of other groups but seniority of those claims is recognized by the own-
ers. No other overlaps or conflicts were noted in the examination. As of the writ-
ing of this report, it is understood that title of these claims is to pass from Tar-
zan Uranium, Inc., present owner, to Tarzan Mining Company by dquit claim deed. Court-
house records were checked showing proper recording of the claim location notices and
subsequent transfers of ownership.

Location and Access

The fifty-three claims are located in two groups approximately one-half mile
apart on the east side of Moon Mesa which lies between the forks of Mesa Creek where
the forks emerge from the highland on the west side of the Uncompahgre Plateau. Moon
Mesa is a gently sloping, Pinon-covered area varying between 6,000 and 7,000 feet in
elevation, eleven miles north of Uravan or 38 miles airline south-southwest of Grand
Junction. The weather is udually such in this area that mining activity is possible
year-around, although melting snows or thunder-showers may halt travel for a day or
two at a time.

The roads from Grand Junction, U.S. 50 and state 141, consist of 30 miles of
paved surface and 60 miles of gravel and dirt surface, while the road to Uravan con-
gsists of ten miles of dirt surface and ten which are graveled. Ore-buying stations
are located in both towns as are sources of equipment, labor, and supplies.

Geology

The surface covering the claims is principally the Saltwash Member of the Morrison
formation of Jurassic age although a small portion of the claims is covered with the
overlying Brushy Basin Shale Member of the Morrison. The Saltwash consists of alter-
nating layers of sandstone and mudstone while the Brushy Basin is practically all
shale. The beds dip a few degrees to the southwest on the flank of the Uncompahgre
Uplift. A large fault marking the edge of the uplift is found just east of the claim
groups and Morrison cutoff.

Uranium deposits of the Colorado Plateau and this area are found in the sand-
stones of the Saltwash as bedded deposits, varying in thickness up to twenty feet and
covering areas of a few.square feet up to several acres. Individual uranium deposits
are usually found to be only one of a cluster of such deposits so that when one is
found others are expected to be discovered with further exploration work in the vici-
nity. Moon Mesa is located between the large mines at Uravan to the south and Out-
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"law Mesa to the north and is in a zone where the ore bodies are larger and more
closely spaced than elsewhere in the Saltwash, This zone, The Uravan Mineral Belt,
is well described in U,S. Geological Survey Bulletin 988A and is located on the
attached map of the area,

The Saltwash in this area carries four principal sandstones with uranium being
found in the lowest (first rim) and highest (fourth rim), the latter being the most
productive. Ore has been mined from numerous open pits in this fourth rim, from
within a few hundred feet to % mile west of the northwest corner of the Tarzan pro-
perty with one pit 200 feet square reported to have produced a gross of %120,000:
(Jumbo -No. 2). In discussion with the superintendent for the owner (W.H. Hunt) of
the Jumbo Group, it was learned that recent drilling on the Jumbos has delineated
sufficient ore that mining will soon be resumed. Ore has also been mined on Mesa
Creek (2 miles west) from the first rim. Uranium-vanadium mineralization has been
discovered in a fourth-rim outcrop on Inga No., 3 claim and near the south end of tle
group in a canyon cutting the first rim sandstone. (See attached map for location®
of mineralized outcrops and nearby mines). While these outcrops were not sampled
because of their small size, the carnotite and vanadium minerals are readily visible
and the quality as indicated by Geiger Counter was commercial, '

The location of the claim group within the well-mineralized Uravan Mineral
Belt, especially since it is adjacent to operating properties, plus the discovery of
uranium deposition in two of the.snadstones on the property, fully justifies ex-
ploratory efforts in the search for other uranium deposition.

Exploration

Exploration is recommended in two phases. The first step would be fifty wagon-
drill holes in the immediate vicinity of each of the uranium outcrops to test for the
usual extensions of these rim outcrops and other deposits likely to be there in a
cluster, Because depths average about twenty feet, total for these 100 holes would
be about 2,000 feet of drilling.

In the second phase of exploration, the large area between the two mineralized
outcrops should first be traversed with scintillometer to pinpoint radioactive areas,
followed by drilling to determine the exact location and size of the ore or minera-
lized areas. Preliminary traversing might best be done from scintillometer-equipped
airplanes. Exact footage then required in drilling would be determined by the number
and depth of radioactive spots found but it is estimated that at least 10,000 feet
of drilling would be required at an average depth per hole of 40 feet. This drilling
is recommended in any event because of the possibility of uranium buried too deep to
be detected by scintillation counter.

Mining

Because of the shallow depths of deposits known to date, mining is expected to
be relatively simple and inexpensive if bodies of commercial size are found. Some
of these can be mined by open pit as has been the practice in the area while others
will require only limited means of access for underground works. Because of ‘the
wealth of experienced labor in the area, ease of access, long experience of Tarzan
management, and the proximity of mills and supplies, economic operation is predicted
when the ore deposits expected are found.

Summary

The 53 claims controlled by Tarzan Mining Company in the Mesa Creek Area of Mesa
and Montrose counties, Colorado warrant exploration by drilling because of ore now
known on them and because of their location in the highly mineralized and productive
Uravan Mineral Belt of the Colorado Plateau Uranium Province. Economic exploitation
of any commercial ore bodies discovered is expected because the deposits will be shal-
low and will be within short distances of uranium mills and sources of labor, supplies,

and equipment.

The epplicant requests assistance in exploring, by plug
drilling, 2 groups of claims underlain at shallow depth by rocks
of the Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation. For the most
bart, as shown by the sketch mep, the upper Salt Wash beds, in-
cluding the 4th rim, have been removed by erosion. The 4th rim
is the most productive of the Salt Wash sands and ore has been
mined from it within & short distance of the northerly Tarza.n claims.

If the conditions are as shown on the sketch map, prac-
tica.lly only the lst rim sandstones remain to be tested. Sixteen
‘100-foot test holes have been drilled. The application says deeper -
holes should be drilled, but the consulting engineer, Sam K. Smyth,
recormends 20 and 40 foot holes. The map does not show where the
16 holes were drilled and does not show the location of the TO to
100 proposed holes (24-32 veeks at 3 holes per week).

I reconmend that the epplication be referred to the
Field Team, if and when such action is t:l.mely.
