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(v) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract,
the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as re-
quired, thereupon:

(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not incurred
when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract
as necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting; and

(2) ‘the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as
may be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting.

The Government may also avail .itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract,
including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys ‘contributed by the
Government under the contract.

(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 9 shall not
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to royalty and liens to
secure the payment thereof, and such rights shell be fully preserved.

(d) The determinations of the Government are subject to appeal under Article 13.

Officials not to benefit.--No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise
therefrom; but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corp-
oration for its generel benefit. -

ARTICLE 12. Nondiscrimination in Employment The provisions respecting nondiscrimination in
employment which are required by section 301 of Executive Order 10925, dated March 6, 1961 as amended
and supplemented are attached hereto as Exhibit B and are hereby incorporated in and made a part of
this contract. .

ARTICLE 13. Disputes.--Any dispute arising under this contract which is not disposed of by agree-
ment shall be decided by the Director, Office of Minerals Exploration, who shall reduce his decision
to writing and mail or otherwise furnish a copy thereof to the Operator. The decision of the Director,
Office of Minerals Exploration, shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of
receipt of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwise furnishes to the Director, Office of Minerals
Exploraetion, a written appeal addressed to the Secretary of the Interior. The decision of the Secre-

3. PHYSICAL DESCRIPTION
(&) History of propérty.

The mine workings on the property consist of several small, long abandoned,
mines; the Clifford Mine and the Maple Leaf Mine; and mmerous shallow test pits,
discovery cuts, and shallow shafts., The property was probably first discovered
in about 1879 On Nov. 19, 1880 H, B, Gilbert et al received a patent on the
Clifford, number 835, Most of the other claims were patented between 1880 and
1883+ The mineral surveys for patent during the early 1880's show all of hte mine
locations, cuts, and shallow shafts. As no diggings can be found which are not
shown on the old patent plats it is presumed that these workings were all made at
that time.

The Colorado Mining Directory for 1883 under the heading Clifford Minig Co.
mentions the propertye It staytes Je. Le January of Central City, Colorado was
president of the company and it describes the Clifford claim as being 150 x 1500
feet and located in Camp Clifford. It describes the vein as a fissure vein 2 to
12 feet wide with a pay streak 2 inches to 3 feet of galena and black sulfurettes
in quartz. Sorted ore ran 50 to 500 ounces of silver per ton., The workings are
described as a shaft 176 feet deep and total drifting of 875 feet,

A report dated December 6, 1911 by a Colorado Bureau of Mines inspector
describes the property briefly., It states the property was then owned by the -
Pernsylvania Mining, Power, and Reduction Company with Samuel Sternberger as -
president., The ore was described as lead, silver, zinc, and gold in character,-
The property had a shaft house and an electric hoist, Underground development °
consisted of a 275 foot shaft with two levels, The 150 level extended 150 feet
west and 300 feet east. The 250 level extended 50 feet west and 205 feet east.

If the 1883 report of 875 feet of total drifting is presumed to include the

176 feet of shaft, then drifting of 700 feet in the 1883 report agrees with the
detailed description of drifting in the 1911 report which totals 705 feet and
the correct shaft depth is 176 feet.

A report dated Aug. 20, 1937 by a Colorado Bureau of Mines inspector states
that the Sternberger estate is the owner of hhe Clifford Mine and Frank 4, -
Gustufson of Idaho Springs is rehabilitating the shaft. No mining was: accomplished.
Six million gallons of water were bailed and the inclined shaft was retimbered .

There are no known ore reserves on any of hte claimse. It is presumed that '
the extent of the lead-silver ore is very limited and that no lead-silver ore
will be found as a result of this exploration, The extent of molybdenum
mineralization must be deétermined but at this time no ore can be calculated

from the limited amount of information available, :

(e) Geology.

The property is located in the center of the Colorado Front Range Mineral
Belt in the York or Lincoln Mining District. The district is a separate entity
in itself with no other mines within a dist,nce of about ome mile, although
other mining districts are found nearby and adjacent to it in all directions.

The only rock type in the immediate area of the mine is the Pre Cambrian . A
Idaho Springs formation, a northeasterly trending biotite schist. To the north
about one-half mile is found a large exposure of the Pre Cambrian Silver Flume
granite on Mt, Pisgah. To the south about one half mile along Fall Fiver is i
found a stock of Tertiary age quartz monzonite, the type host rock of molybdenite-|
depositse In Woodpecker Gulch about one quarter mile northwest of the property a
northeast trending Bostonite dike is located. -

The regional trend of the schist, dike, and veins in the area is from north~-
easterly to east-northeasterly. The Clifford vein is reported to strike N 60° E.

& steeply dipping vein., Surface observations indicate a steep dip with varitions
in dip to both the north and the south, It is the writers opinion that the wvein
dips near vertical with perhaps an overall average dip of 85 degrees to the south,

Mineralization at the Clifford Mine consists of two separate and distinct
types of mineralse. One type of mineralization is characterized by fine grain
gray to dark gray quartz with fine grain molybdenite, Occassionally coarser platy
flakes of molybdenite are seen. Pyrite accompanies this mineralization but in j.
rather small amounts. Molybdenite occur%‘s most abundantly along fractures a.nd
along the wall of the veins,

The second type of mineralization consists of galena, pyrite, and sphalerite -
in a quartz gangue with small amounts of carbonate and barite. Galena is tle most -
predominant sulfide and is the source of the silver values,The two types of

mineralization are not found intermixed and are believed to represent two differ-
ent periods of mineralization, Characteristic mineral assemblages would suggest 11
that the molybdenite types is earlier, although both periods of mineralization
are believed to be Tertiary agee.

Observations of the vein are quite limited. The report of 1883 still at this -
time some 80 years later probably best describes the vein, It states the vein is a
fissure vein zone 2 to 12 feet wide with a pay streak 2 inches to 3 feet wide of
galena and black sulfurettes in quartz. Molybdenite has been seen on the old mine g
dumps at six locations along the strike of the vein in a distance of 1400 feet.
¥olybdenite is most abundant on the dump of the Clifford Mine, It is found in |
small quantities on the dump of the shaft 165 feet west of the Clifford shaft. E
A shallow shaft 300 feet east of the Clifford shaft shows molybdenite in quarbz?

The width of the molybdenite mineralization across the vein is not known,
but pieces of vein quartz material with molybdenite over 12 inches in width have
been found, Although pay streaks may be small 1nd1v1dually the fissure vein zone }
enviromment is favorable for molybdenite mineralization in stringers over U
mineable widths, _

The fissure vein zone as: seen in the bulldozer trenches indicates a relatively
wide zone of fissuring and shearing containing quartz stringers. A generalized
description of the trenches is a shear zone 6 to 9 feet wide with quartz veining '
along one wall or both walls or quartz stringers within the shear zone. The wall -
rock on either side of this shear zone is a very hard siliceous schiste Occassion-
ally the shear zone contains fault gouge or clay along one walle Iron staining .
is seen in the shear zone and is especially heavy in the vein zonss, At a distance-
of 25 to 35 feet on either side of this zone similiar but somewhat smaller shear ,
zones containing quartz and heavy iron staining are seen. Because of the depth of |
overburden and the difficulty in bulldozing the siliceous schist zones, the
exposures of the fissure vein zones in the bulldozer trenches are not satisfactorye

Extent of wall rock alteration is unknown but some evidence of silicification,
pyritization, and kaolinization a.daacent to the vein zone is seen,

The property is described briefly in U. S. G. S. Prof, Paper 9k, 1917, pp. 317-
318, by E. S. Bastin and James M, Hill emtitled "Economic Geology of Gilpin County
and adjacent parts of Clear Creek and Boulder Counties, Colorado". A copy of this
report follows belows:

The Clifford vein runs along the divide between Woodpecker and
York gulches, About a mile south-southeast of Mount Pisgah it is
opened by a shaft which could not be entered, but which is shown

the dark quartz and the lead and zinc minerals. Post mineral

The property is further described in the Colorado Geological Survey Bulletin
1 page 51, entitled "Molybdemm Deposits of Colorado" by P. Ge Worcester and
published in 1919, A copy of this report follows below:

Clifford Minse
The Clifford Mine is located on the divide between Woodpecker
and York gulches about two and one-half miles west of Central
City. Leopold Bternberger of Central City is the owner of the
property. The country rocks belong to the Idaho Springs form-
ation which consists here of gneiss and biotite schist. The
veinand its development are described by Bastin and Hill as
followss (Copy of report above)

No reference is made to molybdenite in this report, but the
writer examined the material on the dump and found considerable
molybdenite with quartz. It occurs either as finely divided
flakes or more commonly as amorphous coatings. It was of course
impossible to judge the size of the wvein from an examination of
the surface material, but it seems probable that the veins are
small, and they may be only quartz stringers in the Idahop
Springs formation, Specimens selected from the dump, which
were probably of more than average value, assayed 1.87 per

cent MoSy. Some pyrite and limonite were found with the
molybdenite, but no other metallic minerals were observed.

As far as can be learned, no molybdenite has ever been

shipped from this propertye.

There is not much good wood for mine timber nearby. Water is
also scarcee The mine is easily accessible from Central City
and. it is hoped that when more work is done, some attention
will be given to the molybdenite, although it seems unlikely
that, if there were commercial deposits there, they would
remain undeveloped at this time,

The above samples merely qualitatively verify the presence of molybdemum
from the mine dump locations. Quantitatively they only suggest mineralization
varying from 0e10 to 1,12 percent Mo. It is anticipated that grades of 1 to 2
percent can be expected along the vein in ore shootse

(£) Reasons for expecting to find ores

The reasons for expecting to find ore is actually a geologic appraisal of
the grade and extent of mineralization as it is now known and an interpretation
of the geology which would indicate favorable or unfavorable conditions for the
occurrence of mineralization,

Known conditions of mineralization

1, Grade varies from o to 1.87 percent M082 in dump grab samplese The poorest
showings are at the surface in bulldozer trenches while the best showings are
from the deepest workings. The Clifford Shaft, the deepest shaft, has the best
grade material on the dump. There is the suggestion that the deeper workings
contain the higher grade ore and that the ore becomes better with depth.

2, Width of mineralization is not known but quartz vein pieces up to 15 inches
in width have been noted on the Clifford mine dumpe The fissure vein zone is
generally 6 to 9 feet wide and this width is a potential ore bearing zone.
Silicification in the wall rock on either side of the wein also makes the wall
rock zone a potential host rock for ore bearing solutions,

3. Length of mineralization has been determined at 1400 feet with six locations
showing some molybdenite., The vein structure extends beyond the known ends of
mineralization but has not been explored, The length of 1400 feet is sufficiently
long to contain several significant ore shoots.

i, Depth of mineralization is not known, although presuming the ore on the Clifford
dump comes from the 150 level a vertical extent of mineralization of at least
150 feet is suggested. Considering the topography mineralization occurs in a
vertical range of over 250 feet, '

The combination of these elements suggests a favorable area for the occurence
of a molybdenite ore body in the presently known area of mineralization, That is,
with a grade reaching 1,87 percent MoS,, a width of at least 15 inches of<quartz
veining, several quartz veins and strifigers, a favorable fissure vein zone of
6 to 9 feet, a length of mineralization of 1400 feet or more, and a depth o8 150
feet or more several significant ore bodies could well be contained in this area.

Interpretation of geology
The writers interpretation of geologic conditions yields a conclusion of increased
favorability for potentially better ore grade, width, length, and extent of mineral-
ization with depth. This conclusion is based on the potentially favorable change in
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in mineralization with increased depth, change in host rock, and change in
structural character of the vein. A factor that might indicate unfavorability
with depth would be the dying out of the fissure vein zone with depth. The
size of the structure, its conformity to the regional trend of other similiar
structures in the area and their contimuity with depth would seem to suggest
that the structure would continue with depth.

Other factors indicate increased favorability for more extensive molyb-
demm mineralization with depthe. The ore deposits of this area are character-
ized by an areal and vertical zonal pattern of distribution, Molybdenite, a
high temperature mineral, generally shows an'increase in its occurence with

depth in a mixed sulfide ore deposit enviromment. Molybdenite is also
generally characterized by extensive continuity in depth. These generalized
theoretical considerations indicate an increasing favorability with depth.

A more competent host rock which would fracture, brecciate, or shear with
nmumerous openings would be a favorable structural enviromment for molybdenite
mineralization, The intersection of the Clifford vein with a more competent
bed within the Idaho Springs formation or a pegmatitic zone within the form-
ation would be a favorable area for localization of a molybdenite ore body.
The stratigraphy of the Idaho Springs formation is not well enough known to
determine any particular horizon, yet this poss:.ble favorable condition may
be encountered and yield an ore body.

The depth of the Idaho Springs formation in this area is not known but
adjacent areas of Pre Cambrian granite to the north, Tertiary intrusives to
the south and east suggest a limited thickness with potentially favorable .
granitic rock types beneath, With molybdenite being a high temperature miner-
al generally localized in or above a Tertiary intrusive the possibility of a
underlying Tertiary stock existse. The presence of a bostonite dike to the
northwest of the property further suggests this possibility. This consider-
ation is obviously speculative but may well be a potentially favorable factor.

In summary the present known extent of mineralization is sufficiently
favorably to comtain several ore bodies and geologic factors indicate
increased favorability with depth.

INTRODUCT ION

The Clifford Mine is located between York Gulch and Woodpecker Gulch tributaries
to Fall River in portions of sections 8, 9, 16, and 17 Township 3 South, Range 73 Wést
in Clear Creek Co., Colorado, The property is located about five miles from the towns
of Idaho Springs and Central City and is readily accessible from either by about three
miles of improved jeep road.

The property consists of 2l patented‘mining claims under‘a mining lease dated May
15, 1963 andlrecorded in Book 278 Pages 1li~IL7 Clear Creek Co., Colofgdo from Fall
River Exploration and Mining Co. to Kenneth E., and Genevieve J. Baﬁéfg and four unpat—
ented mining claims named the Introibo Nose 1 to L located by the operator,

The property contains two old and abandonsd and inaccessible mines, the Clifford
and the Maple_Leaf, and numerous old cuts, test pits, and shallow shafts. The Clifford
Mine consists of a shaft 176 feet deep, two levels, and about 700 feet of driffing.
There is no recorded history of past production although silver ore of 50 to 500 oz.
.of silver per tén is reported from the property,

- GEOLOGY

The geology of the property is that of a fissure zone containing several vein
zones of mineralization in the Pre Cambrian Idaho Springs formation., The main vein,
the Clifford Vein, strikes.N.'éo *E. and dips about 80 degrees south. liineralization
is mainly quartz With fine grain molybdenite and small amounts of pyrite and chalco-
pyrite., A second type of mineralization seen in small quantities consists of galenz,
sphalerite, calcite,‘and’bariteo | |

Molybdenite quartz vein material was,dbserved at six old mine dumps in a distance

of 1400 feet along the vein, Assays of this material showed values of 0,10 — 0.67 % o,

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Beéa#se of haayy-;verburden and the inaccessibility of the old mine workings
more specific details of the occurrences were not well known., The proximity df the
property to a granite siock and a quartz diorite stock both of Pre Cambrian age
was thought to be structurally favorable. Also the proximity of the property to a
Tertiarnyuartz Monzonite Pbrphyry.and other molybdenite occurrences was fhought to
be favorable. The property in itself showed significant quantities of molybdenite
mineralization and fo; these reasons it was decided the property warranted drilling,

EXPLORATION PROGRAM

An application for exbloration assistance was submitted to the Office of Minerals
Exploration and a contract for a diamond drilling project was signed with OME on hug.
27, 1963. This project consisted of a two stage diamond drilling program providing for
five drill holes totaling 1600 feet in Stage I and an additional provision for six
holes totaling 3000 feet in Stage II if initial drilling results were faﬁorable.
Contract costs of Stage I were estimated at $16,338.00 and of Stage II $29,6lh 50 for
a total of $45,952,50 of which the government's participation would be fifty percent.

was drilled NX size core to a depth of 3Ll feet, then cased with BX size casing to 3Lk
feet because of caving conditions, and then completed from 3Ll to L50 feet BX size cores

Because of the unfavorable results encountered in DDH No. 2 and No, 3 which were
the most favorably located holes, a request for termination of the contract was made to
OME on November 15, 1963 and on December 9 , 1963 a mutual agreement for the termination
of the contract was signed by OME ana the operator,

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RESULTS OF DRILLINGL’*W ‘

Diamond drill hole Noe 2 is located 300 feet easterly of the Clifford Shaft
and 200 feet southerly of the vein zone, the Clifford Vein, and was designed to inter-
sect the quartz molybdenite vein zone foundyon the "G" Shaft which showed dump material
pieces of about 12 _inches width which assayed Ooég % lo. Other parallel zones of miner—
alization on both sides of the main vein zone were also to be intersected, Design depth
of the hole was 325 feet on the basis of drilling 25.feet beyond the FW zone on a
vertical projection of the dip of the vein, |

The main vein zone, the élifford Vein, located at the "G" Shaft was intersected
at a drill hole depth of 200 feet. It contained one foot of quartgtyolybdenite mineral-~
ization which assayed 0.18 % Mo. It was disappointing in not only being very narrow
and low grade but also in that is was.con&i}ned in é blacE;Pnalterred biotite_schist.

t was the best zone in width and grade encountered in the hole and the hole was
drilled an additional 66 feet without any further significant mineralization.

Other zones of weak mineralization wers also encountered. A quartz vein with no
evidence of molybdenite mineralization occurred in the area of 71 to 7L feeto. No core
was recovered in the interval of 71l to 72 feet and poor recovery of fragments of barren
quartz were seen in the 72 to 7L feet interval, This area was badly caved, and cased,

4 zone of weak quartz molybdenite mineralization consisting of two quartz veins of
three inches width accompanied by quartz.stringere of l/h‘to 2 inches occurring along
schietosity were encountered in the interval of 108 to 116 feet, In the drill hole
interval from 120 t°.133 feet ten tiny veinlets of 1/32 to 1/L inch with é small amount
of molybdenite-were found.lSome wall roek alteration accompaning these stringers was
noted from 126 tc 133 feet, Samples of the best minefalization showed assays of 0.013%
iio from 112,5 to 113.0 and 0,003 % Mo from 111.5 toell2.5 feet, A barren 12»inch vein
of quartz with a trace of pyrite was noted from 239 to 2L0. This is the FW Vein zone,

Diamond drill hole No. 3 is located about 300 feet southerly and 106 feet easterly
of the Clifford Shaft. It was designed to intersect the Clifford Vein beneatﬁ the
Clifford Hine workings where dump material.of quartz and molybdenite assayed 0.215 Mo,

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From surface indications and other geology this hole is the most favorably located.
Coring was excellent‘with neafly 182 percent core recovery throughout the hole length.
The hole inclination of minus 45 degrees closely parallels schistosity and thus the
core consisted mainly of bands of unalterred black biotite schist and layers of white
gneissic and pegmatitic matefial. The hole was drilled to its design depth of L50 feet.

The Clifforq’yein was intersected at a hole depth of 320 feet. It consisted of
one_ foot of quartzcgolybdenite nmineralization which assayed 0'2£$% Moo The FIT Vein
zone was intersected at 372 feet and it consisted of one foot of weakly mineralized
shear zone with 1/8’inch stringers of quartz, pyrite, and a trace of molybdenite in
a light gray moderately alterred schist in broken core with slight gouge streaks.

A zone labeled the Ten Strg Zone on thé sections was intersected from 133 to 203
feet, It consisted of ten tiny stringers 1/16 inch wide of quartz and molybdenite in
unalterred biotite schist.

Attached are copies of a geologic plan map, dgtailed geologic logs of DDH Ho, 2
and No., 3, and a éomposite section of DDH No. 2 and Noe. 3.

tringers of quartz molybdenite mineraliéation in very tiny véinlets are present ‘
in several other zones. These are generally clean cut breaks with little or no altera- -
tion or structure with them and are of nb economic potential, Rather than the anticip-
ated increase in mineralization with depth it appears thét mineralization is decreasing
with depth,

The two holes have been of much value in providing additional information and their
results are quite conclusive in the evaluation of the property.The writer wishes to

express his gratitude in having had the'oppdrtunity to explore the property with GiE.
