The subject application is referred to Region III for review, a 
field examination if deemed advisable, and recommendations.

The work proposed in the application cannot be considered explora-
tion as the work is only about-50-feet below the B Tunnel which 
extends east nearly the same distance as the proposed A Tunnel 
work. The alternate proposal of driving an adit 200 feet below 
the A Tunnel possibly could be considered exploration*since_p 
manly it would not be for the purpose of mining or preparation 
fozTiniiiing. 


In mining narrow veins having a low average grade of ore such as 
is indicated to occur in the San Juan vein, dilution becomes a 
problem, with the material broken often being submarginal in value 
unless it can be milled.

The Applicant's "Table 1" of probable and possible ore shows the 
average width of B block as 1 foot, C block as 1.52 feet, and for 
A block as 2.14 feet. Undoubtedly, there would be considerable 
dilution in mining these blocks; and it is doubtful that enough 
tonnage of ore could be developed to warrant the cost of install-
ing a mill on the property. In addition to these factors, the 
assay data for A Tunnel seem to indicate a drop in silver, gold, 
and copper values with a possible increase in lead values at depth. 
In view of the above, there seems some doubt that the mine warrants 
the cost of the work which would be required in the Applicant's 
alternate proposal.
