Justification for Denial 


The Applicant proposed driving a 3,300-foot drift, 166 feet of 
crosscut, and a 360-foot raise under old workings on gold-quartz 
veins in the Animas mining district about 6 miles east of 
Silverton, Colorado. Estimated cost of the project was $140,000. 


The application as originally submitted was denied July 23, .1965, 
because the proposed drift would be more in the nature of develop-
ing the Buffalo Boy mine in the north end of the property than 
exploration. The Applicant accepted the Government's suggestion 
to consider exploring only the Old Abe and Oyama tunnel areas in 0 Z	 the southern portion of the property. 


Field examination of the property showed that the two tunnels were 
caved at the portals. Two samples of selected material from the 
dumps of the tunnels showed assays of 0.025 oz. gold, 1.40. oz. 
silver, and 0.03 oz. gold, and 1.55 oz. silver per ton, respec-
tively. There is no other information available to suggest that 
there are significant ore bodies in the area worthy of exploration. 


The economics of the proposal are not realistic. The Applicant 
proposed driving the drift for $29.00 per foot whereas actual 
drifting costs in the district range from $48.00 to $50.00 per foot. 
Also, the ore reserves in the Buffalo Boy mine, estimated to average 
$30.00 per ton in gold and silver, must be considered marginal ore 
because there is no mill on the property and charges for custom 
milling in the district are reported to be exorbitant. There is no 
evidence to suggest better grade ore in the veins proposed for 
exploration. 


I concur with the Field Officer's recommendation to deny the application.

The Vertex and Slide groups of claims were examined July 30, 1965 in 
response to the subject application for financial assistance in minerals 
exploration. Exploration of the Buffalo Boy-Old Abe vein below early 
day mine workings and shallow prospects, by means of a 3,300-foot drift 
adit costing an estimated $150,000, is proposed in the application. The 
examination was made with Mr. Warren C. Prosser, consulting engineer for 
the applicant. 


Location, ownership, and extent of property 


The Vertex and Slide groups of 49 contiguous patented lode mining claims 
lie at elevations of 12-13,000 feet on the ridge between Stony and Rocky 
Gulches in unsurveyed secs. 17 and 20, T 41 N, R 6 W. NNPM, Animas Mining 
District, San Juan County, Colorado. Stony and Rocky Gulches are tribu-
taries of Cunningham Gulch which joins the Animas River Valley at 
Howardsville, some 5 miles northeast of Silverton. The Stony Pass Jeep 
trail, which branches froni the County road in Cunningham Gulch about 
2 miles south of Howardsville, crosses the southern edge of the property. 
An old aerial tramway, the towers and cable still intact, extends nearly 
9,000 feet from the former mill site in Cunningham Gulch to the Buffalo 
Boy mine in Rocky Gulch. The mine is accessible over an old wagon trail 
up Rocky Gulch. 


Stone Silver Corp. is the sole recorded owner of the property although 
a 15 percent royalty interest on all metal production therefrom has been 
reserved to other parties.
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The property contains several known veins on which numerous prospect 
pits and trenches, a few exploratory adits with little or no recorded 
production, and one moderately productive gold-silver mine (Buffalo Boy) 
were opened by early-day operators. Evidently, no work has been done on 
the property since the early 1930's. 


Description of property 


The factual data concerning the property (geology, history, production, 
and so on), as outlined in the accompanying report by Prosser, appears 
to be correct and will not be discussed here. 


Proposed project work 


The applicant's proposed 3,300-foot extension of the Oyama adit in Stony 
Gulch would terminate immediately below the old Buffalo Boy mine in 
Rocky Gulch, where reserves of some 100,000 tons of $30 gold-silver ore 
reportedly are blocked out ready for mining. Such work was rejected by 
the Washington Office, ONE, on the grounds it was development rather 
than exploration. However, the initial sections of the proposed adit 
extension would pass some 350 feet below the Old Abe prospect in Stony 
Gulch, and it was suggested to the applicant that a limited amount of 
exploration in that area might be warranted. The applicant subsequently 
agreed to confine its proposal to the latter target. 


Results of examination 


The existing 484-foot Old Abe adit, at an elevation of 12,423 feet, 
appears to have been driven on the projected extension of the Buffalo 
Boy vein. Reported early-day assays of the 5- to 9-foot vein followed 
by this adit ranged from $5 to $24 in gold and silver at present market 
prices. A small amount of higher grade material reportedly was shipped 
from the adit. However, it is uncertain whether this shipment represented 
crude (as mined) ore or upgraded (hand sorted) ore. The adit presently 
is caved tight at the portal and no vein is exposed at the surface. A 
selected sample of some of the better looking pyritic quartz vein material 
stockpiled near the portal assayed 0.025 oz. gold and 1.40 oz. silver. 


The existing 175-foot Oyama adit, at an elevation of 12,063 feet in the 
gulch bottom, also is caved tight at the portal. Apparently, this adit 
started out as a crosscut but later encountered and followed a vein, as 
evidenced by the mineralized vein material on its dump. A selected 
sample of the latter material assayed 0.03 oz. gold and 1.55 oz. silver. 
The adit lies west of the apparent Buffalo Boy-Old Abe vein projection 
and would have to continue 700 to 900 feet on its present indicated 
course to intersect the downward extension of that structure. Depth 
below the surface would not increase appreciably until this intersection 
was reached. Like most other old workings in the area, the cross section 
of the Oyama adit probably was excavated too small for modern mining 
machinery.
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Exploration of the Buffalo Boy-Old Abe vein below the existing Old Abe 
workings would require a 1,200- to 1,400-foot extension of the Oyama 
adit. A 1,700- to 1,900-foot extension of this adit would be needed 
to explore the vein as far as the divide between Stony and Rocky Gulches. 


Other considerations 


The applicant estimates that the proposed adit can be driven for a unit 
cost of $29 a foot, plus the cost of rail, pipe, and timber, which brings 
the overall direct unit costs to about $32.39. According to present-
day operators in the San Juan area, more realistic costs for such work 
would range from $48 to $50 a foot. Weather conditions generally do 
not permit year-around operations at high altitudes in the area unless 
elaborate and expensive preparations are made. Skilled labor is not 
plentiful in the area and would insist on higher than average wages or 
contract rates to work under the anticipated conditions. 


Conclusions 


It is difficult to appraise the economic potential of the Old Abe vein 
at depth. Present information indicates only low milling-grade ore on 
the existing adit level. Development in the Buffalo Boy mine at approxi-
mately equal depth as the proposed exploration, on what may be the same 
vein, indicates a considerable tonnage of $30 gold-silver ore. Consequently, 
nothing better than this can be expected below the Old Abe workings. 


Exploration, development, and mining costs, all are expected to be ex-
cessive considering the accessibility, altitude, and climate of the area 
involved. There are no longer any milling facilities at the property, 
and the charges for custom milling in the district are exorbitant. 


Under the presently indicated price and cost levels, even the highest 
grade ore that might be found through the proposed exploration must be 
considered only marginal.at best. Government participation in the costs 
of such exploration therefore is not considered justified.

The Buffalo Boy and Old Abe veins consist" of quartz, pyrite, 
argentite,'.proustite, and unidentified gold minerals.

Government participation , of 62½ percent in agold-silver project 
totalling' $175,000 would leave $65,625 as the Applicant's share. 
This sum is $15,625 more than the Applicant has on deposit for this

GEOLOGY 


Regional Setting and Structure. 


The Silverton Volcanic Basin comprises two major structural 
provinces. (1) An Interior downfaulted block which may be further 
subdivided into a hub of tilted and moderately disturbed formations 
arid an enclosing rim of highly faulted rocks, and (2) an exterior 
province of relatively undisturbed but fissured rocks. 


The structural features of greatest economic importance have 
so far proved to be the radial systems of dikes and fissures that 
surround the downfaulted basin These have been the loci of the 
most productive deposits of the several districts. 


Two limited areas, as shown by dotted borders upon the map 
are credited with over four hundred million dollars production, 
the deposition of which is directly attributed to this Silverton 
Caldera volcanic structure. It is estimated by operators and 
geologists fathiliar with the region that an equal size production 
might follow. This possibility gains support from the operations 
of the Idarado and Standard Metals, Company's. Work has resumed 
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' at the Camp	 1rd,Revenue, Vlrgin.las complex In favorable territory 
: and at the Silver Wing mine on the northeast border of the Silver-ton 
block fault.

THE INTERSECTION MINE 


This mine is located in Maggie Gulch at an elevation of 
12,000 feet. It is less than a mile east of the Buffalo Boy. 
It is developed by one junnel at creek level, 1000 feet long, 
a two compartment shaft with two levels reaching a depth of 
328 feet. It was equipped with a 10 stamp mill of 850 lbs. each. 
An estimated 80% of the gold and silver values were recovered 
by amalgamation on copper plates, fed by the stamps. A pyrite 
concentrate was made on Wilfley tables which carried from 1.52 ozs to 519 ozs, gold per ton and 9.30 to 53.15 ozs. silver per ton. 
The bullion produced and sold to the United States Mint showed 
gold 520 to 586 thousandths fine and silver 381 to 471 thousands 
fine. The mine operated continuously for several years with a 
small select crew of mine and mill men. The ore of the mine 
consisted of argentite disseminated through a quartz vein with 
sparce distribution of pyrite. While the daily production was 
limited to 35 tons the mine produce d $235 000 in bullion In
