No work is presantly being done except for that engineering work
preparatory to submitting this application. The only past
operations of any consequence have been/the Emlly shaft Wthh

was sunk in 1893 to a depth of 250 feet, mainly as an exploratory
shaft, and the LeCompton mine, whlch by the large size of dump,
had fairly extensive workings, all very likely done in the 1890!s
as well. The LeCompton mine must have produced some ore, judging
from the large amount of manganggiderite ore material on the dump.
Work at the Emily was reportedly stopped by the heavy _flow of
water encountered in the shaft and the low silver prices. The
Mansfield shaft is just 1000! east of the property boundary. It
was reportedly sunk to 800 feet, where ore was encountered, but -

The Le Compton patented claim, Sur. No. LhoT has been acquired on a
delinquent tax title, but no exploration is pla.nnéd on this claim.
Location of the group of claims is in E. 1/2 Sec. 31 and W. 1/2 Sec. 32,
T. 9 S., R« T9 V., 3-1/2 miles southeast of Leadville. Copies of lien
and su'bordination agreements accompany the application.

History of Past Operations

The only past operations of any consequence have been from the
Emily shaft which was sunk in 1893 to a depth of 250 feet, mainly as an
exploratory shaft, and the Le Compton mine, which undoubtedly consisted’
of extensive workings as indicated by the large size of the dump. This
work was. done in.the 1890's, i

The dump mgteria.l contains large amounts of manganosiderite. The
Mansfieid shaft 1,000' east of the propei'ty bounda.fy was reported to have
_rea';chéd a.'depth of 800! where ore was penetrated but was stopped due to
excess pu@Mg costs. Other prospect pits can -beeseen on the property,
but most of .them never penetrated through the thick glacial debris and there
. are no other :E’aéilities on the property. There are no known reserves, and

no production figures are presently a\}ailable.





Geology and Ore Deposits

Although the entire Paleozoic section is present in the Leadville
district, and in the vicinity of the Hollis property the formation of
economic interest is the Mississippian. Leadville limestone and dolomite,
in which most silver-lead-zinc ore deposits in the district are found.

The Leadville limestone is exposed along the steep slopes of Iowa gulch
and dips from 15-20 degrees east. The upper part of the Leadville
limestone is the most favorable strétigraphy, where it consists of a blﬁé—
gray dolomite or dolomitic limestone, The Leadville crops out 600f west
of the Emily shaft at the west end of Rock Hill, and actually crops out

on the Le Compton claims, and has been intersected in a drill hoie'frbm
the EMily shaft 250' to 300' below the surface. Igneous rocks are
represented by three types in the immediate area, Tertiary graylparbhyry
and vhite porphyry sills and the Johnson Gulch quartz monzonité porphyry -
stock. The gray porphyry, a quartz monzonite, and the white porphyry,

a granodiorite are of prime importance since most of the deposits in the
Leadville limestone are locallized as blanket replacements in the limestone
directly beneath these porphyry sills. The entife property ares as
inferred from the many dumps, is covered by thg whitepporphyry sill, and the
gray porphyry is usually found directly below, as projected from outcrops
on Rock Hill,

The Johnson Gulch porphyry stock is located 500 feet east of the claims
.and is an intrusive body TOO! to 900' in diameter at the surface, and it is
believed to have been an important source of mineralization at the nearby

Mansfield shaft and the Rex mine. Proximity to the major north-south

faults of the Leadville district is important, and the property is
located between the Dome normal fault 250' west, and the Mike reverse
fault, 1300' east of the property. The white perphyry on nearly all the
mine dumps is considerably silicified and sericitized, which alteration is
attendant to mineralization, Some pyritization is also present. Mineral.-
ization nearest the property is that exposed on the dump at the Nisi
Prius claim, which is less than 200 feet from the west property boundary
and 300 feet northwest of the Emily shaft. Abundant manganosiderite can be
seen in the dump, which is the usual material encasing ore bodies in the
Leadville district. An assay of this manganosiderite yielded 0.02 oz.
Au, 15.48 oz. silver, 2.60 percent lead and 23,68 percent manganese. A
sample from another dump near the Nisi Prius assayed 2,02 oz. silver and
14.3 percent manganese. Ore was produced from the Mansfield shaft east
of the claims but production figures are unavailable. The Johnson Gulch

pofphyry on the dump is extremely altered, and the Leadville dolomite

is highly bleached, silicified and iron-stained.

Economic Considerations

The area of the Hollis property according to the applicant, is one
which is favorably situated for ore but which has had little exploration.
Surface exploration is futile because of excessive thicknesses of glacial
debris.

The property lies between the major north;;outh striking Dome and Mike
faults. Furthermore a parallel north-south must be present between the
Emily shaft and the Nisi Prius dump 200 feetto the west, since the Leadville
limestone was penetrated at a depth @f 300 feet in the shaft and at
adit level from the dump. Both the adit and the shaft are at about the
éame elevation. The abundant manganosiderite on the Nisi Prius and Ie

Compton dumps is a most favorable indication since it is known that mangano -

siderite normally encases or is found near the ore bodies in the Leadville

district. The manganosiderite assays as high as 15 ounces of silver per

tdn. The white porphyry found on nearly every dump in the area is highly
sélicified and sericitized, indicating alteration and probable mineralization.
These various criteria.are favorable for mineralization in the area of

the Hollis property.





Proposed. Exploration

The proposed exploration consists entirely of diamond drilling
and ore located as éhown on the accompanying map. The exploration program
is planned in two stages. Stage I will consist of three diamond drill
holes, and Stage II will consist of three additional holes based upon
the success of the Stage I drilling. Stage I is designed to explore the
area east and north of the Emily shaft in an effort to explore for the
extension of the mineralized ore body penetrated in the N;si Prius adit.
Each hole is estimated to reach a maximum depth of-hOO feet to penetrate
the upper Leadville limestone below the porphyry. Intérvals showing

significant mineralization will be sampled and assayed.





Conclusions and Recommendations

The applicant makes a rather reasonable case for the possibility
of finding new ore bodies as an extension of the ore found in the Nisi
Prius adit. Little information is available from the surface upon which
to base a sound exploration program except as generally stated by the
applicant, It seems somewhat unlikely that even though the ore deposits
in the leadville limestone are of blénket replacemenﬁ type that as few

as three or six drill holes would be likely to penetrate significant ore

deposits without first having some rather well defined targets. Even

though the applicant's proposed estimated costs total only $21,361.00, of
which the Government's portion would be $16,020.75 on a 75 percent
participation basis it is concluded that the changes of finding a significant
discovery'of silver is not too promising and it is therefore recommended
that the application be denied without prejudice. Prior exploration

work could yield some targets and possibly bfing the property beyond the

prospect stage.

I am writing regarding on OME loan application from Mr, Ray

Lee Hollis for a silver project near Leadville, Colorado. This
application has just been turned down the second time after
revisions and after the Operator, Mr. Hollis, spent $500 trying
to expose bedrock at the suggestion of Mr., Irank Johnson, OME
Chief. This was unsuccessful only due to thick overburden, so
that the only approach is by drilling,

I normally do not like to inquire about these OME project decisions,
if the OME has used discretion in turning down an application.
However, I feel this one is a very meritorious project which
has an excellent chance of finding significant silver reserves.
Their reason for denying the application, that this is not
exploration for new deposits, is applicable only to the adjoin-
ing property. The Hollis property has not been mined at all
and only very little exploration done, so that this should
certainly qualify for an exploration loan. The amount asked

is only $21,361 of which the government would furnish 75%.

This is a very modest program but with excecllent potential.

I see very little value in an accelerated government silver
program when a project such as this is turned down,

Therefore, I believe this denial is completely arbitrary and I
would appreciate any assistance you can render.

Familiarity with this area naturally leads me to look closely at the
records and correspondence leading to the letter you have drafted

to Senator Allott. I find that in harmony with its legalistic back-
ground, the much-used name Nisi Prius has confused you. Accordingly,
you are in error in statements made in your letter of October 1k to
Mr. Melbye, and in your draft letter to Senator Allott. Certainly .
the latter letter should be redrafted, and you may wish to reconsider
the earlier letter to Mr. Melbye.

The confusion arises from the fact that name Nisi Prius was applied. .
to many different shafts, and also was used as a mine name for a

group of workings on several different properties, each of which had
some shaft names of its own, such as Crown Point, Weir, Sequin, Hall,
Murphy, Pinnacles, and Vivian. Your reference to workings shown on
Plate 22, Professionel Paper 148, qpplles to the main part of this
oldwgggl;gg;gggnLge, but not to the area that is the subject of the .
‘@pplication. As you will see from Plate 13, Professional Paper 148,
these o0ld Nisi Prius workings are on the Wells and Moyer Placer claim
and on the north side of the morainal ridge on the north side of Iowa -
~ Gulch. As you will see from the applicent's two maps, and also from
Plate 3, Profesessional Paper 235, the "Nisi Prius" of the epplication -
is on the Nisi Prius, Lecompton,,and other claims near the bottom of .
Iowa Gulch, 1,000 feet to the south of the shaft shown as Nisi Prius
on Plates 13 and 22, Professional Paper 148.

The area of these southern Nisi Prius workings has not been reported

on closely in any of the Leadville literature. Although I have not
studied it in detail, I have looked around there, and until I knew

to the contrary, I would support Melbye's interpretation of a Lucky Joe
fault. A little data on these southern workings appears in ,
Engineering and Mining Journel, v. 77, p. 295 and 1059, 190k. According
to this, two ore shoots were being mined on the 185 foot level, one
containing $50 lead carbonate ore, and one containing black iron
(iron-menganese oxide) "running $100 per ton, mainly in silver."





To summarize, the area proposed for drilling has not been explored

as you have alleged. Although it is not for me to decide, in my
personal opinion the area is a moderately good general target, but

I have no information to identify specific targets. I might add, v//
however, that 90% of the ore in Leadville was found by sheer wild-
catting to get to the "Leadville Lime" or others beneath it. If

ore exists in the area, it is likely to be oxidized lead-silver ore

in erratic bodies of small to moderate size.
