The applicant's group of Joby claims were examined by me in c 
with the applicant, Mr. Joe R. Brown, on August 17 - 18, 1972. 


A conference was held with Mr. Brown at his residence in Montrose, 
Colorado August 17th, during which time I detailed with him the 
mechanics involved in the proper;-preparation of an application 
for financial assistance in minerals exploration. I explained to him, 
in detail, just which items were required, and must be furnished to 
us before his application, as presently submitted to us, can be 
properly processed and expedited. 


Mr. Brown was under the impression that he had sent us copies of 
letters to his credit sources, but then later recalled that, in 
his visit to them, he had obtained only verbal refusal to loan him 
money. Mr. Brown was under the impression that he had only requested 
exploration assistance totalling$lO,000.00, whereupon I cited his 


$75,000.00 .request dated March 7, 1972, which I had with me. In requesting 
the $75,000.00 he was thinking of obtaining assistance to explore his 
several properties, that is, the Frank Hough, Early Bird, London, Joby 
claims, and the Frisco Tunnel in San Miguel, San Juan and Ouray Counties, 
Colorado. There is a question as to his actual ownership of some of 
these properties according to. the San Juan County Treasurer. During 
the conference with Mr. Brown, I attempted to ascertain from him 
exactly how much exploration work he was planning to do. If it 
would be 100 feet or 400 feet of drifting along the vein. He surmised 
that 200 feet would be sufficient, but that he would, of course, be 
shipping high grade ore immediately. This, therefore, would not be
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exploration but development work, and would not apply to the Exploration 
Assistance program we presently . administer. Mr. Brown could not quite 
understand this reasoning. I.iteinized a minimum project with suggested 
costs, for 200 feet of drifting, totalling an estimated $20,000.00. 
Mr. Brown. thought this would be adequate and . asked that I work it up, 
inform him when it was ready, and that he would come to Denver, sign 
the prepared application, .retürn.to Montrose, Colorado, and await 
the arrival of a check, permitting him to procede with the so-called 
exploration work. 


Mr. Brown and I examined the JOby.claims that lie just south of 
Red Mountain Pass, San Juan County, Colorado uI secs. 14 and .15, 
or 21, ;22., and 23 T. .42 N., R. 8 W., NNPM, ColOrado on August 18, 1972. 
It was ascertained that the Joby claims had been recently res€aked and 
recorded by Mr. Brown at the request of his lawyer. The claims are 
unpatented and are recorded in the San Juan County Courthouse as follows:

Mr. Brown has not had the claims surveyed, even though he had laid them 
out in an east-west direction, corresponding to a vein that trends 
westerly up Mineral Creek (See USGS Map CQ-291) where it is terminated 
against a north-south striking fault, after some 2,800 feet. The 
upper workings are caved at the portal, consequently the vein could 
not be observed. 


Mr. Brown reported that there had been some production from the vein 
about 20 years ago, but that he did not have a.-record of the shipments, 
nor did he have any assays from samples that may have been taken from 
the vein. • I informed him that an appraisal of the property could not 
be adequately made without having access to the vein and obtaining 
a series of representative samples at various intervals across the 
vein. Mr. Brown indicated that it might cost several thousands of dollars 
to clean out the tunnel in order, that an examination could be made; 
and that he could not, or would not, incur that kind of an expense. 


I encouraged him to obtàinthe services of a competent.consulti.ng .geologist 
or mining engineer to assist him in his endeavor. There are several 
in the Grand Junction, Colorado and Silverton, Colorado areas, a few-
of whom he knew. He may contact one of them at a later date, however, 
he was quite uncertain. 
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Upon leaving Mr. Brown, I informed him that we would keep the 
application in our active file for a time, provided he would submit 
the data required, as well as to reopen the tunnel, sample the vein, 
and have the Joby.claims surveyed to, obtain their exact location, 
and include some geology. It is my opinion that Mr. Brown does not 
want to spend the amount of money it will take to obtain the data 
required to further process his application. I would therefore recommend 
that if the data requested is not received in this office by 
December 1, 1972, the application be withdrawn.

I plan to be in the Silverton, Colorado area during the week of 
August 14th and will contact you in Montrose to discuss the applications 
you have made to the Office of Minerals Ex p loration for financial 
assistance in minerals exploration. 


Mr. Kirkemo has requested additional data from you so that your 
app' aeion can be properly processed.
