renders exploration work during the winter months impractical. S Such work would commence in the month ofMay and continue 


through until November. Subject to this limitation, however, 


the exploration work could be commenced immediately. The 


detailed 'Proposed Exploration Plan" is set forth in Exhibit E, 


at pages 16-18.

(a) The Applicant' $ unpatented lode claims overlap eight or nine 
patented claims (Surveys 8034-8035). As the validity of patented 
claims , does not lapse from non-use, the current ownership should be 
determined. 


5. Exploration Work: 


(a) In the event of a contract a map showing the relation of the 
proposed work to the land boundaries will be required. Either the - 
Claim map or the Geologic map would be suitable for this purpose. 


(b) The approximate location and extent of proposed access roads 
should be shown on the map used for 5(a).

These figures need not be reconciled at this. stage but could be worked 
out with the O4E field Office at a later date. 


All of the foregoing, technical questions could doubtless be resolved 
satisfactorily. The question of geologic probability of a significant 
discovery, however, is more critical. Although each of the six drill 
holes that. have been spotted baa a specific favorable stratigraphic 
target, all holes are within a few thousand feet of a quartz monzonite 
porphyry stock which is not itself a host of known ore bodies nor. 
sufficiently altered to indicate that it might be. Consequently, the 
pyrite replacement bodies found by previous drilling are likely to 
represent a district wide pyrite zone rather than small pyritic centers 
in massive lead.zinc-silver ore bodies. Additional descriptive data 
are needed to resolve the question of zoning.

EnclOsed herewith is the application of the R & G Mining Company for 
financial assistance in our exploration project. The transmittal 
letter of our President, Paul Roebling, prefaces the document. 


I wish to call your attention to a modification of the summary state-
ment of supplementary information. In paragraph .3,. line 10 should 
read: ". . .based on a thesis submitted by John W. Gabelman..." Our 
lawyers misunderstood that my 1967 status and progress report was my 
thesis. My thesis was completed in 1949 and is on file in the Colorado 
School of Mines. 


The two copies of my status and progress report which I sent you in 
1967 should be attached to complete the application. If the application 
is withdrawn or denied, we would like all maps and supporting documents 
returned. We also request that none of the documents be reproduced. 


As you know, during the winter of 1967 and 68 we continued our exploration 
by drilling Hole No. 7. This hole is marked as No. 8 on the maps, but 
became No. 7 by being drilled first. I am now preparing a progress report 
on the results of continued investigation which I will submit as soon 
as possible to supplement the application. Although the hole has not yet 
bottomed, the new highlights to date are the encounter of substantial 
chalcopyrite and some large gold grains in the sludge from the Belden 
formation above our target limestone horizons. We also have chalcocite 
disseminated in the porphyry sill in Hole 7. The gold stimuked a 
careful examination of core from the other holes and resulted in finding 
megascopic gold in three horizons in Holes 3 and 5. One interval is 
correlative between these holes which, are about a thousand feet apart.
