Justification for Denial of Application

The Applicant proposes to explore for gold and silver- -bearing ore bodies
on the subject property by shaft sinking and underground drifting at a
total estimated cost of $11,500.00.

Results of the field examination (7/10/69) indicated that the property
"was still in the prospecting stage and, therefore, not eligible for OME
assistance. The field examiner requested the Applicant to perform some
additional sampling of the veins to determine whether they are strong and
well mineralized structures that warrant exploration. To date, this
additional information has not been received.

Because of the possibility that favorable exploration targets may exist
on the property, as indicated by the interesting gold values obtained
from samples taken by the Applicant, and field examiner, it is
recommended that the application for assistance be denied without
prejudice to the property. Should the Applicant perform additional work
on the property which would establish the existence of a specific target
that warrants exploration, the OME could consider a new application at
that time.

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Introduction

Mr. Richafa Cc. Frasef, P. 0. Box 518, Nederi;nd; Colorado 80466,
applied to the Office of Minerals Exploration Aﬁril 15, 1969 for
financial assistance to explore for gold and silver on the Julia No.
15557 patented claim, Gilpin, Colorado. The application was referred
to the field, and an examination was made July 10, 1969 by J. W. Hasler,
Geologist, U. S. Geological Survey in company with Mr. Richard C.

Fraser, the applicant.

As a result of the field examination the applicant was requested

tg_EEEE_EEQEQEgle,Samp;gvghg_veins along the Julia lode claim, so

that a more thorough appraisal could be made. The applicant did not

submit additional data before winter set in. It is thought that the
possibiiity of discovering a significant reserve of gold and silver
is not good without a considerable amount of additional prospecting,

and ‘enough exploration work to define target areas. This work should

be completed by the applicant, then perhaps a reexamination could be
made. It is recommended that the application be denied without prejudice.

The Property

The Juiia patented lode claim No. 15557 lies in Section 22, T. 2 S.,
R.'53 W., NMPM, Gilpin County, Colorado. The claim lies in the Independent
Mining District in the porth—central part of Gilpin County. U. S.
Geological Survey Professional Paper 223 describes the general area
as being in the North Gilpin County District. The Julia Lode claim is
wholly owned by the apflicant and there are no liens or eﬁcumbrances
on the Julia Lode claim No. 15557. The applicant lists the Julia Lode Claim

No. 15557 as being located in sec. 4, sec. 15, T. 2 S., R. 73 W., he may
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haye meant SE-1/4 Sec. 15, T. 2 S., R. 73 W., however the Bureau of
Land Management patented claim plat shows the Julia Claim to be located
in the north-central portion of Section 22, T. 2 S., R. 73 W. NMPM.

General

NORTH GILPIN COUNTY D'ISTRICT-]'-/

"Séattered through the north-central part of Gilpin County are
numerous veins of the pyritic gold type, but in general they are of
minor importance. The area in which they occur is here designated the
North Gilpin County district. The district comprises about 35 square
miles; it extends northward from North Clear Creek to the Gilpin County-
Boulder County line and eastward from Mammoth Gulch and Kingston Peak
to the eastern border of the Central City quadrangle. It contains only
smgll settlements. Apex is in the central part, Perigo and Gilpin are
in the eastern part, and Tolland is in the northﬁestern part, on South
Boulder Creek. The most important mines of the district are just south

of Apex and in the vicinity of Gilpin."

"Schist, of the Idaho Springs formation, is the most abundant
rock in the district; it is cut by lenses and irregular masses of
igneous rocks. In the south-central part of the district a long
tongue of granite gneiss related to the Boulder Creek granite trends
about N. 30° E. Other smaller tongues and lenses of this rock are
scattered fhroughout the district and have about the saﬁe trend.
Quartz diorite, also related to the Boulder Creek granite, occurs
in a small area in the southwestern part of the district. A small
irregular lens of medium-grained Boulder Creek granite about half
a mile wide and trending N. 30° E., cuts the schist in the eastern
part of the district.

Some of
them are apparently related to the transverse fractures that mark the
disappearance of the strong early northwesterly faults so prominent to
the southeast. (See pl. 2). The veins south of Perigo are at the
northwest end of the persistent Blackhawk fault, which also forms the
northeast limit of the Central City district a few miles southeast.
Similarly the veins near Phoenix occur where another persistent
northwesterly fault begins- to feather out. This area has been little
studied, and the structural features are imperfectly known as yet, but
the work that has been done suggests that a detailed study of the
relation of the veinssto the northwesterly fracture system may lead to
the discovery of new ore bodies."

"Some of the mines are opened along moderately persistent northeasterly
fracture zones, which can be traced for 2 miles or more (pl. 3). Two
of the most productive mines, the Perigo and Gold Dirt, are in a lode
of this type on the northwest slope.of Gamble Gulch, and the Geiger,
Pettibone, and Snowden are in a similar lode, which crosses Silver
Creek about a mile southeast of Dakota Hill. Neither of these lodes
has been explored near its junction with the Blackhawk fault."

"The veins all belong to the pyritic gold type; the majority of
them have a northeast trend and southeast dip, but some have an
east-west or northwest strike. The chief primary constituents of
the veins are quartz and pyrite, with varying amounts of chalcopyrite,

but most of the commercial ore is close to the surface and has been
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improved by supergene enrichment. A few of the veins contain galena
and sphalerite, but these minerals are nowhere abundant. Pyrite occurs
as disseminated grains.in the veins and also as irregular Qeinlets in
the wall rock and ranges from coarse to fine-grained. In places
chalcopyrite is abundant enough to be of commerical interest. The
primary ores are in general low grade, containing less than half an
ounce of gold and an ounce or less of silver to the ton.

""Many of the gulches have placer ground, but the placer output
was small until a dredge began operating on the Pactolus placer near
Pine Cliff on South Boulder Creek. During 1937 and 1938, 5,864 ounces
of gold and 491 ounces of silver were recovered from gravei that

Five samples cut from the vein in the West Julia shaft yielded
an average value of 2.31 oz.léu/ton and 1.52 oz. Ag per ton. At current
metal prices of $35.00 per ounce of gold and $1.73 per ouncesof silver
this ore would gross $82.30 per ton. The sample taken from the West Julia
shaft by the examining geologis; did not substantiate the applicant's
samp;es, however, a sgmple of tbé vein cut at the sagﬁz;of the 01d Julia
shaft did subsfantiate the appliéant's assay data. It contained more iron

oxide and gossan material than the sample from the West Julia shaft.

A review of some of the other mines in the North Gilpin County district
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shows gold assays tﬁat range from 0.2 to 3.16 ounces gold per ton.

The gold produced from the Perigo Mine, which appears to have been the

largest producer in the district has a reported tonnage of 42 tons of

ore that ranged from 0.44 oz. Au, to 3.16 oz. Au, and from 1.20 oz. Ag

to 4.70 oz. Ag per ton. Gold values averaged 1.23 oz. per ton.

Proposed Exploration

The applicant proposes to sink a 5' x 9' shaft from the surface
to a depth of 50 feet at the West Julia shaft then drive a.5' x 7' drift
along the vein for a distance of 50 feet. Thé applicant estimates a
total cost of $11,500.00.

During the field examination an old portal that was inaccessible
had been driven into the vein or on a subsidiary vein at a depth of
some 50 feet below the collar of the West Julia shaft. The applicant
was advised to utilize this portal, and in this way eliminate the 50
foot shaft. There is also a caved portal near the 0ld Julia shaft that
would give him even a greater thickness of back above him, and would
explore the vein from a more accessible area, this would give the
applicant a depth on the vein of 200 feet, below the location of the
present West Julia shaft.

Conclusions and Recommendations

As a result of a field examination of the vein structure that
traverses easterly across the Julia Lode claim it appears as though
the chances of a significant discovery of gold andsilver is not too
promising at the presént time.

Even though samples taken on the vein at the old Julia shaft and
at the West Julia shaft show encouraging gold values it is felt that

the vein should be explored to a greater degree before any substantial
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amount of money is spent, and that possibly.EEEELthan one target area
should be established by the applicant, and that he should reapply after
these target areas have been estgblished. It is recommended that the

application be denied without prejudice.
