Subject: Application for Financial Assistance in Minerals Exploration 
by Tierra de Plata Mining Company, Canon City, Colorado 


The Tierra de Plata Mining Company, Canon City, Colorado is applying 
for financial assistance to explore for silver on the Revelee Property, 
Custer County, Colorado at an estimated cost of $93,964.00. 


The consulting geologist Mr. Donald R. Williamson has made some appropriate 
recommendations, stating that perhaps some $100,000.00 should be expended 
in further exploring the Keystone, Lady Franklin and Immortal vein structures 
on the applicants property that lies in Sections 4 and 5, T. 22 S., R. 72 W., 
NNPM., Custer County, Colorado. 


The applicant has proposed a rather ambitious exploratory program to be 
conducted in three stages. The trenching as suggested by the applicant 


1? appears to be designed to prospect for additional target areas, rather 
than to explore the more specific target areas as suggested by Mr. 
Williamson. 


I would recommend more geologic work be done by the applicant to more 
closely define the target areas, then proceed more cautiously with 
trenching and diamond drilling, to further explore the known target areas. 


Exploration Stages I and II may in part be warranted, however Stage III 
is development rather than exploration in that the applicant plans to sink 
the new shaft for mine development. I indicated to the applicant that 
once the Revelee shaft was operative at the prescribed depth it could 
easily be used for mining, as they are presently mining off the 100 level 
of the Revelee shaft.







The Lien and Subordination agreements concerning Revelee Lode Mining 
Claim 216, Keystone Lode Claim 5881, and the Golden Cycle unpatented 
claim all in section 4, T. 22 S., R. 72 W. are executed by the lessors 
and not by the owners, Mr. Knous and Mrs. Elliot. I advised the 
applicant a performance bond would be required as he indicated the 
improbability of obtaining a lien and subordination agreement from 


Mr. Knous and Mrs. Elliot. 


The applicant needs to obtain at least two drilling bids another 
assaying bid that are more suitable for the proposed exploration.

Regadless, our underground mining wouJ.d continue 
in the #1 shaft of the Revelee, which is at present being 
worked on the bottom 100 foot level, and it is hoped that we 
will be able to sink an additional 100 feet on the same, 
rather large, strong vein which carries good mineralization. 
The geologic work indicates that the vein will continue with 
depth and, as others in the area, will quite probably show a 
much greater silver content than presently encountered, even 
though we have found a small pod carrying 208 ounces silver 
to the ton. 


Our work so far has been exploratory. We have sunk 
the #1 shaft 100 feet and have drifted 175 feet. Work continues. 
We are retimbering an old shaft to a bottom of 60 feet 
preparatory to drifting in a very strong vein carrying good 
mineralization. All of our work approximating 40,00O.00 has 
been done entirely at our own expense. We have no debts or 
past due bills. We believe the money has been well spent and 
we will be amply rewarded, however it is obvious that a good 
deal more work is needed f or thorough exploration. We believe 
it advisable to seek financial assistance in this work since 
the Tierra de Plata Miniig Company could not complete the total 
necessary work by itself. 


Our entire acreage is easily accessable in any weather 
since the County has graveled and maintains our road both into 
Westcliffe and into Silver Cliff, each beilig about three miles 
to the south. Our labor force is entirely local. All material 
that is available locally is purchased locally. Lumber, timber, 
hardware, fuel, dirt moving, all is supplied by Custer County 
people, and it is our firm belief that that practice should be 
maintained so long as the service is competative. 


As to the management of the Company: N. P. Brown, age 
62, Yale University, practicing petroleum geologist fpr forty 
years, retired, did organize and is Presidentof the Company. 
Well experienced in management and its problems. 


Pete Cowan, age 70, worked in mines and has been mini.g 
almost his entire life. He has been in the Westcliffe area for 
50 or more years. He is Vice-President of the Company and sup-
erintendant of all mining operations. A well experienced man. 


David M. Brown, age 34, Westcliffe, is field manager 
and assistant to N. P. Brown. He has had much experience in 
handling men.

The aerial photos of the area around your Keystone 
property have been ordered. They should be here within 
10 days. Eight photographs were needed to provide cover-
age on all sides: the Keystone is almost in the exact 
center of one of them, hence I ordered two copies of it. 
You will have much extra use for the central. .pnotograph. 
The photos are stereo pairs. Contrast of the prints I 
studied in the Federal Center was a little weak but all 
the surface features which were present at the time of 
the flight, 1953, are clearly visible. The scale is 
1:28,400, or 1= 2,367 feet, remembering that distortipfl 
along the edges will be appreciable. The old road of 
Cross' map is clearly visible in the photos. 


Photo coverage of all the Rosita Hills would take 
50 photos. At the present price of $1.25, I thought you 


•	 should definitely approve the $62.50 cost before I ord-
ered them. 


I also got two copies of the new Westcliffe quad-
rangle map and send one with this letter. You should 
superimpose your property outline and include it in the 
OME application for the Index Map. I believe that you 
should Xerox only an 8½ x 11 portion with the Keystone 
in the middle for this purpose. 


Study of the photographs indicates that there are 
only two main east-wes main structures on the property--
the Keystone and the Immortal. (I include the vein in 
the pit which you described with the Keystone, in this 
sense.) Themultitude of small pits and trenches in 
areas between the main old dumps could not be seen to 
indicate anything definite. There evidently isa long

The Keystone structure is convex to the north on the sur-
£ ace, just as we found it to be underground. There is 
no indication in the photos, that I saw--yet, that it con-
tinues to the east beyond the projected intersection with 
the Lady Franklin. This was surprising because of its 
strength and because overburden should be thin. If there 
is an extension, it will be south of the present main 
access road. The road will also interfere with surface 
trenching a few hundred feet west of the last working. 


Your surface. trenching can be for definite targets, 
as follows. 


1. Trenches in north-south directions for extensions 
of the Keystone to the limits of your property. 


2. Trenches in north-south directions for extensions 
of the Immortal structure and for the intervening unex-
plored section. 


3. Trenches in a north-south direction between the 
Keystone and Immortal for pure exploration: areas north 
of the Immortal and south of the Keystone can also be so 
explored. 


4. East-west trenches for extension of the Lady Frank-
lin structure north of Uhe Keystone. Other north-south 
vein-structures, also, could exist.

SUMMARY

Two strong wide mineralized fault structures have been 
explored and developed by underground and surface workings. 
There is reason to think that other mineralized structures 
exist. The vein which could be examined contains 'consider-
able pyrite, patches of much galena, and a little chalco-
pyrite. An unidentified fine-grained black mineral is also 
present. Reports that samples of the best mineral contain 
much silver are believable. 


Old mine and producticn records apparently do not exist. 
Hardly any details seem to be generally known about the char-
acter of the ore bodies in the local area. It seems sure 
that reports of good ores in several of the old workings are 
acceptable, however. Several tons of ore stockpiled on the 
property at present are reported to have been taken from 
your No. 1 Shaft. None of the vein exposures I saw clearly 
constitute ore but the quality of this type deposit often
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improves greatly in very short distances. 


I believe that the known veins and the surrounding 
area are well worth additional exploration. A fairly ex-
tensive and varied program should be planned at the start, 
however. Specifying and accepting the most logical work, 
and budgeting time and funds for each of the phases, will 
show the size of the job which should be undertaken, stress 
the need for adequate financing, minimize wasted effort, 
and greatly increase the chances of success. I believe 
that you should consider applying for an Office of Minerals 
Exploration loan for the work. 


BODY OF REPORT 


Project To-date 


I.. went to Westcliffe on March 26th and was met by Mr. 
Dave Brown. He led me to the property and I was introdu-
ced to you, to Mr. R. B. Canda, Treasurer, and to Mr. P. 
Cowan, Mine Foreman and one of the property owners. A dis-
cussion covered most of the pertinent phases of the property 
and of the work. I examined surface features and underground 
workings, then made a string-compass survey of the No. 1 
Shaft. On the following day, I surveyed the 100 Level and 
mapped geological features. Two samples were taken of vein 
exposures: assays are not yet available. The NO. 2 Shaft 
was examined. At your request,. I then visited another 
property in the Rosita Hills. 


On return to Denver, I studied aireal stereo photo-
graphs of the Keystone area, and ordered those which cover 
the area of interest. Copies of the Westcliffe 7½ minute 
quadrangle map were acquired and a library search was made 
for pertinent publications. 


I did not investigate items which are not specifically 
mentioned....in this report. 


Location and Property 


The Revelee property as shown me is located near the 
middle of Custer County in south-central Colorado. It is 
near the base of the north slope of the White Hills which 
are just north of Silver Cliff. Old and new claims are 
said to cover the northwest quajter of Section 4, T 22 5, 
R 72 W. The old Keystone and Immortal mines are in this 
area. Access is by three miles of road, largely unpaved,
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from Westcliffe. This road continues to the east to conn-
ect with the mine road from the Bull Domingo mine to Silver 
Cliff. This well-known mine is 7/8 mile due north of the 
Revelee property. The Security-Geyser mine and others on 
the south edge of the White Hills are 1 ¼ miles south of 
the Reve,lee. The Songbird and Defender mines are to the 
southwest and the Lady Franklin is a short distance to the 
south. As shown by the accompanying quadrangle map, the 
Revelee is also surrounded by a swarm of prospect shafts 
and pits, principally to the south., west, and north. 


Paved highways connect both Westcliffe and Silver Cliff 
to U. S. Hwy 50 west of Canon City and to U. S. Hwy 85-87 
south of Pueblo. The area does not now have a railway spur. 


Present Activities 


At the present time, activities are centered around 
two Shafts on the Keystone vein. 


The No. '1 Shaft is new, having been started last year 
on a Surface vein exposure between 200 and 300 feet east 
of the Keystone Shaft. A working now known as the Windmill 
Shaft is about 150 feet east of the No. .1 Revelee Shaft, 
and the No. 2 Shaft is a short distance still further to 
the east. 


The No. 1 Shaft was sunk vertically for about 20 feet, 
then it was inclined to the north at 60 degrees because of 
the character of the vein for another 70 feet. The work 
finally departed from the vein altogether because it dips 
more steeply. As shown on the accompanying geologic plan, 
a level was started and drifts were run both easterly and 
westerly, both working southerly to intersect the vein. 
A total of about 150 feet of such work had been accomplished 
by the time of my visit. -A cross-cut had been driven about 
20 feet into the north wall of the vein for exploration of 
mineral which had b een found in the bottom of the shaft. 
Ore is mucked directly into the sinking bucket--no ore pocket 
was excavated at the level station. 


Since my visit, the east drift reportedly, was continued 
a few feet and it broke into old mine workings. The excava-
tion reportedly seems to be stoping on the vein, rather than 
drifting. The vein is being followed westerly from the west 
drift toward the Keystone workings. 


•The No. 2 Shaft was retimbered to permit examination, 
and possibly continued work. The bottom was reached at a 
depth of about 65 feet shortly after my visit and nothing
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additional was being done at last report. 


Two groups of old shaft workings exist on . the Immortal 
vein abOut 200 feet north of the Keystone Vein. None of 
these are now open and no work is being done in that area. 
-The . Keystone Shaft was open sufficiently to permit inser-
tion of a pump to draIn the active mine area.
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Geo1oy 


Most of the mine workings in the White Hills area are 
inaccessible, largely because they have collapsed or deter-
iorated too badly to enter during the 70 to 80 years since 
they were excavated. Records of . what was, discovered and 
what was produced could rarely be found even during the 
period	 greatest activity prior to 1900. Very little pub-
li.'shed material could be found during the, present investi-
gation: it seems sure that little exists. .Some private 
reports were located but .1 could not get permission to see 
them. Siems,, 1964, evidently spent considerable time in, 
compiling available data: his conclusions ar.e presented 
in this report as Appendix 1. 


Obviously, little is generally known about the geology 
of specific areas. 


Lithology 


The White Hills are an erosion remnant of a series of 
acidic extrusives which seem to have been deposited at least 
partly in a pre-existing basin. The rhyolites and tuffs li.e 
on an erosion surf ace,.consequently, on the basement rocks, 
Archean granite and gneiss. Some of the contacts which have 
been found, however, are steeply dipping faults. The depo-
sitional contact of the rhyolite is clearly seen on the 
Revelee property: the granite-gneiss formation outcrops 
just north of the Keystone vein, and the hills just to the 
south are of .rhyolite. Cross saw a natural exposure in 
1896 (p. 399). 


"The relations of gneiss and tuff are most 
clearly shown in the drain between the Keystone 
and the Sunrise, claims, where the contact line 
is clearly seen...i.....The near approach of the 
gneiss on the west, and the fact that several pros-
pects on the slopes east of the Sunrise found gneiss 
within 30 feet, make it highly improbable that any 
considerable thickness of rhyolite tuff can be pre-
sent at this point." 


Emmons reported that he found the lower workings of the 
Keystone, Songbird, Mountain View and other nearby mines to 
be in the granite-gneiss series. 


The extrusives thicken greatly in going south from the 
Revelee area. In the Security-Geyser mine at the south edge 
of the White Hills they.were found to a depth of 1850 feet, 
and the contact with the basement rocks was a fault.
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Local Lithology 


The 100 Level of the Revelee Mine is all in a series of 
thinly-bedded rocks which seem most likely to be of sediment-
ary type. Most of the material is light-colored, very fine-
grained and may be the water-laid tuff which has been identi-
fied in other areas. The bedding planes in this material 
are usually occupied by thin laminae of some black material. 
West of the shaft, the thin beds are of •some clayey, schis-
tose material with abundant scattered black specks. This 
section is stratigraphically above what is thought to be 
tüff.


As shown on the accompanying geologic plan, the bedding 
dips, from 12 to 30 degrees westerly throughout the new work-
ings. Near the vein, the bedding strikes nearly north-south. 
A few feet north of the vein, it swings to a N 60 E strike. 
This curvature could have been caused by movement along the 
vein, the north side having moved westerly. .Another vein 
probably exists north of all the exposures on the 100 Level, 
however: it is indicated by a shallow open-cut on the sur-
face near the collar of the shaft. 


At present I believe it likely that the formation in 
the 100 Level is part of the rhyolite 'series, hence that the 
granite-gnèiss series is at some lower elevation. The clayey-
schistose beds seem likely to be material eroded from, surr-
ounding granite terrain after deposition of some tuff. While 
the. depositional contact exists at the surface not far from 
the shaft collar, the vertical component of the movenent along 
the vein elements is not known. 


Siems, 1964, indicates that the Keystone vein is a 
fauiL.t contact of the Precambrian series to the north with 
1	 younger rholites. There is no indication of this basic 
rIationship in the 100 Level, but the north wall of the 
total vein probably is not yet visible. Such fault contacts 
are likely to dip toward the central part of the extrusive 
series (in this case to the south)'but the vein exposed by 
the No..,l Shaft workings definitely dips to the north.
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Ore Bodies 


The known ore bodies in the Revelee property are veins. 
Inthe 100 Level working, the vein is a strongfault struc-
ture which is intermittently mineralized with coarsely cryst-
alline pyrite and galena, and with some fine-grained black 
mineral which probably is one of the manganese oxides. 
Gangue is only highly altered country rock. No silver min-
eral could be identified with a hand lens: it may. .be incorp-
orated in the galena or in the fine-grained black material. 
The literature does not contain a mineralogical description 
of . the thin high-grade seams which were found in the lowest 
levels of the Security-Geyser mine, hence a comparison is 
not possible. 


As shown by the . accompanying geologic plan, the vein 
in the 100 Level is convex to the north: the strike varies 
from N 65 Eat the west end to E-W at the east end. The 
structure is compound, comprising several slip planes and 
areas of sulphide mineral. The south side of the vein is 
marked by the strongest gouge and zone of sheared and highly 
altered rocks: this wall will be . the easiest to follow. 
Host of the sulphides, however, are in the north side of the 
vein, as much as 15 feet from the footwall slip, and both 
mineral and slips are discontinuous, making a fuzzy con-
fusing vein. Aireal photographs indicate that the Revelee 
vein is simply an extension of the Keystone, and that still 
other workings have traced the vein to the east. Overall, 
the strike of the vein is east-west. The convexity described 
above is longer than is revealed by the 100 Level working. 


On the 100 Level, parts of the vein dip to the north, 
and parts dip to the south. All dips are steep, however, 
hence correlations can be made. The possibility that dis-
tinct structures are present and that they blend at their 
intersection should not yet be disregarded. 


Insofar as could be learned all but one of the other 
ore deposits in the area are also veins. The exception--
the Bull Domingo--is a pipe-like body in what is taken to 
be something like a volcanic neck. Apparently the only 
evidence is the shattered nature of the rock and the round-
ing of the fragments. Emmons believed that this character 
is explainable from simple fracturing and stated (p. 446). 


"The deposition of the ore seems.....noc to 
differ essentially, except in the form of the ore 
channel and the character of its previous filling, 
from that of the ordinary vein deposit."
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Two samples were taken from exposures of the vein 
on the 100 level. Number 1 was simply a grab from a 
muck-pile which was made by stoping some of the vein 
segment in the drift just east of the shaft station.. 
The sample is representative of about a two-foot width 
of the vein which includes a section of high-galena 
material. As shown by the accompanying plan map, this, 
part of the vein is in the north side of a fifteen-foot 
wide vein. Sample No.. .2 was taken across a high-pyrite 
section of the vein in the cross-cut just west of the 
shaft station. The pyrite is adjacent to the south wall 
of the vein: the sample represents a horizontal width 
of l..5 feet. Assays are not yet available.
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Exploration 


Revelee Property 


Items of the exploration which are recommended can not 
be pinpointed at this time because of the lack of a base 
map and adequate study of the data. However, it is sure 
that bulldozer trenches and backhoe pits are the most suit-
able of the preliminary forms of exploration. The trenches 
would be dug to cut vertically across the extensions of 
the known veins outside the areas which have been explored 
by underground workings. Property boundaries and the road T 
will eventually.interfere with so tracing the Keystone vein.. 
The Immortal vein should be traced in the same manner. There 
is also a central portion of the Immortal which, from aireal 
photographs, seems to have not been explored. Some of the 
north-south trenches of this set should be extended to test 
the area. between the Keystone and the Immortal, north of 
the Immortal,. and possibly south of the Keystone. A north-
south trending vein on the Lady Franklin property may ex-
tend into the Revelee property. If it does continue beyond 
the present workings, it should Intersect the Keystone at 
about the most westerly of the. old workings, and it would 
intersect the Immortal in the central unexplored part men-
tioned above. East-west trenches are indicated for this 
part of the bulldozer work. Several thousands of dollars 
should be budgeted for this trenching and pitting. 


Inclined diamond drill holes are used universally for 
testing steeply dipping structures and I recommend that they 
be used on the Revelee property before any other depth ex-
ploration of the veins is undertaken. You report that a 
contractor with experience, in the area is strongly opposed 
to anything except vertical holes, but I cannot yet accept 
that as being a final argument. . Extensions of the known 
veins below the bottom workings should certainly be so tes-
ted before shafts are sunk .f.urther. You propose drilling 
a hole to dewater the area before underground work: this 
should also be preceded by exploration drilling. Sections 
of vein which the trenching indicates to be worthwhile 
should be checked further by core-drilling before other 
work is done. .1 believe that you should allow for 
feet of .such drilling. Not all this amount would be core-
hole, hence the total is likely to be from $,OOO to 
$20,000. As in thecase of the trenching, not all the allo-
cáted.iunds need be spent, but your plans should provide 
for such funds.
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If the trenching and drilling yield sufficiently encour-
aging results, you will be faced with the expense of under-
ground work, for exploration if not for actual development 
and exploitation. I strongly feel that you should include 
some reasonable allocation of funds in the first budget for 
such work even though it can not be certain that they will 
be used. Three hundred feet of shaft and 600 feet of drift 
and cross-cut would cost about $70,000. I believe that such 
an amount is appropriate even though I can give no idea at 
present where or how the work should be done. 


Bull Domingo Extension 


Emmons' comments on thecharacter of the ore bodies 
in the Bull Domingo mine were mentioned in a preceding sec-
tion of this report. He then stated (p. .447), 


"...........further explorations beyond the line 
of the present ore chimney, along lines of fractur-
ing and faulting, may disclose other valuable ore 
bodies whose existence is at present not suspected." 


A mineralized fault contact of Precambrian rocks and the 
rholite series on Round Mountain is headed directly toward 
the Bull DomIngo. The intervening distance is long, and 
that terrain is low-lying and obscured by surface mantle. 
Siems, 1964, concluded that the fault is most likely to 
be part of a ring structure around, the White Hills, and 
he relates it to the Keystone Vein. The convexity of the 
Keystone has been mentioned. 


The possibility is mentioned here to ill.tistrate the 
presence of long-range exploration possibilities in the 
Revelee property, and in adjacent areas.
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Conclusions and Recommendations 


The present project could be only a recoaisanceof 
the property and of the available data. About the only 
definite conclusion which can be made is that the Revelee 
property is worth continued consideration. 


In short, the Silver Cliff district was discovered 
and put to a test very nearly 100 years ago. The results 
were not encouraging enough for more than surf icial explor-
ation in most of the area, particularly in comparison -. 
with the results of similar work in other Colorado areas 
at the same time. Insofar as serious consideration by 
well-financed organizations is concerned, the area seems 
to have been virtually abandoned from 1900 to the present. 
-A major mining company has shown sustained interest in a 
large part of the White Hills in the last two years, how-
ever. New work on the Keystone vein permits another look 
at the structure, and it can be seen to be strong and min-
eralized. The ninety-year old evidence of other struc-
tures takes on fresh significance. Much work has been 
accomplished in consolidating mineral rights and in getting 
work started. 


• .1 conclude, consequently, that the work should continue. 
I believe that the known structures are worth more work, 
and that new sections of the same structures and new struc-
tures are worth exploration. The work should be planned 
carefully, of course: • adequate financing is essential for 
maximizing the chances of success. -The appropriate pro-
gram is so sizeable that I believe assistance, such as by 
a Federal government ONE exploration bàn, should be sought. 


-.	 The first work should be a thorough study and compila-
tion of the data which is available and which can be acquired 
by additional field work. Bulldozer trenching and backhoe 
pitting such as you have already planned should be the next 
step.. This work possibly will reveal ore which can be 
mined. It seems more likely that the excavations will 
only yield data to guide additional exploration, probably 
by core-drilling. You should include provision for actual 
underground workings in your present plans so that the work 
can proceed when sufficient reason is found. I believe that 
a total budget of about $100,000 is appropriate: a smaller 
effort would not be a proper test and the need to promptly 
find commercial ore would be an unfair requirement.

"A small caldera filled with mid-Tertiary vol-
canic extrusive and intrusive rocks lies near the 
west flank of the Wet Mountains, 50 miles west of 
Pueblo, Colorado. 


The caldera occupies an area of 5 square miles' 
and extends to a depth of more than 2000 feet. The 
contact between Precambrian rocks and the Tertiary 
volcanic rocks is partly depositional and partly a 
result of faulting. The early extrusive rocks are 
rhyolitic air-fall tuffs and breccias, ash-flow web-
ded-tuffs, and volcanic sediments. The positions 
and nature of the early vents are unknown and have 
probably been obscured by contemporaneous faulting 
that caused the intermittent subsidence of the vol-
canic rocks. At a late stage, peripheral vents 
opened to the surface and erupted rhyolite lava. 
These late vents are plugged by samll domical rhyo-
bite inyrusions. 


Late faults and joints in the extrusive and in-
trusive rocks' provide structural control for three 
principal sets of silver veins. The principal ore 
mineral of these veins is cerargyrite, a product 
of the oxidation of silver-bearing sulfides. The 
primary suif ides include sphalerite, pyrite, galena, 
argentite, and tetrahedrite, and the gangue minerals 
include barite, calcite and fluorite. 


The gold-silver ore body of the famous Bull-
Xomingo mine was emplaced in a diatreme in Precam-
brian gneiss about 3500 feet north of'the caldera. 
The diatreme is filled with a pebble-column composed' 
of Precambrian rock fragments and a matrix of coinxni-
nuted Precambrian rock. The diatreme and its min-
eralization are genetically related to the volcan-
ism and mineralization within the caldera,"
