and a summary of the work performed and the related costs. -

(a) Rem_t of sales.--The ‘Operator shall provide the Government with siitable e.ccounting and
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Gevernment's royalty relates, such as tvo
copies of smelter or concentrator settlement eheets and certified accounts- of production and’ sale or’
other disposition of production.

EXHIBIT "A"

The purpose of the project is to explore by drilling from
sites to be prepared on the land surface (see Map for drill
sites marked Exhibit "A" attached hereto and made a part hereof)
for silver-bearing ores, lead, tin and beryllium ores on
unpatented lode mining claims owned by applicant, Research
Minerals Corp., a Colorado corporation, all located in the
Badger Flats or Lake George area of Park County, Colorado, and
shown on said attached Exhibit "A".

The veins found at the surface in the said area include the
mineralization found along the northerly-trending Badger Fault
and east-to-northeast trending fractures. These structures
apparently intersect in the southwestern part of the H & R block
of claims. The surface indications of mineralization are
geochemical soil anomalies, with Cu, Be, Sn and greisen altera-
tion along the Badger Fault and thin beryl veins along the
easterly trending fractures. It is proposed that the veins be
explored at depth in this area.

The ore in the district occurs in veins that follow
persistent fractures or faults. These have been found to be
strongly mineralized to at least 200 feet depth. The metals
in some places are separated into different shoots or bodies
along the veins and in other places, as in _the deepest workings
at the Boomer mine; they are mixed with silver, lead and
beryllium in broad replacement veins.

The U. S. Geological Survey has spent considerable time
and money in this area. Reference is made to the Geological
Survey Circular 597 of the U. S. Department of the Interior
entitled "Distribution of Beryllium, Tin and Tungsten in the
Lake George Area, Colorado" and the Geological Survey






Professional Paper 608-A of the U. S. Department of the Interior
entitled "Geology and Beryllium Deposits of the Lake George (or
Badger Flats) Beryllium Area, Park and Jefferson Counties,
Colorado". :

Dr. C. C. Hawley has written a comprehensive book on the
geology of this area, which book was the thesis upon which Dr.
Hawley received his doctorate degree from the University of
Colorado.

The proposal by applicant is based upon the premises above

related so that exploration by drilling might bear fruit from
all of the work and investigation expended in said area.

HISTORY OF THE AREA

The Boomer mine was opened up in 1956 and since that time
has produced over half a million dollars in beryllium ores,
most of the high-grade going to the Government in Custer,
South Dakota. There have been quite a few thousand tons of
low-grade mined and milled in the U. S. Beryllium mill in this
area. :

Up until 1970 the mine was known primarily as a beryllium
producer, but in the summer of 1970 the lower levels in the
mine, commercial values and sulfide ores, silver, lead and
copper, have been found in a vein that has been found to be at
a thickness of 12 feet. Due to these sulfides found in these
veins that are in place below the water level, it is our
conclusion that the veins on these other properties will
possibly do the same thing. This is our idea on this core
drilling program on the claims we have suggested.

All the vertical veins in the Badger Flats area are running
in the same directions, northeasterly, and all veins are dipping
to the northwest. These are all greisen veins that are showing
beryllium, tin, lead and silver in small amounts. On the one
particular hole that we want to core drill on the Little John
claim there is a shaft 88 feet deep at the present time. There
is a small greisen vein approximately two inches in width on
the surface carrying beryllium. At 88 feet this vein has
widened to 54 inches carrying these minerals. It is our
intention to core drill this particular vein at a depth of
approximately 500 feet to see if this vein will widen and what
mineralization it is carrying below depths at water level.
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PHYSICAL DESCRIPTION OF THE PROPERTIES

You reach this mining area by going west on Highway 24 out
of Colorado Springs for approximately 50 miles until you reach
Lake George. Half a mile through Lake George you turn right on
what is called the lower Tarryall road. You follow this road
for approximately 10 miles where you turn left for one mile on
a rough mining road which is easily accessible to these
properties. These properties are in Sections 22, 27 and 28,
Range 72 West, Township 11 South, in Park County, Colorado.

GENERAL PROVISIONS

1. All drill holes shall be cased as necessary. The
Government will not contribute to the cost of casing left in
a hole at the operator's request.

2. Drill holes shall be surveyed as necessary by an in-
hole instrument suitable for determining the bearing.

3. All drill cores shall be stored in boxes identified
as to hole number with markers in the core section indicating
the depths represented. Significantly mineralized core shall
be split. and one split assayed for beryllium, silver, lead and
tin, as warranted. The remaining core shall be stored in proper
sequence with the unsampled core, and the remaining sludge shall
be stored in suitable containers properly identified as to hole
number and depth. Stored samples shall be made available for
Government inspection and possible use and may be disposed of
with prior Government approval.

4, All drill holes shall be logged and copies of the logs
showing locations of all samples taken and the geological
formations and structures traversed by the drill holes shall
be furnished monthly to the Government.

5. True copies of assay certificates of all samples shall
be submitted with the operator's monthly report.

6. The operator shall provide such supervision, labor
and technical services as may be required to perform the work
in a satisfactory manner.

7. The Government will not contribute to the costs of any
holes closer than 150 feet to the outer boundary of the project
area or closer than 50 feet to the ore intercept in any other
hole.





8. The location, direction and extent of each work item
shall be subject to Government approval.

DESCRIPTION OF THE WORK

The work shall consist of bulldozing access roads to and
the leveling of a maximum of seven drill sites, core drilling
and estimated 4,000 feet in seven vertical holes, and evaluating
the results. Grading and preparing existing roads where feasible
shall be accomplished to save costs.

It is planned to drill one hole 1,000 feet and the other
holes 500 feet each, but any footage not used in any one hole
may be applied to other holes.

The approximate locations of the drill sites of the drill
holes are shown on said attached map marked Exhibit "A".

As to drilling, applicant will do its own drilling with its
own drilling equipment.

Diamond Drill Hole #1

to hit this vein at a depth of approx1mately 500 feet to check
for width of vein and mineralization.

Justification for Termination Agreement

This project was intended to explore silver-tin-beryllium-bearing deposits
located in the Lake George area, Colorado. Eight diamond drill holes totall-
ing about 3,920 feet were planned at a total estimated cost of $59,200, with
the Governments' share at 62% percent totalling $37,000.

An Operator-owned diamond drill was moved to the drill site by May 1, 1972,

the date for commencement of work on the contract, but drillers subsequently
-hired to operate the drill did not arrive at the property. No drilling was

done during the summer, and with the advent of winter, the Operator was granted
a contract recess from December 1, 1972 to June 15, 1973. On June 11, 1973,

the Operator requested termination of the contract because work could not be
resumed by June 15, although plans were to begin drilling '"as soon as feasible."
The Field Officer, Region III, in telephone conversations with the Operator,
learned that the Operator was financially unable to begin drilling by June 15.

Nothwithstanding the good intentions of the Operator, past performance suggests
that further delays are likely. This fact probably prompted the request to

terminate the ¢ontract.

Virtually all of the Government funds obligated to this contract ($36,828.13)
of the total $37,000) will be released for possible use in FY 1974 contracts.

I concur in the Field Officer's recommendation to terminate the contract.

(1) -Costs of the land, such as rental, depreciation, depletion, or other costs,of acquiring,

owning, or holding possession; ) .

(2) Indirect costs, such as general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other

than payroll and sales taxes), insurance (other than 1iability insurance covering employment ), .

damages to pei'sons, damages to property (other than necessary repairs or replacements of equipment

or other property used in the work); , :

. (3) Previous work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract; and

. (4) Deferred peyments.--Any costs incurred by the Operator under any rental-purchage agree-
ment, ‘installment-purchase agreement, or any agreement for the purchase of goods under the pro-
visions of vhich payment of the full purchase price is deferred more than 90 days from the de-
livery of the goods, unless the purchase agreement is approved by the Govermment in writing.

(c) Reductions in costs.--The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any
incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or
services to-third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the
Government contributes to costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so
that they are available for use within the limit of the original total cost.

- (£) Notice to purchasers.--The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim
for royalty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay
the royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement
sheets.

\ production is by the Operator or by others, are pnot made available to the Government, the amount of

(g) No obligation to produce.~--Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any ob-
ligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production
operations. : .

(h) Government not obligated to buy.-~Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICIE 8. Interests in purchased property.--(a) Title and ovnership.--All costs under this con-
tract shall be incurred by the Operator in the QOperator's own name and for the Operator's own account;
but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government .contributes shall belong to the Operator
and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions although title thereto
shall be taken in the name of the Operator.

The Research Minerals Corporation, 226 East Vermijo Avenue,
Colorado Springs, Colorado, agplied to the Office of Minerals Exploration,
May 18, 1971, for financial assistance to explore for beryllium, silver,
and tin on several groups of claims in Park County, Colorado.

The application was referred to Region III and a field examination
was made June 18 and'l9, 1971, by J. William Hasler in company with Mr.
Harlan H. Foresyth, and Mr. f?ank W. Jones, President and Secretary of
the company, respeétively.

The exploration proposed by the applicant is designed to explore
at depth along the southeést-trending Badger Fault and alQng several
southwest trending gfeisen struéturéé for beryllium, tin and silver.
'Diamond core drilling will be utilized. The area lies near the Boomer
Mine, which is the biggesﬁ produce; of beryl on the continent, and
consequéntly merits consideration for eiploration. The fractures that
controlled mineralization are moderately persistent laterally and at
depth, especially in the eastern block of claims. This and the
continuity of mineralization with depth demonstrates, especially in
the Boomer Mine, that mineralization can reasonably be expected at depth.
The applicant's eastern block of claims covers many of the most
persistent group of veins. A somewhat modified exploration program is
warranted and is herein recommended for approval. The total estimated

costs are $72,542.00.
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Recommendations

It is recommended that a contract be prepared to explore for
new and undiscovered reserves of berylliuﬁ,.silver and tin on the
subject group of claims in Park County, Colorado. The exploration
program herein outlined consists of drilling some 4,000 feet of
diamond drill holes from surface sites to intersect the Badger fault
and several greisen.zones at depths of 500 feet, and 1,000 feet,
in search of sulphide rich éfe zones.,

It is recommended that the Government enter into a con;ract
with the Research Minerals Corporation to provide 62-1/2 percent of
the costs of the proposed program to ekplore for beryllium, tin, and
silver.

Government's share of the estimated total cost of $72,542.00 would

be $46,340.00.

The Applicants' property‘lies in the Lake George (Badger Flats)
area, Park County, Colorado.

Deposits containing gold or silver were found in the Lake Geérge
area as early as 1890 and include many of the deposits now known to
contain beryllium, tungsten, or tin. Although some precious metals
were produced before 1900, the area was largely dormant until World
War I, when some deposits such as the Redskin, Boomer, and Apex were
re~examined for molybdenum. In 1943 scheelite ores were discovered;

Geologic Setting

The Lake George (or Badger Flats) beryllium area is a terrane
of Precambrian rocks on the southwest side of the Front Range in Colorado.
Locally the Precambrian rocks are masked by thin tuffs and boulder
deposits of Tertiary(?) age and by colluvium and alluvium of Quaternary
age.

Ore Deposits

The ore deposits of the Lake George beryllium area include fissure
vein deposits of fluorite, barite and pyrite in slightly altered rocks,
scheelite deposits in calc-silicate gneiss, and the deposits of beryllium,
tungsten, and other metals in greisenized rock. The fluorite deposits
occur in the discontinuous fissure veins that cut the Pikes Peak and
Redskin Granites. 1In addition to the dominant fluorite, théy contain
barite and quartz and small amounts of galena, sphalerite, and copper
sulfidés. Rare earths are characteristically present in trace amounts
in these deposits, but most fluorite veins have a low content of beryllium,
generally less than 3 parts per million. The ore-bearing rock consists
mainly of garnet, epidote, idocrase, quartz, calcite and diopside, and
local concentrations of scheelite, sparse amounts of sulfides, and
sparse manganese silicates.

The most economically important ore deposits are the beryllium
ores which have been mined extensively at the Eoomer Mine and on a
small scale elsewhere in the area. These deposits form veins, pipes,
pods and complex irregular bodies which are encased in an altered rock
termed "greisen'", composed of quartz and lithian muscovite, and locally
topaz and fluorite and small amounts of tungsten, molybdenum, and tin.
The beryllium content of deposits associated with greisen in the Lake
George area is somewhat high compared with that of well-known greisen

areas such as Cornwall and Saxony.
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The beryllium ores are generally composed of only a few minerals,
but most consist of'beryl or bertrandite and other silicates typical
of greisen such as quartz, muscovitic mica, fluorite, and topaz. 1In
addition to common sulfide minerals, the deposits contain arsenopyrite,
molybdenite, wolframite, and rarely cassiterite and uraninite. Euclase
is a sparse component of some of the beryllium ores.

The applicant shipped 2200 pounds of 3% ore at $15.00 per unit
valued at $49.50 to the U. S. Beryllium Corporation during 1969.
Dﬁring 1970 samples from a 12-foot vein on 100-foot level of the Boomer

mine assayed 0.18 oz. Au, 38.2 oz. Ag, 9.8% Pb, and 4.9% Cu. A sample

from the vein on the 150 foot level of the Boomer mine assayed 0.035 oz.

Au, 8.8 oz. Ag, 17.6% Pb and 7;1% Cu. However, a surface sample of
greisen material on the Little John claim assayed only a trace of gold,
0.2 oz. Ag, 0.6% Pb, and a trace of Cu. The operator, in his letter
dated August 25, 1971, stated that the Boomer tonnage varied from 1,000
to 2,000 tons of mill grade ore; and mill grade ore would run about

4% BeO, however, it has been reported that the Government stockpile
from the Boomer mine contained 8% BeO,lwhich was the minimum. The
operator considers mill grade ore to be in the neighborhood of 4% BeO,

Sampling by the applicant from trenches, cuts, and dumps near the

surface did not show much BeO content, silver, lead or tin, by
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spectrographic analysis, but by assay reports‘it is indicated that
Sample No. 2, taken from J and S Claim No. 1 along an 80 foot trench,
showed 2.47% BeO, and Sample No. 4 (3) taken from an open cut 60

feet east of a shaft assayed 1.1% BeO. Sample No. 5 taken from

the Little John No. 3 claim at a dozer cut 30 feet long showed a 1.1%

BeO content.

Exploration

Applicant's Proposal

The appli;ant proposes to explore along the Badger fault and along
southwesterly trending greisen zones on the J & S Claim No. 1, the
Little John Claim, and tﬁe Little John Claim No. 3, by diamond drilling
from the surface to explore for enrichment of the structures at depth,
based on the discovery of sulfides at depth and below the water table

in the Boomer mine.

Results of the field examination show that the fractures that have
controlled the mineralization are moderately persistent especially in the
eastern block of claims. This and the continuity with depth of the
mineralization, demonstrated especially in the Boomer mine, indicate
that mineralization can be reasonably projected to a target at depth.

The applicant's eastern block of claims covers most of the persistent
group of veins. The area of intersection has a heavy soil cover but
the geochemical surveys showed a high beryllium content in the soil

cover and trenching exposed greisen along the Badger fault, so it is known
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to be mineralized in this area. There is a godd chance that there is
a valuable ore body in each of the two areas.

The greisen structures appear to be zones rather than sharply
outlined fractures or faults. Drilling will explore these zones
only partly. Drifting and/or crosscutting on or along the greisen
structures at this time would not be advisable.

The 100-foot level of the Boomer mine is below the water table,
consequently, the applicant is suggesting that drilling beidone to
explore the greisen structures at depth to test for the occurrence
of ore grade bodies containing sulfide material as well as for new
and undiscovered ore bodies containing beryllium, tungsten, and possibly
tin, that may lie below the water table. In the area of the claims
under consideration the mineralized material tends to spread out along
the vein structures creating a bétter target, rather than occurring
in pods and segregated ore shoots. At dépth in the Boomer mine the

It is felt thaf the subject claims warrant exploration, and that
the possibility of discovering new reserves of silver, lead, tin and
beryllium is. good.

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Environmental impact assessment

The project requires preparing access roads and drill sites,
excavating small pits for temporary storage of water for drilling,
possibly drilling and blasting a few small cuts in rocky terrain for
access roads, and diamond drilling from prepared surface sites. Pits
will be back filled upon completion of the drilling.

The eight drill sites are distributed in an isolated area about
one half mile long and one‘quarter mile wide situated on the upper
slopes of hills on the southwest side of the Front Range in Colorado.
Relief is moderate and the hills are covered by sparse timber, scrub
brush, and range grass. Soil is thin or absent in some places and
moderately thick in other places. No discernible stream or creek
crosses the area. The nearest intermittent stream of consequence
is located about one mile to the east.
