Lj. (a) Area indicated in maps are presently being worked and a small 
area within the city limits of Vero Beach was worked during 1953 
and early 1951+. These areas are mined by the Florida Ore Pro-
cessing Co., under contract with Hobart Brothers Co., Troy, Ohio. 


The entire area being mined and to be prospected is within 1 
mile of U.S. Rt.L and the F.E.C. Ry. 


(b) Production from approximately 5 acres in Vero Beach was 1769.75 
tons of combined mineral during 1953 and 1951+. 


Production from area between Winter Beach and Wabasso, Florida, 
has been 501.5 tons.as of May 3, 1951+,. from approximately one 
and one-third acres. The current area being mined has averaged 
Li.3% total heavy mineral and about 2.5% with regard to Ilmenite, 
Rutile, Zircon and Monazite.
