According to Heinrich the mica at project #1 is green, wedge - "A"
mica much of which is stained by heavy black magnetite inclusions. The
mica on the dump of project #2 contains 4-inch books of flat, green mica,
stained by brown spots. The mica is also described on page 89 of U. S.

Geological Survey Prof. Paper 225 as yellowish olive and 100 percent
stained, '

According to the U, S. Geological Survey records, no mica
~ was sold to Colonial Mica Corporation from Troup County, Georgia

during World War II, which suggests that the mica of the area is non-
strategic.

As the mica does not seem to be of strategic grade, because
of its green color and heavy black stains, it is recommended that the

application be denied.
