History and ownership 


The property was prospected in 1938 by Sam H. Freeman and in 1912 
by J. L. Cornalison, who dug a shallow trench 20 feet long. In April 1912 
Mr. A. W. Auphlett, of Bail round, leased the mine from the. trustees of 
the Standard Prite Comparr. • Mrs. Soutbwell of 1460 Peachtree Street* 
Atlana, Georgia is the only living, trustee. The mine is on Lot 46 of the

•	 the summer of 1944 Mr. Asthiett formed a partnership with B. C. Burgess of 
Spruce Pinib N. C. (Burgess Mining Company). This partnership was in the 
hands of arbitrators at the time the mine was mapped. 


Workings 


The workings are in three groups: the Northern, the Central (or 
Main Workings), and the Southern. Only the first two groups are included 
in the mapped arel. The Southern Workirtt lie about 800 feet southwest of 
the Main Workings and consist of a shallow trench for 100 feet along a 
pegmatite body. The • Northern Workings consist of a series of bulldozer 
trenches cut by the Federal Bureau of *ine* (see map)..

DNEA-2298 (mica) 


This mine, located 1.3 miles airline 5 9560 E of Bail Ground, 
Cherokee County, Georgia, was mapped and described in 1944 by the U. S. 
Geological Survey (copy of report attached). 


During the summer of 1951, Arthur T. Anderson of College Park, 
Georgia, the Applicant, widened the incline in the "Middle Cut" to 12 
feet and deepened it 10 feet. The incline is now about 50 feet long. 
The pegmatite as exposed in the incline ranges in thickness from 18 
inches to 5 feet, averaging 3.5 feet thick. Mica exposed in the incline 
varies greatly in quality. Much of it is "A" and"wedge '..A" and contains 
spots. Some books of clear, flat, light ruby mica are exposed. 
According to Anderson about 800 pounds of flat block mica was obtained 
during the recent woric. 


Both the "South Cut" and "North Cut" are badly slumped and caved, 
no pegmatite can be seen in then. 


It would appear that hen the deposit was actively mined by 
Amph].ett during World War II, the greatest production came from a "shoot" 
in the "South Cut." This "shoot" rakes about 350 N.E. Anderson did no 
work in the "South Cut," and further work from the surface from this 
place would endanger the lives of the workmen. 


The Field Team believes that the best opportunity to discover 
additional commercial mica in this pegmatite is to explore the possible 
down plunge extension of the "shoot" worked from the "South Cut." The 
most effective method of exploring this possibility is to change the 
aligmnent of the "Middle Cut" incline slightly to approximately S. 30' E 
and sink it to a depth of 85 feet on the incline • A drift should than 
be driven southwestward r1ong the pegmatite for approximately 60 feet 
to cut the possible downward extension of the "South Cut" shoot ( see 
attached map). There is a possibility that additional "shoots" rich in 
strategic mica may be out by the incline and drift.

Three cuts open the 
pegmatite. The southern cut is caved. The middle cut is now being 
worked by,-.a 50-foot inclined shaft. The northern cut is the site of 
the proposed 100-foot shaft. 


Additional information needed from field team 


(1) Wouldn't it be better to continue to sink on the already 
developed shaft for 50 feet and then drift or,
