Recently Mr. Berimeyer has dug shallow pits on two small scrap mica
pegmatites, Neither contain mica of strategic size or quality. At
present mining is in progress at the Old Demson Mine and strategic grade
mica is being produced, No pegmatites were found on the property which
would justify government aid in exploring, therefore, the application should
be denied.

This property was examined on Jamuary 20, 1953 and re=sxamined on
March 5, 1953, Mr. Toney Berkmeyver accorpanied the field examiners on both
of the visits. A total of fite hours have been spent on the property.

The Denson miwee is in southern Pickens County, Le75 airline miles
due west of Nelson, Georgia., Access to the mine is good at all seasons
of the year, '

Several pegmatites have been prospected and one mined to a consider=
able extent. This application was directed towards exploring two peg-
matites recently prospected by shallow pits. These pits have exposed
narrow pegmatite stringers which contain small broken and bent books of
green muscovite. Only scrap quality mica hss been found, therefore, no
exploration is justified,

At the main Dznson mine a pegmatite in excess of eight feet thick,
striking about N, 20°E., and dipping 30° SE, is being worked from a shaft
and inclined stcpe by underhend stopping., This pegmatite which is well
zoned consists of a quartz core of unknown thickness with feldspathic peg=
matite on the hanging wall which is quite rich in muscovite mica. The foolte
wall zone is not exposed, Work is progressing in a "roll" and the heading
is about 12 feet wide, In the interval, Jamuary 20 = March 5, 1953, ore
bwoken contained an estimated $3.00 worth of mica per cu., fto No exploras=
tion is justified on this pegmatite. '

From the above it is apparent that no exploration is warranted on

any of the known pegmatites on this propexrty; therefore, the application
should be denied.
