Inasmuch as the applicant's supporting data is inadequate,
I do not believe we are justified at the present time to send this
application to the Field Team for an on-site examination.

The applicant states that he has stockpiled 100 pounds of
beryl and 200 pounds of scrap mica which were produced during one
week of recent exploratory work. No evidence of the grade of this
material has been submitted.

I recommend that the applicant be requested to submit
further appropriate data on the geology of his property, a more
complete map, and an assay certificate of representative material
from the bedrock of the pegmatite deposit.
