On January 7 and 8, 1969, we reviewed the contract files of the 


Office of Minerals Exploration (OME) pertaining to their minerals 


exploration Contract'No. 2239 with Louie M. Clark, et al, a partner-


ship, and examined the related accounting records in the Branch of 


Budget and Finance,. Administrative Division, GeOlogical Survey. 


The contract was awarded December 5, 1967, for $22,500, the 


total estimated project cost with OME partiipation on a 


75 percent basis. The contract provided for certain exploratory 


mining operations to be performed on land, known as Latimer Mine 


Property, where the Operator owns mineral rights. The exploration 


was to be performed by auger drilling and by trenching or pitting 


for gold occurring in the surface soils, in the weathered gneiss 


and saprolite and on the underlying country rock, or by drilling 


below the saprolite. Sampled mineral deposits obtained from auger 


drilling performed under Stage I were to be assayed for• gold. 


If the results were favorable, a program of exploration was to be 


planned and undertaken as Stage II using a builbozer or backhoe and 


possibly diamond drilling equipment. 


Repayment of disbursed Federal Funds plus simple interest at 


7-3/4 percent was to be made on the basis of established royalties of 


all minerals and metals produced from the land during the exploratory 


operations and for a period of 10 years from the date of the contract

should a certification of possible production be made by OME. 


Completion of all work under the contract was to be accomplished 


within 12 months or by December 5; 1968. Work under the contract 


began prior to January 5, 1968, and terminated on or before June 11, 


1968, the date the Operator's last Monthly Voucher was submitted 


to. OME. 


Seventy-four holes were auger drilled to a total depth of 319 feet 


and 278 samples obtained were assayed for gold. The assays did not 


prove to be favorable, and the Operator suggested abandoning further 


auger testing. In a.1etter dated November 8, 1968, the Assistant 


Chief, OME, agreed that auger drillings under Stage I of. the contract. 


will be considered as comp1eted as reported in the Operator's. 


monthly report for May 1968. No work was performed under Stage II 


of the contract. 


Field inspections were made and voucher submissions by the Operator 


were approved by OME. We believe the claimed and accepted costs 


totaling $1,991, .and the OME participation on the 75 percent basis 


in the amount of $1,493 were proper under the terms of the contract.

proceeds" as 'that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator or producer are deductible in 
arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. 


-'	 The term "treatment' processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smeltin& 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable 
form.


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, 
or used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production. --If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent),, after the 


lapse of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used 
in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the Govern-
ment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty 
on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the 
Government elects to require computation and. payment. If any production is used in integrated manufact-
uring or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on 
such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so 
used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage 
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby 
grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and 
metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(f) Notice to purchasers. --The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim for 
royalty to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the 
royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. 
If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is 
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Government, and this estImate shall be final and binding upon the Operator or producer. 


(g) No obligation to produce. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(h) Government not obligated to. buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7 . Termination of the Government's Obligations.--(a) If the Government determines that 
operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the 
Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not thcn 
performed; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may 
be necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 
(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract, 


the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default .as required, 
thereupon:


(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation 'to, pay on account of units of work not 
performed when the notice was given, and 


(2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be 
necessary and incidental to final accounting and reporting. 	 . . 


The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract, in-
cluding the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys contributed by the Govern-
ment under the contract.

Dear Mr. Johnson: 


I am the geologist whom Mr. Clark mentioned in his letter of 
October 4, 1968. I believe that some explanation is required concerning 
the Latimer 'Mine Project and my connection with it. About a year ago 
I was contacted by Mr. Clark, et al,, at which time I was offered a 10% 
share of future profits of the Latimer Mine 'if I wOuld help them evaluate 
the property's potential. At that time I was working on my M.S. Degree 
in Geology here at the'University of Georgia. I decided to include the 
Latimer Mine area within my thesis study area, thus improving my picture 
of the regional geology. Before my thesis study was 'completed I wrote 
the proposal' for ONE Contract #2239, certain parts of which (mainly cost 
estimates) were changed without my knowledge. Since that time I have 
completed my study and have found that much of the geological information 
which I furnished in 'the contract proposal was in error. I believe that 
what I did find will interest you greatly and will have a strong bearing 
on whether you wish to continue or cancel the project in question. I 
have also determined that due to the somewhat unusual character of the 
country rock and oerlying saprolite-in the mine area, further auger 
testing would be a gross waste of time and money. Therefore, I am 
enclosing what I consider the pertinent points of my , research and a few 
recommendations which I feel will be of interest.' 


Let me take time now to apologize for the general tardiness and ap-
parent lack of interest of the concerned parties at my end. Neither Mr. 
Clark, Mr. Grover, nor Mr. Pharr have the slightest idea of what' geology 
and mining entails, but are apparently captivated by the romantic notions 
often associated with the exploration and discovery of precious metals. 
In addition to this, Mr. Clark is by profession a real estate agent and 
is in very poor health. Mr. Grover and Mr. Pharr own and operate a fast 
moving and highly profitible business and it appears that they frequently 
tend to forget about their gold mining interests. I would still like to 
associate myself with this project and will try to get future correspondence 
from your office answered promptly. I am also enclosing a rough. map of 
the area showing generally 'what I found and a few other points outside of 
the Latimer Mine area that showed gold or other economically interesting 
minero logy.

I. Additional Information Which You Have Requested in Previous Letters. 


A Sample No. 3369 which showed the value o,f $147.60 per ton 
represents a channelsample across the quartz vein atthe 
quartz vein prospect. At the point of sampling, the vein. 
•was 14 inches wide. The sample was taken at a depth of 


•	 6 feet into bedrock. Free gold was visible in vuggy iron 
stained quartz which in thin section appears to be sheared. 


B. We have no record of sample no. 5000 and no. 500l;there-
•	 fore, I would assume that the assay company misread the 


lable on the sample package. 


•	 C. I will discuss my reasons for being unwilling to reconend 
further drilling in the area of hold no. 3-2, even though 
the assay values were high, in the next heading below. 


II. Gold Distribution in Meta-andesit,e Saprolite. 


My research has shown that the major rock types at the Latimer 
Nine is hornblende andesite which has suffered propylitization. 
The saprTiEi associated with this rock type is very uniform and 
consists of montmorillonitic clay with occasional fragments of 
quartz. This saprolite is very'compact and experimentationhas 
shown that it is of a.highly expandable nature when wet. We 
have found that it is; for all practical purposes, impossible 
for gold liberatedfrom the country'rock or associated quartz 
veins to migrate through this material except at the saprolite-
bedrock interfac which is very sharp. in this area. :For this 
reason, it would be impossible to expect that the saprolite 


• . would have a meaningful distribution of gold throughout. Assays 
no. 3223 and no. 3234 were taken in a very swampy. area which 
represents the major drainage on the, property. The area would 
not contain more thaft 200 or 300 cubic yards of good rich 
gravel. I believe that these assays represent a concentration 
of gold which hs resulted from the migration of the metal along 
the saprolite-bedrock interface by the influx :pf ground water 
into this low area. As I pointed out before it is impossibl,e for. 
the gold to migrate within the saprolite when the transporting 
me4iuxn, water, is present due to the expandable properties of - 
the major constituant, montmorillonite. For this reason I would 
suggest abandoning further auger testing. 


III. Gold-quartz Veins in Andesite. 


As you probably know gold-quartz veins in andesite are somewhat 
• unusual and hávè- anomalous characteristics. One of these characters 
is vertical zoning of the ore body which appears not to be controlled 
by weathering or other supergene enrichment. In addition to this 
situation there is -a 'strong zone of rupture breccia immediately 


• south of the mine. This zone separates the andesite from-a very large 
unit of quartz latité. which has undergone slight metamorphism.
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Once again 'an 'anomalous set of geologic 'conditions are brought 
to mind. There is also general evidence of recent volcanism in 
the area. One 'such example of this is a plug of fresh 'sanidine 
rich 'rhyolite about a mile south of the 'mine. Considering the 
'rather unusual geology of the area I would like to suggest 
putting down three diamond drill holes. One near the southern 
boundry of the property striking generally to the NW with'a dip 
such as 'to intersect the 'sheared quartz-sericite zone, which is 
known to carry gold, at a depth of about 200 or 300 feet. I 
would also like to drill two additional holes 'cutting the 'quartz 
vein 'at the quartz vein prospect at a depth of 100 and 200 feet. 


I 'hope that this 'information will be of some use to you. If I have 
rambled on too long, please forgive me.

The price of gold to U;S. industrial and ar-
tistic users was left to free market forces Sun-
day by the dissolution of the London gold pool 
that had maintained the world gold price at $35 
an ounce. A two-price system was established 
Instead, retaining the $35 price for Government 
dealings but ending U.S. Treasury sales of gold 
to private users, who must now buy gold from 
private sources in the open market. 


' 'We're sitting tight until some of the smoke 
clears, ' ' said a spokesman for the S. S. White 
Co. division of Pennsalt Chemicals Corp., Phil-
adeiphia, a supplier of gold to dentists for in-
lays, wire and other dental uses. "Obviously 
we'll be paying somewhat more than $35 an 
ounce, but until we know how much, we can't 
say what the Impact will be on our prices to 
customers." 


Owners of a small Welsh gold mine at Clo-
gau, near Bala, said they would reopen their 
mine In anticipation of higher gold prices be-
cause "it's worth the speculation." But while 
other gold miners talked of similar reopenings, 
their estimates of the gold price necessary for 
profitable operations ranged from $45 an ounce 
to "over$100 an ounce."

In Paris, Zurich and Hong Kong, the major 
world markets where gold was traded, thelos-
ing price hovered yesterday around $40 an 
ounce.

Lines were cut and stations located with trarsit and chain. 


The total grid contains 40 stations and has an area of influence 


of 89,000 yds 2 (see enclosed map). 


A base line was surveyed in from the Danielsville - Rayle 


Road for 1300 ft. on a bearing of N55°E, and 250 ft. NW of the 


southern boundary of the mine property. This bearing was chosen 


because it roughly parallels the regional foliation of the country 


rock and is parallel to the property line.

ARTICLE I. Authority and scope. --(a) This contract, entered into under the authority of Public 
Law 701, 85th Cong., 2d sess. (72 Stat. 700; 30 U.S.C. 6L 1.l - 61i.6), consists of this form, the 
attached Annex I (land description), Exhibit A (work and costs), and the maps and documents listed. 
The wOrk is a search for new or unexplored deposits of the commodity designated above. The Operator 


shall begin the work on or before

(b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per 
foot of drilUng, per foot of drifting, per hour of operations.,. etc.) are hereby agreed upon as speci-


fied in Exhu1it A. The estimated total cost of the work is $22,500.09 The Government will con-


tribute 50 percent of the total fixed unit costs of the work performed, not inexcess of $11,250.00 
in accordance with the provisions of Articles Ii- and 5. 


(c) Interest computation. --Simple interest at the rate of ________percent shall accrue from 
the dates Federal funds are made available until the period specified for payment of royalty expires, 
or until the amount of Federal funds contributed is fully repaid with interest. 


(d) The Operator shall not transfer or assign this contract or any right or obligation there-
under without the written consent of the Government. 


ARTICLE 2. Operator's rights in land.--(a)The Operator represents and undertakes'that Annex I 
correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator's 
right of property and possession therein (whether as owner 1 lessee, or otherwise), and that such right, 
title, or interest is subject only to the following claims, liens, or encumbrances:

(b) The Subordination Agreement of the holder of any claim, lien, or encumbrance listed above.and 
(if the Operator does not hold the legal title) the Lien Agreement of any holder of the legal title of 
the land (lessor, seller, optionor, etc.) are attached as follows: .

Cc) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, or interest in the land and his right to 
the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing improve-
ments, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The Opera-
tor shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor 
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing in 
the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's right to a 
royalty on production and liens for the payment thereof. Two true copies of such instrument shall be fur-
nished to the Government. if . the Goverriient's rights to royalty as provided in Article 6 have been terminated, 
the provisions of this paragraph Cc) shall become inapplicable. 


ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work. --(a) Operator's responsibility. --The work shall be performed dili-
gently, efficiently, in a workmanlike manner in accordance with good mining standards, and in compliance with 
State laws governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment. The Operator shall provide 
suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor to complete the work as speci-
fied in Article 1(a). 


(b) Government may inspect. --The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all phases of 
the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the work uader the 
contract and production operations during the period that royalty is payable to the Government. The Operator 
shall provide the Government with all reasonable means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 14.• Contribution by the Government. --The Government will make its contribution on the basis of 
the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, 
subject to audit. Until the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled 
and the Operator's final report has been received, the Government may withhold such sums as are necessary 
to protect its interests. To the extent that amounts in excess of fixed unit costs or in excess of the 
estimated total cost may be necessary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay 
such amounts for his on account without contribution by the Government. The Government wiUnot contribute 
to the cost of any work performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for 
the account of the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.--(a) operator's records.--The Operator shall keep suitable 	 • 
records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Government may have 
an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed forat least three years after final 
payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any obligation 
to pay royalties to the Government has ternt!rated. The Government may inspect and audit said. records and 
accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public.accountant. The Comptroller General of the 
United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall have access to 
and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the Operator. 


(b) Monthly reports. --The Operator shall provide the Government with four copies of monthly reports in 
three sections as follows: 


(1) Operator's Monthly Voucher claiming costs for work performed; 
(2) Operator's Progress Report showing the number of units of the various ty-pes of work performed; 


and


(3) a narrative report of the work performed during the reporting period, including adequate engi-
neering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken 
concurrently with advance in mineralized ground. 


(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 
(c) Final report. --Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to con-


tribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with-three copies of a final report (in addition 
to the final monthly report). This final report shall include a geological and engineering evaluation of the 
results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves resulting from such work, 
complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches, and a summary of the work performed 
and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales. --The 9prator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and documentary 
evidence covering all production to which the Government's royalty relates, such as two copies of smelter or con-
centrator settlement sheets and certified accounts of production and sale or other disposition of production. 


(e) . Compliance with requirements.--If the Government determines that any of the Operator's reports, 
records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the Government 
may procure the preparation or completion of same with suitable attachments as an expense of the work to which 
the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers relating to 
insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by' Operator. --(a) Certification. --If the Government considers 'that mineral or 
metal production from the land covered by the contract may be possible as a result of the exploration work, it 
shall so certify in writing to the Operator at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final 
report and final accounting (see Article 5) have been furnished.

.. , 	 (1D) Royalty on production. --The Operator, whether or not the producer (for example, if the Opera-


tor either transfers or does not retain his interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a roy-
alty on all minerals and metals mined or produced from the land as follows: 


(i) irrespective of any certification of possible production--from the date of the contract 
until the lapse of the time within which the Government may issue such certification or until the 
total net amount contributed by the Government is fully repaid with interest, whichever occurs 
first; or	 .	 :

	 (2) if the Government issues a certification of possible production--for a period of ten 
years from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government is 
fullyrepaid with interest, whichever occur first. 
(c) Payment of royalty. --(i) The Government's royalty shall be five percent of the gross proceeds 
(including any. bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the 
form sold (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent)., at the point of delivery (the f.o.b. point); 
except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business and shown as deductions 
on the buyer's settlement sheets (such as treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight payable by the buyer to a 
carrier (not the Operator or producer)), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross 
proceeds" as that term is used herein. No costs of the Operator or producer are deductible in 
arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is here used. 
•	 The term "treatment processes" means those processes (such as milling, concentrating, smelting, 
refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to the crude ore or 
other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially marketable 
form.


(2) The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid currently upon each lot sold, held, 
or used in integrated operations, as the case may be. 
(d) Unsold production. --If any production (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent), after the 


lapse of six months from ,the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used 
in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance if it is stockpiled), the Govern-
ment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty 
on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrate, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the 
Government elects to require computation and. payment. If any production is used.in integrated manufact-
uring or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Government's royalty on 
such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at the time it is so 
used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage 
depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Lien for payment.--To secure the payment of royalty (see Article 6(b)), the Operator hereby 
grants to the Government a lien upon his interest in the land and upon any production of minerals and 
metals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguishd by lapse . of time or is fully paid. 


(f) Notice to purchasers. --The Operator or producer shall give notice of the Government's claim for 
royalty to any purchaser o± the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the 
royalty directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. 
If the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is 
by the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Government, and this estimate shall be final and binding upon the Operator or producer. 


(g) No obligation to produce. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(h) Government not obligated to. buy. --Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals and metals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government's Obligations. --(a) If the Government determines that 
operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results and further work is not justified, the 
Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: 


(1) the Government shall be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not thai 
performed; and 


(2) the Operator shall be free.of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may 
be necessary and incidental.to final accounting and reporting. 
(b) If the Government determines that the Operator is in default under the terms of the contract, 


the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of reasonable 
time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as required, 
thereupon:


(1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation tq ay on account of units of work not 
performed when the notice was given, and

The decision of the Director, 
Th S. Geological Survey, shall be final and conclusive unless, within 30 days from the date of receipt 
of such copy, the Operator mails or otherwise furnishes to the Director, U. S. Geological Survey, a 
written appeal addressed to the Secretary of the Interior. The decision of the Secretary or his 
duly authorized representative for the determ.ination of such appeals shall be final and conclusive 
unless determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, or capricious or 
arbitrary, or so grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith, or not supported by substantial 
evidence .	 .

The term 'Director, U. S. Geological Survey," as used herein includes his duly authorized 
representative. 


ARTICLE 12. Work Hours Act of 1962 - Overtime Compensation. --This contract, to the extent that 
it is of a character specified in the Work Hours Act of 1962 (Public Law 87-581, 76 Stat. 357-360) and 
is not covered by the Waish-Healey Public Contracts Act (I.i U.S.C. 35-11.5), is subject to the following 
provisions and to all other provisions and exceptions of said Work Hours Act of 1962. 


(a) Overtime requirements. --No Operator or subcontractor contracting for any part of the con-
tract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers or mechanics shall require or per-
mit any laborer or mechanic to be employed on such work in excess of eight hours in any calendar day or 
in excess of forty hours in any workweek unless such laborer or mechanic receives compensation at a 
rate of not less than one and one-half times his basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of 
eight hours in any such calendar day or in excess of forty hours in any such workweek, as the case may 
be.


(b) Violations; liability for unpaid wages; liquidated damages.--In the event of any violation of 
the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, the Operator and any subcontractor res-
ponsible therefor shall be liable to any affected employee for his unpaid wages. In addition, such 
Operator and subcontractor shall be liable to the United States (in the case of work done under con-
tract for the District of Columbia or a territory, to such District or to such territory), for liquid-
ated damages. Such liquidated damages shall be computed, with respect to each individual laborer or 
mechanic employed in violation of the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph, in the 
sum of $10 for each calendar day on which such employee was required or permitted to work in excess of 
eight hours or in excess of the standard workweek of forty hours without payment of the overtime wages 
required by the clause set forth in subparagraph (a) of this paragraph. 


• (c) Withholding for unpaid wages and liquidated damages. --The U. S. Geological Survey may 
withhold or cause to be withheld, from any moneys payable on account of work performed by the Operator 
or ubcontractor, such sums as may administratively be determined to be necessary to satisfy any li-
abilities of such Operator or subcontractor for unpaid wages and liquidated damages as provided in the 
clause set forth in subparagraph (b) of this paragraph. 


ARTICLE 13. Copeland (Anti-Kickback) Act--Nonrebate of wages. --The regulations of the Secretary 
of Labor applicable to cntractors and subcontractors (29 CFR, Part 3), made pursuant to the Copeland 
Act, as amended (11.0 U. S. C. 276c) and to aid in the enforcement of the Anti-Kickback Act (18 U. S. C. 
8711. ) are made a part of this contract by reference. The Operator will comply with thse regulations 
and any amendments or modifications thereof and will be responsThle for the submission of affidavits 
required of independent contractors thereunder. The foregoing shall apply except as the Secretary of 
Labor may specifically provide for reasonable limitations, variations, tolerances, and exemptions.

Summary 


The Latimer mine has had a small production of gold from surface 


placers and from one or more small but rich quartz veins. Recent work 


has been limited to washing about 100 tons of surface material which 


yielded a few ounces of gold. The mine is in an area of mafic inetavol-


canic rocks containing disseminated pyrite and small quartz-pyrite-gold 


veins.

Location and examination


P 
The Latimer mine is on a low northwest trending ridge in the 


northwestern edge of Wilkes County. It is just off the old Danielville 


gravel road about 2 l/L. miles north of the intersection with U. S. 78 


at the former Triplett Post Office (fig. 1). Maximum relief in the area 


is 200 feet; slopes are gentle and brush covered (figs. 2-5). 


I examined the mine on April 27, 1967, accompanied by the applicants, 


Mr. Frank Groover and Mr. Roger Pharr, their geologist, Mr. Robert Cook 


(a graduate student at the University of Georgia), and Mr. Henry Bankaton, 


a 78 year-old prospector who has lived near the mine most of his life.







C
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About 7 hours were spent on the property looking at exposures, collect-


ing samples and sketching the topography in the mine area. A very 


heavy rainfall on April 26 had flooded many of the cuts and made 


examination difficult. I collected 13 samples of country rock and 


14. samples of vein quartz from the 3 principal prospect areas (figs. 6-8). 


Mr. Bankston panned two 10 qt. samples of surface material from the 


mill area (samples 1 and 2, fig. 7), several pans full from the soil 


at the Jerry Field project (fig. 8) and one from the "quartz vein 


prospect." All his samples contained some fine gold. 


History and production 


Gold was discovered along the branch south of the mine area before 


the Civil War and some sluicing was carried on locally (Jones, 1909, 


p. 108, see copy attached to this report). In 1901 Mr. W. D. Story of 


Thomson, Ga., found a small quartz vein rich in free gold probably 


near the "Givings shaft" (see fig. 7). The vein was only a few inches 


thick and pinched out at a depth of 35 feet. According to Mr. Bankston, 


several shallow shafts were sunk 30_ Ii.0 feet during 19311.; some of these 


are probably the shafts shown on figure 7. Only a little level work 


was done. A small production of gold from Wilkes County was recorded 


by the Bureau of Mines for l931.1.37. 


The applicants began work in 19611. . A number of trenches, about 


8 to 10 feet wide and 1 to 5 feet deep, were made with a front-end
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loader and about 100 tons of surface material washed in their "mill." 


A few ounces of coarse gold were removed but much fine gold was lost. 


A more detailed history is given by Mr. Cook in the app.ication report 


and by Vernon Hurst (1966, v. 1, P. 276-278, see copy sent in by 


Bob Laurence). Production,figu.res are not available but total produc-


tion may be no more than $10,000. 


At present the workings are caving and flooded. The trenches 


dug in 196 )4. are partly overgrown. The shafts are no longer open and 


the dumps are overgrown.


Geology 


The Latimer mine is in an area of mafic schists and gneisses 


that form the western outcrop belt of the Little River Series (fig. 9). 


These rocks are probably metavolcanics and have been correlated with 


the rocks of the Carolina Slate Belt, of possible Paleozoic age. 


Granite and granite gneiss that may be intrusive into the mafic rocks 


crop out to the northwest and southeast. The mine area is near the 


southeastern edge of the mafic rocks. Most of the country rock exposed 


in the mine area is a massive hornblende-feldspar schist or gneiss, 


fine- to medium-grained. Quartz, magnetite, and pyrite are common 


accessory minerals. Foliation is not well developed but seems to 


strike east or northeast and dip steeply. Locally the hornblendic 


rock is altered to hornblende-epidote or quartz-epidote rock in patches 


and possibly along joints or shears. Hurst (1966, p. 277) describes 
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the epidote rock as lt concordant pods of epidosite." Pyrite is common 


in the epidote-rich rock. Oxidized crystals of pyrite, l/16-l/).i. inch 


across, are common in the saprolite of both hornblende and epidote rock. 


Thin concordant and discordant quartz veins occur locally in both 


the hornblende and epidote rocks. The veins range in thickness from 


1/Li. to 12 inches and the longest are probably several tens of feet 


long. The concordant veins contain pyrite and gold. The discordant 


veins strike northwest and appear barren. 


A contact between maf Ic schist to the northwest and quartz-


muscovite schist to the southeast is poorly exposed at sample site 


No. 17 in the mill area (fig. 7). Foliation in the mica schist strikes 
EW and dips vertically. This schist may be a layer in the maf ic rocks 


similar to those reported by Crawford and others ( 1966 , p. Ii. ) in the 


Little River Series to the southeast, or it may be related to the 


granitIc mass reported to be less than one mile south of the mine 


and half a mile to the east. 


Gold can be panned from surface soil over much of the property / 


and is found in place in quartz-pyrite veins and epidote-quartz rock. 


At the "quartz vein prospect" gold is visible in pieces of quartz 


collected for assay. and I panned very fine gold from the mud washed 


off the 2 samples I collected. Gold is also present in similar quartz-


vein material on a dump at the Jerry Field prospect. Similar quartz 


veins were probably prospected or mined in the shafts of the mill area 


but are not now exposed. Mr. Cook had a sample of epidote-quartz rock 


Lj.
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containing free gold that he found on the dump near the mill. The 


widespread gold in the soil may be from numerous quartz stringers 


or veins or it may be associated with the pyrite in the country rock. 


The gneiss and schist have been weathered to saprolite to depths 


of 5 to L1. (?) feet. The trenches in the mill area contain some fresh 


to partly weathered rock indicating a depth of weathering less than 


10 feet but some of the shafts are said to be in soft rock to depths 


of LiO feet. At the Jerry Field weathering may be 15 to.20 feet deep 


or deeper. The trench at the "Quartz vein prospect" is too shallow 


to give a clear picture of depth of weathering. 


Recommendations 


I recommend that an OME contract be made with the Applicants to 


explore the Latimer Mine. Exploration is justified because of the 


widespread occurrence of gold in the soil, the presence of a few rich 


quartz veins, and the possibility of gold associated with p3rrite in 


the country rock. Individual quartz veins may be too.smallto justify 


mining but a combination of a small rich veinin lower-grade country 


rock might supply adequate tonnage to be mined successfully. The 


exploration should be in two stages. Stage one would consist of auger 


holes 5 to 30 feet deep, 50 feet apart in lines 100 to 200 feet apart 


in the mill area and Jerry field. At the quartz vein prospect a 


combination of bulldozer trenching and auger holes is probably best. 


Because this type of exploration •is experimental, as much flexibility 


as possible in hole depth and location should be allowed. Mr. Cook, 
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the geology graduate student, should be capable of supervising the 


work and plotting hole locations. Sample handling might be done 


best by a commercial company. Stage two based on the results of 


stage one would be drilling into fresh rock in favorable areas 


outlined in stage one. Some bulldozing and detailed sampling of 


favorable areas might also be considered as part of tage two. 


Exploration plan 


The Applicants' program consisting of 2 stages with 2 parts in 


each stage should be modified. Part one of stage one of their 


proposal calls for a grid pattern, of auger sampling but the holes are 


so far apart and unrelated to geology and topography that no definite 


target would be explored. Part 2 of stage one calls for cleaning out 


two old shafts, neither Of which seems to be on a large or definite 


target. Stage two of the Applicants t program is too vague to comment 


on.


In place of their proposal I recommend that exploration first be 


concentrated on the 3 principal prospect areas with a limited amount 


of work between these areas. 


In the mill area a series of auger holes spaced about 50 feet 


apart in lines 200 feet apart should be located to straddle the contact 


of mafic and quartz-mica schists. The first hole on either side of 


the contact should be within 10 feet of the contact. Depth of the holes 


can only be determined by experiment but should be at least 5 feet and
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probably not more than 30 feet deep. Samples should be taken every 


foot for the first 5 feet and every 3 feet below 5 feet. A three-


inch auger was used successfully in South Carolina by Art Kinkel. A 


six-foot hole drilled in 15 minutes yielded 2 three-foot samples 


that weighed about 15 pounds each. All samples should be bagged, 


tagged, and shipped directly from the mine to a commercial laboratory. 


Sample locations could be mapped by tape and brunton and elevations 


determined by hand level. 


The Jerry field prospect area has been so cut up and partly 


covered by muc1 that only a similar auger pattern is now practical. 


Three north-south lines of holes about 200 feet long and.l00 feet 


apart should be enough to explore the prospect. 


The quartz-vein prospect might be explored best by enlarging the 


bulldozer trench along the strike of the vein for 50 feet in each 


direction and then drilling a few auger holes in several lines across 


the strike. 


While moving equipment from one area to another auger holes 


should be drilled every 200 feet along the road or trail. 


The principal reason for auger holes instead of trenching or 


pitting is to limit the size of sample to be handled. Some provision 


should be allowed to explore to depth in any favorable area outlined 


by the auger holes. Either deep bulldozer trenches and detailed 


sampling or drilling into hard rock either by churn or core drill 


could be considered as a possible second stage.

Enclosed is a copy of all the material we have on the subject ONE 
application. As you know by now from your phone call to your home 
on Saturday, I talked with Art Kinkel today, and he said that he 
could not schedule a visit to the Latimer mine because his activities 
in the foreseeable future will keep him occupied on the opposite side 
of South Carolina from Wilkes County, Georgia. Therefore, we are 
hopeful that you can arrange to visit the property at your convenience 
before returning to Washington. In fact, we are so sure you can do 
this, we are advising the Applicant that you will contact him to 
arrange a time and place to meet A copy of our letter is enclosed. 


Mr. Roger Pharr and Mr. E. F. Groover, two members of the Applicant 
partnership, may be reached at 600 West Broad Street, Athens, Georgia, 
phone LI-60l73. 


The wide range in:,gold values shown in reports of gold assays in the 
application suggest that the property merits a field investigation. 
We have no idea where the samples were obtained on the property because 
all records were lost in a car accident.' Perhaps samples can be taken 
from some of 'the, original sample sites and assayed to check the general 
range of gold values reported in the application. 


Further correspondence with the Applicant regarding prospecting vs. 
exploration seems to us a futile exercise because an on-site exami-
nation would be required to determine whether geological conditions 
indicate that an exploration target is present. Perhaps the target 
area is the contact zone between basic rocks and rocks in the Little 
River series, and the area down-slope from this zone for placer ground. 
If this zone can be located and traced across the property,as 
Robert B. Cook states in his report to the Applicant, perhaps a

sampling project consisting of drill holes, pits, or bulldozer 
trenches could be planned to evaluate the gold content of the 


material within and down-slope from the zone. The Applicant 
proposes this as Part 1A of Stage I, but the proposed sampling 
grid shown on Map No. '3 appears to be an engineering grid pattern 
established without regard to geological conditions. If the 	 nac.: 


zone trends across the property, it appears likely that gold values 
would be negligible in areas topographically above the zone, and 
sampling would not be justified there. If the property merits 
exploration, perhaps the Applicant's proposed pattern of drill holes 
should be modified, or an entirely d.ifferent plan of exploration 
suggested. I think the alternatives, if any, will be evident from 
an on-site examination. If you see alternatives are more practical 
than the Applicant's plan, discuss them with him to determine if he 


would be receptive to them. 


If an ONE contract appears warranted, we suggest the Applicant be 
advised that in sampling the saprolite or placer material recovered 
from the holes, pits, or trenches an estimate be made of the gold 
content per cubic yard.of such material. Individual samples from 
drill holes should not exceed a vertical interval of five feet (not 
a single composite per hole as stated by the Applicant) and, in areas 
of significant mineralization, the, interval should not be greater 


than two feet. 


You will note in the docket that the Applicant is, in the process of 
exercising an option on the property, and that we are asking him in 
our letter today to advise you and us if he will retain rights in 
the property after May 1, 1967, the expiration date of the present 
option. If he has no rights in the property after that date, we 
could not further consider the application, nor would an on-site 
examination be warranted. 


We will make the final decision regarding disposition of this appli-
cation based on all available information and on your observations 
and recommendations. You are not to indicate to the Applicant what 


you will recommend to us. 


All per diem and other allowable expenses incurred for this exami-
nation should be charged to ONE (Account No. 940 100). Presumably, 
you will not prepare a voucher for this before you return to Washington.

# ONE-660b. We are somewhat confused as to exactly where the fine 	 -. 
line dividing prospecting and exploration lies0 It seems to us that 
had this deposit been in a more remote area and discovered by sys-
teinatic aerial or other type of prospecting, it would appear more 
well defined and in fact be a specific target for exploration. We do, 
however, yield to the fact that proper sampling records were never 
kept during any period of "prospecting" on the property. The entire 
area is the target for probable placer or saprolite mining, while the 
in place deposits seem to be well defined along the contact of a basic 
intrusive body which has not been properly mapped. Basically, our 
question is this; What further work should we do to carry ourselves 
out of the prospecting stage and into exploration without crossing 
the boundary into development?
