The subject epplication has been reviewed by the Lead-Zinc
Breanch. ; :

The applicent proposes to explore his property by 10,000 ft.
of churn drilling. The drilling will be done under contract at a cost
of $3l.75 per foot, meking a total of {$17,500. To this will be added
$3,000 for engineering and supervision end fsl,OLi,O for +ravel expenses,
both over a six months period. The totael estimated cost of the project
is $21,8Ll-0.

The ore deposits of this area occur in narrow, vertical
crevices in the form of pod-like bodies. The crevices known,as 'renges",
mey have considerable longitudinal extent end often occur in closely
spaced parallel groups. Fourteen such "ranges” having en epproximately
east-west strike are known in the area to be explored. There has been
some production from the area, largely before 1900.

Exploration by churn drilling for the above type of ore
bodies has never been too successful. The reason is that the pod-like
bodies have a more or less irregular distribution along.the crevices
both horizontally and verticelly and finding one by churn drilling would
be more or less a matter of luck. Furthermore, & drill hole could pens-
trate the rock within a few feet of such a body and there would be no
oevidence of its existence upon which to base further drilling.

From June 20 to July 29, 194}, the Bureau of Mines conducted
& drilling program in the seme area which the applicant wishes to ex=
plore. Seven diemond drill holes were put down, five vertical amnd two
inclined. Total footage was 2,221.5 ft. These holes are located 200
to 700 ft. west of the holes the applicant is planning to drill.





The holes drilled by the Bureau of Ilines were put down
through the Decorah formetion from which the mein production of
.the district is derived. The only ore found was in the first hole
drilled in which there were 1l ft. of ore averaeging 2.13% Zn and
1.65% Pb. This ore occurred above the main producing horizon.

In ereas where the Decorah formetion is mineralized the
oil rock, & member of that formetion, has a thickness much less
than normal due to action of the mineral-beering solutions. In all
of the holes drilled by the Bureau of Mines the normal thickness of
the 0il rock was present indicating lack of mineralization in the
producing horizon.

Because the results cbtained by the Bureau of Mines in
this area were discouraging both in that only one hole contained
moderate lead and zinc mineralization end thet none of the holes v
ge.ve evidence of mineralizetion im the mein producing horizon, it
is recommended that the applicetion be denied and the attached letter
sent to the applicant.

This proposed initial drilling piogram appears satisfactory. All
holes are favorably located for legd-ore exploration and have zinc-ore
possibilities. All holes should extend to the base of the "drab", and
holes that explore for the lower zinc ore should penetrate the upper
few feet of the "Trenton". In the Merritt area at least holes 2, 3,
and 4 (pl. 1) should be drilled for zinc ore as well as lead ore
inasmuch as they appear to be located on a favorable zinc-bearing
structure, namely, steép éynclinal lmbs. A1l holes should be com=
petently logged as drilling progresses s and the program should be
flexible enougfx to allow for changes in hole sites as pertinent
information is obtained. |
