Dear Mr. Snydor;


Hailey, the county seat of Blaine County, Idaho, is the center of a
mining area which has been for many years of much geologic and scenic inter-
est and of economic importance. Be.ginning about 1880, prospecting rapidly
discovered many rich deposits of silver and lead, and production mounted
into millions of dollars. By 1883 four smelting plants, with a daily out-
put of 50 tons of bullion were operating on ore containing from 50 to 80
percent lead and 100 to 200 ounces of silver per ton. Plush production
passed in a few years and many prospects were abandonéd. However mining
and prospecting has been continued and the list of mines which have passed
the million dollar production record includes the Minnie Moore, Idahoan,
'ted lephar.t, Rullion, Mayflower, Elkhorn, North Star, Independence and
Triumph. In additior., there are a score or more of minos with notable re-
cords, among which may be named the Parker, Jay Gould, Bureka, Croesus,'
Climax, 2ed Cloud, Nay ,tug, .'ar 3agle and Democrat. .


Bulletin 814 of the U. S. Geological survey, 1930, contains a large
number of naps and a great mass of information regarding this area.
Frequent reference to this bulletin has been made in the writing of this
brief summary; and I havo used it frequently to suppliment my detailed
studios in several of the mines during the past nearly twenty years.


.DLC :Y


The important sedimentary rocks of the Hailey area have been
designated as (1) the ;lood 2iver Formation, of Pennsylvanian age and
some 8,000 feet thick and (2) the tilligen Formation immediately below
and classed as ississippian, some 3,000 feet thick. A thick bed of
quartaitic conglomerate at the base of the Wood River is one of the few
helpful marker beds in the area. The Wood River formation consists mainly
of calcareous and quartaitic sandstone. The Milligen formation is largely
carbonaccous argillite with occasional beds of quartzite, limestone and
dolomitic limestone. The Independence, North Star, Triumph, Minnie Moore
and Snoose Mines are all located in this formation.


Inneous rocks are present in the area both as intrusivos and as
extrusives. The extrusives have no immediate importance except to cover
the sediments in some interesting areas. The instrusives immediately
west of the Snoose and south of the Minnie Moore are probably part of the
'reat Idaho batholith, although east of the southern part of the main mass.
At the Linnio Coore metamorphism of the sediments, due to the intrusive,
extended for hundreds of feet. Dikes and sills occur in the Minnie Moore
and in the Triumph - North Star mines in such structural relations with
the ore bodies as to surgest genetic connection.
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. Structurally, the area is characterized by extensive folding,
thrust faulting and normal faulting, all with northwest trend; also by much


. northeast faulting. The faulting has had a marked effect in localizing
ore bodies and in developing the present day topography and drainage. In
the area near Hailey and the Snoose mine the structure is especially in-
teresting. D. F. Hewett, of the U. S. Geological Survey, has pointed out
that at one time there was a great anticlinal arch of the Carboniferous
rocks with an axis approximately parallel to the Wood River. Northwest
trending faulta on both sides of the river, broke this arch so that the
crest dropped from 2200 to 3200 feet. As a part of this broken anticline,
the Snoose property, on the southwestern limb, show beds dipping southwest-
erly which are cut by northwest-trending faults and fissures. The detail
is shown on several of the maps submitted by Mr. Jensen.


MINERALIZATION


Early day mining was concerned with the production of high grade
silver-lead ores. In more recent years complex ores containing lead and
sine sulphides with some silver and gold have fonned the bulk of the pro-
duction. The ores occur principally in two ways (l) as fissure filling and
replacement and (2) as replacement in the calcareous beds of the Milligen
formation. The Triumph Mine had a replacement ore body in one of these beds
that was 1100 feet in length and 45 feet thick with Ag - 8 oss., Pb - SX,
Zn - 16%. Similar replacements can be expected in other places in the
district. Many of the early mines were shallow and a belief grew that
commercial ore would not be found in depth. The developments, during the
past few years in the Triumph mine, have changed this conception.


THE SNOOSE LINE


After many years of culet, the property in Colorado Gulch has
been reopened and rechristened the Snoose L'ine. Many features commend
it. Its rocks are a part of the productive Milligen formation. Calcareous beds,
which could be excellent host rocks for ore, are found in several places in
the mino and on the surface. Fissures from which cre has been shipped by
the present management at the Snoose Shaft apd by the old timers at the
Reed Tunnel are strong and conform to the general structure of the area.
Railroad, power, housing facilities at Hailey (only two and one-half railes
distant) and access to the labor supply of the Wood River Valley - all
provide easy answers to many of the management problema. Mr. Jensen has
prepared a detailed program of exploration, development and mining, based
on known geological conditions, which portrays the attractiveness of his
project.

The Snoose veins were found to be broad, intricately
braided and contorted shear zones in which the ore minerals
occurred as streaks, veinlets, small irregular masses and dis-
continuous lenses, and as fragments in the gouge, all occurrences
have been affected by faulting. Close inspection of almost any
section in the drifts revealed ore minerals but rarely in suffi-
cient amounts to warrant sampling. The veins in limestone showed
no increase in ore minerals over those in argillite.


The intensity of post-mineral faulting in the Snoose
veins and the fact that this sheared condition may be expected
throughout the veins, both on strike and dip, makes them
unattractive for continued exploration, therefore, it is believed
that further Government participation in exploration of the Snoose
veins is not warranted.

Dear Mr. Selfridge:


Enclosed are four copies of a Field Team final report on
the above-referenced contract prepared by Thor.H. Kiilsgaard, geologist
Geological Survey, and Verdo Z. Johnson, mining engineer, Bureau of
Mines.


The contract became effective August 21, 1951, and was
terminated.by mutual agreement December 7, 1953. Under the contract,
1,864 feet of drift and crosscut, 174 feet of timbered raise, and
l,000 feet of diamond drilling were completed at a total approved
cost of $115,354.27 of which the Government's share on a 50 percent
basis was $57,677.1$.


A few smal l disconnected lenses of ore were found, from
which eight lots were shipped, having a net value of $5, 690.36. From
these shipments royalty amounting to $247.67 was due and paid to the
Government. .


The writers recommend that no discovery or development be
certified and that Government participation in further exploration or
development of this property is not warranted. The Field Team concurs
with the recommendation of the writers.

INTRODUCTION


This final report describes a sine exploration project
conducted jointly by the Defense Minerals Exploration Administra-
tion and the Snoose Mining Company at the Snocse mine, Blaine
County, Idaho.


Summary


The purpose of this contract was to explore two parallel
shear zones containing lead-sino mineralization and particularly


O to direct the work towards favorable targets at the projected
intersections of these shear zones with limestones.


Drifts and crossouts aggregating 1,864 feet, 1,000 feet
of diamond drilling, and 17h feet of raise, all on or from the
200 level, proved a spotted occurrence of small ore lenses but
not of sufficient continuity to make workable ore bodies.


Recommendation


A Certification of Discovery or Development should not
be made. Government participation in further exploration or develop-
ment of the property is not, warranted.


LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY .


The Snoose mine is in the Mineral Hill Mining District,
Blaine County, 2¾ miles southwest of Hailey, Idaho. Hailey, the
county seat and nearest shipping point, is about 299 miles from
Salt Lake City, Utah.







From the southern edge of Hailey a dirt road runs south-
ward along the west side of the Wood River Valley for 1¼ miles,
and then branches to the southwest to bridge the dood River and
follow up Colorado Gulch to the mi.ne.


The mine buildings, shaft collar, and adit portale are
on the southern side and near the bottom of Colorado Gulch. The
walls of the gulch are steep, having slopes that exceed 20°.


The only vegetation in the vicinity surrounding the mine
is sagebrush and bunch grass.


Winter snowfall reaches à feet on the level, and the deep
canyon traps snow in drifts that are much deepero The Operatorea
buildings have at times been buried by snouslides. A anoncat was
used to transport men and supplies from Hailey to the mine during
the 1992-93 winter seasono Summer months are cool and dry.


PROPERTY


The claims included in this contract are known as the
Snoose and Jensen-Stevens groups and comprise the following un-
patented claims:

O All are in sco4 21e T. 2 N., R. 18 E. Boise Meridiano Four of the
claims are owned by the heirs of L. A. Dithmer but were purchased
by the Snoose Mining Company at a cost of $30,000 to be paid fee
from production at a royalty of 10 percent of net smelter returns.
Five of the calms were located by the Snoose Mining Company, and
five were purchased for 90,000 shares of Snoose treasury stock at
25 cents per share par value.


Principal mine workings are four adits, referred to by
the Operator as the Reed No. 1 tunnel and No. 2, No. 3, and No, à
tunnels and the 220-foot vertical Snoose shaft from which two
levels - the 100 and 200 - have been driven (figo 1). In addition
there is a short adit called the Drainage tunnel that is intersected
by the shaft 20 feet below the shaft collar and through which all
mine water is discharged. Other workings on the property are of
small extent and are, for the most part, inaccessible.

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Most of the openings ara in zonas of sheared argillite
so that timbers are generally requirede The rock pressures on
timbers are moderate, but the drifts are ret and are constantly
sloughingo Poor ventilation and wet ground causes timbers to
deteriorate rapidly.


. Surface installations consist of a small hoîst house,
30=toot headframa, 60=ton ore bin, and a 3D-by 48=foot concrete-
masonry building which serves as a dry and compressor houseo
The concrete=masonry building was erected under the project con-
tract to replace some frame buildings destroyed by fire during
October 1992.


History and Production


The original Snoose claims are reported to have been
located in 1881 by L.. Ao Dithmer. He worked the property inter~
mittently until his death in the late twenties. The mine then
ley idle until June 1943, when it was taken over by A. Mo Jensen
and H. Jo Stevens. The Snoose Mining Company was organised in
May 1945 to take over the partnership of Jensen and Stevens.
Thîs company was chartered as a corporation under the laws of the


. State of Idaho May 24, 1945, with capitalisation of 2,000,000
shares of nonassessable common stock, having en authorised par
value of 25 cents per sharao As of December 20, 1990, there had
been issued 1,776,209 shareso


The partnership of Jensenand Stevens, or the Snoose
Mining Company, sank the Snoose shaft, did all work on the 100
level, did some crossoutting on the 200 level, and drove the
Reed Noo 1 tunnel and the No. 2 and No. 3 tunnels prior to 1991.
The other adite are believed to have been driven prior to the tima


O when Jensen and Stevens took control of the property. In August
1991 the company received a DMA contract to amplore on and from the
100 and 200 levels of the Snoose mine; however, all of the .DMA .
Hork subsequently was done on the 200 level. When contract work
started, the 200.NEo Grossout had been advanced 202 feet from the
shaft. All other work shown on the 200 level in figure 1 except
for the 201Winse was done under DNA contracto


In 1995 some diamond drilling use reported to have been
done at ¾he mi.ne, but the location, targets, and finding e are un=
knowno Other than this drilling the mine has been inactive since
UlA work stoppede


In addition to the 830,000 owed to the heirs of L. Ao
Dithmer fee four mining claims, the Snoose Mining Company price
to commencement of the DMA contract had received a Reconstruction
Finaneo Corporation loan of $11,76§ which, with interest, remained
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unpaid. The company also caed about $23,000 to the Combined Metals
Reduction Company which was to be repaid at the rate of $1,00 per
ton of ore shipped.


A small tonnage of lead-silver ore was shipped from the
mine in the early days, but the production records are not avail-
able.


From August 31, 19hh, to May 24, 1969, Jensen and Stevens
shipped h6 ears of ore, having a gross dry weight of 2,696473 tone,
from which were recoverede

Of the above Sh cars of ore that were shipped, 76 are
reported to have come from the 100 level, with the remaining care
from the Noo 2 and 3 tunnels.


Eight shipments of ore were made from the property to
the Combined Metals Reduction Company during the life of the DMA
project, of which she are known to have come from the small stope
near the head of the 201 dinse. The other two shipments also .are
believed to have come from this winse or from the short raise at
the head of the winseo Royalty amounting to #247.67 was paid on
these shipments.

GEOLOGY


Geologio Setting


The rocks in the area of the Snoose mine are argilliteeg
chorty siltstones, and limestones, all membera of the hilligen
formation of Mississippian age. These rocks have a regional strike
to the northwest and dip to the southwesto They form the south-
western flank of a breached anticline, the axis of which roughly
follons the Wood River Valley. To the west of the mine these
sedimentary rocks have been intruded by a large sill-like pluton
of quarts diorite, which locally has exerted a contact-metamorphosing
influence on the rocks, particularly on the more limy memberso com-
monly converting the caleareous argillites to diopside hornfels


O and the limestones to marble.


Extending along the southwestern flank of the antieline
are two broadly continuous, mineralised sones, both trending more
or less parallel to the trend of the antioline. The one sono
starts southeast of the Minnie Moore vein and continues northwesterly
through the Snoose mine and through a number of other mines and
prospectop finally ending at Croy Greek Valley. ' The other miner-
alised zone . starts north of Croy Greek and passes through the
Bullion Mining Districto All deposits within these zones have
common characteristice: They have the same mineral content; trend
more av .less in an en echelon pattern along the flank of the anti-
eline, forming along southwest=dipping reverse faultog and are
displaced by northeast~etriking normal faulto and by normal faults
that strike parallel to the antieline but dip to the northeasto
The Snoose mine is the one exception. The veine at this mine form
along northeast=dipping normal faults, which have been the sites
of strong post~mineral faulting.







The Deposit


The sedimentary rocks exposed in the underground workings
are uniformly fine grained, and they range in composition from lime=
stone through caleareous argillites to siliceous argillites or cherty
miltatones.. The beds are predominantly black and carbonaceous with
occasional lighter limy members. The bedding is much disturbed in
the areas adjacent to the shear zones and in many instances is ob~
literated bÿ shearingo On the surface in the arGas outside the sone
of intense shearing the beds appear to be less disturbado


A light~gray, weathered limestone member about 70 2eet
thick outorops 750 feet northgast of the coller of the shaft. It
strikes No $7° W. and dips hO SW. toward the mine workingso This
limestone was intersected by the 200 NEo Grosecut in the hanging .
Hall of the Footwall vein zone where it was evident that the lime-
stone had been faulted against the underlying argillite (section 0-0 ,
figo 2)o It was the intersection of this limestone with the Snoose
veins that was the primary objective of the exploration programo
According to Anderson* a map in Idaho Bureau of Mines and Geology
Pamphlet 90, the limestone member is displaced several hundred
yarde north of the Snoose mine by a prominent transverse fault,
and to the south the limestone again is markedly offset by another
transverse fault.


Three zones of mineralisation have been described in the
Snoose mineo The DMA exploration program was concerned with two
of them, the Reed vein zone and the Footwall Tein zone. The third
mineralised zone, reputedly related to the.Croesus structures to
the northwest in Scorpion Gulch, was reportedly out in the shaft
between .the 100 and 200 levelso Subsequent examinations of the
shaft, howeirer, failed to find this vein. 14 is believed instead


O that the vein, if it occurs, is merely a split of the Footwall vein
sone.


The_Reed vein sone is developed by the No. 1 tunnel
(Reed tunnel), Noo 2 tunnel, ard the No. 3 turnelo The zone is a
complex network of interlacing slips and shears, the total width
of which ranges from 40 to 50 feeto The walle of the.sheared
struc¾ure are controlled by various members of the interlacing
systema pyhich locally show diverse changes in attitude. The
gegeral ògend of the zone is N. 30°=70° Wo, and the dip is from
35 to $$ NE. The vain zone consista of badly crushed and
broken argillite with an occasional lens of crushed and altered
dike materialo Stringers and lenticular pode of calcite, quarts,
and pyrite are found in the sheared zone. These are occasionally
asseointed with aphalerite and losser amounts of galena. Produc~
tion from the mine has come from such lenticular bodieso A 10=16-
foot lens of this type is intersected by the 40-foot raise adjacent
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to the sûope above the No. 3 tunnel. This lous like the other len-
ticular lenses appearato be controlled by interlacing shears within
the major shear systemo


The Footyall vein sons was out near the shaft in the
Drainage Tunnel 20 feet below the shaft collaro The hanging-wall
strand of the zone that is nearest the shaft strikes No 60° Wo and
dips 64° NSo A small lens of gre has been mined from this otracture.
Thirty=two feet to the southwest the foott all strand crosses the
tunnel, striking and dipping more or less parallel to the harging-
well strando These two members are intersected on the 100 level,
one &O feet northeast of the shaft and the other 105 feet northeast
of the shafto On the 200 level the 200 NEo Grossout went 169 feet
before encountering the Footvall soneo .The intersections of the
Footvall structure on the 100 and 200 levels indicate a decided
flattening in dip of this sons. The intersections and apparent


O flattening in dip also suggest that the Reed mone may be a aplit
from the stronger Footoall vein sone.


Reploration on the 200 level was primarily in the Footeell
zone, which on this level is a broad, braided, highly crushed zone
in argilliteo The zone dips rather flatly to the east and sudden
changed in strike are common (figo 2). There also are numerous
smaller faults that split off from the main sone, all of which makes
the zone difficult to folloso Within and near to the zone the crushed
and broken argillite has been little affected by wall=rock altera=
tion; however, pyrite and marcasite are common both in the sono and
the nearby wall rocko Locally, there are discontinuous and broken
weinlets of quarts, calcite, and siderite. Where siderite is present,
there are usually varying amounts of galena, Ophalerite, and chal- .
copyritoo These sulfides occur as streaks, veinlets, and bunchy
masses within or surrounded by sheared soneso The bodies have
short strike lengths and are almost always badly crushed with con-
aiderable amounts of sulfides in the gouge. A good example at the .
effect of shearing was a partially rounded chunk of galena weighing
about 70 pounds that was found in the 202 SE, Drift completely sur-
Founded by fault gouge and more than 100 feet from the nearest
knoem sulfide occurrence.


Near the top of the 201 Winse a rather massive body of
sulfide oro was found, from which eight earloads were shipped, .
but which was bounded on all sides by faulting. No other minable
ore was found emar en strike or doom dip from this coeurrenceo


On passing through the Footeell sono the 200 NEo Grosecut
went directly into massiva limeätone, a rock that was not expected
on the 200 level when contract work begano This limostone was
expected to be a more favorable host rock for mineral'deposition
than the soft, pliant argilliteso Crossciutting advanced through
soma minor faulto near station 218 and went on to a point beyond a
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stronger fault that une intersected naar station 20ko This fault
has been correlated with the Reed structure. Subsequent work in
the 201 NE. Crossout failed to go far enough to intersect this
fault, although DDH No. A is believed to have passed through it a
few feet from the end of the hole.


The 207 NWo Drift was turned off the 200 NE. Grossout at
station 218 to follow a split off the Footwall structure and to chack
on some ore previously found in DDH Moo 3o This split, referred to
on the map as the hanging-wall split, is a strong fault in limestoneo
The drift found a small lens of high-grade galena and ophalerite at
the 204 Raise. The lens pinched to a tiny stringer about 3 feet
above the track but thickened to a width of about 6 feet at the
back of the drift. It had a strike length of about 30 feet and ex=
tended about 6 feet above the back of the drift before pinching or
being faulted outo Other insignificant strirgers of ore were found


O in the drift, but on the whole the hanging-wall split in the lims-
stone was as: barren, if not more barren, than the FootWall sono in
the unfavorable argilliteo At the northwest face the drift dont
into argillite, and consequently was abandonedo .


Five diamond drill holes were drilled during the con=
tract, of which the Noo 3 hole intersected low-grade ore in lime=
stone. The 202 and 203 Reises were driven from the 207 Wo Drift
to explore the ore found in the hole, but the rasults were dis=
appointing (section through DDH No. 3, figo 2) . The ore was fourd
as a replacement of the limestone, but it was low in grade, and the
bodies were discontinuous and bounded by faultso


. From the project findings it has been concluded there are
probably ore bodies in the Snoose structures but that postomineral
faulting in and along the veins has so dbliterated the bodies and
scattered the are that any attempt to further orplare them would be
as futile as have been the attempts in the past.


The Footonall and Reed structures of the mine have been
explored throughout a strike distance of around 1,700 feet and on
six levels throughout, a vertical range of SO feet, not, to ment,ion
the autorop. In all †,his area nothing has been tomd in sufficient,
quantit,y to pay the cost of mining, and there are no geologic ream
sons to expect conditions to improve eit.her along †,he strike or dcan
†,he dip of the staructures.

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The contract, dated August 21, 1991; est up a step-by~
stop programo Each succossive stop of the program was to be con-
tingent upon the findings of the previone step and upon prior
Govenment approval, as follace:


Step Io==To install a pump and electric hoist in the Snoose
shaft and T¿ET abilitate the shaft down to the 200 level.


Ste II.==To extend the crossent on the 200 level in the
present,diree on to beyond the structure in the face of the cross-
cut and explore for the Reed lodeo This lode should be intersected
at a maximum dietance of 150 feet. If intersected at a lessor dis-
tance, continued crossoutting will be unnecessaryo .


Step IIIo--To drift 1,000 feet on either the Footea11 or

Step Vo ==After intersecting the limestone beds» it i
planned to drift and/or crosecut on the structure for a masinum of
log00 feet. The extent of this exploration program will depend upon
the strength and mineral showings of the structures where opened by
the mine.workings.


Stepo I and II were completed, but Step III was modified
to work on the 200 level only. Steps IV and V were not considered
feasible on the basis of exposures in Step II, and Government
participation was withheld, although the Operator sank the 201
Winse 170 feet st =30° and drifted about 50 feet from the minse-all
below the 200 levelo Work units completed and accepted under the
contract were crossoutting 402 feet, drifting 1,302 feet, raising
173 feet, and diamond drilling 1,000 feeto


The contract was modified with 10 amendments as followes
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Amendment No, 1, dated Septedber 21, 1991 (effective
August 21 1991), allowed an electric motor4riven standby pump
to cost $890.


Amendment Woo 2, dated September 23, 19§1 (effective
August 21, 1951), provided labor and supplies for shaft rehabili~
tationo .


Amendment No. 3, dated January 8, 1992 (effective
August 21, 1951), allowed telephone calls not to exceed $20 per
month.


Amendment No, h, dated February 1§, 1992 (effective
February 1, 19§2) , allowed a maximum of $1a COO for snow removal,
pumping out and rehabilitation after a suspension of work and also
allowed crosecutting as well as drifting, a ocmbined total of
1,000 feet.


Amendmant, Noo 6, dated April 22, 1992 (effective March la
1992), subatituted a stoper and drifter for two drifters with
columns and armoo .


. Amendment Woo 6, dated Octáber 15, 1992 (effective
October 1, 1962), provided for a raise between the 200 and 100
levels on the Footwall structure.


Ameridment No. 7, dated January 7, 1993 (effectivo
October 1, 1962), allowed 2,h00 to replace buildings, equipment,
and stores which had been destroyed by f ire.


Amendment No. 8, dated May 4, 1993 (effective May 1,
1993), deleted Stop 17 and substituted 1,000 feet of diamond
drilling from the 200 level and the botatom of the minseo


Amendment No. 9, dated August, 20, 1953 (effactive
June 1, 1993), increased the crossout and drift units in Step III
from 1,000 to 1,500 feet and decreased drifting and crossoutating
under Step V to 140 feeto


Amendment, Noo 10, dated September 10, 1993 (effective
August 1, 1993), extended the completaion date to April 1, 1994,.
and increased the repayment, period from 10 to 11 yearso

In May 1993 the Operator agreed to a diamond drilling
program to ocplore the hanging-wall area from the Footeell atruc~

Operator was running out of operating capital, project work was
stopped in Novembo 1993, and a Termination Agreement was signed
on Docembw 7, 1993,


The pro3eet was vigorously run by the Operator, particu=
larly by A. M. Jens©n, président end general manager af the company
(deceased), yho had implicit faith in the mine and a fiored deto=
änation to develop it into a producing property. Heavy enomfall
during the winte someon, a fluotuating supply of labor, and a fire
that destroyed part of the surface plant uwe hindrances to the
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project. Also, the Operator was embittered ovar having to sink the
winse on company account. He believed that the einse was part of
the contract and that the Government should have participated in the
sinking expenses.


Summary of Factual Data


Drifts and crossouts totaling 1,864 feet were completed
at a unit cost of about $¾6.80 per foot, most .of the workings were
timbered. One hundred and seventy-four feet of timbesd raise was
completed at.a unit cost of about $$3 per footo · One thousand feet
of diamond drilling cost $7.90 per foot.


Tha total contract amount was $135,004 but total approved
costs were $11§,364427 so that the Governmentu a share of the coat
on a 50 percent basis was $$7,677.14.


There were a fa unusual conditions to contribute to the
unit costs incurrado Nearly all openings required timbers, and
the muck was all hoisted through a shaft having one hoisting com-
partments Èhere were snowelides and a surface fire. Two shifts
were generally employed when project headings were advanced.


Eight lots of ore were shipped from the mine from Septem=
ber 30, 1992 through May 28, 1993, with net proceeds of $6,690036,
from which $247.67 was due and paid the Government in royalties.
Jointly purchased equipment charged to the project was determLnsd
by final audit ho have a salvage value of $1,859.20. By letter of
December 16e 1993, to the Field Team the Operator offered to buy
the Government* a equity in this equipment, and this offer was
accepted by the Recutive Officer in a letter to the Certifying
Officer, dated.March 22, 1994. In this letter the SEscutive Officer
waived the Governmentie interest in such supply items as track,
pipe, and similar items, which were under water in the mine and
whose salvage costs were estimated to be more than the items were
worth.


Exploitation Possibilities


There were no ore bodies outlined by the project. The
small, broken and discontinuous ore shoots and streaks might
warrant extraction at some future date, but only. if lead and sine
prices are fantastically higher than at the present timeo


As noted in the section on production, the eight car-
loads of ore shipped from the winse yielded average not proceeds
of $12.76 per ton, which did not pay general mining and develop-
ment coats. Conventional mining and milling practices cannot be
adapted to the lower grade rock that remains in scattered irrega-
lar pocketso
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Discussion of Conclusions


. The project work was performed in a workmanlike manner
and, for the most part, was capably supervised. There were some
setbacks due to heavy snows, snowelides, and a fire that destroyed
surface . buildings - and equipmento No unusual conditions were
encountered underground although practically all openings required
tidbero


The Snoose veins were found to be broad, intricately
braided and contorted shear sones in which the ore minerals .
cecurred as streaks, veinlete, small irregular masses and dio-
continuous lenses, and as fragmente in the gouge; all occurrences
have been .affected by faultingo Close inspection of almost any
section in the drifts revealed ore minerals but rarely in suffi=
cient amounto to warrant samplingo The veine in limestone showed
no increase.in ore minerals over those in argilliteo


The intensity of postomineral faulting in the Snoose
veine and the fact that this sheared condition may be expected
throughout the veins, both on strike and dip, makes thmunattrac~
tive for continued exploration; therefore, it is believed that
further Government participation in exploration of the Snoooo
veins is not warranted.

The following is a summarization of exploration work done.with
DMEA participation during the period of September 1951 through November
1953. Reference is made to progress map C-100, Novenber 1955.


September 1951


October 1951


Novenber 1951


Mine shaft and underground workings were dewatered
and general rehabilitation of same was completed.


The 200 NE X-cut was extended 117 feet.


The 200 NE X-cut was extended an additional 48 feet
so to expose the hanging wall structure more fully. ~>
Drifting was commenced on the footwall strudture and
a total of 77 feet of advance made. This was later
designated the 201 NW drift.


December 1951 94 feet of advance was made in the 201 NW drift.
Small amounts of Pb and Zn mineralization were exposed.


January 1952 Heavy snows and danger of snow slides made it impos-
sible to keep mine road open; as a result, work was
discontinued until spring. The mine workings were
allowed to flood.


April 1952 Nine road was cleared of snow and mine workings
dewatered. The following advances are for the first
part of January and the latter part of April; 75 £oot .
drifting .on footwall structure, 33 foot in the .202
N.W. drift and 42 foot in the 201 S.E. drift.


May 1952 The 201 NW drift was advanced 56 ft. and the 202 SE
drift was advanced 37 ft. At this point in the SE
drift a prominent SE structure was exposed apart from







the true footwall structure. 5 ft. of advance was
made along this structure and designated the 201 NW
drift.


June 1952 The 201 NW drift was advanced 104 ft. along the foot-
wall structure. Promising mineralization was exposed
in the latter 10 ft. of advance. Additional advances
of 11 and 27 ft. were made in the SE drift and 203 SE
drift. .


July 1952 The 201 NW footwall drift was extended 88 ft. and the
NE X-cut was advanced an additional 38 ft.


August 1952 145 ft. of drift advaace was made on the 200 ft level;
Advance was made mostly on the footwall vein and. one
small ore pocket was exposed in the 201 NW drift.
Ore varied in thickness from 0-1.7' and assgyed as
follows: Au 0.04, Ag 8.4, Pb 3.8, Zn 53.4.


September 1952 169 of drift advance was made on the 200 ft. level.
55 ft. of advance was along a prominent NW brake and
Mineralization zone. This was designated the 207 NW
drift. The balance of advælce for the month was along
the footwall vein. One shipment was made from the ore
saved in development headings, assaying Au .0325, Ag
7.605, Pb 2.8, Zn 8.775.


October 1952 64 drift and raise advance was made on the 200 ft.
level. 15 ft. of advance was in the form of a raise
and approved by DMA. Seven additional ft. were made
in the 207 NW drift. At this time DMA advised dis-
continuation of heading. The balance of advance for
the month was along the footwall vein. Underground
operation for the month was confined to the period of
the lst to 16th.


On the night of the 16th most of the surface instal-
lations were destroyed by fire. The gallows frame,
hoist house and most of mine timber was saved. Loss
in equipment and tools was complete except for the top
hoist and equipment in the mine. Immediately after the
fire, a new compressor was installed and construction
started on a combination compressor, shop and change-
room building. The building will be fireproof and
able to withstand saowslide due to its cement and cinder
block construction.


By the first of November, work was continued underground
and the 201 raise and 201 NW drift headings were being
advanced.







Novenber 1952 90 ft. of drift and raise advance was made on the
200 level. Operations for the month were on a one-
shift basis, which accounted partly for small footage


' recorded. Construction of new surface installations
was completed.


December 1952 100 ft. of drift and raise advance was made on the
200 level. 85 ft. advance in raise and brake through
to the 100 ft. level was accomplished. Completion of
raise proved that we were farther in the footwall on
the 200 level than as developed on the 100 ft. level.
Balance of advance for the month was along footwall
in the 201 NW drift. The 201 winze station was cut
and preparations made to commence sinking. Considerable
fair grade ore was exposed during operation. Heavy
snows hindered operations near the end of the month;
however, the purchase of a Tucker Sno-Cat by the
company made it possible to continue work at the mine.


January 1955 The winze program was contined. No exploration work
with DMEA participation was done during this period.

May 1953 Winze developnent was discontinued in order to under- .
take a diamond drill program with DMA participation.
Three diamond drill stations were cut and timbered and
300 ft. of drillhole completed. 25 ft. of raise was
driven in back of winze station and a small high grade
ore pocket exposed. Also, preparations were made to
commence drifting West into the footwall on the 100
ft. level. One shipment was made from ore mined in
raise back of winze station assaying Au .060, Ag 15.795,
Pb 6.525 and Zn 11.61.

June 1953 Diamond drill project continued and 650 ft. of drill
hole advoice was made.

This interia inspection was made Wednesday and Thursday,
Novenber 11 and 12, 1953. A general discussion of the contract
status was held with Art Jensen, president, and L. W. Moore,
accountant, of the company. The underground inspection was made in the
company of Harry Poller, company engineer.


The total amended contract units completed are as follows:

Raising 174 feet (Sch. 175)

The above tabulation is the result of a review with Mr.
Foller of the Operator's monthly reports and a check against the
company engineerts map. It is mutn=lly acceptable by this Field Team
representative and Mr. Poller as a true resume of the actual project
exploration to date. It does not agree with total units as reported.
on the MF-lO4's, which were greater; however, gross errors were found,
in those forms as submitted by the Operator. It conforms closely to
the Field Team's interin reports sufficiently to be considered as in
agreenent during each interia, and with the totals to date.


The advance during the interim, October 10 to November 12,
was 145 feet of drifting in the 207 NW drift. The advance was partially
timbered; 11 drift sets back lagged. .Drifting has been stopped and the
total length from the main 200 crosscut is 494 feet, and from the last .
measure point, USBM #292 © 244 feet, plus 250 feet. The October voucher
has not been received and.the funds unexpended are Š26,329.57, before
auditing the September voucher which is being withheld because of possible
contract termination. The contract termination date as amended is not .
later than April 1, 1954.







The geology in the 207 NW drift, from USBM #292 | 130 feet
to the face, is very unfavorable. The structure is tight and the
mineralization practically nil. A few quartz lenses with minor zihe,
mineralization were opened.


All contract activity is suspended because of probable contract
termination, and the company has stopped all work on the 200 level in .
preparation of deepening the 200 winze toward the 400 level. .


The discussion with Messrs. Jensen and Moore related to the
Government's request for a mutual termination of the contract, based
mainly on exhaustion of geological targets and no ore discoveryl The
Operator proposes to submit a letter to the Field Team requesting that
the termination be held in abeyance until the company work deepens the /
200 winze which they believe will present favorable geological targets. .
A similar situation occurred in the period February to June 1953, when
the company sank the winze from the 200 level to its present depth,
without Government participation. The purpose of the contemplated,
proposal for the advantage of the Operator is obvious. The advantage
to the Government is the possibility of deternining new geological
targets with possible ore discovery and certification of discovery.
The Government would be under no obligation to resume the exploration.
An examination by the .Field Team representative of the winze below its .
present depth would be made prior to the amended termination date, "not .
later than April 1, 1954,n to determine the possibility of new geological
targets.

MMORANDUM

Subject: Inspection Snoose Mine, Blaine County, Idaho, Docket No.
DMEA-211 (zinc), Contract Idm-E120. . .


The Snoose mine was examined on October 16 - 16, 1993. Time
spent at the mine was devoted to mapping the geology of project work
completed since July 1993. During part of the examination, the writer
was assisted by Mr. Harry Pollar, engineer for the Operator. Following
the examination, some time was spent with Mr. Pollar and Mr. Jensen,
president of the Snoose Mining Company, during which we discussed the
results of work accomplished to date and the feasibility of continuing
the project. .


Since July 1993, all work at the Snoose mine has been done
in the 207 NW drift and in various workings driven off that drift.
The purpose of these workings has been to further test the mineraliza-
tion exposed in the No. 3 Diamond Drill Hole. To accomplish this
task, the 207 NW drift was turned more to the northwest from its
original northern bearing and advanced about 100 feet at which point a
strong, sparsely mineralized structure was encountered, which appears
to have split off the Footwall structure (see attached map). The drift
was then turned to follow this structure,.hereafter to be refgrred to
as the Hanging Wall structure. In addition to this drift, a short
crosscut was extended in a westerly direction off the 207 NW drift to
come beneath the ore intersected in the No. 3 DD Hole, and the short .
202 raise and intermediate level was driven off.the crosscut to.inter-
sect this ore (see accompanying cross section through No. 3 DO Hole).
After the Hanging Wall structure had been followed by the 207,NW drift
for about h¾ feet, a crosscut was turned to the northeast to extend
under the No. 3 DD Hole. The short 203 raise was driven off this cross-
cut to also intersect ore found in the No. 3 DD Hole.


The 207 NW drift was continued on the Hanging Wall structure
at the same time the northeast crosscut was being driven. The 20h
raise was extended one set above the drift from a point about 69 feet
northwest of the junction of the 207 NW drift and the northeast crosscut.
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Where intersected in the 207 NW drift, the Hanging Wall
structure is essentially a strong, braided shear zone.whose aggregate
thickness is unknown but which is probably in excess of 15 feet. Of
this width, the top 1 to 2 feet is a gouge zone in which are drag
fragments of cambed sphalerite and galena. Also in this zone, imme-
diately underneath the hanging wall, is a discontinuous veinlet of
quartz and calcite ranging fram half an inch to one inch in thickness
in which is pyrite with high-grade sphalerite and galena. The Operator
reports that drift samples from the Hanging Wall structure essay 0.08 (
oz. Au, 3.4 oz. Ag, 2.5 percent Pb, and 2.6 percent Zn, although it is
believed that if the narrow hanging wall veinlet were excluded, the
assays.would be much lowers The general appearance of this structure
is that of a tight pre-mineral fault that has been very sparsely miner-
alized along the hanging wall, but which has also been a structure of
intense post-mineral shearing. The Hanging Wall structure should show
in the 200 NE crosscut but does not, thus, it evidently merges with the
Footwall structure at some point not exposed by present mine workings.


As the Hanging Wall structure did not appear to project into
the area that had shown ore in the No. 3 DD Hole, a short crosscut was
extended beyond the 207 NW drift and the 202.raise and a short inter-
mediate was driven off this crosscut. The raise and intermediate show
that the No. 3 DD Hole intersected a flat-dipping vein, ranging up to
3 feet in thickness, the bottom 1 to 1.9 feet of which contained
scattered ore comprised chiefly of sphalerite. A sample taken across
a 1.$-foot width of this flat vein was lost, but it is estimated that
the vein, where sampled, would assay about 5 percent combined lead-zinc.
The flat vein is very sharphy cut off by the Hanging Wall structure
(see accompanying cross section). The angle of intersection of the drill
hole and the narrow, flat vein etidently accounts for the length of
mineralized core taken from the No. 3 DD Hole in the interval between
106 and 125 feet. .. .


The 203 raise, driven off the northeast crosscut, was intended
to explore.that section where mineralized core was taken from the No. 3
Diamond Drill Hole in the interval between 165 and 180 feet. This raise
was believed to be necessary as no ore was intersected anywhere in the
northeast crosscut, other than traces of sphalerite along some small
faults and as no structure was encountered that would project to the
drill hole intersection. The first 20 feet of the 203 raise was in
barren, blocky limestone. .At the 20-foot point, a flat fault was inter-
sected above which was a small, irregular, replacement ore pod composed
chiefly of sphalerite but with some galena. This pod pinches out at the
northeast side of the raise and appears to pinch out in the back of the
raise about 10 feet above the flat fault. The attitude of the pod is
indistinct, but it is assened that it extends upward to the drill hole
intersection. A muck pile sample from the raise assayed 0.02 oz. Au,
2.0 oz. Ag, 2.0 percent Pb, and 5.7 percent Zn. The pod was so dis-
couraging in size and grade that no attempt was made by the Operator to
extend the raise beyond the point where the ore appears to pinch out.
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The 207 MŒ drift had been extended about 179 feet northwest
from the northeast crosscut, following the Hanging Wall structure, as
of the time of the examination. Throughout. this distance, there are
traces of sphalerite and galena in the fault gouge, and occasionally
some small sphalerite-galena veinlets along the hanging wall. At a
point about 70 feet northwest of the northeast crosscut, the drift en-
countered a lense of ore that pinched to a stringer at breast level but
widened at the back. The 20h raise was consequently driven on this ore;
however, the pod rapidly pinched in the back one set above the drift and
further raising was abandoned. 2b the northwest, the strike length of
the lense was tested by two $-foot holes in the northern wall, the wes-
ternmost of which gave negative results. Total strike length of the ,
lense is therefore believed to be no more than 30,feet and the dip length
about 10 feet. The lense is bounded on both hanging wall and footwall
by faults and, as such, gives the impression of merely being a pod of
ore that has not been as completely crushed by post-mineral fault move-
ment as has other ore in the Hanging Wall structure. At the time of the
examination, the face of the 207 NW drift was essentially fault gouge and
crushed linestone with little evidence of lead-zinc mineralization. It
has been reported since that a few feet beyond the point where the face
was on October 16, the Hanging Wall structure had become so tight and
barren that the Operator intended to cease further drifting.


DMEA exploration at the Snoose mine was predicated on the
premise taat the strong Snoose structures - Footwall and Reed - should
intersect a limestone member of the Milligen,formation at or above the
proposed 400 level, and that intersections with these competent rocks
should be the loci of possible ore bodies. Both of the aforementioned,
structures had yielded ore in upper workings, but in these areas the
wall rock had been thin-bedded argillites that tended to form tight
impermeable gouge where faulted. The postulation of possible ore bodies
was based not only on conditions apparent at the Snoose but qpon condi-
tions generally prevalent in the Hailey district where most ore bodies
are found in more competent rocks.commonly underlain and overlain by the
impervious, pliant argillites. Croascutting and drifting on the 200
level of the Snoose exposed competent limestones at higher elevations than
had been anticipated, consequently, an extended program of drifting was
undertaken to test the stronger Footwall structure on this level. It
was reasoned by both DNEA examinérs and the Operator that such drifting
was warranted to further test that structure. This drifting, however,
exposed only a few stteaks and pods of crushed pre, at no place in the
200 Footwall drift was there ore found that had not been affected by
post-mineral strike and/or dip faulting. Subsequent crosscutting and
drifting on the 200 level has tested the Hanging Wall structure, which
may or may not be the Reed structure, but.which is in the same pattern as
the Footwall structure, and which is completely enclosed by limestone.
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During the later part of 1992, the Operator announced his
intentions of sinking a winze on the Footwall structure from the 200
level. He was informed by the Field Team that DMEA could not partici-
pate in such a sinking program as results acquired to that date did not
justify such work. This decision to not participate in sinking was
based on the fact that the Footwall structure was already in contact
with competent limestones and did not show evidence of commercial
lead-zinc mineralization, and that there was nothing indicating that
mineralization would increase in either amount or grade with depth.
We suggested instead that the hanging wall area be further tested by
drifting and/or crosscutting and that a diamond drilling program be
initiated to test both the hanging wall area and also parts of the Foot-
wall structure at depth. The Operator wa's informed that if this proposed
work yielded satisfactory results, DMEA would participate in deeper
level exploration. The Operator did not agree to this program, however,
obdurately insisted he would put the winze down with or without DMEA
assistance.


The winze was sunk about 160 feet below the 200 level on the
dip of the structure without DMEA assistance. A few feet below the 200
level, a pod of ore was encountered from which 446.708 dry tons of ore
were shipped as reported by Mr. V. Z. Johnson, U. S. Bureau of Fanes,
in his September 28, 1993, inspection report. This ppd was not extensive,
however, and quickly pinched out both on strike.and on dip. The remain-
der of the winze was discouraging and quite barren. The winze was not
mapped by DMFA examiners, but it has been reported that sinking was dis-
continued when either the dip of the structure reversed or else was cut
by a near vertical-dipping fault.


Following the sinking of the winze, the Operator agreed to a
diamond drilling program and the contract was therefore amended to allow
this work. A suggested drilling program was presented for the Operatorts
consideration which was generally accepted. Holes 1 and 2, drilled into
the hanging wall from the bottom of the winze,gave negative results.
Hole No. 3, drilled into the hanging wall from near the base of the 201
raise, yielded ore in two different sections of the core; drilling results
from the remaining holes, while encountering traces of ore in some sheared
zones, were not encouraging.


At the conclusion of the drilling program, the Operator re-
quested a contract amendment to allow crosscutting and drifting to further
test the ore exposed in the No. 3 DD Hole. This amendment was granted
and the completed work has been previously described in this report.
While the work was underway, it became necessary to extend the contract
beyond the 2-year limit to provide time to complete the project. The
additional work in the hanging wall area as alloted in Amendment No. 9
had been largely completed at the time of my examination on October 16
and 16.
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At the conclusion of my examination, I met with Mr. Jensen,
president of the Snoose Mining Company, to discuss results.of work
completed as of that date. Ft. Jensen is suffering from an acute lung
disease and is confined to his home. It is exhausting for him to walk
around the house and he must frequently inhale oxygen from an oxygen
tank equipped for that purpose to restore his strength. Because of his
ailment he is reported not to have been underground aè the Snoose mine
for more than a year. Mr. Jensen stated that he intended to crosscut
from the bottom of the 200-level winse to further test the Hanging Wall
structure. He also announced his intentions of continuing the winze.
to a lower level and to explore on that level. He stated that he héped
DMEA would participate in that work as it was called for in the contract,
and as he believed it was the Government's intent to participate in such
work. Mr. Jensen said that he believed the ore found on the 200 level
in both the.Hanging Wall structure and in the winze was sufficient to
justify further exploration and that he'believed the mine could not be
considered as being adequately tested until this work was done. He
likened the Snoose to the Triumph mine where he had been manager for 19
years and pointed out that,the Triumph ore body increased in size and
grade with depth. In summation, Mr. Jensen pointed out that the future
of the Hailey district depended upon the success of the Snoose mine and
he inferred that DMEA was obligated to continue participation in the
project.


. A review of all work completed to date at the Snoose mine leads
the writer to believe that further arploration of that mine by the Opera-
tor with or without LMEA participation is not justified. From the upper-
most level above the .collar of the shaft to the bottom of the 200-level
winze, the Snoose structures have been explored throughout a vertical
range of h60 feet. By counting the highest outcrop above the uppermost
level, this vertical range would be increased to around 600 feet. In
strike length, the structures have been tested on six levels throughout
a distance of around 1,700 feet. The location of the older workings,
with respect to the shaft, is shown on the attached rap. Comparison
of this map with the nap of DMEA project work will show the rather exten-
sive area that has been tested by mine workings. In all of this area,
ore found in Snoose structures has had similar characteristics, i. e.,
it has been low in grade, predominantly sphalerite, in small discontin-
uous ore bodies, and badly crushed by post-mineral faulting. The orig-
inal objective of the DMEA project, to test the Snoose structures in
underlying competent limestones, has been achieved but with discouraging
results. Ore found in the limestone has been as discontinuous as ore
found in argillite and there is no evidence indicating that either the
size of the ore bodies or the grade will increase either along the strike
or at greater depths. It is believed that all possible targets have re-
ceived an adequate test.and that further exploration must be based on
sheer optimism and not on fact. In short, it is believed that further
exploration either along the strike or in depth will be as discouraging
as work completed. As there are no remaining known targets at the Snoose
mine that warrant exploration, it is recommended that DMEA participation
at that mine be terminated.







Uþon the writeris return to the Spokane office, a Field Team
letter dated October 27 was sent to Mr. Jensen requesting his comments
on termination of the contract by mutual.agreement. This letter has
been unanswered to date and it is assumed that Mr. Jensents opinion of
this proposal is reflected by his failure to answer. It is almost
certain that he will be emphatically opposed to any termination of the
contract short of complete expenditure of contract funds. Mr. Jensen
has a dying man's optimism in the Snoose mine and as he raises the com-
pany's share of.project costs by the sale of stock, any withdrawal of
Government participation will be looked on as adversely affecting the
sale of such stock and most certainly will be vigorously contested.
It is extremely likely that Ef. Jensen will exert every force at his
disposal to keep DNEA in participation until contract funds are expen-
ded. It must be realized that termination negotiations could seriously
affect Mr. Jensents health; however, it is my belief that a decision
must be made sooner or later to abandon the Snoose mine, and unfortunate
as it may be to Mr. Jensen's and other Snoose stockholders' interests,
it would be to the Government's advantage to terminate at this time
and not append further funds in a program that has become devoid of a
worthwhile exploration target.


It is recommended that approval be obtained from the Operating
Committee to terminate the contract by mutual agreement. However, the
Operating Committee should be immediately advised that the.Operator
will undonbtedly not enter into such an agreement and, therefore, approv-
al should be obtained to terminate because of the improbability of making
a worthwhile discovery. No Certificate of Discovery should be issued
to the Operator for work done at the Snoose.project.

approximately 1611 feet (sch 1650). Since the scheduled estimate of
1650 feet has been nearly reached it will be necessary to consider an
amendment for additional footage to permit the contract to continue.


The operator has vouchered payment for 41 feet of cross-
cutting Œuring September. The crosscutting is located from two blind
raises from the 200 level and should be classified as sub-level explora-
tion and payment cannot be allowed because the project terms only permit
drifting and crosscutting on the 200 level.


The geology revealed by the advance in the 207 NW drift
structure and the sub-level approximately .35 feet above the 207 W
drift indicates a sporadic and weak mineralization of low-grade values.


It is recommended by the writer that a geologic re-evaluation
be made before an amendment for additional work is considered.

The inspection was made on September 9, 1953 in company
with Mr. Harry Pollar, the Operator's engineer.


The 207 W drift had advanced 205 feet, the 9° NE crosscut
had advanced 127 feet, and 31 feet of diamond dri ll i ng had been
completed since the inspection of July 3, 1953. In addition to the
above, about 25-1/2 feet of drifting was done to the southwest from
155 feet in 207 m drift.


Timber was required through the entire drift advance for
about Ax8-ft. cross section. The crosscut was untimbered - 6 ft.
cross section.


USBM tag #292 was placed as a measuring point at 244 feet
in 207 W drift.


Hole No. 6 was completed during the period for a total
depth of 222 feet as shown on the attached sketch.

The two-year time limit on the Snoose contract expires
August 21, 1953, although as of that date project work will not be
completed. Failure to complete the contract in the specified time
limit is due largely to two causes:


1. Heavy snows during the winter 1951-52 that forced suspension
of work for a period of several months.


2. Sinking of a winze during the winter 1952-53, which was to be
part of the proposed project work, but which could not be
justified by the Field Team and hence was not participated in
by DMEA. Winze sinking was continued for several months
during which no DMEA exploration was conducted. In May 1953,
a diamond drilling program, previously proposed by the Field
Team, was undertaken in which DMEA participated.


Of the six diamond drill holes recently completed, five
intersected the strong Reed structure or its associated structures and
at these points of intersection found minor amounts of mineralization.
One hole contained mineralization more or less continuously from 105 to
196 feet, with the interval from 174.5 feet to 196 feet showing ore
assaying .02 oz. An, 1.4 oz. Ag, 1.15¾ Pb and 4.3¾ Zn. This grade of
ore is not high but is the best found to date in the mine. Furthermore,
the ore seems to be of a replacement type and could be a substantial ore
body. t


To further explore the ore found by drilling, we are amending
the contract to allow sufficient crosscutting and drifting for this
purpose. However, as the time limit has expired, it will be necessary

to extend the contract to complete the work. It is therefore recommended
that an amendment signed by the Administrator be prepared to extend the
contract completion date from August 21, 1953, to April 1, 1953. This
extension of eight months is probably more than is needed to do the

The inspection was made July 3, 1953 with Mr. Harry Pollar,
the Operator's engineer.


The third drill station and about 800 feet of diamond drill-
ing had been completeŒ since the inspection of May 28, 1953. Also during
the period 207 N. W. drift had advanced 44 feet after diamond drill holes
1, 2, and 3 had encountered mineralization which made the advance feasible.
The drift requires timbers and is about 8 x 8 foot cross section. Diamond
drilling was started at the NX size and AX size has constituted most of
the footage drilled. Total co.ntract units completed to date are as follows:


Drifting 948.5 ft.
Crosscutting 230 "
Raising 135 "
Diamond drilling 1000 "


Actual totals are greater than the above because of advances at the
Operator's own expense.


Diamond drill hole No. 4 which was drilled nearly due north from
about 56 feet in 207 N. W. drift for 159 feet at plus 5 degrees, did not
encounter any ore zones but there are zones of broken limestone, calcite
quartz and sulfides that indicate the hanging wall on Reed structure to be
from 120'to 145/north of the 207 N. W. drift.


The station for dimmond drill hole No. 6 is at 140 feet in 202
S. E. drift from which the hole was drilled N. 75° E at plus 10 degrees.


Diamond drill hole No. 6 had not been completed and the cores for
both No. 5 and No. 6 were not available for logging. A flow of water had been
encountered in No. 6 and the driller reported that there was no apparent ore
in either core.







The Operator had removed a large portion of the core from 166
to 195 feet in diamond drill hole No. 3 to be assayed with the sludge
to give a representative analysis of that zone. The 207 N. W. drift
follows two N. 30° - 40° striking fractures that are about ) feet apart
with NE 80 degree dip. The fractures have been slightly displaced by
faulting at about 66 feet and at 102 feet. There are a few patches of
galena and sphalerite along joints and bedding between these fracture
planes and each forms a wall along which there is gouge, quartz, calcite
and sulphides. Samples VJ 16-27 and 28 were taken from 207 N. W. drift
as indicated on attached sketch.


It is recommended that the contract be amended to allow
additional units of crosscut and drift on the 200 level. The workman-
ship is satisfactory and core recovery is about 60 percent. The May
costs for drilling 300 feet averaged about $10.27 per foot which
includes moving in and three drill stations which will make it possible
to have a lower average cost for the contracted 1,000 feet now drilled.

58° inclination, had a total depth of 159 feet. Dionond drill hole
No. 2 was collared at about the same location and had been drilled about
41 feet, N. 27° E. at plus 5°, the probably length will be about 160
feet.

Core recovery overall is about 40% for the first hole but the
sludge was also saved to supplement an adequate study of the structure.
Diamond drilling costs alone, $4.90 per foot, are reasonable but servicing
and timbering of stations will probably make the total costs per foot
about $9.00.

The Operator requested participation in about 150 - 200 feet
of downward inclined -40° - 45° drilling northwest from the winze bottom
into the footwall to determine the location and nature of the footwall
as well as the probable downward rake of the oreshoot on which the winze
was started.

N. 6 E. The bottom was in argillite without indication of ore miner-
alization.


Sinking operations were in progress at the time of examination,
and the bottom of the winze was full of blasted rock. Enough water was
coming in to require frequent but not continual pubping with a small
"whirly". The winze is about 7xß feet in cross-section with sets on
5-foot centers. Workmanship is good and costs have been low. Mr. Pollar
has done a very commendable job of directing this operation.


The Operator has requested that the winze be included under
the DMEA contract. It was started on a sphalerite showing which is
the best that has been found under contract and subsequent company
wholly financed operations. This showing and ore developments in and
from the winze have been fully described by Kiilsgaard, USGS, in his
examination report to the Field Team dated April 3. Three samples
taken by Johnson, USEM, at and near the winze collar and their assays
are noted on attached sketch map. The ore seems to follow a'strand
branching from the footwall structure into the hanging wall and leaves
the winze about 40 feet down from the collar. A doghole stope follows
the ore into the hanging wall but the width narrows to about half a
foot in a distance of about 60 feet from the winze collar. The ore







O O


shoot is about 15 feet in strike length and appears to follow a
tension fracture joining the foot and hanging wall structures but
not extending further into the hanging wall. Mr. Pollar reported .
that about 220 tons of zine ore had been mined and shipped from the
stope but settlement records were not available.


In arriving at a fair judgment as to whether to allow the
winzing under the current contract, it is necessary to review the
original objectives of the DMEA project. The general intent was to
explore two parallel veins containing ore mineralization in shallow
workings, and particularly to direct the work towards targets where
these veins were projected to cut a limestone member considered to
be a favorable ore host rock. After the Snoose shaft was rehabili-
tated to the 200 level, the crosscut was extended 230 feet northeast
on this level, crossing both the "A" and "B", or Reed, structures,
and then the heavily sheared "A" structure was followed 250 feet to


the southeast and about 625 feet to the northwest with only occasional
fragments and brecciated thin seams of sphalerite having the appear-
ance of drag ore. The 201 raise followed one footwall seam upward but
did not demonstrate any continuity, this raise 135 feet to the 100
level also had a ventilation purpose. A short doghole raise across
the bedding at this point on the 200 level did not find mineralization
on the hanging wall of structure "A".


Practically all of the drifting on the 200 level has been
in argillite. The original objective of exploring for ore in the
limestone thus has not been tested to any extent. Whereas the
Operator favored sinking the 201 winze on the favorable ore'showing
on the 200 level, the representatives of the Field Team at that time
were not in agreement that this would be the best thing to do. Mr.
Kiilsgaard suggested drifting to the northwest on the Reed structure
which is in limestone, and drilling to cut the "A" structure below
the 200 level.


Officials of the Snoose Mining Co. were unable to come to
an agreement on Kiilsgaardis plan and instructed Mr. Pollar to proceed
with the winze. .Now the winze is down far enough that the proposed
diamond drilling probably would not give very much additional information.


In fairness to the Operator it must be admitted that there
were uncertainties in connection-with the proposed diamond drilling.
The "A" structure is so highly sheared that core samples could not be
recovered from it. Sludge samples always leave an uncertainty as to
interpretation. For the small amount of drilling involved a contractor
would have been attracted to perform the job only at a relatively high
cost. It is guessed that the BX drilling which should have been spec-
ified for this job would cost as much as $10 or $11 per foot.


2
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The original objective of testing one or both of the
structures in limestone still remains to be accomplished. Mr.
Pollar thinks that the 200 NE crosscut intersection of the Reed
structure is not particularly encouraging and that, in fact, this
structure may be a branching fracture without much continuity to
the northwest. This might be determined by a short hole drilled
from the end of the crosscut about 125 feet due west to probe for
this structure at that location.


As a further program about the only thing that can be
recommended is one or two diamond drill holes drilled from the
bottom of the winze to the north and northeast to cut the Reed
structure at depth. These holes would be about 300 feet long to
reach the objective but might have to be drilled as much as 500 feet
to get into the hanging wall of the structure. The holes will probe
the structure on the rake projection of the ore found in higher
workings on the Reed structure.


It is recommended that this proposal for a total of 1150
feet of AX.diamond drilling, including the short hole from the end
of the 200 NE crosscut, at an estimated cost of $6.50 per foot or a
total of about $7,500 be submitted to the Operator as an aaditional
stage of the contract in which the Government will participate, with
the understanding that any encouraging ore mineralization found in
the Reed structure will be the basis for a recommendation of addi-
tional Government participation in drifting on that structure or
crosscutting from the bottom of the winze.


If the Operator refuses this plan it is recommended that
the project be terminated without Government participation in the
cost of the 201 winze because there is little probability for a
significant ore discovery.

Reference is made to your letter of March 23, 1953, and to
the various questions raised concerning Amendment No. 7 of the sub,ject
contract.


We regret that this amendment has caused confusion to various
staff members of DMEA. We had thought the amendment itself and attached
,justification covered the problem adequately. Most of the questions
raised in your letter have already been answered, we believe, in the
field engineer's routine inspection reports and in the Operator's monthly
reports. We particularly refer you to the Operator's monthly report for
October 1952 which states that rehabilitation began immediately after the
fire and that exploration was resumed with little loss of time . We also
call your attention to V. Z. Johnson's inspection report dated December 16,
1952, which lists all equipment destroyed or damaged by the fire. We
note, however, that we did not state that the property was not covered by
insurance.


The following are specific answers to the questions asked in
your letter of March 23, 1953.


1. The company states that the Snoose property was not covered
by fire insurance and that no insurance was collected for fire anmnge.


2. The fire is believed to have originated in the compressor
house and to have been caused either from slippage of a V-belt or from
defective wiring. The fire broke out in that interval after the day shift
had left and before the night shift had arrived, thus no one was present
when the fire started. The fire was discovered by Mr. Harry Pollar, mine
engineer, who went to the mine before the night shift, presumably to check
the pump. Pollar immediately started combating the blaze and was assisted







by other crew members as they arrived. They could not save some of the
surface buildings but did save the Gallows-frame and hoist house.
Inasmuch as no one was present when the fire started, and as the fire
completely destroyed the building in which the fire started, cause of
the fire can only be surmised. As far as we can determine there is no
basis for believing the fire was due to negligence on the part of the
Operator.


3. The equipment that was anm"Œed or destroyed is itemized in
Mr. V. Z. Johnson's routine inspection report of December 16, 1952.


4. In preparing the amendment, the only prorating of costs
was for the buildings erected to replace those that had burned. The
original buildings (3 small-sized wooden structures) were on the property
when the contract started. These buildings were never formally evaluated
but were estimated to be worth about $1, 000. Therefore when the Snoose
Company replaced these buildings with a more durable and fireproof pumice-
block building, which they stated cost them $3,000, we reasoned that
although a surface building was necessary the Government should only
participate in an amount commensurate with the estimated value of the
original buildings, hence the $1,000.


An amount of $500 was allowed for equipment repairs, and
replacement of small tools was allowed in the amendment. This figure
was difficult to establish as it is not known exactly what equipment
repair costs would amount to or what amount of small tools would be
purchased; however, $500 was deemed reasonable in view of the items lost
or ammaged (see Johnson's report of December 16).


Labor costs used in plant repair and clean-up were, of
course, necessary as that work had to be done before contract work could
continue.


5. Depreciation for equipment used during the idle period
was allowed to cover those items of equipment used in plant maintenance
and mine rehabilitation. These included the pump, hoist, and compressor,
all of which were items that had to be maintained if the exploration were
to continue. The compressor, although destroyed in the fire, was replaced
on the day following the fire by a new compressor of smaller size but for
which the original depreciation allowance was deemed appropriate, therefore,
depreciation was continued without interruption. The exploration project
was only briefly suspended as the crew was able to resume work within a
day or two following the fire. Under these circumstances, the instructions
in DMEA Circular 19, Supplement No. 1, seemed to apply, namely that
depreciation should be continued unbroken as long as the need existed.


We did not think it was necessary to request additional funds
inasmuch as there is a possibility that the contract may be terminated
before completion. If this is the case existing funds will be more than
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sufficient. In the event the contract is continued more funds can be
requested provided this is necessary. We expect that following the next
inspection of the property we will know whether the contract is to be
terminated short of completion or carried through to its end.


We trust that the foregoing will clarify the questions in your
mind regarding Amendment No . 7.

Subject: Routine examination of Snoose mine, Blaine County, Idaho,
Contract Idm-El20, Docket No. DMA-•211 (Zinc).


I examined the Snoose mine on March 12, 1953, accompanied by
Mr. Val Freeman, U. S. Geological Survey, and Mr. Harry Pollar, mine
engineer for the Operator.


The examination centered about the winze put down by the
Operator from a point 20 feet west of station 214 in the 201 NW drift.
No mapping was done in the winze as the crew was busy mucking out a
round and any work we might have done would have hindered their efforts.


The 2OO-level winze has been the subject of considerable
discussion between the Operator and DMB|A field examiners. The Operator
has favored sinking the winze, whereas field eynminers have held that
exploration findings on the 200 level have not warranted such a winze
and that a diamond drilling program should be initiated from the 200
level to test the Footwall structure at depth to determine whether a
winze was warranted. The Operator promised to present a drilling plan
suggested by field eynminers to company directors and submit their
decision to the Field Team; however, in the meantime the company started
sinking the winze on their own account.


The winze was started on a narrow 4- to 12-inch stringer of
crushed sinc ore near the footwall of the Footwall shear zone. About
12 feet below track level the crushed streak widened to about 4 feet
of crushed, low-grade ore. Mr. Pollar reported that this crushed ore
varied in width but was followed down for about 40 feet before the ore
went into the winze hanging wall. At that point a round was shot into
the hanging wall which exposed ore that was not crushed but was in
place. A small stope was subsequently put into the winze hanging wall
following the ore . We were able to get to the bottom of this stope,
at a point about 40 feet down the winze, where the ore was seen to be
about 18 inches wide but narrowing to about 6 inches on the north end.
The shoot has a strike length of about 15 feet . No samples were taken
but the grade was estimated at about 7 percent Pb, and 7 to 10 percent
Zn; it is reported to contain about 8 ounces of silver per ton. This
is the best grade of ore and the first seen in the Snoose mine by the
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writer that has not been crushed and broken by post-mineral faulting.
Mr. Pollar reported that 5 cars had been shipped from the winze and
stope . Shipment records were not obtained although we were informed
that some of the shipments were low in grade.


An unusual feature of the ore was that it was striking almost
due north and appeared to be extending across the Footwall structure
from foot to hanging wall, although the ore had not been followed to the
hanging wall. This ore trend was discussed with Mr. Pollar who was of
the opinion that the ore would extend through the hanging wall and that
if it encountered limestone beyond the hanging wall the ore could enlarge
into an appreciable ore body. The writer's opinion on this observation
was that extension of the ore into the hanging wall would be unusual for
the Snoose mine, in that prior exploration had never encountered such a
condition and that further exploration would be required before such an
opinion could be justified. If the ore does not penetrate the hanging
wall, but merely occurs as a mineralized tension fracture extending
from foot to hanging wall, as is more probably the case, the ore shoot
will be small and will not be worth mining.


The bottom of the winze was about 100 feet, inclined at about
30 degrees, below the 200 level. Below the 40-foot point, the winze
appears to be in a barren shear zone, although there was the possibility
of the ore shoot continuing downward in the winze hanging wall northwest
of the winze.


The email stub-raise into the hanging wall, off the 201 raise,
was also examined. This stub-raise completely penetrated the Footwall
shear zone and extended into the limestone hanging wall. No ore was
encountered in this raise.


Following the examination the writer met with Mr. L. W. Moore,
a company official, in Boise, Idaho, to determine whether company officials
had arrived at any decision regarding proposed exploration. Mr. Moore
said they had been unable to obtain a quorum at two previous meetings but
that another meeting would be held during the coming week. He said they
would immediately inform the Field Team of any decisions made at that
meeting.


The long delay in awaiting a decision from Snoose officials,
and the fact that the winze has now encountered ore below the 200 level,
has created a complicated situation with regard to continued project
exploration. The winze is now down so far that proposed diamond drilling
from the 200 level would not be an informative as it would have been had
no winze been sunk. Moreover, the ore exposed in the winze, which is
more encouraging than any ore found in more than 1000 feet of drifting
and crosscutting on the 200 level, would make it difficult to terminate
the contract because of geologic unfeasibility, even though, in the
writer's mind, the ore willbe of little value.
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It is recommended that 1-diately upon receipt of information
from Snoose officials, the Field Team decide whether DMBA should continue
participation in the project. Unless the Operator presents a sound and
logical plan of exploration, the Government should terminate participation
in the contract.

20 from the Acting Executive Officer, Region II, to the
Chairman of the Operating Committee, to which is attached
Amendment No. 7, which was submitted to this office on a
reference altp dated March 2.


The amendment has already been executed by the
parties and la in effect.


I have refrained from surnaming this amendment in
the margin, because I think it may present difficulties with
respect to accounting and auditing, and because I would like
to have these con-ents in the record with regard to its
substance.


The purpose of the amendment is to allow as costs

aurface buildi¤gs and stores and . , . equipment " from "fire


originating in compressor room." The buì1dings apparently
were already in existence on the property and were being
furnished by the Operator without cost, but the unspecified
equipment was either þurchased or furnished by the Operator
on a depreciation basis .

The subject invoice has been reviewed by the inspecting
engineer and the certifying officer, but payment has had to be
withheld pending receipt of Amendment No. 7 to be executed by your
company. Certain costs of repair of fire damage which were pro-
vided for in the amendment were claimed in the invoice and therefore
cannot be paid before the executed document is received here. This
amendment was mailed to Mr. Jensen at the above addres# on Jan. 15,
1953. It should be signed and returned as soon as possible so that
processing of the invoice can be completed and payment made.


It is noted that some costs have been claimed in the invoice
which appear to be chargeable to winsing or preparation for winsing.
The costs of wiring for the hoist, purchase of a sump pump, timber
bought for the winze, purchase and installation of fan and vent pipe,
etc., are costa of winsing which cannot be allowed as long as the
Government is not participating in the w1nse. Inaamuch as these
items will be deleted by the certifying officer, a revised invoice
will not be required.

I examined the Snoose mine on December 18 and 19, 1952,
accompanied by Mr. G. W. Fuller, U. S. Geological Survey, and Mr. Harry
Pollar, engineer for the Operator.


The No. 202 S.E. Drift had advanced 49 feet beyond the point
that marked the face as of my last visit in September, and was 198 feet
beyond USBM spad No. 23, the last known marker point in the drift.
Advance of the drift had disclosed heavy sheared ground devoid of
mineralization. It was pointed out to Mr. Pollar that although the
drift was still about 150 feet from coming into the projected position
of the ore shoot mined in the Reed tunnel, it would perhaps be to the
Operator's advantage to expend his exploration funds in a more favorable
heading.


The 201 W Drift had been extended 5'( feet since my previous
visit. . This advance has followed the footwall strand of the Footvall
shear zone and has shown a sharp change in attitude of the showing in
which the dip has flattened and the strike swing more to the west. The
structure is barren except for a smal l 1--inch band of sphalerite that
extends for about 10 inches along the footvall. Mr. Pollar stated that '
as the allowable footage of drifting on the 200 level was about expended,
he did not see reason for further advance of the 201 W Drift.. I concurred
with his reasoning.


The 201 Raise had been advanced about 100 feet above the
201 W Drift. The raise was mapped (see accompanying map and section)
and was .found to be driven on the footwall strand of the shear zone.
The hanging wall strand, which was the ore-bearer above the 100 level,
lies 10 to 15 feet above the footvall strand. It was therefore suggested
to Mr. Pollar that as raising had failed to disclose ore it would be
sound exploration to put some long holes into the back of the raise to
test the hanging wall strands. Mr. Pollar agreed to do this.







Mr. Pollar stated that the Snoose Mining Company was anxious
to sink a winze on the Footwall structure for a distance of at least
200 feet. He was advised that although such winzing was allowable in
the contract there was no reason to believe such a winze was warranted
inasmuch as almost 1,000 feet of drifting on the footvall structure
had failed to disclose commercial ore. Furthermore, he was informed
that winzing should preferably be preceded by diamond drilling from the
200 NE crosscut, which should determine where the Footwall structure
warranted such winzing. Mr. Pollar stated that the company intended to
winze whether the Government participated or not, and that they had
already started cutting the winze station. At the conclusion of the
discussion I informed Mr. Pollar that it would be advantageous for
either himself or a company representative to meet with the Field Team
and discuss further exploration.


In January Mr. Moore of the Snoose Mining Company met with the
Field Team, to discuss further exploration. He stated that the company
had started winzing and requested the Government to share in winzing
expenses. He was informed that drifting on the 200 level of the
Footwall structure had failed to disclose commercial ore and that
winzing below the 200 level did not appear justified. Furthermore,
Mr. Moore was informed that no drifting had been done on the Reed
structure, on the 200 level, as suggested in the contract, and that the
Reed structure appeared equally as strong as the Footwall structure and
warranted exploration. He was also informed that if the Operator would
agree to 100 feet of drifting to the northwest on the Reed structure
and from this drift drill at least three diamond drill holes to the
Footwall structure, the intersections to be made below the 200 level, y
the Government would consider participation in the winzing program. |
Mr. Moore agreed to submit this proposal to company officials and advise
the Field Team of their decision. To date, this decision has not been
made .known. to the Field Team. .

The inspection was made on January 29, 1953 in company with
Mr. Harry Poller, engineer.


There has been no project activity since the previous inspection
of January 10, 1953. It seemed advisable to sample some faces that prob-
ably may not be advanced further under the contract. While sampling, it
was possible to check total advances as well as the Operatorrs winze from
the 200 level just west of survey station #214.


Participation to date has not been sanctioned in this winze
which has been advanced 15 feet in about 7 x 8 foot cross section. The
broken argillite requires timbering which will consist of 7 foot caps
at 5 foot centers with posts about 6 feet long but varied to suit the
vein width. The participation purchased electric hoist is installed for
the winze on the first floor over 201 NW drift.


Mr. Poller requested that the project be recessed while company
share holders were consulted regarding expenses to follow the exploratory
program outlined to Mr. Moore by the Field Team during the January meeting.


The writer recommended that a written request to recess be
addressed to the Field Team. The subject of reimbursement to the , /
Government for jointly purchased equipment used for other than project
work was not mentioned; but should be the subject of a letter to the
Operator in the near future.


Total units completed to date and accepted for payment are in
some headings less than the total advanced as the Operator in instances
advanced a couple of rounds on his own account. Total units accepted
on 104 forms are: raise - 125 feet., crossout - 230 feet, and drift - 922
feet.







Drift units in Step III remaining are 88 feet which would permit
advancing drift,202 SE,below a zone that was stoped over the No. 1 tunnel
where the level interval is about 200 feet.


Probable recess or termination of certain workings suggested the
sampling at faces now accessible and are as follows:

The Operatoris winze is in ore and sample No. VJ-5 was taken
across a four-foot width at about 15 feet inclined depth of 35°. A 4'
sample #VJ-2 from the second floor of the winze station assayed Pb 2.7%,
Zn 5.6%,4(: 6.5 oz. The Operator is making the third shipment of ore
under the project. The first shipment included 51 tons from the 201 NW )
drift; earlier this month 47 tons were shipped from the winze station; now /
the Operator believes he has about 50 tons on hand from winze and station.
Mr. Poller does not have the returns from these test shipments, but
estimated the value at about Š8 per ton.


Winze operation is on two shifts with three men underground and
onson surface. A cycle has not been established yet and may not be main-
tained because it is necessary to sort and store the ore underground during
the winter months. The skip was made on the job except for wheels and
axle and it has about 22 cubic feet capacity.


Apparently the winze operation is getting started with relatively
little expense; and the workmanship is satisfactory.







Mr. Poller was informed that although the Government was not
participating in the winze at this time, the ore removed might be covered
by a certification of discovery as it was exposed by 201 NW drift; if so,
it would be subject to royalty. Company records are kept in the Boise
office by Mr. L. W. Moore; and the writer suggests that Mr. Moore be
requested to furnish the DMEA, Spokane offices with the tonnage and assay
data relative to the shipments from the Snoose Mine; as well as reports
regarding the use of participation purchased hoist, drill steel, electric
pump, mine cars, and miscellaneous small tools in a non-participation
operation.

The inspection was made on January 10, 1953, in company
with Mr. Harry Poller, engineer.


The completion of No. 201 raise was the only project activ-
ity since the previous inspection of December 1, 1952. The raise holed
at a total of 125 feet, the last 14 feet of which was vertical; advance
during the period was 79 feet. A small snow slide has wrecked 40 feet
of track shed and left 8 feet of snow around the shaft collar.


The raise cross section is about 7x7 feet single compartment
through most of its length, but is two compartment 6x10 cross section
for the first 28 feet.


The total units completed to date are about as follows:
Drifting - 922 feet; crosscutting - 230 feet; and raising - 125 feet.
Rounds of muck left in drifts make it impossible to measure the exact
total advances.


The position of hole-through by 201 DMEA raise indicates 201
N.W. Drift and the raise were driven on a vein strand into the footwall
from that which was worked on the 100 level. The mineralization of the
strand which was followed by the raise is hardly strong enough in sul-
fides to make ore. The Operator intends to probe the hanging wall of
the raise.


The Operator's winze station has been cut and timbered 19
feet wide and 14 feet high along about 20 feet of 201 N.W. Drift just
west of Survey Station #214. About 40 tons of shipping grade ore from
the winze station is stockpiled in the Operator's ore bin. Sample
No. V.J. 2 was taken across A feet near the back and in the southeast
corner of the winze station where zinc, lead and iron sulfides are
exposed.







Dperations are relatively efficient under the circumstances.
The flat-dipping twisted veins have made tramming and timbering diffi-
cult and the broken ground tends to stick drill steel. Unit costs
are high - drifting Š52.lO per foot and raising $68.90 per foot. The
workmanship is satisfactory.


Mr. Poller was informed that 202 S.E. Drift had not been
driven to the desired target area below No. 1 Tunnel workings. He
stated that company funds were allotted specifically to the winze
operation at this time so that he could hardly do any drifting.
Company officials are considering a plan suggested by DMEA employees
which, if accepted, would involve additional drifting as well as
diamond drilling from the 200 level.

A 30 x 48 foot concrete and masonry building was erected
about 75 feet N.E. of the shaft, replacing buildings destroyed by fire.

The balance of
the building is of 8" concrete blocks. About 110 feet of snow-shed over
the track to the dump has been built with form lumber.


. The writer favors participation in winze sinking on the
structure disclosed by N. 201 N.V. drift. The Operators have expressed
an intent to winze with or without Government participation and although /
there are more feasible means of exploring the zone, the writer believes V
a winze, if favorably located, has equal merit to the current No. 201
N.W. drift.







Total units completed to date are about as follows: 922 feet
of drift of which about 880 feet are accepted for participation; 230
feet of crosscut; and 46 feet of raise.

The Operator was able to employ nearly all of the workmen at
rehabilitation immediately after the fire so that mining was readily
resumed. Two men in the raise complete a 5 - 6 foot advance cycle per
shift as does the No. 201 N.W. drift except that the long tram makes it
necessary to lose an occasional round while advancing track and timber.


Costs are reasonable under the circumstances, i.e., timbered
drift Š52.10 per foot, and timbered raise (6 x 8) Š68.90 per foot.

It was impossible to go underground at the Snoose Nine on
October 30, 1952 because of 5 feet of water remaining on the 200
level, following a fire which destroyed portions of surface plant two
weeks previous. Compressor, power unit, buildings, and a supply of
mine timbers were destroyed. Gallows-frame hoist house, hoist, and
sinking hoist were unharmed.


Mr. Harry Pollar and Mr. L. W. Moore stated that the raise
driven under DMEA participation near USEM station 24 from~the 200
level had advanced about 15 feet; and the southeast drift had been
advanced about 34 feet on a vein of pyrite marcasite and quartz.


Messrs. Pollar and Moore presented some proposed conditions
relating to unit cost basis of payment which included winzing. The
reporter suggested the Operator embody these conditions in a proposal
for contract amendment to the Field Team.

I examined the Snoose mine on September 26, 1952, in company
with Mr. Harry Pollar, resident engineer for the Snoose Mining Company,
who has replaced Mr. Art Jenself as supervisor of the exploration
project.


The Northwest heading on the Footwall structure on the 200
level had been advanced 60 feet from the time of my visit in early
August. The heading is following what is believed to be the Footwall
strand of the Footwall structure. At a point 20 feet northwest of
station 216 the drift has been sideswiped on the northeast side to
provide room for car switching, and this sideswiped area exposes a
2-foot vein on the south side but which pinches to a stringer before
it crosses to the northern wall. A selected sample from this vein
assayed 53.6 percent zine, 4 percent lead, 8 ounces silver, and .06
ounce gold. The vein is believed to be the same mineralized structure
that passed into the northeast wall of the drift near station 209. It
has not been followed in the drift too far as it is for the most part
merely a stringer a few inches in width. Moreover, it is discontinuous
and does not present as good a wall to follow as the Footvall strand.
It was suggested to the Operator that a few holes be drilled into the
northeast wall at intervals to test the possible position of the vein
as the heading is advanced to the northwest.


The Southeast heading on the Footwall vein, on the 200 level,
had been advanced 105 feet since my visit in August. The objective of
this drift is the downward continuation of the zine ore shoot mined
overhead on the Reed tunnel level. The drift is roughly 100 to 150
feet short of reaching the projected. location of this ore shoot. With
the exception of some galena as drag fragments, no ore had been found
in this heading.

In August I discussed with Mr. Jensen the possibility of
drifting on the Reed structure on the 200 level as provided for in the
contract. Mr. Jensen was agreeable and stated that a heading would be
started in this area. During the recent visit I found that two rounds
had been driven on what was accepted as the Reed structure but that
this work bad then been stopped, and instead a drift had been started
to the north from the banging wall side of the Footwall structure.
This drift had been advanced 41 feet following a fault striking north
and dipping to the vest. The fault appears to be a tension fracture
extending from the Footwall structure to the Reed structure. As such,
it does not appear to warrant exploration, at least at the present
time. The drift on this fault would in time intersect the Reed
structure to the north, but as the Reed structure already has been
intersected it seemed unnecessary to drive another heading which was
essentially another crosscut to the Reed structure; consequently, the
Operator was informed that further advance of this heading would have
to be for company account without Government participation. The
Operator was advised to submit vouchers for work done to date . on the
heading, such vouchers to include costs of one Iound beyond the 41
foot limit as this round was already drilled. Termination of this
heading was also discussed with Mr. Horace Reno, U. S. Bureau of Mines
examiner, who was in accord with the agreement.


The Operator requested permission to amend the contract to
allow for a raise from the 209 station on the 200 level to the 114
station on the 100 level. He pointed out that the Footwall structure
had been mined on the 100 level to a point near the 114 station and
that a comparable, although sun11er, vein existed on the 209 station.
He reasoned that a lenticular ore body might exist between the two
levels which warranted exploration. He also pointed out that such a
raise would provide better air circulation on the 200 level, circulation
that is sorely needed at the present time. I agreed with the Operator
and informed him that I would prepare the needed amendment. I also
pointed out the need for the raise to Mr. E. F. Keller, DMBA, during
his visit to the property. He concurred with the recommendation for
the raise.


Diamond drilling to test the Snoose structure below the
200 level was discussed with the Operator, but this proposal was
greeted with disfavor. The Operator is determined to sink a winze on
the Footwall structure from the 200 level on the strength of present
evidence whether the Government agrees to participate or not. Ee was
informed that on the basis of present evidence there is little reason
to justify a winze below the 200 level.

The inspection was made October 1, 1952 with the mine
superintendent, H. S. Poller, by T. H. Kiilsgaard and J. Fuller,
USGS, and H. T. Reno and V. Z. Johnson, USBM. Mr. Poller seems to
be obtaining satisfactory results under circumstances involving wet
ravely ground and changing programs.


Mr. Poller accepted the suggestions by Mr. Kiilsgaard and
Mr. Reno to stop the north drift along a weak stringer 70-80 feet
from the N.E. crosscut on the 200 level. It was agreed to drift
southeastward on the NW-SE vein which is cut by the N.E. crosscut
at about 130 feet from the shaft.


Mr. Kiilsgaard visited the Snoose mine with H. F. Keller,
acting Chief, Base Metals Section, DMEA, and it was deemed feasible
for Government participation in raising on an ore zone exposed at a
point about 150 feet west of the crosscut in the N.W. drift on the
200 level. Mr. Kiilsgaard intends to start processing an amendment
to the contract that will include raising upon his return to Spokane
during the second week of October.


Drift timber changes have been started for the raise and
it is anticipated there will be features exposed after a few rounds
to direct inter-level drifting.

The following explination is given with regard to
the points raised in your letter of September 9, 1952 on the Snoose
Mining Company.


The wages allowed were those approved by the Field
Team. The amount to be reclaimed will be the difference between that
allowed by the Field Team and the current rates as set up by the dage
increase that was retroactive to July 1, 1952.


It was decided that as there would have to be ad-
justment of the current bill on the final report that the small overage
included on the initial report should wait until the final settlement
is made. Adequate notations have been placed on the record to take care
of this amount.


Letters dated September 8)rd have been sent to both
the President and Comptroller of the Snoose Mining Company advising them
that as of the lat. of September, 1952 the amount allowable for bookkeep-
ing services «ELL be reduced fr n $250.00 to $100.00 a month.


The health of the President of the Company is such that
most of the time he is unable to go underground (arthritis) and as he is
the man in charge of the operations there is little supervision when he is
not around. I brought out this point after consultation with the Field
Team and my personal observations.


It is my opinion and that of the Field Team that
the statement in the contract that "no repair work shall be charged
to the project" does not apply to the equipment that is used, but applies
to initial repairs.

This letter in regard to Mr. Jensen is directed to you inasmuch
as you may wish to bring it to the attention of the directors of the Snoose
Nining Company.


For ser o time Mr. Jensen's healta has been a matter of concern
to the Field Testa, especially insofar as it affects progress on the subject
ŒEA contract. Our examining engineer reports that Mr. Jensen has declined
considerably in the past year and that he has admitted incapacitation 'oy
damp weather or exposure to vet condit.ions. As the Snoose mine workinga
are comparatively wet, underground duties there have aggravated his condi-
tion and with further exposure may more serionaly impair his health,


hile we consider Mr. Jensen a competent operator and we realise
that he is working to the extent of his physical ability, it is evident
that the project is not being properly supervised. This is reflected in
the excessively higher unite costs for work done thus far as compared to
costs at other active DMEA projects.


In the interest of Mr. Jensents health and the most effectivo
completion of the LEEA contract, the Field Team auggeste that a competent
supervisor be employed to assume at least part of the supervision duties.

The subject contract was amended February 15, 1952, to allow
a maximum of 61000.00 £or snow removal and pumping out and rehabil-
itating the ine workings after the winter shutdown. In a letter
dated May .17 1952, the Operator stated that the cost of this
operation , had exceeded the estimated cost and requested that an
additional 1,456.86 be allotted for this purpose.


The oriCinal estimate was made oy Mr. Jensen, mine manager,
and the amen ent was discússed with him during a visit to Hailey,
Idaho, made during the latter part of January, a short time after
heavy enolirà aryd a power failure had forced the shutdown. I visited
the mine on April 22, 1952, immediately after the pumping out had
been completed and the 200 level workings appeared to be in good
condition. o caving. had occurred and only a very minor amount of
cleanup was necessary. At that time Mr. Jensen .stated that he .
thought 1000.00 would cover the cost. He mentioned no oralaual
difficulties that . md been encountered.


The Operatods morrthly operatin report for April 1992 showa .
the actual expenditure to have been $2,456.86, the greater part of
which was labor. Over $800.00. Was spent for labor before pumpin
was comenced. Though I was unable to visit the property before
rehabilitation was started and therefore cannot accurately estimate
the amourrt öf . Work that was necessary, this expenditure appeata
excessive. It, is recchnended that the Operator be required to
further justify this high cost before an amendment to the contract
to allot additional funds for this purpose is considered.


It is further noted that funds already spent for initial
rehabilitation of the mine workings, plus the 41000.00 presently
allotted for this operation, have reduced the amount available for
actual explora ion work by $5,442.00. In addition, unit costo for
the crossentting and drifting accomplished thus far have greatl
exceeded the estimated costa. To the end f April, 410 feet o
drift and crossent had been driven at an average coat of over
60.00 per foot.


Factors ahich have contributed to this nigh cost are

RECOMMENDATIONS


The DMA Examination Team recommends that the application of the


Snoose Mining Co. for an exploration-production loan of Šk93,737.90


be denied. .


It is recommended that an exploration program, the total sum of


which is to be $135,000, be entered into with the applicant on a


matching sum basis.


APPLICANT


The applicant is the Snoose Mining Co.; the president and general


manager is A. M. Jensen of Hailey, Idaho.


LOCATION OF DEPOSIT


The property is located 2-1/2 miles southwest of Hailey, Idaho,


in Colorado Gulch. It consists of 14 unpatented claims in secs. 21


and 28, T. 2 N., R. 18 E., B. m., in the Mineral Hill mining district,


Blaine County, Idaho.


OWNKRSHIP


The Snoose Mining Co. is a corporation chartered under the laws


of the State of Idaho, May 24, 1945, with a capitalization of 2,000,000


shares of non-assessable common stock authorized, par value 25 cents


per share. There have been issued 1,776,209 shares.







The applicant states that five of the claims were located by


the company, and five were purchased by the company for 90,000 shares


of.Snoose treasury stock at 25 cents per share par value. Mr. Jensen


states that the other four claims were purchased for 30,000 from Fred


Povey of Hailey, Idaho, who relocated them upon the death of L. A.


Dithmer, the original locator. They are to be paid for on a royalty


basis at 10 percent of the net maelter returns.


Obligations of the company are an RFC loan in the amount of


$11,765 which may be repaid from shipments, and a loan from Combined


Netals Reduction Co. of approximately $28,500, repayable at the rate


of $1 per ton of ore shipped.


HISTORY AND PAST PRODUCTION


The original discovery of the Snoose mine was made in 1879 by


L. A. Dithmer. He worked the property intermittently until his death


in the late twenties. It was taken over by A. M. Jensen and Harry J.


Stevens in June 1943. The present company was organized in May 1945


to take over the partnership of Jensen and Stevens.


Fyom 1944 to December 1950 there was shipped from the property


4,416 tons of ore which contained 181 ounces of gold, 16,997 ounces


of silver, 16,398 pounds of copper, 192,478 pounds of lead, and


445,766 pounds of zinc. The average grade was 0.04 ounces gold,


3.9 ounces silver, 0.185 percent copper, 1.95 percent lead, and 5.04


percent zinc per ton.


A small tonnage.of lead-silver ore was shipped from the mine in


early days, but production records of the mine for this period are not


available.

DESCRIPTIOR OF PROPOSAL


The applicant was informed of changes in the DML policy toward


granting loans and now wishes to enter into an exploration contract


with the DML, the total sua of which is to be $175,000. Of this


amount, the applicant proposes to furnish Š87,500, or 50 percent.


The $175,000 exploration program would be carried out along the lines


set forth in the original application (see page 5 of original appli-


cation dated December 20, 1950).


. Geologic Setting of the Deposit


The Snoose mine is in the Milligen formation (Nississippian in


age). The sedimentary rocks exposed in the underground workings are


uniformly fine-grained, and they range in composition .from limestones


through calcareous argillites to siliceous argillites. The beds are


predominantly black and carbonaceous with occasional lighter limey


members. The bedding is much disturbed in the areas adjacent to the


shear zones and in many instances is obliterated by shearing. On the


surface, in the areas outside the zone of intense shearing, the beds


appear to be less disturbed.


A light gray, weathered limestone bed about 70 feet thick out-


crops 750 feet northeast of the coliar of the shaft. It strikes


N. 57° W. and dips 40° SW. toward the mine workings. This limestone


bed should intersect the Snoose structures somewhere below the 200


level of the mine. According to Anderson's map in Idaho Bureau of


Nines and Geology Famphlet 90, the limestone bed is ended several


hundred yards north of the Snoose mine by'a prominent transverse fault,


and to the south the limestone is markedly offset by another fault.


. 3 .
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Three zones of mineralization have been described in the Snoose


mine. This report is concerned with two, the Reed lode and the foot-


vall lode. The third mineralized zone, reputedly related to the


Croesus structures to the northwest in Scorpian Gulch, is reportedly


cut in the shaft between the 100 and 200 levels. This could not be


confirmed inasmuch as the shaft was flooded at the time of the


EKamination Team's visit.


The Reed lode is developed by the No. 1 tunnel (Reed tunnel),


No. 2 tunnel, and the No. 3 tunnel. The lode is a complex network of


interlacing slips and shears, the total width of which ranges from


40 to 50 feet. The walls of the sheared structure are controlled


by various members of the interlacing system which locally show many


changes in attitude. The general trend of the lode is N. 30°-70° We


o o
and the dip is from 35 -55 NE. The shear zone consists of badly


crushed and broken argillaceous sediments with an occasional lens


of crushed and altered dike material. Stringers and lenticular pods


of calcite, pyrite, and minor amounts of quarts are often found in the


sheared zone. These are occasionally associated with sphalerite and


lesser amounts of galena. Production from the mine has come from such


lenticular bodies. A 10- to 15-foot lens of this type is intersected


by the 40-foot raise adjacent to the stope above the No. 3 tunnel.


These lenticular bodies appear to be controlled by interlacing shears


within the major shear system.


Two members of the footwall lode system are cut near the shaft


in a drainage tunnel 19 feet below the shaft collar. The member nearest







the shaft strikes N. 60° W. and dips 64° NE. A small lens of ore has


been mined from this structure. Thirty-two feet to the southwest the


second structure crosses the tunnel, and it has a parallel strike but


dips 57° NE. These two members are reportedly intersected on the 100


level, one 10 feet northeast of the shaft and the other 75 feet north-


east of the shaft. On the 200 level the northeast crosscut went 190


feet before encountering a mineralized zone. The intersection of the


footwall structures on the 100 level and the 200 level indicates a


decided flattening in dip of these footwall members. The intersec-


tions and apparent flattening in dip also suggest that the footwall


lode system may be splits from the stronger Reed lode shear zone.


Such a conclusion is further emphasized by the fact that the footwall


lode structures were not encountered in the footwall crosscut driven


from the No. 3 tunnel. Instead, they appear to merge with the Reed


lode shear zone within 50 feet southeast of the No. l raise from the


No. 3 tunnel. The No. 3 tunnel is in the hanging wall of the Reed


shear zone in the vicinity of the raise and does not present an oppor-


tunity to examine the intersection with the footwall structures. If


the footwall structures and the Reed shear zone merge as outlined


above, the intersection would take to the northeast. Such a rake


casts doubt on whether the 200 level crosscut has intersected the


footwall structures or the Reed lode shear zone. For this reason,


further exploration is recommended on the 200 level to crosscut to


the northeast for at least 100 feet to determine whether or not the


present intersected shear zone is a footwall structure or the Reed


lode.

The applicant states that the target for'further exploration work


is the intersection of the mineralized Snoose structures and the lime-


stone bed 750 feet northeast of the collar of the shaft. L cross


section of the applicant's proposed exploration work showing the target


area accompanies application form NSRB-146. The Examination Team, in


an effort to confirm the proposed target area, plane-tabled the surface


and constructed a cross section through the shaft. The cross section


suggests changes in dip and also a rake of the intersection of the


Snoose structures and casts doubt on the location of the target area


as defined by the applicant. It is the opinion of the Examination Team


that the applicant should sink from the 200 level on the farthest north-


east major shear zone, which should be the Reed lode, until the lime-


stone bed is encountered. Further development should depend upon the


findings in this target area.


Mine Workings


The Snoose mine is developed by three tunnels and by a 220-foot


vertical shaft from which two levels have been driven (see accompanying


geologic map). The 100 level off the shaft intersects and drifts on


two structures, presumably members of the footwall lode. Seventy-six


railroad cars of ore are reported to have been mined from this level


and from stopes above. The 200 level consists of a 190-foot crosscut


which reportedly entered the footwall of a strong structure, thought


to be'the footwall lode. Upon piercing the footwall a large flow of


water was encountered that could not be handled with the pumps on hand,


and operations on the 200 level ceased. In addition to the aforementioned


6
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development, there are several adits which explore the major shear


zones and adjacent wall rock but which are of no value insofar as


future mining operations might be concerned.


The three upper tunnels, the No. 1 or Reed tunnel, the No. 2,


and the No. 3, explore the broad Reed lode shear zone. The No. 1,


or Reed tunnel, intersected an irregular ore shoot which was stoped


for about 40 feet along the strike, 15 feet in width, and 15 to 20


feet above the tunnel level.


Two short raises have been driven from the No. 2 tunnel level,


the longest about 50 feet off the sill. On the basis of the tunnel


and raises, the applicant measures 11,500 tons of ore above the No. 2


level, but this is to be doubted. There is some ore in the workings


but not enough to substantiate the above quoted figure.


Two raises have been driven from the No. 3 level. They are about.


15 feet apart. The longer raise is up 90 feet, slope distance. A stope


has been carried one set high and one set wide above the drift sill for


a distance of 4.8 feet southeast of the 90-foot raise. Ore may be seen


in the walls of the raise but is not exposed enough to measure a tonnage.


Aside from a small drainage adit 19 feet below the collar of the


shaft, all workings leading from the shaft were flooded at the time


of the investigation by the Examination Team (April 30, 1951) .


A.t the time of the Examination Team's visit, the applicant was


initiating work leading toward the dewatering and rehabilitating the


shaft and the flooded workings leading therefrom.
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Ore Reserves .


The applicant estimates 653,750 tons of measured, indicated, and


inferred ore as remaining in the Snoose mine. The Examination Team


cannot agree with these figures. A.t the present time there is no ore


in the mine that can be measured.


The applicant refers to 76 cars of ore shipped from the 100 level


and states that ore continued above and below that level; however,


these workings are now inaccessible. There is some ore above the No. 2


and No. 3 adits, but further development is required before a tonnage


may be estimated. The mineralized structures are broad and extensive;


however, the lenticular nature of the ore shoots thus far encountered


precludes their projection from one level to another.


To project the structures from the 100 level to the 400 level,


which is yet to be driven, and .to infer large reserves of bedded ore


at the intersection of the mineralized structures with beds of lime-


stone, as the applicant has done, is speculation. Such a vein and


limestone bed intersection should be considered as a likely.target for


exploration, but the occurrence of ore in such a target area remains


to be proven.


Mining Method


Part of the production from the Snoose mine has been from explor-


atory and development work. The small amount of stoping that has been


done has been square-setted. The nature of the ground and the dip of


the vein indicate that square-sets or stalls will have to be used,


depending on the width of the vein.. Ore may possibly have to be slushed


(ib
as the vein appears to flatten with depth.
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Mining costs in this district in similar types of ground vary


from 07 to $10 per ton.


Milling Method


Lll ore produced by the present operators has been shipped


directly to the United States Smelting and Refining Co. at Salt Lake


City, or to the Combined Metals Reduction Co. at Bauer, Utah. As no


concentrates were made, no milling costs are available. The ore


minerals are intimately intermingled so that fine grinding and selec-


tive flotation will be necessary to make a good recovery.


On the last carload of ore shipped to the Combined Metals


Reduction Co. on February 21, 1951, the following schedule for


payme:nt was used:


Gold: Deduct 0.01 ounces and pay for balance at 035 per ounce.


Silver: Deduct 1.65 ounces and pay for balance at 0.9016 per
ounce.


Lead: Deduct 1 percent and pay for the balance of sulfide lead
at $2.10 per unit.


Zinc: Deduct 1.5 percent and pay for balance of sulfide zinc
at $2.025 per unit.


Copper: Bay for same as lead.

The


Examination Team is of the opinion that the exploration program and


its attendant expenses as outlined by the applicant on page 5 of the


accompanying application for a loan, dated December 20, 1950, is not


justified.


An exploration program is necessary if this mine is to be brought


into production. It is believed that the following described explora-


tion program should disclose the presence or absence of commercial ore


bodies within the target areas, namely, the downward projection of the


Snoose structures to their i tersections with the limestone beds:

If excessive water is


encountered in the proposed winze in the Snoose structure, it may be-


come necessary from an economic standpoint to continue the present


shaft and crosscut to the projected target area. This latter proposed


manner of intersecting the target area should be avoided if possible


because of the indefinite location of the intersection of the structures


and limestone beds.
