The 
property 40AM11sts of six claims: Opalit,, rcury, Crystal, Antimony, 
Eoókbuster, and Cinnabar, located by A. I. MGown, the applicant. OIIIiel' 
ship ix ' divided as follows; 60 percent by th. applicant, 25 percent by 
Vernon Pendlobury, and 25 percent by Allan Pendlebury, all of Challis, 
Idaho.


At the time of the tsvOtigation by the I*(A Yield 'l's.m, the 
nine dump and surrounding area was covered by snow, and no detailed 
geological examination was possible. The only alas working on the 
property is one 30fóot vertical shaft, which is flooded to within 
eight foot of th. collar. The part of the shaft that was accessible 
showed a two-foot wide siUottt.d sheer zone ooutsintng smell, widely 
scattered pods of etibnit.. The granite host rock to highly weathered 
along the vein outcrop.	 . 


Ph. applicant Stated that at a depth of 30 feet in the vertical 
shaft a four-foot crosscut opened a two-toot ailicifi.d vein containing 
a three. Inch stringer of high-grate stibaits, which swelled locally. 
This width of mineralization is supported by or* spec inane found In a 
small stock pile near the shaft. Tb. attitude of the vein scan at the 
collar indleates that the lower Interseotion by the crosscut may be on 
* parallel vein structure. A sample of the ore has been Sent to the 
Bureau of Mines analytical laboratory, Albany, Oregon, for assay. Results 
of the assay will be forwarded to the Antimony Citteo when available. 
The applicant believes that there are indioatons that the vein continues 
for approximately 600 feet along the strike tram his discovery shaft.

The applicant $tstd that 
east of the shaft the overburden is light, so a li'dtsd amount of bulldozer 
trenching should prove or disprove an extension of th* vein in this direction, 
The topography is such that, should the tranebing confirm the extension of 
Us veins scmC exploratory drifting and erosaeutttng would bç necessary. 
According to the applicant, the present shaft to in such poor condition that 
further exploration work fran it is not possiblø.
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
