This check revealed that 
the bulldozer trenching proposed in Step I had been acccplisbed and, 
also, the improbability . f making a commercial discovery by the fur-' 
ther exploration originally proposed in Step Ii. 


Ps the expense of the bulldozer work was incurred prior to 
the execution of. a Qontract, and, therefore, is not allovable under 
M0-.5; the fact that turther work cannot be approved as required under 
the proposed coñtractural agreement and the fact that Mr. Steen has 
not advised the Region Office as to his intentions; the Region Office 
has recommended that no further action be taken on the Contract and 
have returned all copies unsigned by the Orator.

On September 20, 1951 a visit was made to the Steen prop-
erty with Mr. Wayne Roberts to see the results of a bulldozing ex-
ploration program which had. been reportedly done there. 


An excellent bulldozing program had. been done. (This work 
was all done previous to the signIng of a DNA Exploration Contract). 
The trenching started just above the No. 3.Tunnel (see Fig. 1 
"Sketch Map of Steen Claims," in the memorandum on. this property by 
the DMA Field Team, Region II) and zigzagged up the hill across the 
"assumed fracture zone," past the Nos • 2 and 1 tunnels and. down 
across the gulch running through the Liberty claim, where it joined 
the old road. 


No mapping or sampling was done, as the trenching proves 
that there are no large ore bodies on this property. The cuts show 
that the ore body exposed in the No. 3 Tunnel' and extending probably 
up to the No. 2 Tunnel, is somewhat smaller than previously thought; 
the next cut above the No. 2 Tunnel shows only about a foot of quartz 
with a little copper stain in it. The rest of the cuts on the 
southeast side of the Silver Bullion-Lincoln Fraction ridge show 
nothing of interest. The top cut on the northwest side of this ridge 
shows a little gossan and copper stain, but the rest of the cuts 
show no mineralized rock indicating any kind of an ore body; these 
include two, one above and the other just below , two small adits 
which had a little copper ore on their dumps. 


In summary then, it is felt that an excellent job of pros-
pecting with a bulldozer has been done here, and that it has proved 
conclusively that there are no ore bodies of appreciable size on 
this property. Therefore it is recommended' that the.Federal Govern-
ment spend no money on this property under an Exploration Contract 
nor any other type of assistance.

Referring to our Docket No.DMA lO8O(Capper)-a-nd jo Form MF-200. 


We would like to have this Matched Funds Loan approved even 'if it --
has to be cut down considerabi; from the $15,000. We are particularly 
desirous of having the 200 hours of bulldozing done at once even if no 
other part of the loan is approved. 


This is for the reason that Dr.Alf'red L.Anderson of the State of 
Idaho Bureau of Mines, will be on the property for most of August 1951. 
and can make recommendations and suggestions and aid in supervising the 
bulldozing work. The bulldozing work will enable him to decide on the 
structures that should be drilled or tunneled later. His decision would 
aid the DMA in deciding whether the 1952 work should be done. 


I am sure that Dr.Anderson and Dr.LS.Vhay of the USGS and Mr.Popoff 
of the U.S.Bureau of Mines believe that there is a good chance for a 
large medium grade copper mine on the property covered by the Explor-
ation Project Contract.There would also he good byproducts in gold( 
almost as high as the copper),lead and silver. Two hundred hours of 
bulldozing at this time would reinforce their reoornendations and 
interest in the property.We were fortuaate to have those three men go 
over the property last month. 


In line with Mr.Popof'f's recommendation(he felt it was essential 
for Mr.Anderson to guide the bulldozing for structures) we-fee-ka 
#e.4eaa (in part anyway) (even for 3850 on the DMA'S part) we feel 
that the loan should be granted at once If possible So .as to get the 
benefit of Dr.Anderson's services and meet his deadline. 


Dr.Anderson is going to write a pamphlet on our properties for 
the Idaho Bureau of Mines.Messrs.Vhay and Popoff seem to have consid-


er8ble confidence in Dr.Anderson and especially as it was on Ander-
son's recommendation that the U.S.Bureau of Mines entered into the 
Blackbird diamond drilling campaign for cobalt and copper. 


Please give your deepest consideration to this project and to 
the urgency of the' bulldozing recommended by Spokane due to Mr. 
Anderson's presence at Yeflow Jaeket.We will not be too disappointed 
if you cut the government's share down but we do feel that the 1951 
bulldozing work should be approved at oflCO.

Transmitted herewith are six signed contract forms with 
attached exhibits for an exploration project at the subject property. 
Naps to accompany the contract are in preparation and will be forwarded 
in a few days. 


Transmitted also is a report on the subject property by C. C. 
Popoff, U. S. Bureau of Mines. 


The property has been described in a Bureau of Mines War 
Mineral Report published in 1943, and the Yeflowjacket Mining District 
in which the property lies is described in U. S. Geological Survey 
Bulletin 854. The Bureau report infers reserves of approximately 
75,000 tons, averaging 1.6 percent copper, 0.15 ounce gold, and 1.0 
ounce silver. It notes some strong gossans that have not been explored. 
A review of the report in 1948 by S. H. Lorain, Bureau of Mines, stated 
that the Steen property was a second-rate possibility for diamond drilling. 
The Idaho Bureau of Mines is now mapping and studying the mine and adjacent 
areas.


The proposed program is a two-stage one, entailing bulldozer 
trenching followed by diamond drilling if the first stage justifies it 
to prove copper reserves that might be mined partly by open pit and 
partly by underground methods. The cost of the proposed work is 30,O00 
of which the applicant is capable and willing to put up half. 


The present manager of the property is not considered óompetent 
to supervise the proposed program but could perform the duties of foreman.

The geology of the Yellow Jacket mining district is described 
by Clyde P. Rose in USGS Bulletin 854, "Geology and Ore Deposits of the 
Casto Quadrangle, Idaho". Steen mine in this publication is referred 
to as Continental prospects. 


A more complete description of the Steen mine is given by 
J. A. Herdlick, Mining Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Nines, in the War 
Mineral Report, The Steen Mine, Yellow Jacket District, Lemhi County, 
Idaho", prepared for publication in June 1943. This latter report 
was reviewed by S. H. Lorain, Chief of Mining Division, Region .11 on 
January 20, 1948, with the following comments: "The existence of 
commercial or moderately large marginal deposits in the mine is doubt-
ful, but Ithat is a possibility that could be determined only by more 
work. A strong gossan some distance ahead of the prospect adits is 
particularly interesting, particularly in view of the considerable pro-
duction from the nearby (and similar) Yellow Jacket mine. Probably 
this and other possibilities could be tested with about l,50Ofeet of 
drilling. I would consider this definitely a 'second choice' project." 


No additional exploration has been done since Mr. Herdlickts 
report. Dr. Alfred L. anderson, Cornell University geology professor 
and field geologist for the Idaho Bureau of Mines, at the present time 
is mapping and studying the Steen mine and adjacent areas • The results 
of his work will be available in a few months and will materially assist 
intelligent plaxming of exploration. 


The purpose of the Steen project is to prove the existence of 
a low grade copper deposit which could be mined partly by open pit and 
partly by block caving methods. it is estimated by Herdlick that the 
indicated and inferred reserves of the Steen mine are approximately 
75,000 tons. Tie probable grade of ore is 1.6 percent Cu, 0.15 oz/ton Au,
