The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens’
compensation and employers’ liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the project
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent specified in Exhibit “A,” attached hereto, the work may be performed by inde-
pendent contractor or contractors; and work not specified in Exhibit “A” for performance by independent contractor may never-
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit “A,” as agreed to by the parties, to state the work to be so performed and
the estimated unit costs thereof, as provided hereafter.

(b) Independent contracts—Any independent contract for the performance of work shall be on a unit-price basis (such as
per foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, per cubic yard of material moved), or on some basis
that will indicate the amount due for work performed at any stage of the work to be performed under such independent contract.
The Government shall not be nor be considered to be a party to any such independent contract, and the Government’s right to
terminate the exploration project contract under any of its provisions shall not in any manner be affected by reason of any
such independent contract.

(¢} Government may inspect.—The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at all
reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government may
consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work.

ARTICLE 5. Estimated costs of the project.—A statement of the estimated cost of the project is set forth in Exhibit “A,”
attached hereto. Except insofar as any item of requirement or the estimated cost thereof set forth in Exhibit “A” is there or
elsewhere designated as an “allowable maximum,” such items of requirement and of related cost are estimates only, and may be
exceeded to the extent that the Government may from time to time approve for the most economic and beneficial performance
of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate of costs. The Government’s approval of any such excess
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost will be signified by its approval and payment of any invoice or
voucher for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. Items expressly designated in Exhibit “A” or elsewhere as
“allowable maximum,” and the total aggregate estimated cost are limitations, and any excess therein will be for the sole account
of the Operator in which the Government will not participate. :

Exploration for Antimony and Tungsten
at Stibnite, Idaho.

I wish to recommend for your consideration, and for
consideration by the Defense Minerals Administration, Depart-
ment of the Interior, certain exploration work designed to
~ discover new commercial deposits of tungsten and antimony in

the vicinity of the Yellow Pine Mine, Stibnite, Idaho, said
work to be performed under the provisions of Defense Minerals
Administration regulations as set forth in order MO-5, dated
April 6, 1951.

In brief summary, the exploration work here recommended
is in the center of a known area of intensive mineralization
which has produced more antimony, and probably as much tung-
sten, as any mining district in North America. The explora-
tion obJectives have been established as the result of detailed
studies of geology and consideration of ore controls carried on
in this district by the writer over the past four years. Based
upon this work, the possibilities for discovery of commercial
bodies of antimony and tungsten ore are regarded as exception-
ally favorable.

The exploration work herein recommended will be done
by the Bradley Mining Co. within the immediate limits of an
established mining camp wherein that company has for many
years past, and currently is, engaged in large scale mining
operations. Complete facilities for carrying on exploration
work are thus immediately available and are inclusive not only
of such items as power, water, equipment, manpower and housing,
but are also inclusive of large scale milling and smelting
plants of sufficient capacity to treat whatever tonnage of ore
may be discovered. The proposed work is within a matter of a
few feet of established haulage roads.
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General Description.

The Yellow Pine Mine is currently producing scheelite-
bearing antimony-gold ore at a rate in excess of 2000 tons per
day.. During World War II the Yellow Pine Mine was the largest
domestic producer of tungsten, and subsequent to the war the
Yellow Pine Mine has been by far the largest domestic source
of antimony. The ores are milled and the resulting antimony
concentrates are smelted at Stibnite. The ores which occur
disseminated in shattered quartz monzonite are low grade and
the content of gold contained in the ore is essential in making
the mining operation economiec.

The Meadow Creek Mine, inactive since the war, has in
the past been productive of scheelite-bearing antimony-gold ore
from underground mining, the ore occurring cutting quartz mon-
zonite in veins from 10 to 30 feet or more in thickness. The
Meadow Creek Mine is now being reopened preparatory to further
development and mining of ore bodies known to be present.

The Yellow Pine and Meadow Creek deposits, which are
some two miles apart, both occur along a major north-south
shear zone known as the Meadow Creek fault zone, the respec-
tive ore deposits being localized in areas of intersection of
the Meadow Creek zone with zones of shearing which strike
northeastward.

A considerable portion of the outcrop of the Meadow
Creek zone along Meadow Creek ridge between the Yellow Pine
and Meadow Creek Mines has been opened up by bulldozer
trenches, this work disclosing not only continuous mineral-
ization but also two important intersecting northeast shear
zones, which intersections duplicate the structural conditions
that exist in the two developed mines.

In addition to the work on the outcrop, an early day
haulage tunnel, known as the Monday Tunnel, undercuts the
Meadow Creek zone along a portion of its length. The Monday
Tunnel, long caved and inaccessible, was accompanied by prac-
tically no lateral exploration, and unfortunately only very
meager records exist as to what was encountered. It is known,
however, that important antimony mineralization was encountered
in several portions of the tunnel, both in the form of local
high grade veins and also as extensive stretches of lower grade
disseminated mineralization. These antimony occurrences, al-
most valueless at the time the tummel was driven, would now be
of considerable value.

The mineralization along the Meadow Creek zone, involving
antimony, tungsten and gold, is epithermal, and as is character-
istic in this type of mineralization, the vertical distribution
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of commercial ore is rather closely delimited. Based upon
information obtained in the study of the Meadow Creek and
Yellow Pine Mines, the potentlial ore zone has a vertical
extent of 600 to 800 feet and has a very flat rake or plunge
to the northward, approximately 100 feet in 2000. The best
ore occurrences are to be expected in the upper half of this
potential ore zone. : '

Based upon the knowledge of zoning which now exists,
the outcrops along Meadow Creek Ridge (elevations around
7200 feet) are too high to show the actual outcropping of ore
bodies. In spite of this, the amount and distribution of
antimony, scheelite and gold shown in the Meadow Creek out-
crop is surprising. Similarly, the portion of the Monday
Tunnel (elevation 6200 feet) which undercuts Meadow Creek
Ridge is so low that it only penetrated the bottom portion
of the potential ore zone. Notwithstanding this, high grade
antimony ores were encountered in this portion of the Monday

Tunnel.

Recommended Exploration Program.

The exploration work here recommended has been planned
to penetrate and prospect an area of structural intersection
between the Meadow Creek zone and a shear zone of northeast
strike at what is regarded as the most favorable elevation in
terms of the recognized ore zoning. The zone of intersection
which will be explored duplicates the structural conditions
which have controlled the known ore occurrences in the Meadow
Creek and Yellow Pine Mines.

Antimony, gold and scheelite are known to be present
in the outcrop directly above the zone to be explored, with
antimony occurrences being widely scattered in the tongue of
rock between the Meadow Creek zone and the northeast shear
zone, and heavy scheelite float having been found down slope
from the outcrop. The zone to be explored is likewise
directly above portions of the Monday Tunnel in which high
grade occurrences of antimony were encountered.

Specifically, the recommended exploration calls for a
crosscut tunnel, the portal to be close to the main ore haul
road, approximately at coordinate 23,000 N., 21,100 E., and at
an elevation of 6560 feet.

The crosscut will have a bearing of about N. 84° W.,
and a length of 1500 feet from the portal to the projected :
position of the west wall of the Meadow Creek zone. Based up-
on known surface outcrops, important exploration objectives
will exist starting at about 1000 feet from the portal and
extending to the face. It is anticipated, however, that other
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mineralized zones may be encountered within the first 1000 feet,
outcrops of which are hidden beneath alluvium and now unknown.

In addition to the crosscut tunnel, an additional 1500
feet of exploratory drifting is planned, this drifting to follow
and explore the best veins and zones of mineralization inter-
sected by the crosscut. A total of 3000 feet of crosscut and
drift is thus planned for. _

It is estimated that this 3000 feet of underground work,
of 6 foot by 7 foot cross section, will cost $28. per foot or a
total of $84,000., this cost covering all direct operating ex-
pense inclusive of pipe, track and necessary timbering, and
including a normal allocation for assaying, supervision and
engineering, but not including any allowance for other overhead
charges. An additional $10,000. will be required for compressor
installation, change house and other facilities at the outer
portal, making an estimated total cost of $94,000. for the
exploration program as herein outlined and recommended.

With a background of four years of investigation and
study of the ore occurrences of the Stibnite area, it is my con-
viction that underground exploration of the structural inter-
sections known to be present in Meadow Creek Ridge offers the
best chance for major new ore discovery that can now be recog-
nized in the extensively mineralized Stibnite area. As you will
remember, I have on various occasions during the last two years
recommended that such exploration work be started. I do not
hesitate, therefore, in recommending in the strongest possible
terms the exploration program which has been proposed in this

memorandum.

5 Pear Mr. Douglas:

In the past few months we have sulmitted several letters
. and reports concerning increasing tungsten production at our
fdaho operations.

I think it in order to review this situation and to sum-
marize for you this picture.

. Accordingly, you will find as follows a listing of the
«. Sseveral tungsten sources at our Yellow Pine Mine, along with
brief descriptigns'in each instance:

| I. Scheelite in 01d Mill Tailings

VWe have determined that between 35 and 40,000 s.t.u. of
| W03 can be recovered in a 5% W03 concentrate. This operstion
| would have to be undertaken during the open susmer months bdut

could be completed in two such summer seasons.

We believe that we have adequate equipment facilities for
| this operation and the serious problem then is confined to mar-
keting, If a market were availadble the program could be commenced
this summer.

In this connection, and although Union Carbide is purchas-
ing current low grade tungsten concentrates from the Yellow Pine
Mine, Union Carbide has advised us that they could not accept this
larger tonnage of concentrates for the following reasons:

This large tomnage (7 to 8,000 toms) of low grade tungsten
concentrates would have to be treated separately ng to its an-
timony comtent (about 2f) and then the slimy cheracter and low

grade tenor of the concentrates would decrease the WOj3 output
of the Union Carbide plant to such a point that these conceén-
trates would be deemed unacceptadble as compered with higher
grade believed to be availabdble.

_ Knowing that Mr, Henry C. Carlisle has been studying the
subject of low grade treatment plants, we have discussed this
subject with him owing to the important W03 content involved.
Further, this fall, as later herein pointed out, we may have a .
quantity of low grade tungsten concentrates, which, although of
better character, may be of such large tonnage as to exceed
Union Carbide's ability to absorb and treat.

Mr. Carlisle's tentative conclusion at the time of our
discussion was that some stockpile purchasing program might be
developed to cope selectively with this problem of large tonnage
low grade tungsten concentrates which would be beyond Union
Carbide's ability to receive and too low grade for Wah Chang's

proposed VWestern treatment plant.

From 50 to 100,000 tons (and perhaps more) of 0.5% VOgs
ore are estimated to be tied up by the present location of th
primary crushing plant. This ore will be available for mining
this fall after the jaw crusher is relocated.

From this area it is estimated there will be recovered
from 15 to 30,000 s.t.u. of W03 (and perbaps more). About of
half of this amount will be imn” low grade form (about 10% WO
and may exceed Union Carbide's ability to accept owing to tan
tonnage involved (1,500 tons, and perhaps more).

A market for this low grade product will certainly have
an important bearing om this program.

on the other hand, if conditions 414 not warrant such a pro-
cedure, then these low grade concentrates could gradually be
treated at Union Carbide's plant.

III. Scheelite in placer gravels

Over 60,000 recoveradble s.t.u., of WO3 have been esti-
mated to exist in placer gravels near the main open pit at the
Yellow Pine Mine.

Plans are now under way for the erection of a gravity
plant to recover this scheelite - we are hopeful of commencing
this operation during the forthcoming summer months.

No marketing problem is forecast for this phase of our
program.

Iv. cheelite e 1 overe

During the last three months of 1950 approximately 3,200
s.t.u. of VOg wvere recovered (divided about 50-50 between low
and high grade) from the normal antimony-gold ore mining op-
eration.

S " As this low grade tungsten bearing ore exists primarily
in the bottom and north side of the present antimony pit, very
little recovery of scheelite will occur in 1951 until after the
jaw crusher is moved to permit deeper open pit operation and
mining of the better grade north pit face. Present mining op-
erations are restricted to one side of the pit where very little
tungsten exists. ’

It should be pointed out in II and IV above that the
better grade scheelite that is recovered from normal mining
operations is performed primarily by flotation methods - the
Humphrey Spiral plant is required to recover the lower grade
tungsten which it 1is uneconomical to recover by flotation
methods - but we are not financially able to install this
plant, now estimated to cost in excess of $200,000. In the
meantlme, of course, several thousand units are being wasted

monthly.
We submitted an application on January 12, 1951 for the
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Govermment's financing of the necessary Humphrey Spiral plant -
but to date we have had no formal reply to our proposal.

There are several other lesser sources of tungsten in
and near our Yellow Pine Mine for the recovery of which we are
drawing up tentative plans - as these are better formulated we
will advise you.

The principal purposes of this letter, in addition to
clsrifj}ng our tungsten picture, are as follows:

1. To poimt out the advantageous possibilities of
a stockpiling program for low grade tungsten
concentrates.

2. Te advise you that the possibilities of added

This 1s to acknowledge your letter of March 1, 1951
concerning our plans for antimony production from our Yellow
Plre Mine and Smelter at Stibnite, Idaho.

We have substituted a leaching process for the
arsenic-antimony roasting process outlined in our December 22,
1950 letter. We believe that we can carry this program to
completion without DMA assistance provided there is an ade-
‘uate market and price structure to support our productive
and expansion efforts.

Assuming this to be the case and that there are no
price "roll backs", then our 1951 program should be about as
follows:

Unlike the more extensive arsenic-antimony roasting
plant proposal submitted in our December 22, 1950 letter, the
substituted leaching procedure (now under construction) does
not present the advantage the former plan did of providing
capacity for custom antimony ores.

FIDDLE CREEK AREA

There 1s an antimony concentration in the Fiddle Creek area,
which White (1940, pp. 270-271) discusses as follows:

The Monday tunnel entered an ore body of unknown extent
directly under Fiddle Creek. For a length of 240 feet beyond this
point assays averaged l.l. percent ef antimony and about $0.75 in
gold per ton. Fifty feet of this length averaged 1.6 percent of
entimony and another L0 feet averaged 2.35 percents. The relation.
of this ore body to the fault is not yet lknown, but it is of prime
importance, If the ore body is wholly within the main fault zone
the tonnage is probably small, but if it lies at the junction ef a
nertheast~-trending shear zone with the main fault it may be
comparable in size to the West ore body. This ore body was
inaccessible in 1939 because the tunnel was badly caved at the fault
zZone.

The Bradley Mining Co. started to reopen the Monday tunnel in
19,43, with the antimony occurrence as one of the objectives, but
the work was abandoned before the antimony was reached. . Explora-
tion would require either continuation of work in the Monday tunnel
or diamond drilling from the surface, The area is attractive as a
tungsten prospect because of the association of tungsten and anti-
mony in the district and because of the possibility of a large ore
body at the intersection of a northeastward-trending shear zone
with the Meadow Creek fault, as White points ouﬁ. The lower part
of Fiddle Creek Valley has an alluvial flat with linear northeaste

erly trend suggesting fault control.

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EXCERPTS FROM OSCAR H. HERSHEY'S REPORT
TO MR. F. W. BRADLEY DATED JULY 26, 1930

A line has been brushed out and stakes set over the Monday
tunnel and thence to Meadow Creek. I followed this line. The map
furnished me also has points at which Mr. White recently took
samples. I do not have here a copy of the assays but I have a
list of assays of samples subsequently taken by Mr. Wilson at
some of the same points. White's W 10 sample was from a detached
mass of iron-stained pegmatitic granite on the first ridge that
the Monday tunnel will pass under. On this ridge I recognize
what may be the west border of the lode about 120 feet west of the
staked line. Below this line there is a triangular-shaped area
with a hypothenuse of 900 feet that shows only granite debris
more or less iron-stained, with some thin pieces vein-like, and
two location shafts penetrate similar material., This represents
the mineralized belt nearly 400 feet wide. Mr. Oberbillig was
telling me todgy that he once found some good-grade float in this
area.

Next the lode is buried under glacial debris for more
than 1200 feet. 1In this interval it rapidly decreases to almost
nothing in the North tunnel and then rapidly increases southward.
On the next ridge going south, where White took his W L sample
the vein zone may be 00 feet wide. The sample was taken at an
extensive cut in iron-stained altered granite with stibnite seams.
"Wilson seems to have taken 12 samples here, of which five assayed
% .21 to $.41 gold and three carried respectively 3.6, 2.0 and
1.5% antimony.

Thence to Meadow Creek the lode is marked by a broad zone
of iron-stained debris of granite, pegmatite and aplite. The
western limit is a slight depression doubtless due to erosion
along the big fault zone that borders the lode on the west. Two
perennial springs of cold water originate along this fault line
high on the slope of the mountain. The eastern or down-slope
limit is less definite because the debris has slidden over it and
also because a light mineralization extends to a great distance
in the adjacent granite. On the ridge where White took his sample
W 3 I regard the lode as at least 500 feet wide. The sample came
from an iron-stained aplite dike with some stibnite seams. I am
told that it assayed over $9.00 gold. Wilson seems to have taken
five samples that assayed respectively $0.41, trace, trace, $0.21
and $3.31 gold per ton. I called Mr. Worthington's attention to
a peculiarity in the holes left by Wilson and he says he will
sample it himself. At any rate, the Wilson assays take away the
incentive to diamond-drill here. : '

On the ridge above the Meadow Creek mine the lode narrows
to 220 feet. White took his sample W 2 at an antimony-rich band
along the east border of the lode. Wilson took here five samples
that ran respectively $ 0.83, $0.83, $0.21, $1.03 and $0.41. The

last went 6.2% antimony, the others low. Lower on the slope and
apparently on the same band, White took his sample W 1. Wilson

took two samples here that assayed respectively $5.78 and $0.62
gold per ton.

To my mind the sampling along the lode means nothing sig-
nificant. There is a mineralized belt 200 to 500 feet wide with
a few shallow shafts and cuts put down wherever the fancy of the
prospector suggested or location points necessitated. The only
way to prospect the belt at the surface would be to cut trenches
to bed rock across it on each ridge and search these trenches for
bands of ore. Anything short of such thorough trenching is trif-
lingo

If all you are going to find is what you have found at
Meadow Creek, the mine will never be an important one. My en-

thusiasm over the property has originated in a belief that many
more ore-shoots will be found in it than are now known, and I

suggested the Monday tunnel as a means of searching for new ore-

shoots along the great Meadow Creek lode. However, I am not making

a recommendation, but endeavoring to present the problem in as
forceful a manner as the facts will warrant.

5. Results and Comments:
The Operator conducted the project competently.

Quartz monzonite and related rocks of the Idaho batholith,
locally containing large roof pendants of metamorphosed sedimentary
rocks, are the principal rocks of the arca. Intense and widespread
faulting has been accompanied by much shearing in the quartz monzonite.
Dikes of basalt, quartz latite prophyry, trachyte, and rhyolite were
intruded after the main faulting.

The main ore bodies at the Yellow Pine and Meadow Creek mines
occur along the Meadow Creek Fault, a sheer zone as much as several
hundred feet wide. The subject exploration was largely directed toward
exploring along such fault for antimony ore.

Under present conditions the limited tonnage available, the
marginal grade of the ore and the heavy nature of the gound, all make
the possibility of profitable mining rather remote. Nevertheless,
production at some future date is possible and a certification of discovery
is recommended.

Because mineralization is widespread in the area and geological
conditions are favorable for ore deposits it is probable that minable ore
bodies exist in the area. Further work by the Government is not warranted
unless more definite targets are established by additional geological
investigations.

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The purpose of the exploration project was to explore for
antimony and tungsten ores at Stibnite, Valley County, Idaho.
More specifically, the project work was done along the large
Meadow Creek fault zone, which is believed to have been an
important control of ore deposition both north and south of
the project area (at the Yellow Pine and Meadow Creek mines,
respectively). A

Work on the broject was started in October 1951 and was com-
pleted in November 1955.

Drifting, crosscutting and raising totaling 4898 feet was
done, together with 5778 feet of diamond drilling. This
work resulted in opening up an area along the Meadow Creek
fault zone for a total length of more than one-half mile.

The total allowable contract cost of the project was
$203,836,00. The total allowable cost as reported to the
Defense Minerals Exploration Administration was $186,158.39.
The government gaid 75 percent of the approved allowable
costs, or $139,618.83.,

The only ore discovered as a result of the exploration was
at the extreme south end of the project. Ore reserves in
this area total 154,500 tons of probable and possible ore
averaging 0,48 percent antimony and 0.177 ounces per ton
gold. The lean grade of the ore, the limited tonnage and
the heavy nature of the ground make it very unlikely that
this ore will ever be mined.

In the pocket inside the back cover of this report is a
geologic map of the project and a longitudinal section

of the ore zone.






Objectives of Exploration Project

The project was originally proposed by consulting geologist
Carlton D. Hulin to explore for entimony and tungsten ores.

As outlined by Dr. Hulin, the target of exploration was an
area of structural intersection between the Meadow Creek

fault zone and a northeast-striking shear zone at what was
regarded as the most favorable elevation (based on Dr. Hulin's
theory of vertical ore zoning in the area). The intersecting
northeast shear zone is mineralized in surface exposures 600
feet above the project elevation.

The Yellow Pine antimony-tungsten-gold orebody and the Meadow
Creek antimony-gold orebody, both of which have yielded sub-
stantial metals productions, are located along the ma jor north-
south Mesdow Creek fault zone, and both mineralized areas

occur at intersections of northeast shear zones with the
Meadow Creek fault zone. ) ‘

As originally proposed, and as authorized in the original
contract, a crosscut tunnel 1500 feet long was to be driven
west to the Meadow Creek fault zone and 1500 feet of drifting
was to be done from the erosscut to explore the best veins
and mineralized zones intersected by the crosscut. After
completion of the originally-proposed work in February 1953,
contract amendments made possible continustion of exploration
south of the crosscut tunnel along the Meadow Creek fault
zone. The objectives of this additional work were generally
the same as those outlined above for the original work: to
explore for orebodies in areas of intersection of northeast
shears with the Meadow Creek fault zone.
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Contract Provisions

The original exploration contract, dated October 9, 1951,
provided for 3000 feet of crosscutting and drifting. The
total estimated cost of the work was $97,368.00. Amendments
to the contract made part of the money originally intended
for crosscutting and drifting available for diamond drilling.

Under the contract $80,633.00 was provided to cover operating
costs -~ labor, supplies and equipment use -- and the remainder
($16,735.00) was specified for surface plant installstion and
equipment purchases.

Upon completion of work under the original contract an amended
contract was executed, dated February 27, 1953. The amended
contract provided for an additional 1500 feet of crosscutting
and drifting and 4LOOO feet of diamond drilling., The total
additional estimated cost was $78,000,00.

Completion of the work under the amended contract in Sept-
ember 1954 led to a further extension of the project under
Amendment No. 1 to the Amended Contract, dated October 27,
1954, This amendment provided an additional $28,468.00 for
800 feet of raising, crosscutting and drifting and 500 feet
of diamond drilling.

The total allowable cost of the project, including the two
contract extensions, was $203,836.,00. Under the terms of
the contract the government psid 75 percent of the allowable
costs as they accrued.

Actual costs were itemized and reported to the Defense
Minerals Exploration Administration for work done under
the original contract. Work authorized by the Amended
Contract and Amendment No. 1 to the Amended Contract

was charged at a fixed unit cost -- $32.46 per foot cross-
cutting, drifting or raising and $5.00 per foot of dismond
drilling. These unit costs were in large part based on
the cost experience under the original contract.






Work Done

Installetion of surface facilities for the project started
October 24, 1951. The first crosseut round was blasted
November 20, 1951 and the crosscut tunnel was completed

in June 1952 with the face of the crosscut at 1530 feet
end well into the Meadow Creek fault zone.

Two short drifts were driven south from the crosscut tunnel
at distances of 610 and 855 feet from the portal. A drift

immediately east of the Meadow Creek fault zone was driven

north from the crosscut tunnel a distance of 217 feet.

As no ore was found in the initial work, it was decided to
explore south along the eastern edge of the Meadow Creek
fault zone in search of possible mineralized areas along
the fault. At the completion of the original contract the
south drift had been driven 936 feet. At that time 2903
feet of drifting and crosscutting had been completed.

The first contract extension permitted continuation of the
drift south towards the Meadow Creek mine., This work,
started in March 1953, was completed in September 195L. At
that time the face of the south drift was approximately
2100 feet south of the crossecut tunnel and several short
crosscuts had been driven from the drift. Total cross-
cutting and drifting completed up to that time was 4391
feet.

Diamond drilling was done concurrently with the drifting

and crosscutting. At the end of the first contract exten-
sion twenty-one holes totaling 5281 feet had been drilled.
Most of the holes were drilled laterally from the underground
workings to attempt to locate ore zones that might have been
by-passed in the erosscutting and drifting.

Work authorized by the second contract extension was done
at the southern end of the project workings. This work
consisted of raising and establishing a working level 95
feet above the main level. Crosscutting and drifting total-
ing 312 feet was done on this upper level. Finally, the
raise was extended to a point 170 feet above the main adit
level. This work, the last exploratory mining done under
the contract, was completed in June 1955. Six diamond drill
holes were drilled from the workings above the main level;
the last hole was completed in November 1955. By the end
of 1955 salvaging of supplies was completed and the under-
ground workings were abandoned.

During the four-year life of the project 4703 fget of cross-

Project Costs

The total of all allowable costs of the project reported
monthly to the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration
was $186,158.39. The government reimbursed the Bradley
Mining Co. for seventy-five percent of this total, or
$139,618.83.

The total actual cost of the project (including costs .
not allowable under the contract) was.$197,521.40. Thus
the government paid for 70.7 percent of the total actual
cost of the project.

The Bradley Mining Co. has offered to pay the government
$4,162.55 for the government's equity in salvageable
equipment and supplies purchased under the contract. If
this offer is accepted, the cost of the project to the
government will be reduced to $135,456.28. .

The actual average unit costs of the project were $35.28
per foot of drifting, crosscutting and raising and. $4.28
per foot of diemond drilling.
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Pereét Results Epi s oren

All of the project work was done in quartz monzonite and
related rocks of the Idaho batholith. Small irregular
intrusions of aplite which could not be satisfactorily
mapped were occasionally encountered. Rhyolite and
lamprophyre dikes were found along the borders and within
the Meadow Creek fault zone,

The quartz monzonite was generally altered near the Meadow
Creek fault zone and in the vicinity of mineralized areas.

In mapping, the quartz monzonite was broadly differentiated
into two groups: unaltered (fresh) and altered, but actually
the alteration was gradational with the most intensely
altered rock found in areas of ore mineralization. Altera-
tion is definitely a guide to ore finding in the project area.

The influence of structure on ore localization in the project
area may be of paramount importance, but detailed mapping
failed to reveal structural patterns that could be used as

a guide to exploration. Perhaps this is a result of failure
to distinguish the important structural features from the
numerous slips and shears that have no significance. The

only conclusion that may be made with any degree of certainty
is that orebodies of any size and strength that may be present
in the project area will probably be found along or near the
east wall of the Meadow Creek fault zone.

Two mineralized zones were intersected by the crosscut tunnel.
A zone of spotty tungsten mineralization (scheelite) was cut
at approximately 610 feet from the portal and a rather wide
zone of very low-grade antimony mineralization (stibnite) was
cut at about 850 feet. The drifting done on both of these
zones, together with subsequent diamond drilling, indicated
the mineralization was very weak and non-persistent.

The drift north from the crosscut, immediately east of the
Meadow Creek fault zone, encountered nothing of interest.
Likewise, & 400-foot diamond drill hole drilled north from
the face of the north drift cut only unmineralized quartz
monzonite.

The drifting south from the crosscut, which is where most

of the project work was done, located two mineralized areas.
The first zone was encountered about 1000 feet south of the
crosscut tunnel. Here a narrow zone of gold-antimony miner-
alization was found along the east side of the Meadow Creek
fault zone. The mineralized zone was 130 feet long and was
little more than drift width. The best gold values averaged
0.190 ounces per ton for 92 feet and the best antimony values

o)





averaged 0.54 percent for 47 feet. Crosscutting and diamond
drilling failed to locate ore mineralization beyond that
exposed in the drifting. '

The largest and most promising mineralized area was found at
the southern end of the project workings. Diamond drilling
in early 1954 revealed the presence of scheelite in altered
quartz monzonite well east of the Meadow Creek fault zone.
Scattered occurrences of scheelite were found in much of the
subsequent drifting. Several small pockets and veinlets of
scheelite were cut, but no orebodies of mineable size were
found.

Further diamond drilling in this area during the summer of
1954 resulted in the discovery of a gold-antimony orebody
along the east border of the Meadow Creek fault zone, parallel
to the fault zone, The raising, crosscutting, drifting and
diamond drilling done under the second contract extension

was designed to test this zone. This work resulted in the
blocking out of small tonnages of probable and possible low-
grade gold-antimony ore, more fully described in the ore
reserves section of this report. '

The ore zone found at the south end of the project undoubtedly
represents an extension of the system of orebodies that were
mined in the old Meadow Creek mine further south. The size,
habit and tenor of the ore zone is markedly similar to that
of those in the Meadow Creek mine., It is safe to conclude
that only under the most favorable combination of low mining
costs and high metals prices (not now prevailing and not
foreseeable in the near future) could such an orebody be
mined, The limited tonnage available, the marginal grade

of the rock, and the heavy nature of the ground (requiring
extensive support of all mine workings) all make. the possi-
bility of profitable mining extremely remote.

A limited amount of diamond drilling was done during the
course of the project work to test the ground west of the
Meadow Creek fault zone. Five holes drilled through the
wide fault zone encountered only unmineralized quartz
monzonite beyond the fault.






. Ore Reserve

The only measurable ore found as a result of the exploration
project was at the extreme south end of the workings. The
longitudinal section (in pocket) illustrates the ore distrib-
ution and method employed for determining ore reserves.

Where several diamond drill holes or & moderate amount of
drifting and crosscutting has been done, the ore in that
area is classed as "probable". Where only one drill hole
intersection or limited drifting has been done the ore is
classed as "possible". None of the blocks shown has been
sufficiently explored to justify the inclusion of a "proved"
tonnage. - .
