Comments:

Bulldozer trenching of a tactose zone on the Buckskin property
exposed sphalerite mineralization of such a low grade that further ex-
ploration of the zone by diamond drilling did not appear justifiable to
the Operator. A short adit, driven at the Operator's expense, through
the tactité, also proved discouraging and the contract was therefore
terminated by agreement before completion of project work.

The zinc-bearing outcrops at the Buckskin property do not
warrant further DMEA exploration at the present time, and no Certifi-
cation of Discovery or Development is recommended. The property should
not, however, be forgotten as it does possess some interesting exploration
possibilities. About 1, 000 feet to the northeast, there are several
silicified outcrops of tactite containing scheelite. Oamples of these
outcrops assay from 0.03 to 0,71 percent WO3 across widths ranging from
0.8 to 30 feet. Although an application to explore this part of the
deposit was denied by DMEA, the deposit should nevertheless be considered
as a potentially large, low-grade, tungsSten deposits.

The Buckskin property is all the more interesting in view of
the fact that a short distance to the northwest, on Thompson Creek, there
is another similar tungsten property which was reported to have produced
tungsten ore in 1953, The geologic environment between the two properties
is such that it is believed the entire intervening area warrants careful
mapping and study. A DMEA program on the Buckskin property :could very
probably be justified by such a study.

There were no salvageeble supplies, nor was eny operating
equipment purchesed for the project.

CONCLUSICNS

The outecrop on the Roosevelt claim hes not been edequetely
explorxed. It is quite probeble that exploration will show the
deposit to be wneconomicel, but this cannot be conecluded vatil som=
dlamond drilling hes been dome to test the downward continustion of
the deposit, particulerly with respect to tungsten. Such exploration
will require closer technicel supervision then wes given by the
Qperator.

The property consists of the
Roosevelt and Roosevelt Nos. 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5 claims Brming
a block 3 claims long and 2 wide. The proposed work will be

The country rock is mainly dark argillaceous quartzite con-
teining beds of siliceous limestone and argillite. The ore
in the present workings occurs in a dark argillite bed, but
further work will be required to determine whether the ore is
continuous on this bed or whether it is releted to a fissure
as was the ore in the old workings.

The present showings were revealed during the construction of

a road and en open cut was started. Two samples taken from the
face of the cut by an R.F.C. engineer in 1943, assayed 3.21% Zn,
0.05% Pb, end Tr.

Property and Mine Workings:

Buokskin property is comprised of the Roosevelt emd Roosevelt No's. 1, 2,
3, 4, and 5 unpatented minging olaims, all of which are adjoining and which
form a block 3 claims long and 2 claims wide. Of these claims, the proposed
exploration work will be on the Roosevelt and Roosevelt No. 3 claims.

Mine workings consist of several old adits, some of which are now caved.
Present workings are confined to the upper or new tunnel, which is orossecutting
S. 78° B, toward the progeot position of a zine outorop. Another heading, a
northeast-trending drift, is also being advanced in the new tunnel, which is
drifting along an ore zone that is apparently an argillite bed replaced by

quartz and marmatite.

Summary of Field Examination:

The general geology of the Buckskin mine and nearby areas is described by
Ce. Pe Ross; "Geology and Ore Reposits of the Bayhorse Region, Custer County,
Idaho", Ue S. Geol. Survey Bull. 877, 1937. The mine is also described in
a U. Se. Bureau of Mines War Minerals Report by Lysle E. Shaffer, dated Nov. 30,

1943. _ )
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The ore in the present working occurs in a dark argillite bed, probably
Milligen formation of Mississippian age. There is not enough work, on the
property, however, to determine whether the ore has any continuity in the
argillite bed; it may be structurally controlled. Although the visible ore in
the workings appears to be largely zinoc (marmatite), the U. S. Bureau of Mines
War Minerals Report refers to scattered showings of scheelite; an average of
six samples-assays 0.014 WO, A 7-foot sample taken across the argillite bed
assayed .10 percent Pb, and 6.8 percent Zn.

Up the hill from the present workings are additional surface outcrops of
zinc-bearing rock. These showings also appear to follow the bedding. Still
farther up the hill to the northeast is a large area of skarn rock which is
reportéd to be zinc-bearing and also %to carry values in tungsten. A grab sample
from this area assayed .06 percent Pb, 1.6 percent Zn, and .06 percent WO;.

Several hundred feet to the southeast, the old Buckskin workings follow a
N. 70° - 80° W., moderately dipping shear zone. Some stoping was done at the

intersection of this shear with some N. 30° E. shearing which parallels, and
which may be in part, bedding of the Milligen formation. This area is reported
to have shipped hand-sorted high-grade silver-lead ore during the 1880's.

Proposed Bxploration Work:

The applicants propose to explore the property by bulldozing the outorop,
and by diamond drilling from points to be determined by the bulldozing. (See
map accompanying contract.) The exploration program is feasible, however, at
the conclusion of bulldozing, the property should be carefully mapped and
sampled to determine possible drill sites and target areas for diamond drillinge.
Should bulldozing produce negative results, diamond drilling would be unwarrarbd.

Competence of Applicant:

Mr. James M. Jensen, Vice President and General Manager of Buckskin mines is
reported to have 20 years experience in the mining industry. He appeers to be
capable of supervising the proposed exploration program.

Conclusions:

The Buckskin mine warrants further exploration. There are several fairly
large zinc outcrops on the property, and although they appear to be low-grade
there is a possibility of developing considerable tonnage. Another point in
favor of this property is the reported presence of tungsten in the mine oree.
This occurrence of this commodity should not be discounted even though previous
assays have been nominal.
