The final audit of the contract sxpenditurecs and the
fingl Field Team report azve been received and accepted by this
Administration., Innsmuchi ag the Uperztor's finel report would

be of 1iitle velue, 1t is being welved. Of the totzl amount of
$7,440.00 apnroved under the contract, the sum of $1,100.00 wes
expended, 75 percent of waich, or 5325.00, represented the Govern~
ment'c share, There werc no umused sunvlies, material, or equip-
ment to be disnosed of for the joint account of the Operator end
the Governnent.

The work under the contrsct wos not carried out in a
satisfaetory menner, was irproperly located, end produced negative
results. Therefore the contract wes terminated on Februsry 10,
1953, as “In the opinion of the Oovernment, operations up to the
time of this notice heve not indicated tne prodability of making
eny worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government
further operstions are not justified.®

Because the results of the work cori;leted unier the
contract vwere unfevorahle, it is not cur intention to nurkxe a
certification of discovery or develcpment which would creete a
lien agsinst the nroject property. Ye are, therefors, closing
our books and records with respect to tais project. Your attention
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is called, however, to Article 7(4) of the contract which requires

ARTICLE 1. Authority for contract.—This agreement is entered into under the authority of the Defense Production Act of
1950, as amended, pursuant to DMEA Order.1 entitled “Government Aid in Defense Exploration Projects..

ARTICLE 2. Operator’s property rights.—With respect to that certain land situated in the State of Idaho
, County of Boundary . , , described as follows: ® N

the Operator- represents and undertakes: *

(¢) That the Operator is the owner, in possession and entitled to possession, and that the property is subject only to the
following claims, liens, or encumbrances as to each of which the subordination agreement of the holder is attached: ......_...___.

(b) THARTRENNERBR I RBYBEE HH 1 it 3 it

The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to
the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation, depletion, or other cost of
acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof.

ARTICLE 3. Exploration project—The Operator, within thirtXBQ)___ days from the date of this contract shall commence
work on a project of exploration for® Tungsten :

in or upon the described land; and shall bring the project to completion within a period of three (3) months . from the
date of this contract. The work to be performied is more fully described in Exhibit “A’ attached hereto, which, with any maps
Oli: drawingg g‘nereto attached, are made a part of this contract. The Government will contribute to the cost of this work as here-
after provided.

ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator’s responsibility. The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens’
compensation and employers’ liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the project
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent specified in Exhibit “A,” attached hereto, the work may be performed by inde-
pendent contractor or contractors; and work not specified in Exhibit “A” for performance by independent contractor may never-
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit “A,” as agreed to by the parties, to state the work to be so performed and
the estimated unit costs thereof, as provided hereafter.

(b) Independent contracts—Any independent contract for the performance of work shall be on a unit-price basis (such as
per foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, per cubic yard of material moved), or on some basis
that will indicate the amount due for work performed at any stage of the work to be performed under such independent contract.
The Government shall not be nor be considered to be a party to any such independent contract, and the Government’s right to
terminate the exploration project contract under any of its provisions shall not in any manner be affected by reason of any
such independent contract. If the reference in Exhibit “A” to any such independent contract states that the Government’s
approval thereof is required, the Government may refuse to participate in the cost thereof unless and until it has given its
written approval of the independent contract. :

(¢) Government may inspect.—The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at all
reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government may
consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work.

ARTICLE 5. Estimated costs of the project—A statement of the estimated cost of the project is set forth in Exhibit “A,”
attached hereto. Except insofar as any item of requirement or the estimated cost thereof set forth in Exhibit “A” is there or
elsewhere designated as an “allowable maximum,” such items of requirement and of related cost are estimates only, and may be
exceeded to the extent that the Government may from time to time approve for the most economic and beneficial performance
of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate of costs. The Government’s approval of any such excess
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost will be signified by its approval and payment of any invoice or
voucher for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. Items expressly designated in Exhibit “A” or elsewhere as
“allowable maximum,” and the total aggregate estimated cost are limitations, and any excess therein will be for the sole account
of the Operator in which the Government will not participate.

ARTICLE 6, Allowable costs of the project—(a) The costs of the project in ;vhich the Government will participate are
limited to the following: ’

(1) Fndependent contracts.—Payments to independent contractors under independent contracts listed in Exhibit “A”
The estimated cost of any work to be performed under an independent contract is or shall be included in the estimate of
costs in Exhibit “A” in terms of the estimated numbers of units of work to be performed, the estimated amount to be paid
per unit, and the estimated total amount to be paid to the independent contractor, and such estimates shall be allowable
maximums above which the Government will not contribute. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract,
the Government will participate in the payments to the independent contractor only on account of work actually performed
and that conforms with the provisions of the exploration project contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems
the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable and necessary. No such independent contract
shall have the effect of increasing the estimated total cost of the exploration project contract nor the maximum amount
which the Government will pay as provided in the exploration project contract.

(2) Labor, supervision, consultants.—Labor, supervision and technical services (including engineering and geological
consultants), a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit “A.” The requirements and related
estimated costs for supervision and technical services are allowable maximums. )

(3) Operating materials and supplies—Necessary materials and supplies including items of equipment costing less than
$50.00 each, and power, water, and fuel, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit “A.”

(4) Operating equipment—Any operating equipment to be rented or purchased, or which is owned and will be furnished
by the Operator, with the estimated rental, purchase price, or the allowable depreciation, as the case may be, a schedule of
which is included in Exhibit “A.” . Any items listed as owned and to be furnished by the Operator, and related initial allow-
able depreciation, are allowable maximums.

(5) Rehabilitation and 'répaifrs.—Any necessary initial rehabilitation or repairs of existing buildings, installations, fix-
tures, and movable operating equipment, now owned by the Operator and to be devoted to the purposes of the exploration
contract, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit “A.” These items are allowable
maximums. )

(6) New buildings, improvements, installations.—Any necessary buildingé, fixed improvements, or installations to be
purchased, installed, or constructed for the purposes of the exploration work, with the estimated cost of each, a schedule of
which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit “A.” All of these items are allowable maximums.

(7) Miscellaneous.—Repairs to and maintenance of operating equipment (not including initial rehabilitation or repairs
of thequerator’s equipment), analytical work, accounting, workmen’s compensation and employers’ liability insurance and
payroll taxes. .

(8) Contingencies.—Such other necessary, reasonable direct costs of performing the exploration work, within the limit
of the total aggrégate estimate of costs, whether or not included in any schedule of costs in Exhibit “A,” as may be
approved by the, vae}rnment in the course of the work, as indicated by its approval and payment of invoices and vouchers.

. (c) No items of general overhead, corporate management, interest, taxes (other than payroll and sales taxes). or any other
indirect costs, or work performed or costs incurred before the date of this contract, shall be allowed as costs of the project in
which the Government will participate.

" ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.— (a) Progress reports. The Operators shall provide the Government with monthly
reports of work performed and costs (including contract unit prices) incurred under the contract, in quintuplicate (five copies),
upon forms provided by the Government. These progress reports shall be certified by the Operator, and shall constitute both the
Operator’s invoice of costs incurred on the project during the period covered by the report and his voucher for repayment by
the Government, unless the Government requires the use of a standard voucher form with invoice attached. Progress reports
shall include surface and/or underground engineering-geological maps or sketches showing the progress of the exploration, with
assay-reports on samples taken concurrently with the advance in mineralized ground.

- (b) Final report—Upon completion of the exploration work or termination of the contract the Operator shall provide the
Government with an adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies), including an estimate of ore

reserves resulting from the exploration work.

(¢) Compliance with requirements.—If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Operator’s reports are insufficient
or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as an expense of the
exploration work; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insufficient or
incomplete reports. : : *

© (d) «Accounts and audits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of operations, which the Government may .
inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require an audit of the Operator’s records and accounts by
a certified public accountant, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said
records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion of the project or the termination of this contract. Upon the com-
pletion of the project or termination of the contract the Operator shall render a final account as provided in Article 12.

ARTICLE 8. Payments by the Government.—(a) The Government will pay 4 percent of the allowable
costs incurre%, as they accrue, in an aggregate total amount not in excess of $ 5)580~00 , which is ___._.| 7 5 ......... per-

cent of §_.L 2 .00 , the agreed, estimated total cost of the project in which the Government will participate;
Provided, that until the Operator’s final report and final accounting have been rendered to the Government, and any final audit-

ing required by the Government has been made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may .
withhold from the last voucher or vouchers such sums as it.sees fit not in excess of ten (10) percent of the maximum total which

the Government might have been called upon to pay under the terms of the contract. g

(b) The Government may make any payment or payments direct to independent contractors and to suppliers, for the account
of the Operator, rather than to the Operator.

ARTICLE 9. Repayment by Operator.—(a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery or a development from
which production may be made has resulted from the exploration work, the Government, at any time not later than 6 months after
the Operator has rendered the required final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certifica-
tion shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. In the event of such certification, any minerals
mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date of this contract, including any mined or
produced before the certification, shall be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall
pay to the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale
or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of, including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total
amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first,
as follows: ;

(1) One and one-half (1%) percent of any such net amounts not in excess of eight dollars ($8.00) per ton.

(2) One and one-half (1%) percent of any such net amounts, plus one-half (%) percent of such net amounts for each
additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5)
percent of such net amounts. .

: (For instance: The percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half (1)
- percent; on a net amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (8%) percent.) - :

. (b) As here used, “net smelter returns,” “net concentrator returns,” and “other net amounts realized from the sale or other
disposition,” mean gross revenue from sales; or if not sold, the market value of the material after it is mined in the form in
which and the place where it is held. In the case of integrated operations in which the material is not disposed of as such,
these terms mean what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in income-tax
determination.

(¢) To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, the Government shall have and is hereby granted a lien upon the land
described in Article 2 and upon any production of minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or
is fully paid.

(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest
to engage in any mining or production operations.

ARTICLE 10. Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator’s interest.—Without the written consent of the Government, the
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights thereunder. The Operator shall not
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator’s rights in the land described in Article 2,
without making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government’s right to a percentage royalty on production and
lien for the payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator’s rights in the land, without
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the ddte of this contract, shall not constitute
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision,
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have
been paid under the terms of the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator
returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of such production are not available as a means of meas-
uring the amount of the Operator’s liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration or by his
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

ARTICLE 11. Title to and disposition of property.—All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items costing more
than $50.00 each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, although title may
be taken in the name of the Operator, shall belong to the Operator and the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective
contributions, and upon the completion of the work or the termination of the contract shall be disposed of promptly by the Opera-
tor for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, or purchase by the
Operator at a price at least as high as could otherwise be obtained, as may appear to be for the best interest of the Government,
unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such item. If necessary to accomplish such disposition, the Opera-
tor shall dismantle, sever from the land, and remove any such item, the cost thereof to be for the joint account of the parties in
proportion to their respective interests. If the Operator, within 90 days after the receipt of written notice from the Government,
fails, neglects, or refuses to dispose of such property, the Government may itself enter upon the land, take possession of, and _J

remove and dispose of any such property as above provided.

This property is 28 miles from Bonners Ferry in the Queen
Mountein district, in Sec. 13, T. 64 N., R. 1 E. It is reached, except
for the last mile or two, by a good auto road, a considerable part of
which is the Idaho'Nbrth and South Highway.

The veins occur in coarse-grained diorite which containsv

considerable feldsparQ The veins are but a short distence from the

granite batholith of Queen Mountain. These veins show evidence of
contact metamorphism due probably to the intrusion of the granite. 1In
this respect only do the veins of this property differ from the same
type veins found elsewhere in the district.

The ore is chiefly scheelite though.accomﬁanying it in a
heavy massive quartz are also specks of galena, pyrite, pyrrhotite, and
copper stains. Scheelité, calcium tungstate, was in demand during the
World War. At that time it could be profitably mined even in smell quan~-
tities, but a loWering of the price has necessitated development looking
toward mining on a larger scale.

The main vein has been opened up by one long surface cut and is
again exposed by a short cross—cut which encounters it a few feet below
the surface cu#.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is
required to make a monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con--
sists of three parts as follows:

(a) Form MF-104—Operator’'s Monthly Report and
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government’s share of costs;

(b) Form MF-104A—Operator’'s Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures
wh&ch shows_ costs for the various types of operation;
an ‘

(c) Narrative—A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an-original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
:.hgerét should sign the certification in the lower left corner of

e form,

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.

Under Item (1) delete words “Short Form?”’ if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent” if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations.

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures,
and equipment.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, ‘“Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs’”’, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc.” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The “Total Costs” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs” as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the “Total
Costs To Date”. ° A

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitablé basis. ‘‘Operating Equipment’’, “Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, etc.”, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed “Authorized by Contract’” will be
filled in by the Operator'if such information is found in the contract.

‘ ' hrs resulted in no disecovery or development from which commercial
production may be made.

A description of the property, the work done, and the
results obtrined follow:

1. The exploration projeet was conducted on the Chief
Jogeph Claim No. 1, located in Seec. 13, T. 64 N.,
R. 1 E., Boise Meridien, Ideho, in the Queen Moun-
tain Mining District.

2. The mineral sought was scheelite, occurring in
quartz veins in a coarse-grrained diorite. The
veins are composed of heavy massive quarts with
accessory scheelite, calena, pyrite, pyrrhotite,
and oxide copper.

3. Stage I of the contrect allowed 70 hours of btull-
dozing @ $10.00 en hour to strip the outerep of
the vein. This rmount of bulldosing was comvleted
but the work was not loceted as ocutlined. Instead
the 70 hours of bulldozing wers expended in and
adjacent to the srea explored by the old workings
and in the construction of access rords hetweem
the trenches.

4. The resultcof the work to dats are negative inasmuch
as it 4id not test the target and no nev informa-
tinn regarding the occurrence was ohtsined.

Enclosed are four copies of the final Field Team report on
the captioned property. This report has been prepared by Eric G.
Erickson, Mining Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, and Verne C.
Fryklund, Jr., Geologist, U. S. Geological Survey, and recommends that
no Certification of Discovery be made. The Field Team concurs with
this recommendation.

Since the time contract work was completed, we have tried on
several occasions to obtain a final report and a final accounting of
contract expenditures from the Operator but without success. On
March 20, 1953, we advised the Operator by letter that we would not.
accept any contract bills submitted after April 1, 1953; no answer was
received from the Operator. A review of the Operator's monthly reports
was made by Mr. Robert M. Hull, DMEA Auditor, on March 5, 1953. This
review was in lieu of a final audit of the Operator's accounts and it
showed that payment to the Operator in the amount of $825 was considered
valid and proper. ‘

Inasmuch as it is believed that the Operator's final report
would be of little value, it is recommended that his final report be
waived. The Government had no equity in any equipment purchased for
the project. It is recommended that the contract account be closed.

Recommandations

No discovery should be certified. Had the original contxracy
been carried oud, it is possible that small tungsten oreshoots might
have been discovered. Covermment pardicipatiom with the present owners
of the property for further exploration work is not recommsnded.

LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY

. The geologic justification for the preject is containzd in
Mro Hobbs? report of 1942, most of which is included in ¢his repord
wder geology. The exploration was to consist of 70 hours of bulle
dozing which would have stripped the alluvium, actually moralpal
materdel, from the vein outeropy sampling the esposed vein where
warranted; wnderground sampling where warranted; and the driliing of
1,000 feet of diamond drill hele in a seerch for depth extensions of
any significent scheelite mineraligation esposed by the bulldozing.
This work was o be done in 3 months., Seventy hours of bulldozing were
apended in and adjacent to the area explored by old workings, bub
unfortunately most of this work was of little value as it did not test
the target.

These results were checked by Livingston by computing the value
of the vein on the basis of the reported production of 1,200 pounds of e
68 percent concentrates from about 100 tons of ore. This gave a resulb
of 0.L0 percent W03, A sample of the waste dump gave a resuld of 0,98
percent WO03. The combination of these two results gives an average valuge
for the original ore of 1,38 percent WO3o

The open cut was checked for scheelite content by means of the
Wira-violet lamp at the time of the present study and only a small
amount of scheelite was visible, It is possible that a rich pocket of
ore was removed from this cut, The only ore in place which approaches
the tungsten content reported by Livingston is in the very eastermost
faces of the two drifts., However, no information is avallable on the
possible extent of this visible material. ‘

Mo ore is blocked out im the mine, On the assumption that the
scheelite noy showing in the mine might outline an oreshoot, and om the
asswption that the vein will average 3 feet in width, there is a block
of vein material present which contains about 3,500 tons. This amount
of material has a chance of containing some scheelite. There are no
reasons to prevent the occurrence of more tungsten-bearing material, bub
there is also no guidete its possible localization. Apparently, the
. most favorable part of the vein lies just to the east of the present
workings, and any attempt to develop the mine shoulc be nade by extend-
ing the drifts to the east on the two lewvels now open, and by reopening
and exploring the caved tunnel above and east of the open cut.

NARRATIVE REPORT ON WORK ACCOMPLISHED AS OF JULY 31, 1952

Work was commenced on the 27th day of Juns in this year of 1952.

The contractor, Mr. Frank Wells and hie equipment operator, started
moving his cat up the three mile hill to the mine location at 6:45 A.M.
One md hole and one wash-out had to be repaired enroute. Egquipment
reached the mine at moon. At this hour also a Mr. Reno of the U.5.G.8.
arrived and made a short tour and investigation of work to be done..

Actual work started on a westerly cut about 3:CC P.K. This was
not completed until the close of the next day. The last day of June
and the first week in July mo work done. because of the hnavy ra.ins
These ra.ina made the roads impassible '

Work was resumed on July 7, that day being used a great deal to
build road sbout 700 feet around a rock ledge and up the hill to the
next cut location. This was to have been approximately 100 feet East
of the discovery pit. The overburden at discovery was from three to
five feet, and the overburden at the cut was around twelve feet.

' In attempting to make this cut it was found that the early miners

The current proposal to limit bulldozing to the eastern
part of area and to drill 3 holes beneath the surface ore shoot is
probably all right if it is what the applicant wants. If the property
were mine, I would certainly enter the lower adit and drift about 200
feet east from the face, now 385 feet from the portal, rather than try
to find ore by drilling 3 holes from the surface depths beneath the
adit,

The original description by Livingstone (1919), on which are
based most other descriptions, stated that the ore was 100 feet long
at the surface and 7 feet wide. Any diamond drilling should be
sufficiently intensive to hit a body of this size.

The following discussion covers the poihts raised in your
letter of February 19 regarding the above docket.

Point 1: It is agfeed that the best showings are to the east
of the tunnels and the operator is willing to concentrate
the bulk of the exploration effort in this vicinity.

Point 2: The drilling as outlined in the contract was obvi-
ously wrong. The error resulted from a change of plans, but
failure to change the maps. We recommend that any drilling
to be done be reserved for step 2 of a work plan and the
location of the holes be dependent upon results of bull-
dozing,

Point 3:--(a & b) As mentioned in point 2, the setup and

target for drilling will be determined by results of bull-
dozing. As a general principle we suggest extensive bull-
dozing of the vein for about L4OO feet east from the upper adit--
either along its strike or across it at rather closely spaced
intervals, Approximately 1,000 feet of bulldozing should be

a liberal estimate of what might be needed to do the exploring.

If the bulldozing indicates a possible ore shoot or shoots,
the downward extension of the shoot may be tested by drilling,
but the spacing of the drill holes should be close and not
aimed too far below the present levels or even at the elevation
of the lower level if to the east beyond the present openings.





The applicant wishes to keep his program within the amount
of money requested. The above program will allow approximately 1,000
feet of bulldozing and 1,000 feet of diamond drilling. Drifting on
the vein may be desirable, but would be more costly.

We trust that this information will be what you need to
complete your appraisal. All of the above changes in program have [}f %

Location

The M. & F. Mine, formerly known as the Tungsten Hill or
Bull Moose Group, is located in the Queen Mountain mining dis-
trict in sec. 13, T. 64 N., R. 1 E. Boundary County, Idaho.
It is reached by means of the Beéthlehem Road, a forest service
road which turns south from U. S. highway No. 95 at a point
about 2 miles northeast of the junction of U. S. 95 and State
road No, 1 near the town of Copeland. This road is followed
for 10 miles to the mine, avoiding right hand branches at 4.3
miles (marked U.S. highway 95), at 6.5 miles (Stroud road),
and following at 7.8 miles a sign marked Tungsten Lookout
Road which cuts back to the left at an acute angle to the main
road, The mine is situated on the southwest slope of a portion
of Queen Mountzain at an elevation of about 5,100 feet. The
hill rises to an elevation of about 5,700 feet behind the mine,

Equipment, workings and production

The mine has been abandoned since 1922 and no equipment
of any consequence is left at the property. The workings
consist of four adits, two of which are caved and inaccessible,
a 75 foot long open cut, and a number of pits and small trenches.
Of the two accessible adits, the lower has 385 feet of workings,
and the upper one, 100 feet above, has 130 feet of crosscut and
drift.

No accurate record has been kept of the production, but the
small scale character of the work done indicates that only a
small amount of material was ever produced. It is reported that
1,000 to 1,500 pounds of 68% concentrates, obtained from the
open cut, were shipped during the last war.

General geology

The geology and ore deposits have been described by Livingston
(1), and by Kirkham and Ellis (2). The oldest rocks in the dis-
trict are:

(1) Livingston, D.C. Tungsten, cinnabar, manganese, molybdenum,
and tin deposits of Idaho. Univ. of Idaho, Bull. No.2, Vol.l4,1919,

(2) kirkham, U.R.D. and Ellis, E.W. Geology and ore deposits of

Egggdary County, Idaho; Idaho Bureau of Mines and Geology, Bull. 10





schists, slates, and quartzites of probable Belt age, which
have been intruded by two bodies of igneous rocks, a large
dike or stock of hornblende diorite and a coarse grained gray
granite. The diorite forms the country rock of the tungsten-
bearing vein, but the closest granite exposures are about 700
to 800 feet east of the main mine workings and beyond ‘the
traceable extent of the vein. The age relationship of the
diorite to.the granite are not definitely known, but it seems
probable that the granite is younger and may be the source of
the mineralization.

Ore deposit

Several quartz veins carrying small amounts of galena,
pyrite, chalcopyrite, garnet, carbonate, and localized pockets
of scheelite occupy fissures in the diorite. Of these veins
only one is important, and this is the one on which most of the
development work has been done., The map accompanying the re-
port shows the exposures of this vein both on the surface and
underground. The vein strikes about N. 82 degrees W. and dips
very steeply to the northeast. Its thickness varies considerably
between outcrops., In the open cuts above the upper tunnel the
vein is 5 to 7 feet wide and it maintains this width at least
as far as the small pit 65 feet to the west. As exposed in the
drifts of the upper tunnel, the vein is 8 feet wide, but is
composed almost entirely of barren white quartz. In the lower
tunnel, the vein shows a maximum width of 3 feet 3 inches, and
in places it breaks into a zone of stringers and irregular
stockwork type of deposit, which is also about 3 feet wide but
contains much intermixed diorite. Two small pits on the strike
of the vein about 300 feet east of the upper tunnel expose a
vein 6 to 8 inches wide. If this is the same vein as those
exposed in the tunnels, it represents the narrowest showing in the

area,

The gangue material of the vein is chiefly a milky white
quartz. Locally there is abundant granular white carbonate, and
patches of garnet and tremolite apparently produced by alteration
and replacement of the carbonate.

Thetungsten occurs entirely in the mineral scheelite, and
is found in the quartz vein, associated with the quartz and also
with the carbonate and its alteration minerals. Livingston re-
ports fair scheelite from the open cut above the upper tunnel,

This cut has been badly caved, but examination of the remaining
outcrops by means of the ultra-violet lamp failed to show any
appreciable amount of the scheelite., The vein as exoosed in the

lower tunnel shows a small amount of the tungsten mineral near the
east end of the drift, but nothing is present which could be con-
sidered ore. The upper tunnel shows scattered specks of scheelite in
the vein, but only at the east face is the tenor of the ore high
enough to make possible ore., Portions of this face were estimated to .
run 0.5 to 1 percent. Some of the material on the dump of the caved
tunnel located 80 feet east of the east end of the open cut shows

good scheelite, and this indicates a possible extension of the favorable
zone from the good face of the upper drift. No other showings of
scheelite were found.

Grade of ore and reserves

Livingstbn sampled the open cut and obtained the results in
the following table which is quoted from his report. Samples were

These results were checked by Livingston by computing the value

of the vein on the basis of the reported production of 1,200 pounds
of 68% concentrates from about 100 tons of ore. This gave a re-
sult of 0.40% WO3, A sample of the waste dump gave a result of
0.98% W03, The combination of these two results gives an average
value for the original ore of 1.38% WOB,

The open cut was checked for scheelite content by means of
the ultra-violet lamp at the time of the present study and only a
small amount of scheelite was visible. It is possible that a
rich pocket of ore was removed from this cut. The only ore in
place which approaches the tungsten content reported by Livingston
is in the very eastermost faces of the two drifts. However, no
information is available on the possible extent of this visible
material, ‘






No ore is blocked out in the mine. On the assumption
that the scheelite now showing in the mine might outline an
ore shoot, and on the assumption that the vein will average 3
feet in width, there is a block of vein material present which
contains about 3,500 tons. This amount of material has a chance
of containing some scheelite, There are no reasons to prevent
the occurrence of more tungsten-bearing material, but there is
also no guide to its possible localization. Apparently the most
favorable ‘part of the vein lies just to the east of the present
workings, and any attempt to develop the mine should be made by
extending the drifts to the east on the two levels now open, and

by reopening and exploring the caved tunnel above and east of the
open cut,

Recommendations

The M. & F. mine is a possible source of a small tungsten

production, but no extensive exploration program is warranted,
No recommendations are made for the present,
