The Bowler Mica property was briefly examined on July 4.
A shallow cut about 30 feet wide has poorly opened a small north-
easterly-trending pegmatite. The country rock on the west side is
gneiss, on the east side mixed gneiss and pegmatite stringers. The
pegmatite is about 27 feet wide, but the other dimensions are
unknown. The west, or hanging wall, strikes N 45° E and dips about
65° W, There is a 2-3 foot wide microcline-quartz muscovite zone
along the hanging wall. The mica books are 1-2 inches in diameter
and could not be used for punch. The remainder of the pegmatite
is fine-grained and contains inclusions of gneiss.

According to Mr. Bowler, larger mica books were present
in the outerop but none was seen.

If the applicant, by some additional work, could show
at least a few larger books of mica, exploration might be warranted.
On the basis, however, of the exposed mica, it is recommended that
the application be denied.
