The only contribution
applicant proposes to meke to the project, assuming that the rest of
it is accepteble exploration, is rentel of equipment valued et $8,500
but with a rental value of only $225 per monthe She proposes to rent
this equipment to the project for 15 months, but this in not coordinated
with her menpower requirements which is 7 men for only 2 monthse. The
equipment is no good to the project without men to use it. Applicant
has confused the value of equipment with its rental velue and assumes
that she is meking a lerger contribution to the project than is the
C8.56.

It is recommended that the application be denied end that the
attached letter be sent to applicant.
