Enclosed herewith is an inspection report by Thor H. Kiilsgaard 
in which he states that he hasobtained signatures of two officials of 
the Sun Valley Lead-Silver Company to an agreement mutually terminating 
the above-.referenced contract. Enclosed also are the Government, Docket, 
and Division copies of the termination agreement. 


Exploration' at the Blue Kitten property has been unsuccessful. 
We had planned a small amount of surface drilling as a last hope, with 
the realization that at ést only a small discovery could result3 however, 
Mr. Kiilsgaard finds that the company is virtually defunct and in no 
position to do even this small remaining amount of work. Furthermore, 
the depressed price of lead and zinc makes it most unlikely that they 
would be able to obtain funds to do' the work as 'they have closed their 
custom mill near Ketchum which was their only source of income.. On 
conferring with Mr. Thornton, Mr. Kiilsgaard found that Mr. Thornton was 
about to leave for Nevada where he intended to look for employment. 
Mr. Ross Roundy the president of the company is very seriously ill in a 
tuberculosis hospital. Due to the fact that the officials of the company 
were about to become scattered, it might have been exceedingly difficult to 
ge.t in touch with them in the future • Therefore, Mr. Kiilsgaard had 
Mr.. Thornton the secretary-treasurer and Mr. Warren, a vice.-president 
of .the company sign the mutual termination agreement and he signed the 
document for the Executive Officer.

Replying hastily to your inquiry,Saturday by wire,, 


in regard to information on the Sunday Mining property, I have 
to say:


While I have visited the property on several occasions,.

of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;

(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description, of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
