The southwestern flank of the Lemhi Range is comprised of a
thick series of Paleozoic sedimentary rocks which have been complexly
folded and faulted. At the Great Western mine the rocks are quartzites
with an interbedded sandy dolomite member, all of which are believed
to be Ordovician in age. The rocks strike northwest, dip steeply to
the southwest, and apparantly are overturned. These rocks are des-

The rock is not extensively brecci-
ated although it contains a number of bedding faults and faults cutting
the bedding at slight angles.

The ore bodies within the dolomite ére not confined to any
particular vein but occur as irregular replacement bodies scattered
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throughout the dolomite and as fissure fillings. The deposits,
elongated parallel to the strike of the bedding, appear to be controlled
to some extent by bedding faults.
