The denial of the subject application by this Division is
based on the following information:

l. The applicant proposes to extend the Wilson tunnel 175
feet to cut the "Scheelite®, "Pathfinder", and "Jumbo"
velns., Field evidence indicates that the limestone
- inclusion forming the "Scheelite vein" dips northwest
and the Wilson tunnel would have to be extended 150 to
220 feet to intersect the so-called Scheelite vein alone.

2. The scheelite occurring in the limestone of the Scheelite
vein is too spotty in its distribution to be of economic
interest. The grade is too low also., Of the two check
samples taken by the field team, one coantained 0.08 per-
cent WO, and the other 0.27 perceant W03. The last was
representative of the best deposit which has a width of
15 feet and length of approximately 5O feet.

A veighted average of 12 samples taken by the applicants
is 0.23 percent Wos3. '

3. No lead, zinc or copper exploration targets of interest
were noted in the so-called Pathfinder and Jumbo veins.
However, several emall silicious lenses containing galena
and sphalerite were seen within the interlacing lamprophyric
dikes. One of these lenses, 12 inches long and 2 to 4
inches wide, contained scheelite.

4. The results of a fleld examination by J. J. Quinlin and
E. H. Roseboom, U. S. Geological Survey, indicate the
application should be denied.

J. J. Quinlan and E, H. Roseboom of the Geological Survey
spent 3 days between July 31 and August 4, 1952 examining this property.
Their report, dated August 28, recommends denial of the application
because the scheelite occurrences are too small and too low grade to
warrant exploration.

The geologists took no samples‘but quote 2 samples taken by
H. T. Reno of the Bureau of Mines. These samples assayed 0.27 percent
WOB and 0.08 percent W03.

I concur with the Field Team recommendation that the application
be denied.

Introductio

The subject examination was made between July 31, 1952 and
August 4, 1952, in connection with an application for exploration

assistance made by Henry T. Abstein of Yellow Pine, Idaho and Gordon

C. Smith of Boise, Idaho.

Three days were spent in examining the property and near-by
Glasgow claims. The examining team was accompanied by Henry Abstein
on the first morning of the examination and.-by Earl Willson on the first
evening when preliminary lamping was dohe.

Recommendations

It is recommended that the application be denied. The
scheelite is too spotty in its distribution to be of economic interest.
No lead, zinc, or copper exploration target of interest was noted.

Location and Access

The Wilson property (Syringa Group of Claims) is near Profile
Gap, approximately 8 miles northeast of Yellow Pine, Idaho. The
Yellow Pine-Big Creek road crossed the property. This road is closed
by heavy snow about 7 months of the year. Cascade, Idaho, the nearest
shipping point is 74 miles southwest of the property.





The Syringa Claims are in Sec. 24, T. 20 N., R. 8 E., and
Sec. 19, T. 20 N., R. 9 E., Valley County, Idaho. A
Ownership
The Syringa, Syringa No. 1, Syringa No. 2, Syringa No. 3,
Syringa No. 4, Syringa No. 5 and Syringa No. 6 quartz lode mining claims
are owned by Earl Willson of Yellow Pine, Idaho, Edward E. and Josephine
Willson of Napa, California, and Hattie and Ruth Henderson of Portland,

Oregon. These claims are held under a lease and option agreement by
Henry Abstein of Yellow Pine, Idaho, one of the applicants.

Henry Abstein and Gordon Smith are owners of the Syringa No. 7
claim.

Hiétory and Past Production

The Wilson property was located by Sam Willson about 55 years
ago. Mr. Willson held the claims until his death in 1934. The present
owner of the Syringa and Syringa No. 1 to No. 6 claims are heirs of Sam
Willson. (The property is designated as the wijilson property® in
previous government reports, although the owners spell their name
"Jillson,)

So far as is known, there has been no production from the
property.

Mine Workings

Underground mine workings consist of the Sam Wilson
tunnel (crosscut adit) 570 feet long, another adit, 200 feet long, and
the Sam Wilson shaft, 30 feet deep. The Sam Wilson tunnel and shaft
are shown on the map accompanying this memorandum, and are the only
underground workings on the applicant's claims in the vicinity of the
proposed exploration. The Glasgow tunnel just south of the applicant's
claim was also inspected. These underground workings were driven to
explore for precious and base metals.

Several pits and trenches along a large limestone inclusion
band have been made to explore the tungsten possibilities of the

property.

Financial and Administrative Competence of
the Applicants

Mr. Abstein and Mr. Smith are elderly gentlemen with many
years of mining experience. Mr. Abstein is a prospector and miner.
Mr. Smith is a mining engineer. These men would jointly supervise the

" project, contracting the underground exploration.

Mr. Abstein and Mr. Smith are considered competent to conduct
an exploration project.

Gegology

The geology of the Wilson property and Profile Gap area is
described by Shenon 1/ This work served as a basis for our examination.

The Profile Gap area is best described as an igneous complex
containing discontinuous bands of sedimentary rocks. The area is
principally underlain by granodiorite of the Idaho batholith, which is
locally highly altered and silicified. The dtered granodiorite is
cut by numerous dikes and irregular bodies of quartz latite porphyry,
quartz diorite, granodiorite, lamprophyre, and rhyolite. Inclusions of
Paleozoic limestone, argillite, and quartzite occur within this igneous
complex, Patches of volcanic rocks related to the Challis volcanics
(Tertiary) also occur in the area.

Numerous quartz veins up to several feet in width and generally
striking North to N. 20° E. traverse the area. Most of these veins are
discontinuous and cannot be traced for more than a few hundred feet.

The Don Pedro vein is the most persistent of these veins and has been
traced for over 900 feet. It attains a maximum width of 20 feet, however,
for much of its length it is less than a foot wide. Locally, therquartz
veins contain varying amounts of galena, sphalerite, chalcopyrite, pyrite
and gold. However, these veins are not of economic interest.

Tungsten

Three types of tungsten occurrences were noted: (1) scheelite
associated with limestone inclusions, (2) scheelite associated with
lamprophyric dikes, (3) scheelite associated with a quartz stringer.

The best tungsten showings occur in limestone inclusions. The
principal inclusion is a limestone band 80 to 100 feet wide and 800 feet

long, that strikes N. 20° E. and dips 70° to 90° NW. This limestone

band is not a simple structure; three distinct and gradatlonal rock units

being recognized. The hanging wall portion, 20 to 30 feet wide, is

argillaceous limestone with lenses of sedimentary breccia. The central

portion, 20 to 30 feet wide, is marble with sparse amounts of epidote |
and diopside. The footwall portion, 30 to 50 feet wide, and the southern |
end of the inclusion is highly altered argillaceous limestone which grades |
into altered granodiorite of the Idaho batholith, (see geologic map.)

This band of limestone is cut off on the northwest by a large
quartz latite porphyry dike which contains interlacing lamprophyric dikes.

;/ Shenon, P. J., Ross, C. P., Geology and QOre Deposits near
Edwardsburg and Thunder Mountain, Idaho, Idaho Bureau of Mines and

Geology Pamphlet No. 44, 1936.
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This zone represents a large shear zone striking N. 20° E. to
N. 30° E. The shear zone contains minor marble inclusions north of the
limestone band. None of these inclusions are more than a few feet

square in area.

Scheelite occurs as. thin stringers in a 1 to 2 inch wide
discontinuous bands and as disseminated specks within the marble zone of
the limestone inclusions. Lamping showed the scheelite to be very
spotty and erratic in distribution. The best scheelite showings were
found in the small inclusions within the large shear zone north of the
principal limestone band. The scheelite within the principal band was
confined to the north end of the band near its intersection with the
shear zone, (see geologiccmap for scheelite distribution.)

Tt was evidant that the applicants trenches were dug where
lamping had indicated the best scheelite and the applicants sampling
was confined to this area. Outside the trenches and along the road
between trenches very little scheelite was noted. Mr. Reno, U. S.
Bureau of Mines cut two samples to check the applicant'!s sampling.
These samples are shown on the map accompanyingthis report.

Scheelite was noted in two places along the quartz latite-
lamprophyric dike zone, (see map for locations.) Several small
silicious lenses containing galena and sphalerite were seen within
the interlacing lamprophyric dikes. One of these lenses, 12 inches
long and 2 to 4 inches wide contained scheelite. At one other place
scheelite was seen as fine disseminated specks within a lamprophyric dike.
This disseminated zone tould not be traced any distance. There exposed
it was approximately 6 feet wide. Mr. Earl Willson reported that a
sample from this zone assayed 0.05 percent WOs3.

A 1 inch quartz stringer 25 feet back of the face in the
Glasgow tunnel showed some fine specks of scheelite. None of the other
quartz veins examined contained scheelite.

Evaluation.of Proposal

The applicant proposes to extend the Wilson tunnel (crosscut
adit) N. 75° W. approximately 175 feet to cut the "Scheelite't,
wpathfinder® and ®Jumbo® veins, then drift north and south on the
nScheelite" vein to the limits of mineralization.

The ®Scheelite® vein is the large limestone inclusion. The

‘application states that the 1Scheelitet vein dips 80° to 85° east and

will be cut by extending the tunnel 50 to 80 feet. Field evidence
indicates that the limestone inclusion strikes N. 20° E. and dips 70°
to 90° NW; if this is correct the Wilson tunnel will .have to be
extended 150 to 220 feet to intersect and crosscut this inclusion.

This proposed program is not feasible because the scheelite within this

—y
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limestone inclusion is too spotty to be of economic interest. The
inclusions within the shear zone north of the main limestone inclusion
are small and erratic in distribution, and not numerous enough to be of
economtc cmportance. The locating of any of these small .inclusions by
underground exploration would be governed by chance.

No veins corresponding to the applicantts Pathfinder and Jumbo
veins were seen by the DMEA examiners. Discussion with the applicants
revealed that the ore lenses within the lamprophyric dike zone represents
these veins. The lenses are too spotty and erratic indistribution to be
of economic interest. '
