The subject appllcatlon, submitted by Mr. Fred C. Osmers,
Tacoma, Washington, has been a matter of considerable correspondence,
which should be briefly reviewed for the benefit of those officials
who will render a decision on the merits of the application.

Mr. Fred Osmers submitted an application for DMA assist-
ance on an antimony-bearing property, Vienna Mining district, l/,
2/, Blaine County, Idaho, in May, 1951, The application was poorly
prepared and consequently was returned to him for additional infor-
mation; however, a letter was forwarded from this office on May 25
to the Executive Secretary, IMA, advising that the application had
been submitted. Following this action, copies of letters from the
Washington office, DMA, to Mr. Osmers, dated June 12, June 25, and
Novenber 27 were received, all of which requested information on
Mr. Osmers' application. These letters noted that the application
had been assigned Docket No. 1538x. The latest copy of a letter
from Washington, D. C., to Mr. Osmers was dated December 29, 1951;
it allowed him an extension of time to submit information on his
appllcatlon.

In late June, 1951, an application for DMA exploration
assistance was received at this office from Mr. C. E. Brinegar, con-
cerning an antimony prospect in the Vienna Mining district, Blaine
County, Idsho., The application was subsequently forwarded to
Washington, D. C., for further consideration, where it was assigned
Docket No., 188lx,

In July, the writer, while on a trip to Blaine County, Idaho,
contacted Mr. Brinegar at his camp near his antimony prospect.
After discussing the DMA exploration program, Mr. Brinegar advised
that he was unable to contribute funds for such a program, and
that consequently he wished to withdraw his application, Following
the discussion, a brief visit was made to Mr. Brinegar's proespect,
not with the intent of gathering notes for a formal report, but
merely out of curiosity on the part of the writer. The prospect
consisted of some small open cuts that explored a mineralized zone
containing some scattered stibnite. The zone passes from Paleozoic
sediments into Tertiary volcanics, and may be traced on the surface
for some distance. The writer suggested to Mr. Brinegar that further
open-cut work, done as assessment work, might prove whether the zone
warranted a planned exploration program, During the course of con-
versation, Mr., Brinegar stated that he was primarily interested in
turning his prospect over to someone who was financially equipped
to thoroughly explore the property, and stated that he would be
obliged if the writer could advise him of someone who might be so
interested. The writer mentioned the names of several operators
interested in antimony properties in the central Idaho area, among
which was Mr. Fred Osmers. - Mr. Brinegar stated that he did not
know Mr. Osmers, but would contact him to see if he might be inter-
ested in the Brinegar prospect.

Following the visit, a letter was forwarded from this office
to DMA, Washington, D. C., advising that Mr. Brinegar wished to
withdraw his application. A brief report of the visit to the property
was prepared for the files., Copies of this report are enclosed with
this  memo. -

In September, Mr. Brinegar wrote this office, stating that a
proposition to take over his prospect by an unnamed party had not
materialized, and requesting that we send him Mr. Osmers' address,
which we did. On September 10, a letter from Mr. Osmers stated
that Mr. Brinegar referred by letter to an examination of the
Brinegar prospect by Mr. Kiilsgaard, and requested information on
Mr., Kiilsgaard's report. Mr. Osmers! letter was answered on Sep-
tember 12, in which it was stated that Mr. Kiilsgaard had visited
the property, but that the contents of his report could not be made
public. ,

Evidently Mr. Osmers and Mr., Brinegar reached an agreement
regarding the Brinegar prospect, because the present application
submitted by Mr. Osmers concerns that property. No mention is made
in this application of the antimony property on which Mr, Osmers
originally applied for DMA assistance. It will be noted that





Mr., Osmers present application contains a copy of a preliminary
agreement with Mr, Brinegar that states in the final paragraph on
page one:

"Whereas, the United States of American, through
the Defense Minerals Administration has by oral report
indicated a willingness to advance three-fourths of the
exploration cost under an Exploration Project Contract,
if the remaining one-fourth is advanced by responsible
parties, and; - ="

This interpretation by the applicant is incorrect. At no time
during the visit to Brinegar's property was any oral inferrance
made by the writer that DMA would be willing to enter into an
exploration program on the property.

On the last page of the preliminary agreement, attention is
called to paragraph 13: :

nIf the United States shall refuse or fail to enter
into the contract to supply three-fourths of the said
exploration cost; this agreement shall be null and void."

In the light of the preliminary agreement, and in view of the
facts that the prospect is marginal and that no firm program has
been presented for exploration of the property, it is recommended
that the application be denied.

The writer visited Mr. Brinegar's Even Chance antimony
prospect on July 15, 1951; the examination resulting from an appli-
cation for a DMA exploration contract of $12,000 submitted by
Mr. Brinegar,

The Even Chance prospect consists of one (1) unpatented
mining claim on the north canyon wall of Smiley Creek at an altitude
of 7550 feet about 00 feet above the creek level, and about one
mile downstream from the old mining town of Vlenna. No road or
trail leads to the prospect and inasmuch as it is on a pine-clad
hillside, it is quite difficult to locate. The old town of Vienna
is about 7.5 miles from U, S. Highway 93, which leads from Ketchum
to Stanley, and about 34 miles northwest from Ketchum,

The vein on the Even Chance prospect has been developed by
two small open cuts, both of which were driven as assessment work.
The smaller of these open cuts is on the east bank of a small gulley,
whereas a few hundred feet to the east the larger cut (18 feet long
and 10 feet deep at the face) presents a better exposure of the vein.
This opening was being worked at the time of the visit.

The larger, eastern open cut exposes a mineralized and
altered zone about 12 feet in thickness that strikes N, 200 E,, and
dips 35° NW. The wall rock is andesite, a member of the Challis
volcanics of Oligocene age, which is quite altered near to and within
the mineralized zone. Ore within the mineralized structure is chiefly
stibnite with large amounts of yellowish antimony oxides present as
well. The red antimony oxysulphide kermesite is also prevalent through-
out the mineralizéd area. The ore does not occur as definite veins
or tabular bodies, but more as scattered, irregular-shaped bunches
which are usually surrounded by or adjacent to rather dull quartsz.

‘The entire zone was apparently silicified during the early stages
of mineralization to be followed later by stibnite and other sulphides
which in turn were accompanied or followed by still later quartz.

In addition to the antimony sulphide, some minor specks of
ruby-silver minerals were noted in the ore. Mr. Brinegar reported
that selected assays from the eastern open cut went 63 percent Sb,
and 20 ounce Ag; and 68 percent Sb, and 16 ounces Ag respectively.
No samples were taken by the writer; however, a sample taken across
the vein would be very low in antimony. It is probable that high-grade
antimony could be cobbed from the vein, where presently exposed, but
the overall amount would be small, At the time of the examination
there was about 100 pounds of cobbed stibnite lying on the dump,

The overall width of the vein would not present antimony ore of a
minable grade, However, the mineralized structure is strong and
would conceivably warrant further exploration as a possible antimony

. producer.

The relatively high silver content of the ore raises some
question as to the commercial quality of the antimony ore. It is
quite probable that the ore would be penalized at the smelter for the
silver content.

In conversation with Mr., Brinegar it was learned that he
is not a miner, ard furthermore, that he has neither funds nor intentions
of spending a prolonged period of time at developing a producing mine.
He has been forced to be content with keeping up assessment work thinking
that he might perhaps develop his property to a point where it would
be of interest to some larger mining concern. In his application for
DMA assistance he intended to secure funds for such a purpose. After
discussing the DMA exploration program, Mr. Brinegar decided that his
funds and the time he could devote to the exploration program would
be inadequate, thus he requested that his application be withdrawn,
He did request that if DMA officials contacted parties interested in
antimony prospects that he be advised, in that he would be interested
in selling his property.

Since the field examination, a letter has been forwarded to
Washington, D. C., advising of Mr. Brinegar's request for withdrawal
of his application.
