We have carefully reviewed the application of the Midvaie
Mining Company and the geclogical reports thet secampanied it. We
bave also reviewed the project in the light of our owm geological
information gathered durimg the courss of the Geological Survey work
in the Coeur d'Alene mining district, On the basis of all this in-
formation, it is necessary to comelude that the chances of fimdiag
an ore body 1n the area proposed for exploration are not too cncoureging.

A report made for the Midvale Company by Philip Lisdstrom of
the Hecla Mining Company geoclogical staff concludes with this statement:
