The Special Minerals Investigation Branch of the Bureau 
of Mines has examined, and. drilled the Long Valley area sufficiently 
to indicate a minor amount of monazite and other black sand. 
minerals. Under present economic conditions we do not believe the 
deposit can be.consid.ered. minable. Considerable sampling was done 
by our branch in the Round Valley area and only a trace of 
monazite was found. 


Sufficient exploratory work has been conducted by 
S.M.I.B. to indicate about 0.8 pounds of inonazite in the Long Valley 
area, mentioned in this docket, and. less than 0.1 pound in the 
Round Valley area. Any further drilling must be considered 
development and not exploratory. - 


We recommend that the request be refused because under 
present economical conditions the area could not be considered 
minable with monazite as the only saleable mineral. Should markets 
be developed for other black sand. minerals, consideration could. 
be given to this request.
