On the Alaska claim,
several old excavations suggest that there is a 25-foot width of a
higher grade scheelite dissemination which on development might
yield some tungsten ore. The U, S, Bureau of Mines reports less
than 0.02% WO, and less than 1,5% copper for grab samples from

these localities. There is, thus, no known material of ore grade
in the group."

The applicant has not submitted any subordination lien,

apparently has no money and might have to restrict his participation
to personal labor.

Recommendation: I suggest that this application be referred to the
Fileld Team, Region II for additional information and an examination
if the Field Team believes one is needed.,
