The area covered by drilling operations measures 
approximately 31j5 feet in width and 3300 feet in length, A line 
of 6 holes, averaging 20 feet in depth, was drilled at approximately 
500-foot intervals along the stream, The drilling has indicated the 
existence of approximately 383,000 cubic yards of alluvial gravel 
containing 3.38 pounds of monazite per cubic yard, Th15 deposit, 
while small, is of economic significance, and warranted a certification 
of di scovery or development, 


It was found that only the upper 10 feet of gravel contain 
sufficient concentration of nionazite to be of economic importance.

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Vóucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corn,er of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The .amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
ser'vices, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories.

Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are nol re-
quired t be supported by documentation of any kind.

At that 
tima the six exploratory drill boles called for In the contract had 
just been finished; hence complete analyses of drill cuttings were 
not yet available. Incomplete results described by Vandeventer 
suggested that the nonazite content may be too low to support a 
profitable dredging operation. Copies of the complete analyses will 
be available soon. 


The property was examined, and the presence of nonazite 
was noted in several places along Big Creek. Although no attempt 
was made to obtain precise information on grades, several areas 
appeared rather low in nonazite. The nonazite appeared nore 
abundant in the coarser gravels, but the abundance of coarse gravel 
in the valley as a wbole is not known. No samples were taken.

An inspection of the subject property was made on 
September 30, 1953 accompanied by Mr. Verlon W. Vandeventer, Operator. 


Mr. M. Yost, the driller, was to have started drilling on 
or about September 26, 1953 but he suffered a persona]. injury in an 
accident, delaying the starting date to October 5, 1953. 


Mr. Vandeventer was instructed on invoicing, reporting logs 
on holes, and the method used in visual determination ofmonazite 
content of the gravels penetrated. He was requested to make a visual 
determination of inonazite content every five feet of hole before 
combining all samples from one hole for concentration and assay. The 
samples will be roughly concentrated in the Cascade field laboratory 
of the Idaho-Canadian Dredging Co. and the concentrates shipped to the 
Abbot A. Hanks laboratory in San Francisco for further concentration 
and assaying. 


The sites of the proposed holes were laid out with the 
assistance of Mr. Vandeventer. In laying out the holes, Hole 5 would 
have been in an inaccessible bog so it was necessary to change the 
location of Holes 1 to 5 from their original locations to 300 feet 
to the northeast so as to keep the proper spacing. The locatioü. of 
Hole 6 was not changed.

In a letter of December 5 from Mr. G. C. Seifridge, 
Acting Chairman, about the above captioned application, he suggests 
that the application be modified and that trenching and test pitting 
be done instead of churn drilling.. In his report Storch lists five 
items that make it dubious that a favorable recommendation should 
be made on this application. The items are: 1) indications of low 
grade; 2) narrow channel and consequently, 3) low total cubic 
yardage; and difficulty of working occasioned by tt) boulders and 
5) heavy timber, Because of these features we doubt that the 
expense of trenching and test pitting is warranted. 


We think that there is sufficient negative evidence 
already at hand that there is a strong possibility the application 
may be denied. However, rather than run the risk of making an 
improper and unjust appraisal, we suggest that the property be 
examined more thoroughly in the spring, and the decision on a course 
of action be based on the resUlt of the examination,

it. H. Storch, Chief, Special Minerals Section, Bureau of 
Mines, Region II, visited the property on November 14. The ground 
was covered with 6 inches of new snow, and snow was falling at the 
time of the visit so that a thorough examination could not be made. 
A general reconnaissance of those portions of the claims in secs. 1 
and 33 was made, however, and the information acquired was submitted 
to the Field Team. A formal report was not prepared. The results of 
Mr. Storch' s examination are summarized below: 


The property is about 3000 feet upstream from the farthest 
upstream hole drilled by Special Minerals Investigations Branch 
of the Bureau of Mines during its investigation of Scott Valley 
in 1950. This hole indicated considerably less than 1 pound of 
monazite per yard, and there is no reason to believe better values 
would be found farther upstream. 


Above this hole the valley becomes very narrow, seldom 
exceeding 200 feet in width. The area is heavily timbered and 
the stream wash contains an abundance of boulders. That part 
of the property in sections 27 and 34 was inaccessible at the 
time of the examination but it is doubtful, from observing the 
surrounding terrain, if it could contain any large areas of 
placer gravels. It is unlikely that the entire 4 sections 
contain more than 1,000,000 cubic yards of dredgeable gravels.

This information is not encouraging to the proposal, but 
inasmuch as a complete examination could not be made the Field Team 
makes no recommendation at this time. You may wish to check with 
Mr. N. H. Kline, Chief, Rare and Precious Metals Branch, Bureau of 
Nines, for additional data that might be in the files of the former 
Special Minerals Investigation Branch.

Three summers ago The Special Minerals Investigation Branch of the Bureau 
grab sampled that area and found monazite in the gravels. It was decided 
that the area did not warrant churn-drill investigation because of its 
smafl size and because of the number of large granite boulders which 
occur in the gravels. Churn-drill sampling would be diffiáult and 
would give inaccurate sampling results. Besides, the boulders would 
present considerable problems for future mining of the one million 
cubic yards of gravel that are estimated for the area. 


It is recommended that this .pplication be denied because 
of the apparent difficulties of properly evaluating the deposit by 
churn drill and because the small indicated yardage in the area does 
not warrant the spending of nearly $17,000. (The area would be 
inaccessible for exploration until about 	 of next year.)

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(li) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and 


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four .copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—Al1 the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and techiical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
ser'vices, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, jayrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer., This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", Jollowed by appro-
priate ignature.

Preparation of Form MP-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the dperator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one

Form MF-104A has been designfd to tie in with Form MF-404 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 	 - 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis.

The object of this project is to explore an area 
along Big Creek, Valley County, Idaho, for monazite by means 
of churn drilling. 


The work as indicated on the map "Big Creek, Valley 
County, Idaho," shall consist of drilling six churn drill 
holes, to an average depth of 25 feet, as near to the center 
of the valley as possible. Using the boundary line of the 
Payette National Forest on the Cascade-Stibnite road as a 
starting point, in an easterly direction, drill Hole 1 at 
0.6 miles, Hole 2 at 0.7 miles, Hole 3 at 0.5 miles, Hole k 
at 0.8 miles, Hole 5 at o.k miles, and Hole 6 at 1.0 miles 
from the starting point. These distances are approximate 
and subject to Government approval.
