ARTICLE 3. Exploration pro ject.—The 0 erator within- -------o0 da s from the date of this contract shall commence 
work on a project of exploration for' 


in or upon the described land ; and shall bring the project to completion within a period of ------------ from the 
date of this contract. The work to be performed is more fully described in Exhibit "A" attached hereto, which, with any maps 
or drawings thereto attached, are made a part of this contract. The Government will contribute to the cost of this work as here-
after provided. 


ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibility. The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in 
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens' 
compensation and employers' liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the project 
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent specified in Exhibit "A," attached hereto, the work may be performed by inde-
pendent contractor or contractors ; and work not specified in Exhibit "A" for performance by independent contractor may never-
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit "A," as agreed to by the parties, to state the work to be so performed and. 
the estimated unit costs thereof, as provided hereafter. 


(b) Independent contracts.—Any independent contract for the performance of work shall be on a unit-price basis (such as 
per foot of drilling, per foot of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, per cubic yard of material moved) , or on some basis' 
that will indicate the amount due for. work performed at any stage of the work to be performed under such independent contract. 
The Government shall not be nor be considered to be a party to any such independent contract, and the Government's right to 
terminate the exploration project contract under any of its provisions shall not in any manner be affected by reason of any 
such independent contract. If the reference in Exhibit "A" to any such independent contract states that the Government's 
approval thereof is required, the Government may refuse to participate in the cost thereof unless and until it has given its 
written approval of the independent contract. 


(c) Goverament may inspect.—The Government shall have the right to enter and observe and inspect the work at all 
reasonable times, and the Operator shall provide the Government with all available means for doing so. The Government may 
consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


ARTICLE 5. Estimated costs of the project.—A statement of the estimated cost of the project is set forth in Exhibit "A," 
attached hereto. Except insofar as any item of requirement or the estimated cost thereof set forth in Exhibit "A" is there or 
elsewhere designated as an "allowable maximum," such items of requirement and of related cost are estimates only, and may be 
exceeded to the extent that the Government may from time to time approve for the most economic and beneficial performance 
of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate of costs. The Government's approval of any such excess 
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost w ill be signified by its approval and payment of any invoice or 
voucher for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. Items expressly designated in Exhibit "A" or elsewhere as 
"allowable maximum," and the total aggregate estimated cost are limitations, and any excess therein will be for the sole account 
of the Operator in which the Government will not participate. 


ARTICLE 6. Allowable costs of the project.—(a) The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are 
limited to the following : 


(1) hzd&pendent eontracts.—Payments to independent contractors under independent contracts listed in Exhibit "A." 
The estimated cost of any work to be performed under an independent contract is or shall be included in the estimate of 
costs in Exhibit "A" in terms of the. estimated numbers of units of work to be performed, the estimated amount to be paid 
per unit, and the estimated total amount to be paid to the independent contractor, and such estimates shall be allowable 
maximums above which the Government will not contribute. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, 


. the Government will participate in the payments to the independent contractor only on account of work actually performed 
and that conforms with the provisions of the. exploration project contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems 


. the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable and necessary. No such independent contract 
shall have the effect of increasing the estimated total cost of the exploration project contract nor the maximum amount 
which the Government will pay as provided in the exploration project contract. 


(2) Labor, supervision, consultants.—Labor, supervision and technical services (including engineering and geological 
consultants) , a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." The requirements and related 
estimated costs for supervision and technical services are allowable maximums. 	 ' 


(3) Operating inaterials azd supplies.—Necessary materials and supplies including items of equipment costing less than 
$50.00 each, and power, water, and fuel, a 'schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit "A." 


(4) Operating equipment.—Any operating equipment to be rented or purchased, or which is owned and will be furnished 
by the Operator, with the estimated rental, purchase price, or the allowable depreciation, as the case may be, a schedule of 
which is included in Exhibit "A." Any items listed as owned and to be furnished by the Operator, and related allow-
able depreciation, are allowable maximums. 


(5) Rehabilitation an4 repairs.—Any necessary initial rehabilitation or repairs of existing buildings, installations, fix-
tures, and movable operating equipment, now owned by the Operator and to be devoted to the purposes of the exploration 
contract, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." These items are allowaNe 
maximums. 


( 6 ) New buildings, improvements, installations.—Any necessary buildings, fixed improvements, or installations to be 
purchased, installed, or constructed for the purposes of the exploration work, with the estimated cost of each, a schedule of 
which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit "A." All of these items are allowable maximums. 


(7) Miscellaneozts.—Repairs to and maintenance of operating equipment (not including initial rehabilitation or repairs 
of the Operator's equipment) , analytical work, accounting, workmen's compensation and employers' ' liability insurance and 
pyro% taxes. 
\ ) _() Contingencies.—Such other necessary, reasonable direct costs of performing the exploration work, within the limit '	 of the total aggregate estimate of costs, whether or not included in any schedule of costs in Exhibit "A," as may be 


' ,approved by the Government in the course of the work, as indicated by its approval and payment of invoices and vouchers.

The deposit contains columbite and samarskite. The 
exploration indicated a reserve of a little more than 314,000 
cubic yards of dredgeable gravel that contains between 6,000 
and 11,500 pounds of Nb 205 and Ta205 that is probably recover'. 
able in a 50 percent combined pentoxide concentrate. Such a 
concentrate is worth $3.lO £ or each pound of contained.com-
bined pentoxides. The total value of the recoverable àxides 
is between $140,000 and $87,000. These gravels, in turn, make 
the gravel worth between $1.20 and $2.30 per cubic yard for its 
recoverable coluinbiuin and tantalum contents	 - 


The deposit also contains between 70 and 120 pounds 
of U30, but probably none of the uranium can be recovered in 
a marketable form and, therefore, has no value. 


There has been no production from the property and 
no DNEk royalties paid. 


5. Comments -


The Operator prosecuted the project satisfactorily 
and conducted the field work in a competent manner. The 
Operator had some difficulty because of snow that remained 
until late into the summer and delayed the start of the pros. 
ject a few weeks. The laboratory work done by the Operator 
was less complete than was desirable. More chemical analyses 
of the different concentrate fractions should have been made; 
mineral identifications and amounts should have been deterinin-' 
ed for at least a few of the concentrate fractions; and the 
relations of the different concentrate fractions to the whole 
sample should have been tabulated. As a result of this ex-
ploration work, the Operator reports a reserve of 33,500 Cu. 
yds. of gravel containing .071414 pounds of combined colunibium-
tantalum oxides compared with 314,000 cu. yds. containing 
.17614 to .338 2 pounds of probable recoverable combined 
colunibium"tantaluin oxides reported In the final Field Team 
report. The estimate that has been made in the final Field 
Team report was possible only because 214 concentrate fractIons 
of samples from 12 churn drill holes were analyzed chemically 
by the Geological Survey. 


The project was established to explore a deposit of 
placer gravel for colüinbium-'tantaluin and uranium. Before the 
DMEA project was started some test work was done by the Bureau 
of Nines on a black sand sample from the Dismal Swamp area sub-
mitted by the Operator. This separation test work, screening, 
magnetic separation, and tabling, indicated a product contain-
ing 70.8 percent combined columbium-tantalum oxide with as much 
as 95.9 percent recovery of the combined minerals could be made.

The principal bedrock types in the vicinity of the 
Dismal Swamp property are the grandiorite and related granitic 
rocks of the Idaho batholith of Cretaceous (?) age. Because 
the area is heavily forested and has a fairly heavy soil cover, 
outcrops are rare. The deposit is near the south end of the 
batholith about midway between its east and west margins. 
Dismal Swamp is at the very headwaters of the wostermost princi' 
pal fork of &tck Creek only a few hundred yards northwest of the 
dráinge divide between the Middle Fork of the Boise River and 
the Feather River. The area does not appear to have been glaci-' 
ated. The granitic bedrock at the deposit is weathered to a 
moderate depth, and the top few feet of bedrock can be easily 
dug with a bulldozer. 


The gravels in Dismal Swamp are of local origin and 
are the product of local stream erosion and slope wash, The 
drainage basin tributary to Dismal Swamp is small in area. 


The columbium-'tantalum minerals and uraniuxn"bearing 
minerals in the deposit are believed to have been derived from 
the weathering of small pegxnatites associated with the Idaho 
batbolith. Similar suites of mineral are known to be associated 
with such pegmatites in other parts of centre]. Idaho. 


Two pieces of evidence suggest that most of the 
columbium"bearing minerals in the gravels were derived from the 
area west of the deposit: (1) the Operator, in work done prior 


to the inception of the Government contract, obtained his best 
samples from along the west margin of the swamp, and (2) the 
relatively high Nb2O and Ta2OS content of Drill Hole No. 21i. 


Although the ore reserves are small, sampling results 
and metallurgical tests indicate that the deposit does contain 
significant amounts of co].umbium that could be recovered quickly 
by drag-line dredging in the event of a National emergency. How'. 
ever, more complete sample information is necessary to determine 
whether the deposit is economically dredgeable by drag line at 
the present time, 


The property has been fully explored. The 314OOO 
cubic yards of estimated reserves are all of the dredgeable 
gravel in the deposit except for a small but unknown amount of 
hill-side wash between Drill Hole No. 21i and the ore reserve 
block.


For the above reasons the Field Team recommended issu' 


ing a certificate of discovery or development and this office 
concurs with their recommendations.

The first week of August was spent completing 
the road and setting up camp facilities. The drill 
arrived on the 6th and began work on the 7th, the 
bulldozer being used to build trails and prepare 
drill sites. Cat work and drilling continued for 
the next two weeks, the cat finishing on August 21, 
and the drill on the 23rd, having completed 329 feet 
of drilling. The cat was used a total of 165 hours 
during the 'month. 


The jeep was used almost every day on the job. 
The odometer reading on the morning of July 9th, 
when the job began was 10,773. The reading on 
July' • 31 was 13, 055, giving a mileage 'for July of 
2, 24. The readong on August 31, was 15,960, giving 
an August mileage of'2,905. The total for the two 
months of 5,la9 miles at lO per mile exceeds the 
maximum provided forin'the contract by $6.90. Be 
cause of this excess, no mileage is being reported 
for September. 


Work was begun on the first shaft with one 
laborer on August 17, 1953, the first one being sunk 
on Hole D-. . Two days were required to get the 
shaft down to bedrock at 10.5 feet, no timbering 
being required tosupport theground, although the 
shaft began caving'near the bottom a few days after 
completion. A second shaft was started on Ho:Le D-4. 
on the 2th and finished on the 30th. 


The top part of both shafts consisted of 1 to 2 feet 
of fill material, under which was grass, roots, mud, 
logs, and old stumps. Logs were found buried as much 
aS eight feet beneath the surface of the swamp. This 
top material was discarded, the top of the hoLe be-
ing sampled by cutting vertical channel samples from 
the bottom of the fill material to the top of the 
sand strata. Beneath the mud and logs, sand extended 
to bedrock, and this was piled to one side for testing. 


The sand from both shafts was screened wet to 
/1/4. ", -1/4." /16 mesh, and -.16 mesh. The /1/4" frac-
tion was examined for topaz and then discarded. A 
60'pound sample of the -1/4." /16 mesh fraction was 
brought to town and jigged... The jig concentrate's" 
(.02'33 lb.) were then' screened to /35 mesh, -.35 /i, 
and -4 mesh. The /35.. mesh fraction consisted of rock

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fragments, most of which were not broken down to 
individual mineral particles. The -35 /4.8 mesh 
fraction contained some nonmagnetic black minerals, 
butin too small an amount to be separated on the 
laboratory induction roll.

It is evident from the above work that the /16 
mesh Sizes approximate thö columbite (?) content of 
the host rock, and are not a concentration that would 
warrant beneficiation. 


The -16 mesh product from both shafts was 
brought to town to be tabled. From 1.89 cubic yards 
of sand taken from shaft one, 94. pounds of table 
concentrates were recovered. Because of the large 
amount of concentrates, they were passed through a 
Jones splitter, 11.46 pounds being cut out for further 
treatment. The rnagnetite was removed from the split 
by spreading.a thin layer of the concentrates on a roll-
ing sheet and passing a hand magnet slowly over the 
surface. The non-magnetite fraction was then passed 
over the induction rol, the first pass being made 
with no urrent passing through the field co:Lls • The 
residual magnetism of the roll thus removed a moderate-
ly magnetic fraction which includes most of the ilmenite 
that may be present. The next separation was made 
with a field strength of 1.5 amperes, separating the 
weakly magnetic minerals from the strictly non-magnetic 
fraction. The weakly magnetic fraction represented 


8.8 percent of the spiit from the shaft-one concen-
trates and is presumed to contain most of the columbite-
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tantalite present. Because of the tendency of the 
induction roll to size the material, this weakly mag-
netic split was then screened to /4 mesh, - /65 
mesh, -65 /100, and -100 mesh sizes and each screened 
fraction again passed over the induction roll in the 
same sequence as the original sample. The moderately 
magnetic and non-magnetic products of this separation 
showed a concentration in the finer sizes, but no 
systematic concentration was found in the weakly 
magnetic fraction. The weights of the fractions of 
varying magnetic response were totaled and calculated 
as percentages of the starting split from the table 
concentrates. The percentage of the weakly magnetic 
fraction was then applied to the total table concen-
trates to obtain the total pounds of that fraction 
in the shaft sample, which gave a value of 3.23. pounds 
of weaklymagnetic minerals per cubic yard.

Samples from drill 
holes 'D-1 through D- were ,, separated on the high 
voltage machizie, giving a two-way split of conduct-
ors and non-conductors. The' conductors include 
both strong and weakly magnetic minerals which were 
separated by passing the conductor fraction over the 
induced roll. The column labeled "Blacks" on the 
first eight holes consists of the weakly magnetic 
fraction. Since each handling entailed an 'inevita-
ble loss of . the fine part of the sample, it was ' - 
decided to dispense with the high voltage separa-
tion and the drill samples from D-9 onward, as well 
as the shaft samples and various .trench samples were 
run over the inductb roll only. 


Te• tendency of the induction roll to size 
the material is shown by the following experiment. 
The magnetite was removed from the table concentrates 
from shaft two with 'a hand magnet and a separation 
'into three products - moderate - weak - and non-
magnetic was made. The weakly magnetic fraction was 
then passed over the. roll with a ld 5trength of 
about 0.5 ampere. Two products were obtained which 
visual inspection suggested were merely sized frac-
tions. These were labeled "fines," and "coarse" 
and each .was then screened to / mesh, -4 /65,. 
-65 /100, and -100 mesh. A complete separation was 
then made on each fraction, with the results shown on 
the accompanying sheet labeled "partial separation-
sized fraction," 'and graphically on Figure 1. The 
concentration of" -6,5 mesh sizes in the "fines" is 
obvious, and consequently the. weakly magnetic ..frac-
tion of the shaft samples was sized prior to making 
the final separation. 


The calculations are reasonably self-exp:Lanatory. 
The first step entailed the calculation of the volume 
of each sample. Since the sludge'was collected as a 
single sample on most holes, its volume was simply 
pro-rated back over the-footage 'covered by the 
individual sand samples, 'and 'the' two combined to obtain 
a total io1ume for each sample. All measurements 
were made 'in a special volume bucket 12" x 13 318 x 12" 
deep and is recorded as inches'in the "measured 
volume" column of the 'log sheets and on the sheets 
headed-Drill Hole Volume Data.

The weakly magnetic sand 
recovered from each sample is calculated in exactly 
the same way, all figures being shown on the "Sand 
Recovery" sheet. Where asSays were made, as on 
Sample 4, HOle D-5, the value is recorded following 
the column., showing pounds per yard, and the pounds of 
com.ned columbium and tantalum oxide per cubic yard 
is shown in the last column. An average is shown 
for each hole at the top of the sheet, and usually 
covers the footage from where sampling started down 
to bedrock. In almost all cases, it was found 
necessary to discard the first few feet of the hole. 
The top l feet to 3 feet consisted of fill material, 
and the next 2 feet to 3 feet was predominantly grass 
and tree roots from which it proved impossible to 
salvage enough material to make a sample. On the 
remainder of the hole, table concentrates from 
individual samples proved to be so small it was 
usually necessary to combine two or more before the 
magnetic separation could be made without undue loss. 


Graphic logs of both shafts are given in 
figures 2 and 3 with all sample results shown alongside. 
A comparison of shaft-and drill-samples indicates 
the drill• samples were 26.6% low in Hole D-8 and 30.8% 
in hole D4 for an average of 28.7 percent. 


The drillhole sample data is summarized on the 
map, Plate I. The last column is the product of the 
thickness of sand in feet and the pounds of weak 
magnetics per cubic yard. These figures were used to 
construct isobars on the map, Plate II to indicate 
where maximum values lay. From this information, the 
most favorable dredging ground could be selected 
and is outlined in red on Plate II. The average of 
12 holes includedwithin the red.line.is  7.2' in 
depth and 1.35 pounds per cubic yard. In view of the 
fact that shafting indicated the drill samples were 
low an average of 28.7%, the pounds per yard could be 
recalculated to 1.84 pounds per yard as a maximum 
figure.

The cubic yardage within the indicated area 
affiôunts. to 33,500 cubic yards. While it is realized 
that too few samples have been analyzed to arrive 
at a reliable average, it is not felt that the small 
yardage available and the low assays received to date 
warrant further analytical work. Using theaverage 
assay above and the maximum pounds . of weak magnetics 
per yard, the best ground runs only .0744 . pounds 
combined oxides per yard, or a total of 2,493 pounds 
of combined oxides. 


In addition to the channel samples taken in 
the shafts, twO of the trenches in the area labeled 
"High Bar" a4jacent to. holes D-5 and D-.7 were sampled 
by cutting vertical channel samples. -No. 5 channel 
represents a 2-foot cut immediately above bedrock, 
and No. 6, a 4-foot cut immediately above No. 5, 
No. 7 is likewise a 2-foot cut immediately above 
bedrock in the next trench south, and No • 8 is a 
5-foot cut immediately above No. 7. The sample loca-
tions are shown On Plate I, and the calculations for 
them on the accompanying sheet headed "Channel Samples!' 
along with the calculations for the channel samples 
taken in the shafts. The latter (Nos. I to 4. inclusive) 
were calculated on a volume basis, while Nos. 5, 6, 
7, and 8 were calculated on a weight basis, using 
2700 pounds as the weight of a cubic yard of gravel.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to' make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regioial Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts s follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's. Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—Thi form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a vouchr for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's hare of costs; 


(b) Form M-1O4A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows cOsts for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrativ.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encOuntered must be furnished 'as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples takn as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclintion of holes is' to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Reort of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—A11 the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in bSr the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification 'in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form s readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if th contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200' as though it were performed.under an 
independent contraét. 


Under Item (2) iAclude labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project ther than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) apear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs ' of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 	 - 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technjcal services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.' 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3).	 '	


' Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of' expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.,' This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is; a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed , $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher,.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
urnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use.

The inspection of the project was made on September 9 and 
the mechanical testing equipment and processes were inspected on 
September 10, 1953, in company with Mr. Ed C. Pothier, the Operator's 
mining engineer. 


Work at the project has been finished except the moving of 
camp and samples to Boise. Woiic completed includes about 1.6 miles 
of access road, excavation of 13 trenches 6 to 12 feet deep, preparing 
25 churn drill sites, and churn drilling 25 rather shallow holes, 
8 12 feet deep. Two pits of 5x5-'foot cross section, untimbered, 
were excavated around churn drill holes D-4 and D-8 for about 11 feet 
each. Pits and churn drill holes had some sloughing and were water 
filled so that depths could not be checked. Operator's computation : 
of drilling totals had not been completed but is about 300 feet more. 
or less. The cost of the drilling is well below the rate set as an 
allowable macimum ($8), i.e., the subcontractor was given only enough 
work to reach his required minimum of $1500 and the exact rate per 
foot can be obtained Only when the subcontractor submits his bill 
which should come to about $5.20/ft. drilled. 


The churn drill holes are of about 7-inch final diameter 
and are located as shown on the attached sketch. There were no large 
boulders to retard drilling and casing but the weathered bedrock often 
made further driving of casing difficult without providing a satis-
factory seal from overlying gravel, and therefore some dilution 
occurred with bedrock sampling. 


The lodge pole timber growth made it necessary to rent a 
chain saw for falling and removing trees along the access road, 
trenches, and drill sites. It is recommended that an amendment be 
processed to allow 25 days of chain saw rental at $7/day.

pits is screened to minus 14 mesh in the field. (Plus 14 mesh is 
emined occasionally by panning, and 65 lbs. of these rejects

The minus 14 mesh is taken to the laboratory at Boise for 
tabling to obtain a concentrate which in many instances is too ml1 
to be split to provide a sample for the Government • The contract 
specifies in Exhibit "A", paragraph 4, under "Description of the Work", 
that the samples shall be concentrated at the property by means of 
sluice boxes and panning and then split into two equal .sainples.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists ofthree parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Mon(hly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditurer and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operãtor's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing fornations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples aken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inlination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month follo'ving. 


Preparation o Forrh MF-104----Operator's MOnthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this f6rm is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item 1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" 1 if the contract reported is on Form MF-200

In view of the.Bureau's favorable metallurgical report on 
beneficiation tests conducted at Albany, Oregon, ox concentrates 
from the subject property, this office recommends that the applica-
tion be given favorable consideration. 


Considering the short exploration season at this property 
because of adverse weather conditions, a decision by the Regional 
ilEA office for a field team examination may result in delaying 
exploration work until the summer of l95I. The available data on 
this pr9perty may permit an analysis of proposed costs and drilling 
pattern without an actual visit to the ground. 


Because of the apparently high columbite content of this 
property, it is recommended that the application be processed as 
soon as possible in order to permit exploration work during the 
summer of 1953. 


In regard to the metallurgical report, this office was 
unable to reconcile the 70.8 percent (Ta4Nb) 205 , given on page 2, 
with the metallurgical balance on page 5 However, the Nb-Ta 
content of the head sample, as indicated by the chemical analysis, 
is sufficient to be of marketable grade.

This sample of columbite black sand was submitted by Mr. 0. E. Pothier, 
Mining Engineer for the J. R. Simplot Company, Continental Bank Building, Boise, 
Idaho. Mr. Stephen M. Shelton, Regional Director, Region II, requested appropriate 
mineral beneficiation testwork with the object of producing a columbite concentrate, 
as well as any other valuable mineral concentrates by economic methods. 


Testwork performed in this laboratory indicated that as much as 
95.9 percent 


of the columbite can be recovered in a concentrate with an analysis of 70.8 percent 
(Ta,Nb)2°5 in which the Nb/Ta ratio is 8.0 to 1. In addition, the following 
valuable mineral concentrates were produced:

Petrographic Analysis 


"This sample essentially- contains columbite, some quartz and feldspar, less 
garnet and monazite, and relatively small amounts of the following minerals: 
ilmenite, zircon, cyrtolite, cassiterite, sericite, less topaz, rutile, zenotime, 
and octahedrite. 


The sample also contains a small amount of black radioactive material, a part 
of which is samarskjte. The remainder of this material has not been positively identifi 
as yet; however, it appears to be a multiple oxide containing columbium, thorium, 
rare earths, and. a relatively small amount of uranium. Upon the receipt of additional 
material, further studies and analyses will be made in order to determine the identity 
of this mineral. A report of our findings will be sent directly to you when the 
examination is completed.1t 


Beneficiation. Testwork 


A representative portion of the head sample was subjected to a screen analysis. 
A Geiger count of each screen fraction indicated the concentration into the coarse 
sizes (plus 28-mesh) of a high radioactive material as well as a slight concen-
tration into the finer sizes of an additional radioactive material, A detailed 
screen analysis is attached to this report as Table 1. 


A 3.5 kilogram sample of the heads was screened on 28-mesh and both the 
over-size and undersize separately subjected to magnetic separation on the Stearns 
laboratory ring-type separator at increasing intensities to selectively produce con-
centrates of the fol1oLng minerals: magnetite, titaniferous magnetite, and 
ilmenite, garnet, columbite, samarskite, monazite, and zircon with quartz and 
feldspar. The quartz feldspar was rejected from the zircon concentrate by pass-
ing over the laboratory shaker table. Similar products were combined and sub-
mitted for chemical and fluorescent analyses. Results of this testwork are 
attached to this report as Table II, and a laboratory flowsheet of this procedure 
is attached to this report as Table III. 


Conclusions 


Testwork performed in this laboratory indicated that, by the combination of 
screening, magnetic separation, and tabling as much as 95.9 percent of the coluni-
bite can be recovered in a concentrate with an analysis of 70.8 percent (Ta,Nb) 
2°5, and in which the Nb/Ta ratio is 8.0 to 1. ApprecIable quantities of saniarskite, 
monazite, and zircon concentrates were also produced. These would be valuable by-
products in the economic consideration of this black sand sample.

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It is emphasized that this teatwork is only representative of the sarrle as 
submitted and hence only represents any black sand deposit to the extent that the 
sample was representative. This concludes the testwork on this sample and no 
further work is anticipated.

Testing of the pits as noted on the property map was carried out by 
washing a measured volume of gravel. The heavy sands recovered were 
weighed and chemical analysis made of the. product. 


The larger pit marked "A" on the maps inclosed produced 3 lbs • of 
heavy concentrate per yard of washed gravel. Approximately LiD lbs. of 
this sand was submitted to the Bureau of Mines, Region II, Albany, Oregon, 
for beneficiation testwork. The results of this work has been received 
since submitting the D.M.E.A. application. Four copies are inclosed. 


Analysis of the sands sent to the Bureau of Mines were L7.3% 
(Ta,Nb)205; S.8S% Fe; 3.67% Fi02; and O.b3 U. They were able to make a 
product of 70.8% (Ta,Nb)2O in which the Nb/Ta ratio is 8.1. Other val-
uable concentrates were made as noted on the inclosed report. 


The other pits in the area were sampled and analysis made on the 
products. The results were submitted with the D.M.E.A. Report in the form 
of assays from various commercial chemists and companies interested in this 
product. The content of the black sands in Colwnbiuni-Tantalum were found 
to be quite uniform in all samples taken. Tabulated results from each pit 
are not available. 


Sections were not made through the pits. The depths or thickness 
of the gravels were found to vary in thickness from a feather edge near 
the swamp to a maximum of four feet in the pits at the greatest distance 
from the swamp. The bedrock slope is at a small angle into the hill 
which indicates the existance of a channel to the north of the swamp. A 
good concentration of heavy minerals is expected near bedrock in the swamp 
area. To develop and prove a yardage, it will be necessary to drill this 
area. At a place a few feet up Buck Creek from where the trail to Rocky 
Bar ioad crosses Buck Creek, the gravel is exposed in the creek. A pit 
was dug here which went through five feet of gravel but not to bedrock. 
A good concentration of heavy sands was noted similar in character to the 
controlled tests. An'analysis was not made of this material.

1) Columbiuzn or tantalum have not been produced from here; a few 


hand pits were dug in the summer and fall of 1952. The occur-
rence of colunibium and tantalum is indicated by the meager 
assay data presented, based upon this preliminary exploration. 
The heavy mineral concentrates evidently ranged from 30.4 to 
49 percent Cb205 and from 4 to 6.5 percent Ta205. 


2) Applicant does not state the number of holes fo be drilled, 
but his map shows 29 proposed holes along Buck Creek and 
tributaries and in the terrace along the north side of the 
creek. 


3) The applicant's cost estimate shows that a total of 500 feet 
of drilling is contemplated, which places the average depth 
of the 29 holes at about 17 feet. His map, however, shows 
that 20 of the 29 holes are proposed for the swampy area 
(present valley level) where the alluvium is thickest; the 
thickness of alluvium is not known in the swampy area (see 
applicant's cross section and remark on map that a 10-foot 
shaft did not reach bedrock). Presumably the drilling 
would have to go to bedrock, as the applicant states under 
4b and 4c that .he heavy minerals are concentrated in the 
gravels near the bedrock.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and

(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-,, 
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation;

(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;

The original contract made no provisions for a chain saw. 
The project area has a growth of lodge poles 30 to 40 feet in 
height that would be hazardous to fall by a bulldozer blade • The 
lack of provision in the contract for this equipment item was not 
noticed by the Operator or Government representatives until the 
Operator started preparing his initial monthly invoice. 


The use of a chain saw has contributed to low cost of access 
road, trench and drill site excavation, as well as to project safety. 
The proposed $7/day rental rate is about $5 below the rate currently 
charged by some equipment dealers.

An independent contract driller with 8-inch casing and 
8-inch placer drill was available when the application for an' 
exploration contract was made, and therefore an 8-inch placer drill 
was requested for the proposed work, part 2, item 5 (b) in the 
application. During the processing of the application and contract 
this drill contractor has obligated his time and equipment, but a 
drilling contractor now bids for the work with 6.-inch casnig.

The work shall be performd efficiently, expertly, in 
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens' 
compensation and employers' liability insurance, 'with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the project 
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent specified in Exhibit "A," attached hereto, the work may be performed by inde-
pendent contractor or contractors ; and work not specified in Exhibit "A" for performance by independent contractor may never-
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit "A," as agreed to by the parties, to state the work to be so performed and 
the estimated unit costs thereof, as provided hereafter.

Dear Mr. Laurence: 


As you undoubtedly know, according to the Government contract loan, 
Document #DMEA 2926, under which the Government loaned our company 
a sum of money for exploration and also in reference to a letter of 
August 9th, addressed to us from Mr. Jay L. Chambers, concerning 
the repayment of this loan, we are at this time undergoing serious 
financial difficulties in our mining operations and even though we 
are producing mica, we have just recently begun to be able to make 
our payrolls and expenses weekly from the sales. 


We are absolutely unable at this time to make a large payment on 
this loan and would like to arrange a repayment schedule, set up in 
such a way that a portion of each sale would either be deducted in 
Atlanta or else deducted when the check was received in our office 
at Asheville, and payments made on the loan. 


Of course, I am aware of the fact that the loan contract set up a 
certain percentage of repayment and it is my idea that possibly we 
could, from the time we make an agreement, pay this stipulated per-
centage on the balance due and pay a like percentage on the amount 
referred to in Mr. Chambers' letter of the ninth. 


By making such an arrangement, I feel that we would be able to 
liquidate the entire loan in a short time and I assure you that we 
would appreciate your taking this matter into consideration, or 
going into it with the proper authorities, and advising us. 


We certainly appreciate your past courtesies and cooperation and 
look forward to further pleasant relations with you in the future.
