is sometimes encountered. The presumption is that the rock
contains radium emanations, which are determined by the
geiger counter and which are driven out of the rock by grind-
ing. If any minerel were present in the rock, grinding would
not affect the geiger counter determination.

It may be presumed that the rock is in the near vieinity of
radioactive minerals.
