A. E. Weissenborn, Kx.cutive 
officer, DNEA Field-Teem, Region I, NW District, requested confirmation 
of the information that the Bradley Mining Company was mining and con-
centrating approximately 170 tons of ore per day from a vein outcropping 
from the Springfield mine open pit. 


The mining and concentrating operations at the Springfield 
mine were inspected October 7, 1955, accompanied by Mr. K. C. Wallace, 
assistant manager. 


According to 14r. Wallace, appro4mate1y 20,000 tons of scheelit.-
bearing talus was mined from the hillside during the summers of 1953 and 
1954. The material was sized in a trommel screen. The plus 3/80-rock was 
discarded to waste and the minus 3/8"-'rock, amounting to approximately 
10,000 tons and averaging approximately 0.35 percent W03 , was upgraded 
in a mill at the mine by jigging, classificatjon, and tabling. The jig' 
and table concentrates were trucked to the mill at Stibnite where they 
were further beneficiated to marketable products on a Dings multiple 
cross-belt magnetic separator. 


Bnova1 of the talus uncovered an irregular wedge-shaped 
ache slito-bearing tactite deposit about 150 feet long, estimated to 
contain appromtely 10,000 tons averaging about 0.35 percent W03. 
Subsequent to the DMEA diamond drilling project the Company drilled a 
number of boles aggregating 1200 feet and drove four adit tunnels 
prospecting for downward and horizontal extensions of the deposit. 
None of this work increased the sise of the orebody, according to Mr. 
Wallace.

Siz diannd drill holes were drilled under the 1EA contract 
to delineate the scheelite orebody. Only! hole $F-7 showd significant 
amounts of scheelits, assaying from 0.28 to 0.33 percent W03 between 20 
and 40 feet. The attached sketch nap in section indicates that hole S?-7 
intercepted the deposit where it is pinching out. Holes SP-8 and $Pu.9 
have been projected into the plane EV and shows that th*se holes were 
drilled below the deposit. 


At the time of my visit, )r. Wallace stated that approximately 
8,900 tons had been mined and crushed of whieh 7,700 tons had been. milled 
nd 1,200 ton* were stockpiled to be ndfled. He estimated approximately 


1,000 tons renamed in the deposit which he hoped could be mined betor. 
the close of the $eason. 


The deposit has been mined from two snsU benches and pushed 
over the bank onto a working bench below,wh,re it was picked up by a dozer 
equipped with a bucket and transported about 100 yards to the crushing 
plant. The ore was crushed in a jaw crusher and further reduced in a set 
of rolls. The crushed ore, about minus 3/8- .inch in size, was trucked about 
100 yards back to the mill and dimzped into the fine ore bin. The tine or. 
was transported to the trommel by belt conveyoro z'om the tronel the ore 
was discharged into a Pan American jig. Jig tailings were discharged to 
waste. The hutch product was classified in a claøiifier into four sizes 
and each size tabled separately. Jig bed concentrates were cleaned up each 
shift. Table tailings were discharged-to  waste. No middlings were made. 
Table concentrates, ranging from about 10 to 18 percent W0, were trucked 
to Stibnite and concentrated in a Dinge *ultiple cross-belt magnetic 
separator. The concentrates, assaying in excess of 70 percent W03 and 
representing 95 percent of Ut. teed, were being sold to GSA. The magnetic 
separator tailings, assaying from 2 to 4 percent W03, were being sold to 
Minerals ngineering Company , at Salt Lake City, Utah. 


•	 About 175 tons per day were being mined on two shifts and milled 
on three shifts. Ore has averaged about 0.35 percent W03 and mill tailings 
035 percent W03, representing mill recolery of approximately 57 percent. 
Poor recovery is due to inability to grind finer because the mill is not 
equipped with 'a zvd mill. Roughly, 2 .3/4 tons of concentrates are recovered 
from 175 tons of miU. feed. 


The possibility of instelling a rod mill to grind and mill the 
tailings next suater is being considered.

Your recent letter to Mr. John D. Bradley regarding our application 
for diamond drilling at the Springfield Prospect hasbeen referred to 
me. 


The talus deposit below the vein outcrop has been extensively sampled 
by means of 28 test pits dug to bedrock. The depths of the pits 
ranged from 3 to 94 feet; the average depth was 6.6 feet. The assay 
results of the samples from the pits are shown on the enclosed map. 
The assays noted at each test pit on the map are for the minus 1/2-
inch material from the pit. 


This awniner we will concentrate the talus scheelite by gravity methods --
jigs and tables - without crushing. Thus for the purpose of estimating 
the available scheelite it was assumed the plus 1/2-inch material is 
barren, as any scheelite in the larger pieces of rock cannot be recovered 
in our gravity plant. 


In computing the overall grade of the talus deposit, the assays for the 
minus 1/2-inch material were distributed over the total weight of rock 
from the pits in the ratio of weight of minus 1/2-inch rock to the 
total weight of rock, always assuming the plus 1/2-inch rock to be 
barren. We believe the result is a conservative estimate of the 
tungsten content of the talus: 16 0000 tons averaging about 0.140 per 
cent W03. 


To provide you with more complete information on previous work that 
has been done on the property, we are enclosing a print on which we 
have plotted diamond drill holes 1, 2 and 3, showing rock types and 
tungsten values where assayable amounts of scheelite were present in 
the cores. These holes were collared directly above the northern end 
of the vein and, as stated in our application, passed out of the 
mineralized zone as they went down. The highest tungsten values occur 
in the southern end of the vein; this end was apparently the source 
of most of the talus scheelite.

The Government's approval of any such excess 
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost will be signified by its approval and payment of any invoice or 
voucher for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. Items expressly designated in Exhibit "A" or elsewhere as 
"allowable maximum," and the total aggregate estimated cost are limitations, and any excess therein will be for the sole account 
of the Operator in which the Government will not participate. 


ARTICLE 6. Allowable costs of the project.—(a) The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are 
limited to the following: 
- (1) Independent contracts.—Payments to independent contractors under independent contracts listed in Exhibit "A." 


The estimated cost of any work to be performed under an independent contract is or shall be included in the estimate of 
costs in Exhibit "A" in terms of the estimated numbers of units of work to be performed, the estimated amount to be paid 
per unit, and the estimated total amount to be paid to the independent contractor, and such estimates shall be allowable 
maximums above which the Government will not contribute. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, 
the Government will participate in the payments to the independent contractor only on account of work actually performed 
and that conforms with the provisions of the exploration prbject contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems 
the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable and necessary. No such independent contract 
shall have the effect of increasing the estimated total cost of the exploration project contract nor the maximum amount 
which the Government will pay as provided in the exploration project contract. 


(2) Labor, supervision, consultants.—Labor, supervision and technical services (including engineering and geological 
consultants) , a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." The requirements and related 
estimated costs for supervision and technical services are allowable maximums. 


(3) Operating materials and supplies.—Necessary materials and supplies including items of equipment costing less than 
$50.00 each, and power, water, and fuel, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit "A." 


(4) Operating equipment.—Any operating equipment to be rented or purchased, or which is owned and will be furnished 
by lhe Operator, with the estimated rental, purchase price, or the allowable depreciation, as the case may be, a schedule of 
which is included in Exhibit "A." Any items listed as owned and to be furnished by- the Operator, and related inuWiwi allow-
able depreciation, are allowable maximums. 


(5) Rehabilitation andrepairs.—Any necessary initial rehabilitation or repairs of existing buildings, installations, fix-
tures and movable operating equipment, now owned by the Operator and to be devoted to the purposes of the exploration 
contract, a schedule of which is -included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." These items are allowable-
maximums.	 • 	 • 


(6) New. buildings, improvements, installations.—Any necessary buildings, fixed improvements, or installations to be 
purchased installed, or constructed for the purposes of the exploration work, with the estimated cost of each, a schedule of 
which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit "A." All of these items are allowable maximums. 


(7) Miscellaneous.—Repairs to . andmaintenance of operating equipment (not including initial rehabilitation or repairs 
of the Operator's equipment), analytical work, accounting, workmen's compensation and employers' liability insurance and 
payroll taxes. 
- (8) Cbntingencies.—Such other necessary, reasonable direct costs of performing the exploration work, within the limit 
of the total aggregate estimate of costs, whether or not included in any schedule of costs in Exhibit "A," as may be 
approved by the Government in the course of the work, as indicated by its approval and payment of invoices and vouchers.

Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall dispose of any remaining materials, supplies, facilities, 
buildings, fixtures, and equipment in which the Government has an interest, for the joint account of the Operator and the Gov 
ernment in the proportion of their respective interests; shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of his operations 
under the contract and his expenditures of money; and shall pay to the Government its pro rata share of any money remaining.

MONTHLY. REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
lOgs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical serviceS used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6).

The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in 
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens' 
compensation and employers' liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the project 
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent specified in Exhibit "A," attached hereto, the work may be performed by inde-

The contract, dated May 26, 1952, approved, the expenditure of 
$5, 600.00 on diamond drilling pyrrhotite-scheelite bearing tactite bodies. 


Six drill holes totalling 593 feet were drilled at a cost of 
$3,761.676 The drilling extended the drilling program of the applicant, 
which bad indicated some low grade material. The drilling done under the 
coni.ct failed to find material-of-ore grade. The presence of enough float 
in the talus below the outcrops to warrant mining, suggests that the mater-
ial now in place represents the 'roots' of higher grade ore bodies. 


The examiners and the Field Team recommend that no certification 
of discovery be made.

The enclosed memorandum dated October 12, 1955, by 
John D. Bardill, Mining Engineer, Bureau of Mines, will answer ques-
tions asked in your letter of September 22, 1955, about the Spring-
field tungsten prospect. 


The' map and section attached to Mr. Bardill's memorandum 
is particularly Informative. The ore body being mined was overlain 
by talus that contained scheelite. The talus was excluded from 
royalty payments as it had been prospected and sanled before the 
start of the contract. The deposit itself is thin and conforms 
roughly to the slope of the hillside. DNEA Drill Holes No. SP-7 
and SP-9 were drilled under the deposit. Hole No. SP-7 actually 
cut a small portion of the ore body from 20 to 40 feet. This 20-
foot section averaged about 0.30 percent WO . This was the only 
ore-grade material cut by the DMEA diamond drill holes, although 
Holes No. SP-1 and SP-2, drilled by the Bradley Mining Company before 
the start of the contract, picked up small amounts of scheelite-
bearing tactite (see section A-A' of final report). 


Work by the Operator since the completion of the contract 
has shown that in the area prospected, only a "skin" of ore-bearing 
tactite remains -- the remnants of a much larger body now mostly 
removed by erosion. This is also the conclusion reached in the Field 
Team Final Report.

There is a question as to whether the magnetometer survey, 


recommended in our letter of February 11, 1954, would have picked up 
the ore body in question as it was overlain by pyrrhotite- and 
scheelite-bearing talus. There is, however, a chance that a magneto-
meter survey might pick up. other ore bodies not covered by pyrrhotite 
talus.

A letter dated September 22, 1955 from Mr. George C. Selfridge,, 
chairman, DMEA Operating Committee, to Mr. A. E. Weissenborn, Executive 
officer, DMEA Field Team, Region I, NW District, requested confirmation 
of the information that the Bradley Mining Company was mining and con-
centrating approximately 170 tons of ore per day from a vein outcropping 
from the Springfield mine open pit. 


The mining and concentrating operations at the Springfield 
mine were inspected October 7, 1955, accompanied by Mr. K. G. Wallace, 
assistant manager. 


According to Mr. Wallace, approximately 20,000 tons of scheelite-
bearing talus was mined from the hillside during the summers of 1953 and 
1954. The material was sized in a trommel screen. The plus 3/811.-.rock was 
discarded to waste and the minus 3/8"-rock, amounting to approximately 
10,000 tons and averaging approximately 0.35 percent W03, was upgraded 
in a mill at the mine by jigging, classification, and tabling. The jig 
and table concentrates were trucked to the mill at Stibnite where they 
were further beneficiated to marketable products on a Dings multiple 
cross-belt magnetic separator. 


Removal of the talus uncovered an irregular wedge-shaped 
scheelite-bearing tactite deposit about 150 feet long, estimated to 
contain approximately 10,000 tons averaging about 0.35 percent W03. 
Subsequent to the DMEA diamond drilling project the Company drilled a 
number of holes aggregating 1200 feet and drove four adit tunnels 
prospecting for downward and horizontal extensions of the deposit. 
None of this work increased the size of the orebody, according to Mr. 
Wallace.
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Six diamond drill holes were drilled under the DIV]EA contract 
to delineate the scheelite orebody. Only hole SP- .7 showed significant 
amounts of scheelite, assaying from 0.28 to 0.33 percent W03 between 20 
and 40 feet. The attached sketch map in section indicates that hole SP-.7 
intercepted the deposit where it is pinching out. Holes SP-.8 and SP-9 
have been projected into the plane E- .E' and shows that these holes were 
drilled below the deposit. 


At the time of my visit, Mr. Wallace stated that approximately 
8,900 tons had been mined and crushed of which 7,700 tons had been milled 
and l200 tons were stockpiled to be milled. He estimated approximately 
1,000 tons remained in the deposit which he hoped could be mined before 
the close of the season. 


The deposit has been mined from two small  benches and pushed 
over the bank onto a working bench below, where it was picked up by a dozer 
equipped with a bucket and transported about 100 yards to the crushing 
plant. The ore was crushed in a jaw crusher and further reduced in a set 
of rolls. The crushed ore, about minus 3/8-inch in size, was trucked about 
100 yards back to the mill and dumped into the fine ore bin. The fine ore 
was transported to the trommel by belt conveyor. From the trommel the ore 
was discharged into a Pan American jig. Jig tailings were discharged to 
waste. The hutch product was classified in a classifier into four sizes 
and each size tabled separately. Jig bed concentrates were cleaned up each 
shift • Table tailings were discharged to waste. No middlings were made. 
Table concentrates, ranging from about 10 to 18 percent W03, were trucked 
to Stibnite and concentrated in a Dings multiple cross-belt magnetic 
separator. The concentrates, assaying in excess of 70 percent W03 and 
representing 95 percent of the feed, were being sold to GSA. The magnetic 
separator tailings, assaying from 2 to 4 percent W03, were being sold to 
Minerals Engineering Company at Salt Lake City, Utah, 


About 175 tons per day were being mined on two shifts and milled 
on three shifts. Ore has averaged about 0.35 percent W03 and mill tailings 
0.15 percent W03, representing mill recovery of approximately 57 percent. 
Poor recovery is due to inability to grind finer because the mill is not 
equipped with a rod mill. Roughly, 2-3/4 tons of concentrates are recovered 
from 175 tons of mill feed. 


The possibility of installing a rod mill to grind and mill the 
tailings next summer is being considered.

The Bureau of Mines does not concur with the conclusions 
expressed under "Summary" of the enclosed Field Team final report, 
namely, "Exploration by diamond drilling for the. downward continua-
tion of the deposit along an east-west line about 75 feet north of 
the water tank would be warranted.TT 


The Bureau of Mines believes that the small islands of 
metamorphics within the granite are too small and shallow to warrant 
Government participation in further diamond drilling. The lack of 
alignment of structural features, where they could be noted, would 
indicate that the metamorphics might be xenoliths or at best the 
remnants of roof pendants, the exploration of which would be very 
risky if covered by overburden.

Exploration Results 


The diamond drill holes are shown on geologic maps and 
sections on file at the Region II DMEA Field Team offices in 
Spokane, Washington; additionai.copies. are not included with 
this report. Also, detailed logs of the individual drill holes 
have been previously submitted and will not be repeated here. 


The purpose of the diamond drilling was to explore a zone 
Of scheelite mineralization described as follows in the contract 
application: 


"The scheelite is associated with abundant 
pyrrhotite and minor other sulfides in a 
quartz vein near -the base of a sheer granite 	 JUN 281954 bluff. The vein, which has a width of perhaps

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fifteen to twenty feet, strikes parallel to 
the bluff at about north 300 west. The dip 
of the vein is unknown, but' .is probably steep. 


"Surface evidence indicates the vein has a 
known length of 150 to 200 feet along the 
strike, with the highest. tungsten values 
occurring at the south end of the vein. 


"Although the general country rock is granite, 
the vein is apparently more closely associated 
with a zone of metamorphic rocks, specifically 
marble and tactite. In addition to occurring 
in the vein described above, scheelite is found 
in lesser quantities in the tactite mineraliza-
tion and to some extent in altered granite." 


Six holes were drilled to test the vein below the outcrop. 
Four of the holes (SP-7, SP-8, SP-9 and SP-10) were drilled 
southwesterly from locations a short distance, below the outcrop. 
Each of these holes out a zone of strong sulfide mineralization 
near the collar, varying in indicated width from 5 to 25 feet; 
however the, scheelite content was extremely spotty. The sludge 
samples assayed from zero to 0.33% W03, with the majority of 
samples carrying little better than traces of W03. 


The results of the above four holes suggested that the 
mineralized zone or vein had a fairly flat dip, perhaps only 
slightly steeper than the slope of the hillside. For this 
reason two holes (SP-11 and SP-12) were drilled southwesterly 
from locations down-slope and down the suspected dip from the 
first four holes. Neither of these holes penetrated mineralized 
rock. 


Conclusions 


Diamond drilling results were not encouraging, but neither 
were they conclusive. 


The assumption, stated in the contract application, that 
the scheelite occurs in a vein striking north 300 west has 
probably been proved incorrect. Based on the drUl hole in-
formation and recent detailed surface mapping it seems more 
likely that the scheelite occurs in a highly irregular contact 
metamorphic zone of tactite mineralization, the outlines of which 
can be projected but a few feet, if at all. 


Recognition of the nature of the mineralization as stated 
above leads to the following conclusions: 


1. The width of the contact zone may be expected 
to vary greatly within a short distance along the 
highly irregular trend of the zone.
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2. The sobeelite content of the zone may also be 
expected to vary widely - perhaps from none up to 
rich pockets carrying several percent W03. 


3. Diamond drilling is useful to locate the tactite 
zone, but has little value in determining the grade 
of seheelite present because of the erratic soheelite 
distribution. Similarly, scheelite is usually asso-
ciated with extremely heavy pyrrhotite mineralization 
within the tactite zone, but not everywhere does the 
presence of pyrrhotite assure the presence of scheelite. 


4. Successful exploration of the area requires delineating 
the irregular contact zone at depth, which can only be 
done by drilling nny closely-spaced diamond drill holes. 


Ore Reserves 


No ore reserves were developed as a result of this ex-
ploration project. 


Some of the diamond drill cores were analyzed for nickel, 
cobalt, columbium and tantalum. Results in all instances were 
negative.

The denial of the subject request by this Division is based 
on the following information: 


•	 1. The Applicant has proposed a two-stage program to complete 
the exploration of the Springfield Tungsten prospect at an 
estimated cost of $21,455.00. 


Stage I was to be composed of a magnetometer survey cover. 
ing approximately 80 acres around the presently known 
deposit: cost 2,000,00. If the results of this survey were 
favorable, Stage II consisting of 2,000 feet of diamond 
drilling was to follow. The estimated cost of Stage II is 
$19,45.00. 


2. The Field Team recommends that favorable consideration be 
given the Operator's request for additional exploration. 
In its letter of transmittal, the Field Team stated that: 
UA11 DNEA. holes except Nos • SP ...11 and SP-12 have encountered 
some tungsten mineralization although the assay values have 
been low.' However the results of laznping and analytical 
work have shown that only Hole No. SP-7 contained more than 
a trace of tungsten. 


39 The Operator drilled six (6) diamond drill holes in exploring 
the referenced prospect area prior to execution of the subject 
contract. Four of these holes were collared at one location 
and the other two were collared about lSO feet down the dip 


slope. Only two of the holes from the first location, D.D. 
Holes No. 1 and No. 2 (both in the same vertical section), 
exposed any appreciable values.

t. Based on the results of the discovery under the exploration 
completed prior to the DJYA contract, an estimated 100000 
tons of 0.35 percent W03 has been inferred. The surface ex-
posure representing this estimate measures SO feet by 50 
feet and is located approximately at the apex of the talus 
deposit of tungsten now being mined by the Operator. 


S. Six (6) additional diamond drill holes were drilled under 
the referenced contract. Only one of these drill holes, 
Hole No. 7, revealed concentrations of scheelite of particular 
interest. Hole No. 7 cut a zone of heavy sulfides and quartz 
from 8 to 18 feet. The grade of this section based on the 
sludge was approximately 0613 percent W03. The sludge from 
the next twenty feet of the hole, from 20 to Io feet, averaged 
0.30 percent W03, but this must have been the result of salting. 
The core from 20 feet to 30 feet contajnsd only a trace of 
scheelite and from 30 feet to 40 feet presumably registered 
nil by lamping; core and sludge were lamped thoroughly and this 
section would almost certainly have been run if the lamping 
had indicated any scheelite. 


6. Diamond drill Holes No. 8 and No. 9 penetrated below Hole 
No. 1 with negative results. 


7. There was no discovery under the DMFJA program. 


8. The isolated location of this deposit, the size and grade of 
the occurrence explored by the Operator t s exploration prior to the D1EA contract, the negative results of the exploration 
under the referenced contract, and the indications that any 
additional occurrences in the area would be . of slight importance, do not warrant further participation by the GovernnEnt • The 
subject request, therefore, is being denied.

Enclosed are three copies of a letter dated January 51 
1954, from Mr. Roger H. McConnel to Mr. John D. Bradley, and three 
copies of a letter dated January 26, 1954, from Mr. Bradley to the 
Field Team. These letters request that the referenced contract be 
amended to provide additional funds for an extended exploration 
program. The operator believes that exploration to date has not 
adequately tested the deposit and that more work is needed to 
determine its extent and tenor. 


Results of DMEA project work are summarized in Nickelson's 
and Bowsher's inspection report of October 19, 1953, Bowsber's report 
of November 18, 1953, and the operator's report of January 12, 19511., 
with which was submitted diamond drill data of project holes. Copies 
of all these reports should be available In DMEA files in Washington, 
D. C.


Six diamond drill holes have been completed by the project. 
These holes are labeled SP-7, sP-8, SP-9, SP-101 SP-11,. and SP-12. 
All except hole SP-12 are located on the map accompanying Nickelson's 
and Bowsher's report of October 19, 1953- With reference to this 
map, hole SP-12 was collared at coordinates 8463.3N-8158.4E, and 
drilled on a bearing of S. 490 W. at an inclination of -30 degrees. 


All DMEA holes except Nos. SP-11 and SP-12 have encountered 
some tungsten mineralization although the assay values have been low. 
Assay Information on these holes Is contained in the operator's report 
of January 12.
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At the deposit, tungsten occurs as scheelite in pyrrhotite 
gangue, the zone of mineralization following a sedimentary-granitic 
rock contact. The greater part of the overlying sedimentary rocks as 
well as much of the deposit itself appears to have been eroded away. 
South of coordinate 8000N- -as shown on the aforementioned map--the 
deposit does not outcrop. As this area is quite free of surface 
mantle and appears to be underlain by granite, it can be assumed 
that it does not warrant further exploration. North of co-.ordinate 
8000N, the deposit appears to be blanket-like conforming in part to 
topography, which, in this area, is a steep hillside sloping to the 
northeast. On the hillside and especially near the foot of the hill 
the outcrop is obscured by talus, although much of the talus is 
tungsten-bearing and is being mined. Drilling in the area between 
coordinates 8000N and 840ON indicates the deposit trends slightly 
east of north, but the exact attitude is unknown. 


The best part of the deposit is shown on the map as being 
near and north of coordinate 8400N. In this area, drill holes SP-1 
and SP-6 indicate the blanket-like deposit may be upwards of 60 feet 
thick. It is presumed that the deposit does not extend to the south, 
and as indications are that it does not continue to any depth, there 
remains for exploration only the northern and northeastern areas. 
If the deposit does not continue into these areas the property must 
be considered as too small to be of much importance. As outcrops in 
the northern area are largely obscured by overburden, it would be 
prudent to first conduct a magnetometer survey of the northern area 
to outline the pyrrhotized contact zone. Drilling can then be done 
more effectively and less expensively. 


During the recent summer months the Bradley Mining Company 
had a small mill in operation on the property. This mill consisted 
of a three-eighths inch mesh trommnel screen, jig cells and a Wilfly 
table. Talus was fed to the mill from the outcrop area by a slusher 
and bulldozer. It is believed that at peak operations the mill 
handled roughly 60 tons per day, making about 1,100 pounds of 10 to 
20 percent W03 concentrate. 'This concentrate was upgraded in the 
Bradley mill at Stibnite. Reports are that the slusher-fed mill can 
continue to operate on talus for the summer season of 195, after 
which it must either obtain ore from the deposit itself or shut down. 
The Bradley Mining Company is understandably anxious to further 
delineate the deposit to determine the available tonnage. From this 
information they hope to decide either to increase the size of the 
mill and make necessary improvements so that mine ore can be treated 
or to abandon the property. 


The operator has proposed a two-stage program to further 
test the deposit. The first stage would consist of a magnetometer 
survey covering approximately 80 acres, whose purpose would be to 
test the extension of the pyrrhotized zone under the talus and
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overburden. The second stage would consist of 2,000 feet of drilling, 
this drilling to be dependent upon the results of the magnetometer 
survey.


The program proposed by the operator is the most feasible 
way of further exploring the subject property. The cost of the 
proposed drilling is based on rates in the current contract and is 
believed fair and equitable. 


The Field Team recommends that favorable consideration be 
given the operator's request for additional exploration. It is 
believed that further exploration stands to benefit not only the 
operator but the Government as well. If exploration is successful 
it will enable the operator to expand his milling facilities and to 
extend his mining operations to the deposit itself, thereby giving 
more assurrance that Government participation in exploration will be 
repaid. On the other hand, if exploration were to stop at this stage1 
it might be that milling operations would continue to be devoted 
solely to working the outcrop talus and that when this was finished 
the property would be abandoned, thereby erasing any prospect of 
royalty repayment to the Government. Our only objection to the 
proposed program is that 80 acres may be more of an area than need 
be explored by magnetometer survey. This point can undoubtedly be 
settled with the operator and in any event is of trivial consequence 
as the survey will start at the outcrop and work outwards until no 
anomolous magnetic readings are 'obtained. The magnetometer work 
would be done by a geophysical exploration company and we understand 
that the price quoted in the application represents an actual bid. 


If the amendment allowing this proposed work is effected, 
the completion period of the contract should be extended from a 
period of nine months to a period of 18 months or through 
November 1954-

This interim inspection was made Saturday, November 7, 1953. 
The site of the project has been temporarily abandoned because the 
company has recessed the activity during the forthcoming adverse 
weather conditions; all personnel returned to Stibnite the latter 
part of October. The site was not visited and this inspection was 
merely one of discussion at Stibnite with Keith Wallace, Asst. Mgr. 


The previous and last visit to the project was made 
October 2 and 3, 1953, in company with Howard B.Nickelson, geologist, 
U. S. Geological Survey, and Keith Wallace. 


The DIV]EA project was completed about the middle of October 
1953, before the termination date of February 26, 1954. The contract 
units completed were 6 diamond drill holes totaling 588 feet (sch. 4 
holes not in excess of 600 feet). The Operator to date has not sub- 
mitted a voucher, and it is probable that a complete file of vouchers, 
final report, drill logs, assays, etc. will be.subinitted in the near 
future. The DMEA project activities began August 26, 1953 with the 
collaring of the first of the 6 holes. 


In general, the core from each of the 6 holes was fine-
grained tactite, aplite and granite carrying considerable garnet. 
Two zones of heavy pyrrhotite mineralization were encountered, from 
8 to 18 feet in DDH No. DMA-5P7 and from 10 to 25 feet in DDH No. 
DMA-SP9. Under a lamp the scheelite indication of Hole SP7 was fair. 


No further exploration has yet been decided on by the 
Operator. The exploration to date will be evaluated by the Operator 
and it is probable that representatives of the Operator will meet in 
the near future with the Field Team in Spokane.

The Survey member of the team spent part of 
September 29 and 30 copying geological maps and drill hole data at 
the Stibnite office which are part of this report.

Hole No. SP-12 was not surveyed, but the general location is 
in an area 250 feet NE of a point between SP-10 and SP-7. The hole 
will be collared in what appears to be the ore zone. 


The enclosed map and section was compiled by the Survey 
member of the examining team from maps prepared by the Bradley Mining 
Company's engineers. 


The company will submit at a later date the assays of the 
sludges and possible core assays of the ore zones. A more complete 
log of SP-10 1 SP-11, and SP-12 will no doubt be included. 


The point of royalty payment on the placer concentrate 
was discussed with Mr. Wallace, and the writers told Mr. Wallace 
this point would be discussed with the Field Team. 


If the royalty payments must be made on the concentrate 
produced this season, the amount involved in the contract will 
probably be forthcoming when the concentrates are all sold, which 
amounts to an unnecessary exchange of money between the Government 
and the Bradley Mining Company with an added expense to both parties. 


It was the opinion of Mr. Wallace that the royalty would 
be paid on any ore mined by future hard rock methods and he stated 
the contract might as well have not been entered into if the company 
had to pay royalties on placer concentrates. He also stated these 
placer sands and gravels had been known and were expected to be 
utilized for a number of years. Placer operations preceded the DNEA 
work.


It appears that half or more of the pyrrhotite-scheelite 
body has been removed by erosion by the amount of talus evident at 
the base of the ore zone outcrop. The present diamond drilling 
program has explored the limits of the body down to the heavy talus 
and further exploration seems warranted in the talus area in the 
vicinity of the camp area. Mr. Wallace and the Survey field examiner 
discussed the use of a dip needle type magnatometer to determine the 
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downward extension of the magnetic pyrrhotite ore body by running 
magnatometer traverses across the area in the camp.vicinity to 
determine if the body exists at this depth before later diamond 
drilling exploration is planned. This idea was Only discussed as a 
future exploration possibility. 


Good drilling advance has been accomplished with a fair 
core recovery in all of the holes. The drilling has been done by 
the company drill and their employees.

This first USBM interim inspection was made Wednesday, 
September. 2, 1953, in the compà.ny of John D. Bradley, Executive Vice.. 
Pres., and Keith G. Wallace, Assistant Manager, of the Bradley Mining 
Co. It was necessary to make an overhunight visit to the prospect 
which is in an isolated area approximately 8 miles, airline, south 
of Stibnite on Springfield Creek, a tributary of Little Pistol Creeko 
The only auto route into the area is via Stibnite, Yellow Pine, and 
thence over Trappers Flat. It is imperative to travel in a four—
wheel drive car from the Yellow Pine-Cascade highway over Trappers 
Flat to the camp site. 


The total contract units completed are 65 feet of diamond 
drilling (max. 600). The termination date is February 26, 1954. 


The first hole, DDH No. DMA-.SP7, was collared on August 26, 
1953. Ten feet of pipe was driven in preparation of coring and the 
first 8 feet of drilling was cemented and redrilled. In general, 
the core is fine-.grained tactite, aplite and granite carrying con-
siderable garnetization. There was only one zone of minera1ization 
8-18 feet, in the first 65 feet of coring. The 8.18 foot zone was 
heavy with pyrrhotite and garnet and slight indication of other 
sulfides. Under a lamp the scheelite indication was fair. This 
hole is located near the top of the talus and about 100 feet below 
the top of the precipitous outcrop. The direction of the hole is 
normal to the strike of the outcrop, and it dips about normal to 
the dip of the outcrop. The hole will bottom at 150 feet, total 
depth. The second hole will be located at the same elevation and 
horizon as the first and be the same in bearing and dip with respect 
to the outcrop and bottom at the same total depth. The Operator 
tentatively plans to drill the balance of 300 feet in one long 
hole from a lower elevation, or a series of shorter holes along 
the strike to determine the width of the outcrop under overburden; 
however, the rest of the footage depends wholly upon the results

There has recently come to our attention a rather anomalous 
situation with respect to the above-mentioned contract, Five holes have 
been drilled on the property and the sixth and probably last is being 
started, The cores of the holes have not been assayed as yet, but they 
have been inspected and the lamping indicates that three of them do have 
scheelite in enough quantity to make ore or a reasonable facsimile thereof. 
The results are somewhat difficult to interpret. We know that we have 
tungsten mineralization; we still are not entirely certain of the attitude 
and continuity of the ore body. We expect to receive within a short time 
a complete geologic map with drill hole sections which should assist in 
clearing up some of the uncertainties; however, the information probably 
will be insufficient to indicate whether we have a minable ore body, 
although it appears quite likely that we do. Available evidence suggests 
that a good part of the ore body, perhaps one. "half to three-quarters of 
it, has been eroded away and much of it now is found as talus at the 
foot of a steep slope, the presence of which was known before the start 
of the exploration. Coincident with exploration of the solid rock, re.o 
covery of tungsten from the talus is in process; two shipments have been 
made and the third is pending. The ore is jigged on the property and 
is taken to Stibnite for final concentration at the Stibnite plant, At 
the moment, we do not have available the exact amount of the shipments, 
but the amount is substantial and it is probable that 5 percent of the 
net returns will be considerably in excess of the Government's share of 
the amount that has been expended on the exploration to date. 


Since the contract is about to terminate, we will, of course, 
have to hold back 10 percent of the contract funds; as a matter of fact, 
as soon as we make any further payment whatsoever, the company will
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immediately owe us that money back in royalties. Under an arrangement 
like this, there is of course very little point in the Bradley Mining Company' 
having had the contract. We feel that the contract should be amended to 
provide for payments only from the ore in place and exclude payment from 
the talus ore, as this was already known before the start of the work 
and has not benefited by the DMEA. drilling. The Bradley Mining Company 
should have been aware of the provisions of the contract, but they did 
not realize that production from the talus would be subject to royalty 
as this is lying on the surface and has been in no sense "discovered" 
or benefited by DMEA. work. On the other hand, the Field Team was not 
aware at the time the contract was signed, that the company was contemplat... 
ing mining the talus during the time the contract was going on. If you 
agree, we would appreciate your drawing up the necessary amendment and send-
ing it to us for the operator's signature. 


We are not worried that this is going to put the Bradley Mining 
Company on the rocks. The chief reason for suggesting this amendment is 
that it seems somewhat ridiculous that as a result of production not 
benefited by the DMEA. work, accrued royalties on shipments made will 
probably total more than the Government's share of the contract. If, 
as soon as the Bradley Mining Company receives a contract check, an 
equivalent amount becomes due in royalties, the whole transaction seems 
a little pointless.

Dear Mr. Mittendorf: 


Your recent letter to Mr. John D. Bradley regarding our appli-
cation for diamond drilling at the Springfield Prospect has 
been referred to me. 


The talus deposit below the vein outcrop has been extensively 
sampled by means of 28 test pits dug to bedrock. The depths 
of the pits ranged from 3 to 9.4 feet; the average depth was 
6.6 feet. The assay results of the samples from the pits are 
shown on the enclosed map. The assays noted at each test pit 
on the map are for the minus 1/2-inch material from the pit. 


This summer we will concentrate the talus scheelite by gravity 
methods -- jigs and tables -- without crushing. Thus for the 
purpose of estimating the available seheelite it was assumed 
the plus 1/2-inch material is barren, as any scheelite in the 
larger pieces of rock cannot be recovered in our gravity plant. 


In computing the overall grade of the talus deposit, the assays 
for the minus 1/2-inch material were distributed over the total 
weight of rock from the pits in the ratio of weight of minus 
1/2-inch rock to the total weight of rock, always assuming the 
plus' 1/2-inch rock to be barren. We believe the result is a 
conservative estimate of the tungsten content of the talus: 
16,000 tons averaging about 0.40 per cent W03. 


To provide you with more complete information on previous work 
that has been done on the property, we are enclosing a print 
on which we have plotted diamond drill holes 1, 2 and 3, showing 
rock types and tungsten values where assayable amounts of 
soheelite were present in the cores. These holes were collared 
directly above the northern end of the vein and, as stated in 
our application, passed out of the mineralized zone as they 
went down. The highest tungsten values occur in the southern 
end of the vein; this end was apparently the source of most of 
the talus scheelite. 


Hole No. 4, not shown on the enclosed print-, was drilled north-
west from the same collar location as holes 1, 2 and 3, and was 
drilled in dacite and altered granite with only traces of 
scheelite present.

ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibility. The work shall be performed efficiently, expertly, in 
a workmanlike manner, in accordance with good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for workmens' 
compensation and employers' liability insurance, with suitable and adequate equipment, materials, and labor, to bring the project 
to completion within the time fixed. To the extent specified in Exhibit "A," attached hereto, the work may be performed by inde-
pendent contractor or contractors; and work not specified in Exhibit "A" for performance by independent contractor may never-
theless be so performed upon amendment of Exhibit "A," as agreed to by the parties, to state the work to be so performed and 
the estimated unit costs thereof, as provided hereafter. 


(b) Independent contracts.—Any independent contract for the performance of work shall be on a unit-price basis (such as 
per foot of drilling, per foOt of drifting, per hour of bulldozer operations, per cubic yard of material moved) , or on some basis 
that will indicate the amount due for work performed at any stage of the work to be performed under such independent contract.

The Government may 
consult with and advise the Operator on all phases of the work. 


ARTICLE 5. Estimated costs of the project.—A statement of the estimated cost of the project is set forth in Exhibit "A," 
attached hereto. Except insofar as any item of requirement or the estimated cost thereof set forth in Exhibit "A" is there or 
elsewhere designated as an "allowable maximum," such items of requirement and of related cost are estimates only, and may be 
exceeded to the extent that the Government may from time to time approve for the most economic and beneficial performance 
of the work within the limitation of the total aggregate estimate of costs. The Government's approval of any stich excess 
over the estimate for an item of requirement or related cost will be signified by its approval and payment of any invoice or 
voucher for payment which expressly calls attention to such excess. Items expressly designated in Exhibit "A" or elsewhere as 
"allowable maximum," and the total aggregate estimated cost are limitations, and any excess therein will be for the sole account 
of the Operator in which the Government will not participate. 


ARTICLE 6. Allowable costs of the project.—(a) The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are 
limited to the following: 	 . 


(1) Independent contracts.—Payments to independent contractors under independent contracts listed in Exhibit "A." 
The estimated cost of any work to be performed under an independent contract is or shall be included in the estimate of 
costs in Exhibit "A" in terms of the estimated numbers of units of work to be performed, the estimated amount to be paid 
per unit, and the estimated total amount to be paid to the independent contractor, and such estimates shall be allowable 
maximums above which the Government will not contribute. Regardless of the provisions of any such independent contract, 
the Government will participate in the payments to the independent contractor only on account of work actually performed 
and that conforms with the provisions of the exploration project contract, and only to the extent that the Government deems 
the unit prices for the work under the independent contract to be reasonable and necessary. No such independent contract 
shall have the effect of increasing the estimated total cost of the exploration project contract nor the maximum amount 
which the Government will pay as provided in the exploration project contract. 


(2) Labor, supervision, consultants.—Labor, supervision and technical services (including engineering and geological 
consultants) , a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." The requirements and related 
estimated costs for supervision and technical services are allowable maximums. 


(3) Operating materials and supplies.—Necessary materials and supplies including items of equipment costing less than 
$50.00 each, and power, water, ançl fuel, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs in Exhibit "A." 


(4) Operating equipment.—Any operating equipment to be rented or purchased, or which is owned and will be furnished 
by the Operator, with the estimated rental, purchase price, or the allowable depreciation, as the case may be, a schedule of 
which is included in Exhibit "A." Any items listed as owned and to be furnished by the Operator, and related initial allow-
able depreciation, are allowable maximums. 


(5) Rehabilitation and repairs.—Any necessary initial rehabilitation or repairs of existing buildings, installations, fix-
tures and movable operating equipment, now owned by the Operator and to be devoted to the purposes of the exploration 
contract, a schedule of which is included in the estimate of costs set forth in Exhibit "A." These items are allowable 
maximums.

The Operator shall not 
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator's rights in the land described in Article 2, 
without making suitable provision for the preservation of the Government's right to a percentage royalty on production and 
lien for the payment thereof; Provided, that mere failure by the Operator to maintain the Operator's rights in the land, without 
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a 
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option) , coupled with complete abandonment by the 
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute 
such a transfer or conveyance.

If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator 
returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of such production are not available as a means of méas-
uring the amount of the Operator's liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute 
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration or by his 
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


ARTICLE 11. Title to and disposition of property.—All facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items costing more 
than $50.00 each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, although title may 
be taken in the name of the Operator, shall belong to the Operator and the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective 
contributions, and upon the completion of the work or the termination of the contract shall be disposed of promptly by the Opera-
tor for the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others, or purchase by the 
Operator at a price at least as high as could otherwise be obtained, as may appear to be for the best interest of the Government, 
unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such item. If necessary to accomplish such disposition, the Opera-
tor shall dismantle, sever from the land, and remove any such item, the cost thereof to be for the joint account of the parties in 
proportion to their respective interests. If the Operator, within 90 days after the receipt of written notice from the Government, 
fails, neglects, or refuses to dispose of such property, the Government may itself enter upon the land, take possession of, and 
remove and dispose of any such property as above provided. 


ARTICLE 12. Termination and completion.—The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate 
this contract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms 
of the contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms of the 
contract; or (c) if in the opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the probability of 
making any worth while discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified. Upon the comple-
tion of the project or any termination of the contract the Operator shall dispose of any remaining materials, supplies, facilities, 
buildings, fixtures, and equipment in which the Government has an interest, for the joint account of the Operator and the Gov-
ernment in the proportion of their respective interests; shall render to the Government a full and final accounting of his operations 
under the contract and his expenditures of money; and shall pay to the Government its pro rata share of any money remaining.

The only exception taken to the costs submitted In the subject 
application are those appearing under paragraph 6 (c) Operating Materials 
and Supplies. The drill contractor normally supplies all drill supplies 
with the exception of core boxes. The applicant has requested 25 core 
boxes, costing $4.00 each or $100.00. The indicated need is 15 - 5 foot 
core boxes with sheet metal dividers for 600 feet of AX core. It is 
recommended that all items under paragraph 6 (c) be disallowed, and sub-
stitute 15 core boxes costing $60.00. This would reduce the total 
estimated cost from 5,945.50 to 5,692.50.

Proposal:


It is proposed to drill 4 diamond drill holes, total 600 
feet, in search of a tungsten-bearing quartz vein presumed to be the 
source of scheelite in talus. The applicant states that the talus 
amounts to 16,000 tons averaging 0.40 percent W03, but the details 
are not given upon which this estimate is based. Six holes totalling 
814 feet were drilled by the company without success; apparently the 
strike of the vein is not clearly defined at the surface. 


The Geological Survey has no firsthand information about 
this deposit. The Field Team (letter of April 23rd) states that it 
"probably would be willing to accept Hulin' a recommendations especial-
ly since the amount of drilling to be done is small and an examination 
probably cannot be made for another month or six weeks". 


Recommendation: 


I suggest that, in order to expedite the project, a contract 
be drawn for the 600 feet of drilling requested by the applicant, with 
the proviso that the location of the holes be approved by the Field 
Team before the project is started. This restriction seems advisable 
because the geologic; information submitted is sketchy and the examining 
geologist may be able to contribute guidance.

Enclosed is an application by the Bradley Mining Company 


for the Springfield Tungsten deposit in Valley County, Idaho ) some 
eight miles from Stibnite, Idaho. The applicant claims that test' 
drilling has proved 16,000 tons of scheelite ore averaging 0.40 
percent WO . Six drill holes to explore the vein failed to find it. 
It is now elieved that the vein strikes at nearly right angles to its 
formerly presumed strike. It is proposed to drill a maximum of 
4 holes involving 600 feet of diamond drilling. 


No one from the Field Team office has seen this property 
although it was tentatively discussed with the Executive Officer 
briefly last summer by C. D. Hulin, geologist, and J. D. Bradley. 
The area is presently inaccessible and will continue to be so for at 
least another month. In addition, the exposures are reported to-be 
so poor that very little can be seen. Inasmuch as the amount of 
scheelite-bearing talus shown on the applicant's map is impressive, 
and further efforts to find its source seem justified, the Field 
Team probably would be willing to accept Hulin's recommendations 
especially since the amount of drilling to be done is small and an 
examination probably cannot be made for another month or six weeks. 
We will, however, make a field investigation if it seems desirable. 


In any event, an analysis of the project costs will follow.

4(a) The property is situated along the West Fork of Springfield Creek 
in the primitive area of Central Idaho at an elevation of 7800 feet. 
It is about eight airline miles south of the Yellow Pine Mine and 
Smelter of the Bradley Mining Co. at Stibnite ,, Idaho. Severe snow 
conditions generally prevail from the first part of November until 
May. A road was constructed to the property in 1951. 


The area was first located in 1946. A small camp has been established, 
and 814 feet of diamond drilling has been done. The drill boles, six







. 


in number, were laid out on the assumption that the scheelite-bearing. 
vein trends northeast and directly under the talus deposit. (see 
enclosed map.) This is nearly at right angles to the actual strike of 
the vein. Four boles were collared at one location, almost directly above 
the vein. The holes from this location straddled the vein, ;and thus 
immediately passed out of the mineralized zone as they went down. Two 
holes were collared about 150 feet down slope from the outcrop, and were 
drilled parallel to the strike of the vein. 


Twenty.-eight test pits have been dug in the talus rock below the vein. 
This work has proved the coimnercial value of the talus deposit, and 
;active mining of the talus is scheduled to begin in the spring and 
summer of 1953. 


(b) There has been no production from the property. Proved reserves of (1/ 
talus acheelite ore:, 16,000 tons @ 0.40% V030 


(c) The mineral of most interest in the area is scheelite. The scheelite 
is associated with abundant pyrrhotite and minor other su].fidea in a 
quartz vein near the base of a sheer granite bluff. The vein, which 
has a width of perhaps 15 to 20 feet, strikes parallel to the face of the 
bluff at about north 300 west.. The dip of the vein is unknown, but 
is probably steep. 


Surface evidence indicates the vein has a known length of 150 to 200 feet 
along the strike, with the highest tungsten values occurring at the 
south end of the vein. 


Although the general country rock is granite, the vein is apparently more 
closely associated with a zone of metamorphic rocks, specifically marble 
and tactite. In addition to occurring in the vein described above, 
acheelite i also found in lesser quantities In the tactite mineralization 
and to some extent in altered granite. 


Detailed geologic mapping of the region is incomplete, so the relationship 
between the scheelite vein and the surrounding rock types is not known. 
Similarly, structural control, if present, is an unknown factor. 


Indicative of the possible tenor of the vein is the talus material 
directly down slope from the outcrop. This talus, which covers an area 
of some 50,000 square feet, contains at least 16,000 tons averaging 
About 040% W03. Is the talus scheelite undoubtedly has suffered 
considerable dilution from barren rock from the bluff above, it is 
believed the source vein must run considerably higher than 0.40% W03. 


(a) There is a road to the property. The railhead is at Cascade, Idaho, 
a distance of approximately 80 miles.. The supply center is Boise, a 
distance of approximately 160 miles.: As stated above, a small camp has 
been established at the property.

(b) Proof of the continuity of the scheelite-bearing vein below the outcrop 
would open up a sizable tonnage of good tungsten ore that could be 
easily extracted from short underground workings. 


.A very little diamond drilling will serve to test the vein. It is 
proposed that 600 feet of diamond drilling be done. Two holes, each 
having a maximum length of 150 feet, should be drilled to cut the vein 
approximately 80 feet vertically below the outcrop. Owing to the 
uncertainty about the dip of the vein the holes should be fairly flat. 
These two . holes are shown on the enclosed map and sectiona. 


After completion of the above holes, two more holes totaling 300 feet 
in length should be drilled to locate lateral extensions and to test 
the vein at greater depth. The location and attitude of these holes 
will depend upon the results from the first two holes.. 


The diameter of the drill holes will depend on the character of the 
ground, but will at all times be sufficient to provide the geologic 
information reauired. Sites for the location of the drill for all 
holes will be prepared by bulldozer.. 


(c) Project will be started within 60 days, provided that contract is 
approved before winter weather begins, and be completed within 4 mouths.
