The first sample (#98) which we received in April, was forwarded
to us through Mr. Geo. A. McDowell, Inspector of Mines. The second sample
(#294) which was of essentially the same composition, was sent directly to
us by Mr. Miller in September. Copies of the reports on both of these
samples are being enclosed for jyour convenience,

As you will note in the reports, only traces of cinnabar could be de-
tected in either of the samples, but since we had no information on how they
were obtained or what they represented, it was thought that at least a
reconnaissance examination of the occurrence would be in order. We have not,
however, as yet had an opportunity to make such an examination. We regret
that we can not send you more information on this but hope that the above
reports will be of some help., To the best of our knowledge, there are no
economic deposits of mercury in the immediate vicinity of Garden Valley.

The material sent in by yoﬁ has been examined by Mr. Lewis Prater, who
reports as follows: :

Your sample is a granitic rock that has been quite badly decomposed by
weathering. It consists mainly of altered feldspars, mica and quartz.

A small amount of cinnabar can be parned out of it, as you have indicated.
An assay would be required to determine the percentage composition, but there
hardly appears to be enough cinnabar in this particular specimen to be of economic
significance.
