I. INTRODUCTION 


On November?, 8, 9 and 14, 1936, an audit was made of the 
production, sales and royalty accounts and records of:

Log the pertod of December 28, 1953 to September 23, 1936, 
produced from property known as the Pope.Shensn Mine, located in 
Lenhi County, State of Idaho, on which royalties are due the 
United States Government under the terms of Contract No. 1dm H 651, 
Docket No. DMEA 3112, dated December 20, 1953, as amended. 


The Operator's rscord of the exploration project in the 
possession of Lester S. Harrison, Kellogg, Idaho, who La attorney 
for the Centrida Miies, Inc. Mr. Harrison was interviewed at his 
office located at 410 Main Street, Kellogg, Idaho. The exp1ora 
tion project records were requested for the purpose of audit. 
Mr. flarrIson stated that he had not looked at the roëords for two 
years and refused to make them available to this auditor. flow 
ever, these records were not necessary as the landowner's records 
were deemed sufficient for the purposes of this audit. 


Mr. Fred 3. Brough, one of the owners of the Pope..Shenen Mine, 
was ntevviewed at his homo in Salmon, Idaho, Noveuber 8, 1936. 
Mr. Brough's records consisted of the smelter settlement sheets 
and work sheets on whiCh he had accumulated the various lessee's 
production, and some correspondence relative to royalty paytiento. 


Mr. C. Walker Lyon, Salmon, Idaho, attorney and business 
advisor to Mr. Brough, was of neterialL assistance in the audit of 
Mv. Brough's records. 


At the time o the audit, two lessees, Mr. au1on Young and 
Mr. Otis Gunderson of Salmon, Idaho, were active in extrsctin 
crude ore from the Pope-ShenOn Mine. Mr. Young and Mr. Gunderson 
were questioned regarding their mining activities, shipments of 
crude ore to the smelter and payment of royalties. Mr. C. Walker 
Lyon assisted in acquiring this information.

II.	 GEN11AL INFOR1ATION 


The exploration project contract provides (1) the Operator 
or his successor in nterost shall pay the Government a royalty 
on all minerals mined or ,roduced from the land described in 
Arttcle 2, regardless of any certification of discovery' or develop-
ment, from the date of the contract until the lapse of tine within 
which the Government may nake euch certification of discovery or 
development, or until the total net amount contributed by the 
Government, wtthout interest, is fully repaid, whichever occurs 
first, or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery 
or development, for a period of ten years from the date o.f the 
contract,, or until the total amount contributed by the Government, 
without interest, is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. Said 
royalty shall be a percentage of the net smelter returns, or 
other net amounts realized from the sale or disposition of ore, 
concentrates or metal. A certificate of discovery or development 
was issued September 19 3 1955. 


A eport of Review dated April 26, 1955, was issuet by 
C, A. Turner, DMEA auditor, the total accepted costs of the ex-
ploration project amounted to $62,612.50, with the Govrnnent's 
contribution on a 50 percent basis being $31,306.25. 


The effective date of the contract was December 28, 1953. 
Rehabilitation and work preparatory to exploration was started 
in May 1954, while actual exploration in the erosscut was started 
June 4, 1954. 


the lands described in Article 2 and Annex I of the Contract 
as being owned by Fred .1. Brough were leased to Raulon Young 
July 2, 1952 for the period ending July 2, 1955. On May 1, 1953, 
Fred J. Brough entered into a mining lease with LeSter S Harrison 
covering the same eight mining claims for the purpose of a DMEA 
exploratton loan. On February 16, 1954, Raulon Young subjected 
his lease to the terms, conditions and agreements. of the DMEA loan 
contract o that everything necessary could be done on the leased 
land to complete the exploration project. On June 4, 1953, 
Lester S. Harrison assigned and transferred all rights, title and 
interest in his contract with Pred 3. Brough to the Centrida 
Mines, Inc. 


The contract dated May 1, 1953 between Lester S. Harrison 
(assigned to the Cnetrida Mines, Inc.) and. Fred 3. Brough provided 
in Article 10, teims for abandonment of the land leased. Notice 
was given Fred 3. Brough on April 6, 1955 by the Centrida Mines, 
Inc. of the abandonment of the property as provided by the terms 
of their contract.

Article 7 of ihe Dii Contract No 1dm E. 63t make certain 


pl?ovistonS for the transfer and conveyance of tbe Operator's 
rights and interests itt the land described in Article , Rowever 
Section 10 of the contract between Lester S flarrison (which was 
assigned to the Centrda Mines, Inc.) and P.red 3. flou;h dated 
May 1, L953 does contain the provision that the Operator, by gLv.. 
ing ninety days notice, may discontinue operations and abandon 
the project without recourse from the owner. Notice to diecon. 
tinue operations and to abandon the project ., dated April 6, 1955, 
was given by the Centrida Mines, Inc. to Fred J. Brough. 


Annex I to the DMEA Contract provides that all production 
from the land heretofore leased to Raulon oung, as mentioned in 
the aforesaid lease from Fred 3. Brough to Lester S. Harrison, is 
subject to the royalty provision of Article . of the DMEA Contract. 


Shipments of crude ore by Rulon Young (See Schedule No. 3) 
on which royalties due amounting to $717.54 are unpaid. TheSe 
shLpments were made during the period of 4arch 16, l94 and Novem-
ber 1, 1954, all prior to the Operator's abandonment (notice of 
whcb was dated April 6, 1955) of the property. 


Article 2 of the Owner's Consent to Lien, signed by Fred 3. 
Drough and Laura A. Ledbetter, May 28, 1953, grant to the Govern 
ment a lien upon the land described in Annex 1 of the Contract and 
upon any production of minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim 
is fully paid in the amount of the Government's contribution, not 
in excess o $31,306.25, or ten years have elapsed from the date 
of the contract. 


During the period of March 16, 1954 to November 1, 1954, 
smelter settlement sheets numbered Y5 to '110 incluSive, and Number I 
from the A,S. and ft. Company, Garfield, Utah (Schedule No. 3) 
indicate $711.54 royalty due. This royalty due has not. been paid. 


The Field Team, ltegtou 1, Northwest• District, by letter 
dated August 2, 1955, notified Mr. Fred S. Brough of his oblga 
tionS under the terms of the contract and requested cop Lee of the 
smelter set.tlement sheets 	 The Field Team again by letter dated 
May 1, 1956, notified Mr Brough of his obligation to pay the

1L1. SCOPE OP AUDIT AND FINDINGS 


A. Conference with Examtntng Engineer 


(a) the Operator does not stockpile ore subject to DMEA 
royalties, nor are :Lowgrade ores, tailings, or middlings stock 
piled.


(b) All production from the mine is subject to DMEA royalties. 


(c) Sampling and assay controls in effect are considered 
adequate.. 


(4) The manue of disposing of production is cons:Ldered as 
giving the Government its fair royalty returns. 


(a) Examination indicated that the mine owner is properly re 
porting the current production subject to DMEA royalty. 


B. Audit of Smelter Settlement Statements 


A considerable amount of preaudit work was accomplished La 
the DMA OfEice Region I, Northwest District, Spokane, Washington, 
prior to the field audit. During this preaudit work, a statement 
of royalties received was prepared from copea of the smelter set 
tiement statements furnished by the purchasers of crude ore in 
support of royalty payments made by such purchasera	 The purchasers 
have made the royalty cheeks payable to Fred J. Brough (mine owner) 
who endorses them over to the DMEA Executive Officer 	 'bo royaltg 
receipts were verif Led with deposits made by the Regi.onial Fnance 
Officer. All of the data included in the statement was confirmed. 
ThLs statement, which is filed as a part of my audit work papers, 
was reconciled with th production and sales records of Mr. Fred 
.1. Brough during the on.aite audit. 


All of the sales were crude ore produced by lessee and sold 
to the American Smelting and Refining Company, located t Garfield, 
Utah and Tacoma, Washington. The eal.es are for the period of 
December 28, 1953 to September 2, 1956. Schedule No. L.

Iv. CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


A suumary analysis of the production and sales of crude oe 
from the PopeShenen Mine during the period o.f December 26, 1953 
to September 25, 1956 subject to DMEA Royalties, Royalties Due, 
Royalties Paid and Royalties Unpaid follow in Schedule 1. 


Total net sales of crude. ore during the period of December 
28, 1953 to Septetaber 25, 1956, after deduction of smelting 
charges, amounted to $120,790.59, whereas, the net proceeds on 
bich royalties have been computed amount to $81,921.39, as shown 


above. Th difference of $38,863.20 is made up of the allowable 
deductions from the ne proceeds before royalty computations, as 
follows:

The lease contained an abandonmnt clause which was taken advantage of• 
by the Centrida Mines, Inc. The property reverted to the original owners, 
Fred J. Brough and Associates on April . 6, 1955, after completiOn of the explora-
tion contract.	 .

The Royalty Audit Certificate indicates the balance of the unpaid 
royalty to be $578.27, or a difference of $139.26. This, difference is 
caused by the fact that the owners paid. 5% royalty on all shipments regard-
less of the value per ton, thereby causing overpayments on some shipments. 


Mr. Harrison stated that the Centrida Mines, Inc. are without 
funds and that they have no intention of paying the royalties. 


Mr. C. Walker Lyons, attorney for the mine owners, feels that payment 
of this royalty is an unjust charge and that enforced payment would result 
in extreme hardship to the owners of the Pope-Shonon Mine.

Annex I of the subject contract enumerates the mining claims 
subject to the contract; states that the Operator is in possession by 
virtue of assignment of a lease dated May 1, 1953, from Fred 3 • Brough 
to Lester S. Harrison; and contains the following paragraph: 


"AU production from the land heretofore leased to one 
Rulon Young, as mentioned in the áforesáid lease from 
Fred 3. Brough to Lester S • Harrison, is subject to the 
royalty-payment provisions of,Article 6 of the contract 
form." 


Annex II of the contract substituted revised Article 6 pertain-
i.ng to percentage royalty. This provided that the Operator, or his 
successor, shall pay a royalty on all production from the land, regard-
less of any certification from the' date of the contract until the lapse 
of time within which the Government may make certification (6 months from 
receipt of final report) and, in the event of certification, for a period 
of 10' years or until the Government's contribution has been fully repaid. 


Article 10 of the lease dated May 1, 1953, permitted the Oper-
ator "to abandon the property, without recoursó, on serving of 90 days 
notice of intention to do so. Such notice was served on April 6, 1955, 
Certification of discovery or developuent was issued on September 19, 
1955, subsequent to abandonment of the property by the Operator. 
Article 7 of the exploration contract would appear to permit such ac-
tion by the Operator and would 'release him from any subaequent liability 
under that contract. 


' The matter now under consideration' appears to involve a question 
of procedure which should 'be followed in connection with attempting to 
collect the royalty due the Government on production from the mine by 
Rulon' Young during the period Centrida Mines, Inc., was in possession of 
the property.	 '

During my last audit assignment in Spokane, I reviewed the files 
in that office pertaining to this contract • At that time I noted that the 
files did not indicate any serious attempt to collect such royalties from 
Centrida Mines, Inc • When I spoke to Mr • Zoldok about this he stated 
that, in his opinion, the royalty should be paid by the landowner (]&r. 
Brough) who had received a financial benefit from the production; that is, 
had received royalties from Rulon Young, rather than by Centrida Mines 
who had not received any direct financial benefits from the production. 
Mr. Zoldok stated that he had so ruled and had advised officers of 
Centrida that they were not obligated to pay the royalties. 


It should be noted that the Field Team favored exempting from 
the terms of the contract that portion of the property under lease to 
Rulon Young (see letter dated September 28, 1953 to Operating Committee). 
Under date of April 15, 1954, the Field Team advised the Operator that 
royalty would be due on all produotion from the land from the date of the 
contract. At that time, no exploration work had been perforaied and on 
July 30, 1954, the Acting Assistant Solicitor ruled that royalty was due 
only in liquidation of the "net amount contributed by the Government" and 
that after contribution had been made royalty would be due on production 
since the date of the contract. On October 4, 1954, Mr. Weissenborn ad-
vised the Operator that royalty was due on any production since the 
contract went into effect. The Operator objected to making such payments 
and in a letter dated October 7, 1954, stated their attorney was looking 
into the matter and would like to consult with Mr. Weissenborn. Under 
date of October 15, 1954, Mr. Weissenborn agreed to meet with the 
attorney. So far as I could ascertain the attempts to collect the roy-
alties from the Operator on production by Rulon Young during the exploration 
period were discontinued at this point. 


Mr. Brough has paid royalties on the production subsequent to 
abandonment by the Operator. Such payments have been made under protest 
(see letter dated October 28, 1955, from C. Walker Lyon, Mr. B rough' $ 
attorney).

However, it dd not show any 
signs of getting any stronger, so it was decided to leave it until we started 
diamond drilling to further explore it.

FIRST ROYALTY AUDIT REPORT



I. INTRODUCTION 


On November 7, 8, 9 and 14, 1956, an audit was made of the 
production, sales and royalty accounts and records of: 


Centrida Mines, Inc. 
Kellogg, Idaho 


and 
Fred J. Brough and Laura A. Ledbetter 


Owners of the Pope-Shenon Mine 
Salmon, Idaho 


pertatning to the sale of copper, silver and gold crude ore dur-
ing the period of December 28, 1953 to September 25, 1956, 
produced from property known as the Pope-Shenøn Mine, located in 
Lembi. County, State of Idaho, on which royalties are due the 
United States Government under the terms of Contract No. 1dm E 651, 
Docket No. DMEA 3112, dated December 28, 1953, as amended 


The Operator's records of the exploration project are tn the 
possession of Lester S. Harrison, Kellogg, Idaho, who is attorney 
for the Centrida Mines, Inc. Mr. Harrison was interviewed at his 
office located at 410 Main Street, Kellogg, Idaho. The explora-
tion project records were requested for the purpose of audit 
Mr. Harrison stated that he had not looked at the records f-or two 
years and refused to make them available to this auditor. 1-low-
ever, these records were not necessary as the landowner's records 
were deemed sufficient for the purposes of this audit. 


Mr. Fred S. Brough, one of the owners of the Pope-Shen.n Mine, 
was interviewed at his home th Si1mon, Idaho, November 8, 1956. 
Mr. Brough's records consisted oi the smelter settlement sheets 
and work sheets on which he had accumulated the various lessees 
production, and some correspondence relative to royalty payments. 


Mr. C. Walker Lyon, Salmon, Idaho, attorney and business

advisor to Mr. Brough, was of meterial asstst:ance in the audit f 
Mr. Brough's records. 


At the time of the audit, two lessees, Mr. Raulon Young and 
Mr. Otis Gunderson of Salmon, Idaho, were active in extracting 
crude ore from the Pope-Shenin Mine. Mr. Young and Mr. Gunderson 
were questioned regarding their mining activities, shipments of 
crude ore to the smelter and payment of royalties. Mr. C. Walker 
Lyon assisted in acquiring this information.

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Mr. A. L. Service and Mr. David Walker, Mining Engineers, 
U. S. Bureau of Mines, were present and assisted in the audit. 


II.	 GENERAL INFORMATION 


The exploration project contract provides (1) the Operator. 
or his successor in interest shall pay the Government a royalty 
on all minerals mined or produced from the land described in 
Article 2, regardless of any certification of discovery or develop.. 
ment, from the date of the contract until the,lapse of time within 
which the Government may make such certification of discovery or 
development, or until the total net amount•contributed by the 
Government, without interest, is fully repaid, whichever occurs 
first, or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery 
or development, for a period of ten years from the date of the 
contract, or until the total amount contributed by the Government, 
without interest, is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. Said 
royalty shall be a percentage of the net smelter returnS, or 
other net amounts realized from the sale or disposition of ore, 
concentrates or metal. A certificate of discovery or development 
was issued September 19, 1955. 


A fleport of Review dated April 26, l955,was issued by 
C. A. Turner, DMEA auditor, the total accepted costs of the ex-
ploration project amounted to $62,612.50, with the Governnent's 
contribution on a 50 percent basis being $31,306,25.. 


The effective date of the contract was December 28, 1953. 
Rehabilitation and work preparatory to exploration was started 
in May 1954, while actual exploration in the cross-cut was started 
June 4, 1954.. 


The lands described in Article 2 and Annex I of the Contract 
as being owned by Fred 1. Brough were leased to Raulon Young 
July 2, 1952 for the period ending July 2, 1955. On May 1, 1953, 
Fred J. . Brough entered into a mining lease with Lester S. Harrison 
covering the same eight mining claims for the purpose of a DMEA 
exploration loan. On February 16, 1954, Raulon Young subjected 
his lease to the terms, conditions and agreements of the DMEA loan 
contract so that everything necessary could be done on the leased 
land to complete the exploration project. On June 4, 1953, 
LesterS. Harrison assigned and transferred all rights, title and 
interest in his contract with Fred J. Brough to the Centrida 
Mines, Inc. 


The contract dated May 1, 1953 between Lester S. Harrison 
(assigned to the Cnetrida Mines, Inc.) and Fred J. Brough provided 
in. Article 10, terms for abandonment of the land leased. Notice 
was given Fred J. Brough on April 6, 1955 by the Centri.da Mines, 
Inc. of the abandonment of the property as provided by the terms 
of their contract.
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Article 7 of the DMEA Contract No. 1dm E 651 makes certain 
provisions for the transfer and conveyance of the Operator's 
rights and interests in the land described in Article 2. However, 
Section 10 of the contraCt between Lester S. Harrison (which was 
assigned to the Centrida Mines, Inc.) and Fred 3. Brough dated 
May 1, 1953 does contain the provision that the Operator, by giv... 
tug ninety days notice, may discontinue operations and abandon 
the project without recourse from the owner. Notice to discon-
tinue operations and to abandon the project, dated April 6, 1955, 
was given by the Centrida Mines, Inc. to Fred 3. Brough. 


Annex I to the DMEA Contract provides that all production 
from the land heretofore leased to Raulon Young, as mentIoned in 
the aforesaid lease from Fred 3. Brough to Lester S. Harrison, is 
subject to the royalty provision of Article 6 o the DMEA Contract. 


Shipments of crude ore by Rulon Young (See Schedule No, 3) 
on which royalties due amounting to $717.54 are unpaid. These 
shipments were made during the period of March 16, 1954 and Novem-
ber 1, 1954, all prior to the Operator's abandonment (notice of 
which was dated April 6, 1955) of the property. 


Article 2 of the Owner's Consent to Lien, signed by fred 3. 
Brough and Laura A. Ledbetter, May28, 1953, grant to the Govern-. 
ment a lien upon the land described in Annex I of the Contract and 
upon any production of minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim 
is fully paid in the amount of the Government's contribution, not 
in excess of $31,306.25, or ten years have elapsed from the date 
of the contract. 


During the period of March 16, 1954 to November 1, l954 
smelter settlement sheets numbered Y5 to '110 inclusive, and Number 1 
from the A.S. and R, Company, Garfield, Utah (Schedule No. 3) 
indicate $717.54 royalty due. This royalty due has not been paid. 


The Field Team, Region 1, Northwest District, by letter 
dated August 2, 1955, notified Mr. Fred 3. Brough of his obliga-
tions under the terms of the contract and requested copies of the 
smelter settlement sheets. The Field Team again by letter dated 
May 15, 1956, notified Mr. Brough of hs obligation to pay the 
$717.54 royalty due and requested payment. 


The Operating Committee by. letter dated August 10, 1956, 
advised the Field Team as follows: 


All production from the land heretofore leased to one 
Rulon Young, as mentioned in the aforesaid lease from Fred 3. 
Brough to Lester 5. Harrison, is subject to the royalty provision 
of Article 6 of the contract form, and; 
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This letter is to emphasize the fact that the 01erator is 


the prime debtor for the royalties under discussion, and a demand 
for payment should be made upon it, before the landowner becomes 
1 jab I e. 


The Field Team by letter dated August 30, 1956, notified the 
Centrida Mines, Inc. of their obligation and requested payment of 
$717.54. Payment was not received at the time of this audit. 


III. SCOPE OF AUDIT AND FINDINGS 


A. Conference with Examining Engineer 


(a) The Operétor does not stockpile ore subject to DMEA 
royalties, nor are low-grade ores,tailings, or middlings stock-
piled.


(b) All production from the mine is subject to DMEA royalties. 


(c) Sampling and assay controls in effect are considered 
adequate.


(d) The manner of disposing of production is considered as 
giving the Government its fair royalty returns, 


(e) Examination indicated that the mine owner is properly re-. 
porting the current production subject to DMEA royalty. 


B. Audit of Smelter Settlement Statements 


A considerable amount of preaudit work was accomplished Ln 
the DMEA Office, Region I, Northwest District, Spokane, Washington, 
prior to the field audit. During this preaudit work, a statement 
of voyaltes received was prepared from copies of the smelter set-
tlement statements furnished by the purchasers of crude ore in 
support of royalty payments made by such purchasers. The purchasers 
have made the royalty checks payable to Fred 3. Brough (mine owner) 
who endorses them over to the DNEA Executive Officer. The royalty 
receipts were verified wtth deposits made by the Regional Finance 
Officer. All of the data included in the statement was confirmed. 
This statement, which is filed as a part of my audit work papers, 
was reconciled with the production and sales records of Mr. red 
3. Brough during the on-.site audit. 


All of the sales were crude ore produced by lessee, and sold 
to the American Smelting and Refining Company, located at Garfield, 
Utah and Tacoma, Washington. The sales are for the period of 
December 28, 1953 to September 25, 1956. Schedule No. I. 
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IV. CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


A summary analysts of the production and sales of crude ore 
from the Pope-Sbenn Mine during the period of Decembe? 28, 1953 
to September 25, 1956 subject to DMEA Royalties, Royatt;ies Due, 
Royalties Paid and Royalties Unpaid follow in Schedule 1.. 


Total net sales of crude ore during the period of December 
28, 1953 to September 25, 1956, after deduction of smelting 
charges, amounted to $120,790.59, whereas, the net proceeds on 
which royalties have been computed amount to $81,927.39, as shown 
above. The difference of $38,863.20 is made up of theallowable 
deductions from the net proceeds before royalty computations, as

.ABSACT 


Because of the pressing demand for copper in the present war, attention 
has been directed to the copper deposits near Salmon, Idaho, particularly to 
the Pope-Shenon mine, which, because of its production of more than 2,400,000 
pounds of copper, has been the largest and most consistent producer. The 
geology of the mine is described and the commercial possibilities discussed. 
It is concluded that the deposits are deep-seated; that deeper development should 
add greatly to ore reserves; and that, prices for copper being favorable, there 
is no apparent reason whyrk at the mines should not be resumed. 


INTRODUCTION



PURPOSE AN]) SCOPE 


This report deals largely with the geologic occurrence of the ore at the 
Pope-Shenon mine, the only cOpper mine near Salmon, Idaho, that has beenre-
currently active since Ross 1/made his report on the copper deposits in 1925. 
Because of the pressing demand for copperin the present war effort, atten-
tion hasagain been directed to thedeposits and particularly to the Pope-
Shenon mine, which in the past has been the leading producer of copper. Be-
cause so little has been done on the others since Ross made his report, 
'there is little to add to the data already available, except insofar as the 
findings at the Pope-Shenon may apply to the district as a whole. The Pope-
Shenon mine has been opened at deeper levels and considerably more Information 
on the occurrence and distribution of the ore and its persistence withdepth 
is now available. These new data may be of assistance to those who may wish 
to engage in mining at the Pope-Shenon or in mines of similar kind in the 
region nearby.


LOCATION AND ACCESS 


Most of the copper deposits lie on both sides of the Salmon River in 
:the central part of Lemhi County, spaced rather. widely in the southern part 
of the Eureka and in the western part of the McDevitt znining.districts. / 
'The Pope-Shenon mine is in the Eureka district near the north' end of the Lemhi 
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jRange in Section 9, Township 20 N., Range 22 E., about 7-1/2 miles by air or 
Hl0 miles by. road south-southeast of Salmon. It lies at an altitude of about 
5,650 feet (aneroid) and affords a commanding view of the Salmon River Valley 


jl and thetown ofSalmon about 1,700 feet below, 


Formerly Salmon was the terminus of the Gilmore and Pittsburg Rail-
road, which connected with the Oregon Short Line (Union Pacific system) at 
Arinstead, Montana, 95 miles to the east, but in 1939 the line was abandoned. 
and the tracks. removed. Since then, Salmon and Lemhi Counth have been en-
tirely dependent on automobile and truck transportation, the nearest rail-
heads being at Armstead, Montana, at Darby, Montana, 74 miles to the north 
(Northern Pacific Railway), and. Mackay, Idaho, 118 xriiles to the south 
(Oregon Short Line), Mail is received daily at Salmon, except Sunday, by 
mail truck from Arinstead and by Salmon River stages fromPocateilo, Idaho. 
Passenger stages run daily to and from Pocateflo, via Blackfoot and Mackay 
(Salmon River stages), and to and from Missoula, Montana (Intermountain 
Transportation Company). Passengers also are carried on the mail stage to 
and from Armstead, Montana. Truck lines provide Salm.ôn with adequate 
fré1ght and express service. 


Much of the t rafffc in and out of Salmon is on U. S. Highway .No; 93 
il which extends north through Missoula and south through Challis. South of 
Challis .the traffic follows U. S Highway 93-A to Arco, thence U0 S. Highway 


jNo. 2Q to Blackfoot, and U. S.. Highway No.' 91 from Blackfoot to Pocatello. 
These highways are surfaced and all of them oiled, except for some miles 
north of Salmon and for some few 'miles on each side of Challis. Except to 
Missoulaand Arxnstead, the highways cross no mountain: passes, but occupy 
valleys and mountain basins. These highways are open to tavei 'throughout

The Pope-Shen mine is' easily accessible. U. S. Highway No. 93, is 
followed for the first four, miles south of 'Salmon. From there a road, much 
of it improved, leads to the mine. Because of the aridity of the region, 
the winter snow. is light and offers no obstacle •to travel either to the mine 
or to points outside the county.

BISTORICAL SKETCH 


Although the presence of copper ' in parts of the district was, known as 
;long ago as the late fifties, little copper mining was attempted 'until after 
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1911. Claims were located at the Pope-Shenon in the early nineties, but 
the locations were for gold, not copper. The first copper locations were 
two years later. 


Apparently little work was done.for a decade or more, although smelter 
records show that some ore was ipped to Anaconda, Montana, by Langsdorf 
and Company in October ) 1908. Next, a, shipment of hand-sorted. ore was re-
ported in 1917, / followed two years later by 360 tons of 12 per cent 
copper/. The destination of 'the 1917 and 1919 shipments was' not given, 
and no record appears . in the files of the Montana and UtaBL sme:Lters,. 


By 1918 the development had gone far enough to show the presence of a. 
body of copper ore, inuoh of which was' too thoroughly oxidized for gravity 
lconcentration. In 1919, a chloridizing p].ant wâs'built', at the mine and was 
in operation durIng 1920 and 1921 • The ore mixed with sodium. and calcium 
chlorides was fed to a revolving furnace and heated sufficiently to volatil-
Ize the copper as copper chloride wb.Ich was caught in a Oottrell precipitator. 
Mixed with limestone and coke, and fed to an oi1-heated. reverberatory furnace, 
!the copper chlorIde was reduced to metallic copper. Because of 'the high 
cost of extraction and operational., difficulties, the work was abandoned. 


On August 1, 1922, the property was leased to W.M. and G.A.Snow. 
The mill', was changed over Into a gravity concentrator equipped with jigs, 
tables,,and a small flotation unit, and supplied with sulphide ore from a 
stope above the No. 5 level, then connected to the mill by tramway. Ship-
ments of concentrates were then made to the International Snielt:ing and 
Refining Company, beginning late in 1922 and continuing into early 1924. 
Late in 1923, operations were suspended and. the mine was Idle for several 
years thereafter. .	 .	 . 


In 1927 or 1928, the mine was' reopened by the Winder-Stiliman Company 
and concentrates were shipped. during 1928, 1929, and 1930. The miLne closed 
in 1929 and later was lost in default. ' It was relocated by Fred, Irough In 
1937 as the Grandvlew mine and some shipments of band-sorted ore were sent 
to the smelter in. 1937 and 1938. The low price of copper then forced sus-
pension of operations, but a further shipment credited to Toe Jones. vs 
made in April, 1939. in July 1941., the mine was leased to L. 1. Bills, 
the mill re-equipped, and shipments of concentrates resumed. From August 
toDecember, 1941., the shipments were credited to Mr. Bills, but in February, 
Mard and May, 1942, the shipments were by the Salmon. Development Company. 


Tn. ' y, 1942, the property reverted to.its owners, Fred Brough and.Challis 


Hall.


PRODUCTION 


Data on production, as obtained from the records of the International 
Smelting and. RefIning Companr, the ' Anaconda 'Copper Mining. Company, and the 
Araerican $ineltthg and Refining Company, show that 154.1 tons of crude ore 
and 5,074.4 tons of concentrates have been shipped from. the' Pope-Shenon







mine. Since the reported shipments of 1917 and 1919 couldnot be verified 
in smelter röcords, they are not included. The amount of copper produced 
by chioridizing and reduction at i2ie mine in 1920 and 1921 wa not learned. 
The total amount of copper produced exceeds 2,400,000 pounds.

The Pope-Shenon mine has been developed by a series of six tunnels,

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IOPGRAPRY 


The mine lies well up the west slope of the Lernhl Range just above the 
.me where the smooth, sagebrush-covered, lower slopes meet the more rugged, 
liner-covered, intermediate slopes. At and above the mine, the slopes, are 
teep, inplaces nearly precipitous, but, except for scattered cliffs and 
edges of bedrock, the surface is covered with extensive masses of talus, 
hich, with the bedrock, slope at an angle of.aboi.it  35degrees At the por-. 
al of the No. 6 tunnel, the altitude is about 5,650 feet (aneroid) or about 
50 feet less than the portal of the No,. 1 tunnel. Above' the mine the. slopes 
ice to nearly 9,000 feet. Below, the slopes reach the floor of the Salmon 
Iver Valley at about 3,900 feet.

GEOLOGY 


Foreword 


The broader features of the geology of Leinhi County have, been presented 
Y .Ufftpleby / and R0	 /, and no attempt Is made herein to supplement the 
escriptions already. given.	 . 


The only rocks of pertinent interestaré those that contain the ore, 
Lamely, a thick sequence of metamorphosed sedimentary strata, believed to 
elong to the. Belt series (pre-Cainbrian) and known to be the oldest rocks in 
he region. Volcanic and sedimentary strata ("lake beds") of Tertiary age 
Lnderlle the sagebrush-covered slopes below the mine, but, since these are 
ounger than the deposits and have had nothing to do with the mineralization, 
Llscussi .on of them is omitted. .	 '. . . ,	 , 


The older metamorphosed strata have been bent into broad, e;entle folds 
nd sliced by a, well-defined cleavage which, in general, Is schistic. Local 
ones of' shearing independent of the folds and cleavage have localized the 
re detosits.	 .	 ' 


Stratiraohic Features 


The country rock at the Pope-Shenon mine is. a dark' green, impure quartz-
.te and quartzitic argillite, in places containing intercalated 'beds of 
.ighter colored rock. Bedding, in general, is .rather indistinct, but can be 
tistinguished on close examination. 'The bedding planes commonly are closely 
3paced, in places several to an inch, but thicker beds up to a few inches o 
ceur. Many of the beds are in part built up on interfingering lenses a 
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fraction of an inch thick and a few inches longa In general 1, 'the bedding 
has been obscured by a fairly pronounced schistosity, more prominent along 
the mineralized zones than elsewhere. The schistosity is far more conspic-
uous than the bedding, and from even a short distance may be easily mistaken 
forbedding. The strata also are cut by a set of closely spaced joints and 
these, too from a distancq give the impression of bedding structures. Much 
of the talus that skirts the outcrops and mantles the slopes are angular rock 
fragments bounded by these joint surfaces. 


Individual minerals in the rock are difficult to recognize, except in 
thin section under the microscope.. -Ross / points out that the rock has been 
completely recrystallized and that in addition to the recrystallized quartz, 
there are variable amounts of fine-grained sericite, muscovite, chlorite, and 


'dark green biotite, none of which exceed one millimeter in longest dimension. 
I Fine-grained magnetite is reported to. be present in places, particularly in 
the proximity of mineralized areas. pidote appears locally. . 


These strata ,are, in general, more highly metamorphosed than those In the 
northern part of the state, and. direct correlation with any given member of 
the Belt. series camiot be made. Alghoug dynamic stresses may have had 
something to do with the degree of metamorphism,. rticulariy along the gen-. 
eral zones of shearing, materials supplied by escaping emanations from the 
Idaho batholith as it slowly cooled below probably have had a far greater 
influence In changing the rock strata to their present nietanIorphosed condit-
Ion.	 .	 . 


Structural Features 


Folding. 


Through much of the mine the beds appear to strike about N. 15° -2O Z. 
and dip about 350 E. Locally, the . strike swings as much as 30° west of 
north and the d ip flattens to about 10° E. A dip steeper than 3:5° was 
observed in but one place. There appears to be an absence of drag folding 
even along the local zones of shearing.. The mine appears to be located on 
the west flank of a broad syncline whose axis lies just west of the roughly 
parallel to the crest of the Lemhi Range. Apparently, the thick series of 
strata is too strong to permit any except bery broad, gentle folds. There 
appears to be no relation between the folding and the distribui;lon of the 
ore deposits.	 .	 . 


Cleavag..	 .	 :	 .	 '.	 . 


The rock cleavage is fully as conspicuous underground as on the surface 
and largely controls the way the rock breaks when blasted. Consequently, 
the cleavage is the most noticeable structural feature along the drifts and 
crosacuts. The cleavage is independent of the attitude of the bedding. It 
strikes a few degrees east or west of north and dips 55° to 70° West, or 
practically at right angles to the dip of the bedding. owever., there is 
some local variation in strike and dip, and at one place, probably near a 
fault , the strike Is near N.. 40° .	 . 
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The cleavage is due to an essentially parallel alignment of the platy 
minerals, and., therefore, is a schistic rather than the fracture variety. 
This schistic structure is characteristic of the entire rock squence and is 
consequently, regional rather than local. The structure, however, is better 


U developed in some places than In others. It is not •to be confused with a 
local schi stosity found along and parallel to the zones of shearing where 
it is more or less closely assoôiated with the shearing and the xnIneraliza-
tion. The general cleavage apparently has been induced by regional stresses, 
probably by the same stresses responsible for the folding. The regional 
cleavage like the folds has had little or nothing to do with the localization 
of the ore deposits or the ..stribution of the ore within the deposits. 


Shearing. 


Since zones of shearing that cut the folds and cleavage of the metamor-
phosed strata re in control of the location and formation of the ore de-


hposits, they are structural features of the first order of impo:rtance and need 
be discussed.in considrabIe detail. These zones may occur singly, or, as 
at the Pope-Shenon mine, there may be several of them linked together and 
related as parts of' a major system of shearing. Because of the ore associa-
tion, it is important that the characteristics of the major shearing and its 
coniponent.parts be fully understood. . 


That there existed at the Pope-Shenon mine a broad and complicated zone 
of' shearing made u of smaller, roughly parallel., overlapping and branching 


H zones, was not evident until the work was carried along on the No. 6 level. 
Then two important zones of shearing linked together by a branching shear 
were uncovered and each followedby drifts,the more prominent oneon the 
south being a downward extensiOn of the single one exposed on the higher 
levels of the mine (Fig. 1). Together, these comprise a master shear zone 
more than 40 feet wide,. the member zones measuring from a few feet to 20 
feet wide. Becuase of inadequate exploratiOn, the major zone of shearing 
may actually be very much wider. Its mown length exceeds that of the drifts 
on the eeveral levels, 1ut againthe full limits have not been ctetermnined. 
Because of the nature of the shearing, It may have an expected length of 
at 'least several thousand feet, although any component member of the zone 
may not be so persistent. The major zone of shearing has a general easterly 


{trend and steep northerly dip, The minor zones that compose It also have 
easterly trends, but show some variation in strike and dip. 


The more northerly of the two zones was the first to be intersected in 
the No. 6 cross cut, the second appearingout 30 feet beyond. Since the 
first appeared to be more prominent than the other, the drifting was directed 
along it in an east-northeasterly direction for about 80 feet, the shearing 
dipping about 70° N. and occupying about the full width of the drift. At the 
89-foot point, the shear zone branched, the more prominent part continuing 
on in directions ranging from N. 700 L to N.. 8Q° E., the other extending 
about S. 70° to its intersection or junction with the second zone of 
shearing that was uncovered in the c'osscut. The. main north branch was then 
drifted on for about 260 feet where it was lost In the side of the drift. 
For the• full distance, the shearing held its course to the northeast, its 
direction ranging between N. 85° E. and N. 65° E., its dip, between 65° N. 
,nd, 80° N. The zone appears to be 6 to 8 feet wide along the drift. 
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• The branch that links the north shear zone with the one Ofl the south has 
a length of about 40 feet.. It appears to curve and become a part of the 
second shear, zone just as it was a part of the first. . The shearing, however, 
is neither so broad nor so prominent as in the tvo zones it joins together. 


'It forms a zone about 2-1/2 feet wide. 


The second or south shear zone is the most important so far uncovered 
and has been followed through on all levels of the mine. For some distance 
Its trend is about N. 70 0 800 E. or closely parallel to that of the zone 


ion the north, but farther in its course changes to due east and then east-
southeast, 'causing it to swing away at ever increasing distances from its 
neighbor. The shearing along the zone is not altogether continuous. Just 
beyond the first raise to the No • 5 level, it passes Into the wall of the 
drift and Is lost, but another of greater prominence appears in the drift 
and. crosscut 20 feet to the south. This one also appears to die away, but 
the drift shortly picks up a zone of,. shearing across a transverse fault of 
unknown but probably small magnitude and continues on It as far as the work 


1 has gone, A short distance' beyond the fault the trend of the shearing changes 
1 from about N. 70° - 80° E. to , directly east and then to S. 70' E., the south-
teast trend being interrupted locally not far from the face of the drift by 
ia change back to the. northeast, then again to the southeast. This change 
in the direction of the shearing is also. well shown on the Intermediate 


ilevel (Fig. 1) and begins to thow on the No. 5 level not'far from the fao, 
1n the west part •ofthe mine where the strike is to'the nôrtheasi; the dip 
Is about 70° N., but as the strike changes direction to east and southeast 
the dip tends to steepen and in the east part of the mine is 80° N. to 
nearly vertical. This increase in dip Is shown on the map (Fig. 1) by the 
closer spacing of the levels in the eastern part of the mine. 


The south zone of shearing seems-to be broader than that on the north,,' 
and in part better defined. It has been exposed for a distance o 650 feet 
and is from about five 'to as much as 20 feet wide. The shearing may be 
even broader near the far end of the No, 5 level, but the increase in width 
may be the result of branching, the exposures being such as not to make the 
relations entirely clear,	 . 


One other zone of shearing of minor magnitude Is exposed in the long 
crosscut driven south from the No.6 level near the center of the mine. 
This shear zone lies oblique to the others and strikes about ]ST. 350 W. and 
dips 7Q0 to 800 S.W. It provide additional evidence of the complex ré-
relations of the iajor zone of shearing. 


These individual zones. of shearing may be distinguished from the un-
sheared rock not alone because 	 •	 they have localized -mineralization, 


ibut also because they are marked by a fairly well defined schistosity para-
1llel to' the shearing itself which in part has obliterated the regional 
schistosity. These shear zones also show more evidence of crushing and rock 
alteration than the surrounding rock. ' .	 •	 '	 . 


Individually, the shear zones are structurally complex, made up for the 
niost part of two sets of. fractures, one 'paralle. to the shearing or local 
schistosity and the other. oblique thereto, each set marked by bands and 
stringers of ore as shown in Figure 3. Since .the ore has been depodted 
largely by replacement 'of the rock bordering the fractures, the fractures 
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; themselves have been obliterated, thoughthe. record remains In the distribu-
tion of the ore itself. Fractures parallel to the zone of shearing strike 
about N. 700 E. or. S. 700	 (depending on the local trend of the záne) , and 
h 7Q0 -80° N..; whereas the oblique fractures strike about S 70° E. where 
the main shearing is nrtheast andabout S 45 - 55° )-. wherethe shearing 
1$ S. 700 L In either case, . the oblique fractures dip about 7Q° S.W. 


The fractures parallel to the shearing are the most prominent. There 
may be several of them along the shear zone, but those along the walls are 
generally most conspicuous. Where'theproininent fractures are along both 
walls, they are commonly joined by diagonal fractures • If along one wall the 
diagonal fractures may extend out to one side or the other, or if the main 
fractures follow the center of the zone of shearing, the oblique fractures 
.may extend out On both sides. Some of the fractures parallel to the ahearing 
are not persistent., but die away and are replaced by others thai; Overlap and 
carry on the shearing. Prominent fractures may appear on one 'wall and then 
within a short distance shift to the other. . Generally, minor parallel slips 
appear at random throughout the shear zone.. 


Th oblique or .diagoiial fractines commonly persist to the walls of the 
shear zone and then fade away. -Most of them are breaks of minor magnitude,, 
but some are strong enough 'to influence' the direction of shearing and, as 'in 
the eastern part of the mine,'may even in part control the direction of the 
shear zone itself. Those of minor magnitude may be a few inches to several 


J
feet long; thOse of greater magnitude may be aslong.as 20 feet and may have 


marked Influence on the shape and size of the ore body, in places producing 
marked bulges in the bangingwall, Most of the oblique fractures of minor 
magnitude join the fractures parallel to the shearing at a sharp angle, but 
some of the larger ones curve as they come in from the walls and join or 
become a part of the system of fractures parallel to the shearing. 


There are 'also some cross fractures that trend about N. 25° . and dip 
about 60° W. Thse cut' the' shear zones, contain a 'little gouge, but have 
produced no appreciable offsets. They 'contain no ore, but have served as 


Lchannels for descending surface waters and are bordered by zones of surficial 
haiteration.	 ' '	 ' 


The displacement along these zones of shearing 'apparently has been neg-
ligible, perhaps a few inches or at the most a few feet. Because of the lack 
of variation in the metamorphosed strata, offsets are not clearly di stinguish-
able. Grooves and striations were not observed, but the relations of the 


joblique fractures suggest that the displacement has been essentially in an 
horizontál .direction, the hanging wall having'irtoved east with respect to the 
foot wall. 'Yet movement in such a direction does notseem to account. for 
all the observed structural complexities and until more is known about the 
direction and amount of movement along the ,v arious zones of shearing, 'the 
direction of applIcation of stresses must remain in doubt. Because of the 
developad schistosity, the'stresses responsible must have been intense and 
deeply applied. . 	 '	 : 


Character of the Deposit 


All the ore 'at the Pope-Shenon mine lies along the complex zones of 
shearing and has been deposited for the most 'part by replacement 'of the altered







quartzitic rock and subordinately by fil.ing of fractures. The deposits 
are in the forni•of steeply inclined tabular masses of sheared rock, the ore 
distributed along the schistosity and fractures parallel to the shearing and 
along the fractures oblique thereto. They form lodes rather than veins. 


The zones of shearing are not uniformly mineralized, but the oie is con-
tamed in sheets that have rather definite limits along the strike. Where 
lightly mineralized, the lodes may appear to be merely zones of shearing in 
rock of similar appearance to the surrounding country rock, but close exam-
inatlon shows that much of the rock in the zOnes has been more highly altered 
or inetaniorhosed than the Oountry rook at a distance, the increased altera-
tion seemingly a consequente ofthe intense localized shearig and the alter-S 
ing action of the mineralizing solutions.

,s	 Mineralogy 


ThePope-Shenon has both primary andoxidized ore? but little attention 
has been given the oxidized ore since the early t*entjes The minerals in 


I the unoxidized parts of the lodes comprise chalcopyrite, pyrite., dela-
1 fossite, sphalerite, .rnagnetite, quartz, micas, andchloritè. The chalco-
pyrite is by far t most abundant mineral and with subôrdinaté amounts of 
pyrite Thrms roughly tabUlar bands of variable size about paral:Lel to the 
long direotionof the lodes, also narrow stringers and seams that extend ob-
liquely across the lodes. There are also disseminated grains in the ôountry 
rock, in places concentrated into irregular bodies of nearly solid suhides. 
Sphalerite was not observed but is inferred because of reports of traces of 
zinc in the ore shipments. The tered country rock containing niicas and 


;chlorite is the chief gangue. Sniall irregular masses and. stringers of quartz 
appear here and there bu .are minor, and most of the suiphides mined are in 
the country rock. 	 .	 . . . 


Delafossite (0u20.Fe203 ) intimately associated with inagne bite and mica, 
is an interesting mineral in the Pope-Shenon mine, being present in consldrr-
able abundance and mined as ore in parts of the stopes. This black ore has 
a peculiar handed or layered stiucture and in part takes the form of irregular 
concentric ellipsoids and of slightly curved and subparallel bands. Consid-
erable ore of this kind appears along the No. 5 level and some on the No. 6. 
Since the ore appears below as well as above the zone Of oxidation, it is 
believed tO be primary. Apparently it was produced by rhyththiô deposition 
from a, fluid that. was diffused into the rock from openings produced by joints. 


Barite has been found in a narrow vein that cuts diagonally across the 
main zone of shearing in the No, 3 level of the mine • This barite is 
younger than the main copper deposit and probably belongs to a later epoch 
of metallization. . .	 .	 .	 '. 


The oxidized parts of the ore contain much malachite and some azurite, 
cuprite, and in. places a little, native copper. These minerals were so 
abundant In the upper levels that the chlorination mill was erected to treat 
the oxidized ore, The west margins of the shoots contain these 'oxidized 
minerals, particularly malachite, even on the No. 6.and Intermediate levels, 
but primary. sulphides also are present. Much of the sulphide ore, except 
on the lower levels shows incipient oxidation. Some of the ore mined above 
the No. 5 level contained small amounts of obalcocite, recognizable mostly 
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niiroscopica11y.


Structural Relations of the Ore 


Although much of the öre has been deposited by relacement of sheared 
, and altered q .uartzite, the Influence of the schistosity and of the fractures 
parallel azid oblique to the shearing in controlling the distribution of the 
ore is generally very evident. A band of ore a few. thches to several feet 
thick may lie along one of the walls of the shear zone and stringers of ore 
generally less than an inch thick may extend obliquely out tOward the opposite 


H wall., trending in ar . 	 t-southeast direction and dipping steeply southwest. 
This relation shows to particular advantagein the roof of the Intermediate 
level just above the east raise and Figure 3 is a sketch of the exposure 
tbere revealed. The ore is close to thefoot wall of the shear zone and corn-. 
pr1ses a band of massive suiphides about 8 to .10 inches wide parallel to the 
! drift fringed by stringers on either side whièh extend out obliquely to the 
walls of the drift. The stringers are less than an inch thick but they corn-
prise an essential part of the milling ore. 


. .. In many places high-grade seamsjoined together. by diagonal stringers 
tue aJoiig both walls of the shear zone. These hanging and foot lall seams 
Unay be as much as 15 to 20 feet apart, but generally they are within 8 or 10 
I feet of each other and may close .j to 4 or 5 feet. Generally as the dis- . 
tance between them decreases, the stringers between become more numerous 
and the ore body of higher ade • The ore also may follow one wall at a time 
and may change from., one to the other as the guiding fractures . either wall 
strengthen or weaken. 	 .	 .	 .	 . 


j .	 raster diagonal fractures that enter the main zone of shear:Lng and 
!curve so as to lie parallel thereto also flavehad a marked Influence In, 
jlbcaliz1ng ore. These fractures may extend Into the walls for considerable 
I distances but the ore Is mostly localized in the bend or along the oblique . 
1fracture just before it changes. direction to conform with the shearing (Fig. 
*) . These . fractures may enter from either the hanging or the foot wall. 
'Since the fractures dip .s teeply southwe st , the ore rises upward into the 
Ihaning wall, and followed upward, appear to reverse the direction of dip of 
the mineralizedzone, though actually they.produce large bulges in the hanging 
wall. Because of this relation, the lat stope on the No. 6 level is inclined 
Ito, the south instead of to the north, and the stope at tne east. end of the 
Interznediate level stands nearly vertical, the hanging wall in places. dipping 
steeply south though the foot wall itself still has a steep dip to the north. 
The junction of these southwesterly dipping lateraifractures with the main 
zone of shearing is reported to determine the position and pitch of xne of 
the best ore bodies.	 .,	 . 


In places the diagonal as well as the seams parallel to the shearing 
abut against thin seams of gouge in. cross slips. The ore seams dc not appear 
to be offset and the cross Eeaifl& contain no ore. However, here and there the 
ore is reported to be spread out alongside the cross seams and to make small 
odies of high-grade. 


The ore has been. little disturbed by post-mineral faulting. In places 
little gouge may appear along one of the walls but nowhere in conspicuous 


quantities, Because of the absence of appreciable post-mineral nioveinent, 
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the ore is firm and stopes remain óen without being timbered. 


Ore Shoots 


The ore shoots are of moderate size. The main ore shoot (Fig. 2) has 
been stoped for about 180 feet on the No. 5 level, 170 feet Ofl the Intermediate, 
and 280 feet on the No. 6 level. Its average width is. just under 10 feet, but 
reaches a maximum of 20 feet. Ore has been stoped from the No4, 6 to the No. 4 
levels, a vertièal distance of more than 400 feet, but since ore remains in 
the floor of the No9 6 level and in the bottom of a 40-foot winze sunk below 
the No. 6, the full limits of the shoot are unknown. 


Tb.e shape of the ore shoot is unertain, The tope lengths on the 
different levels probably have resulted from varietions in mining methods 
and in the grade of the ore mined under different managements than from any 
such variations in the actual distribution of the ore itself. The 'eater 
stoping length along the No. 6 level may mean that marginal ore • also was 
stoped but left uniulned in the levels above or that much ore remains unmined 
above the Intermediate level. As confirmation of the second view is the fact 
that ore lies in the roof of the eastern half of the Ilitermediate level and 
has been followed upward from the east end of the Intermediate to a point 


1 about 65 feet above the level, the top of the stope showing 3'to 4 feet of 
massive sulphides which with fringing stringers make an ore body 5 to 6 feet wide 
with possibly seberal feet of milling ore still concealed in the walls. Were 
the stope continued upward at the present angle, it would pass about 60 feet 
ahead of the face on the No. 5 level. This stope appears to have been driven 
upward n the pitch of the ore body at an angle of about 70 derees. The absence 
of ore in the face of the drift on the No. 5 level may mean that the No. 5 
drift merely entered a barren zone in the ore shoot. Although on. the upper 
levels •the pitch of the main ore shoot appears to be steeply west : , the 
offsets in the stopes below confuse the relations and the pitch may actually 
be different from that believed to exist. 


1.	 A small stope 80. feet long and 20 feet highto the east of the main 
stope on the No. 6 level affOrds propf that Other ore shoots exist along 
the zone of shearing, though perhaps not equal in size to the one just 
described.	 ..	 . . 


. Smaller ore shoots also appear along the zone of shearing in the north 
drift on the No. 6 level but have not been fully explored.. A store about 
30 feet long, 25 feet high, and 4 feet wide has been made on the shoot near 
the front part of the drift. Tust beyond is another stope about 50 feet long 
end 10 to 15 feet high, and then a third about 35 feet long and 30. to 40 feet 
high. Since there are no exploratory cross cuts on the higher. levels, the 
upward continuation of these shoots has neither been demonstrated nor dis-
proven.	 .	 .. 


The factors in control of the localization of the oreshoots are not 
fully understood.- The distribution of th workable bodies of ore apparently 
conforms with the distribution and spacing of the fractures that have been 
favorable to the movemnentof the mineralizing solutions. These favorable 
zones appear to be where the shearing has been most intense, particularly 
'where it has produced a marked ..schistosity. 	 .. 
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Mention has already been niade of the manner in which th€ ore lies along 
the scblstosit.y and the fractures parallel to the schistosity o± shearing; as 
wel]. as in the fractures oblique thereto. The spacing of these fractures has 
much to 4o with regulating the aniunt of ore as well as th€ dlthenslons of the 
ore body. Mention also has been made of the localization of ore along the 
more prominent lateral fractures where theybend into the main zone of shear-
Ing and the influence these have had in controlling the position and pitch of 
soxne of the best ore. 	 .	 . . 


However., the' factors that control the location of these structurally 
favorable areas r,eznain'ob'scure, though horizontal shearing strssses can account 
for the shear and oblique fracture systeni. The variation in' the angle dip of 
the individual shear zone nisybave some bearing on the localization of the 
ore shoots, but the present developnient has not revealed what, t;his relation 


' might be.' The same may be said of thevariation instrike. ,In the upper 
levels the exposed ore shot follows the shearing of east-northeast trend, 
but on the No. , 6' and Intermediate levels the ore also follows the . east-south-
east shearing, Whether the change in direction has been accorapanied' by any 
material change in the quantity and grade of ore was not learned. The smaller 
shoots appear to favor the shearing of eastnortheasterly trend, changes to 
the southeast being marked by barren zones. Undoubtedly, the movement along 
these curved zones of shearing has provided the necessary openings for the 
circulation of the mineralizing solutions, but until more is kticwn of the 
characteristics of the major shearing, the problem of ore shoot control must 
be left largely unsolved.	 ' 


Tenor of the Ore 


Most of the ore 'mined has carried from 2-1/2 to 6 per cent copper, but 
there have been small bodies containing 10 to 20 percent copper, few of 
which were large enough, however, to be mined' separately. By careful hand 
sorting, crude ore carrying 10 to 15 per óent copper has been shipped to 
smelters. Concentrates have carried about 25 per cent copper, In either 
crude ore or concentrates, the precious metal content has been negligible. 
The crude ore shipped has contained less than an ounce of silver and gener-
ally less than 0.01 ounce of gold per ton; the concentrates, less than 1.6 
ounces ofsilver and 0.1 oui.ce of gold per ton. 


No sampling of.the orebodles was attempted, but access was had to some 
of the old sampling records of the American Smelting and Refining Company 
and the International Smelting and Refining Company. These show that the. 
stope above the No 4 level carried 8.13 per cent copper and 1.O'ounce of 
silver and 0.98 ounce of gold per ton over a 41/2 foot width of the lode

The deposits, show none of the characteristics of the ore deposits gen-
etically related to Tertiary intrusive rocks. On the contrary, the little 
difference between the wall-rock alteration and the regional metamorphism of 
tbe auartzitic rock, except in degree of intensity, suggests a close relation 
between them and, therefore, with' the Idaho batholith. Emanations given off 
by this coling granitic mass is believed to have been' responsible for trans-
forining the sedimentary strata that it invaded into metamorphic rock by 
supplying the materials and heat necessary to form the minerals the rock now 
contains. Later, fluids from. a deeper source within the congealing batho' 
lith apparently were directed along channels opened by deeposeated shearing, 
The rock along these channelways was then rather intensely altered, apprec-
iably more so than the surrounding rock, and the ore was deposited shortly 
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S 1after. Since. it is now generally believed that the batholith was eniplaced 
Fand consolidated during Cretaceous time,.the ore deposits, a late phase of 
the niagmatic activity, are probably late Cretaceous.

IISince the copper deposIts show no evidence of a shallowseated origin 


but are localized along deeply seated zones of shearing and posses the char-

. reached in mining. Consequently, the ore at the PopeShenon mine should 


continue below the No 6 levelwith little change, probably to such depth 
as increasingniining costs would make deeper work'uxiprofltable.

was not paid The situation is covered iña Field Team letter to 
W. S. Martin dated August 9, 1957. A Report of Royalty Review 
dated April 13, 1960, indic9.tes that the past due royalty has• ........ 
been reduced to $293.07. V	 .: 


The past due royalty was reduced by virtue of Mr. Brough paying 


5 percent royalty on shipments made after termination of the 
Centrida lease that would normally have called for royalty in 
lesser amount. This excess paent has been made under protest 
submitted in a letter dated October 28, 1955, from C. Walker Lyon 
The protest has been repeated some seven times as subsequent 
payments were made. 


In view of the above, I am wondering if Mr. Lyon's letter of 
July 17 and the accompanying Option may not contain a "sleeper" 
that could be used to further the Operator 's protestto paying 
"excess" royalty in the future. I refer to the last paragraph of 
the letter taken in conjunction with item 11 on page 5 of the 







Option, which states in part: "During the continuance of this

Mr • C • A. Turner, DMEA 'Auditor, interviewed Mr • Harrison 
and in a letter dated November 29, 1956 to Mr. Chambers, Contract 
Administration and. Audit Division, he says "Mr. Harrison stated that 
the Centrid.a Mines, Inc. are without funds and. that they have no 
intention of paying the royalties." Turner's audit was preceded. by 
our letter of August 30, 1956 to Mr. Harrison in which we identify 
the shipments on which payment of royalty amounting to $717.511- is - 
due and in which we request payment. The statement in Mr Turner's 
letter to Mr. Chambers is the only reply we have received. 


With Centrid.a Mines, Inc., defunct and Mr. Harrison stating 
he has no intention of paying the royalty and. not answering our letters, 
further demands for payment from that source is futiie Moreover,







. 


Mr. Brough, on the advice of his attorney, has refused to pay the 
back royalty, as the production was made during the life of the 
Centrida lease and contract, during which period he had no control 
whatsoever over the property. 


However, since the property reverted to Mr. Brough he has 
paid royalty totaling $6,088.05 on production to date. ALl of the 
payments have been made at the rate of 5 percent although some of 
the shipments required a smaller payment. The excess pa:Ld has 
reduced the $7l7.51 back royalty to $1I.23.23, and the entire amount 
paid has reduced the Government's contribution to the project from 
$31,306.25 to $25,218.21. 


We reiterate our belief that it will be futile to try to 
collect back royalty from a defunct corporation. it is also our 
belief that if any effort is made to force payment of this royalty. 
from Mr. Brough that production at the Pope-Shenon mine will be 
discontinued and the royalty now being paid will be lost. If 
production continues, overpaymenteof current royalties may 
eventually wipe out the back royalties still due.

The Field Team final report on this property by Alfred L. 
Service, Bureau of Mines and Howard B. Nickelson, Geological Survey, 
has been reviewed. 


Exploration of this property consisted of 6i.8 feet cf 
drifting, 150 feet of crosscutting, cutting 6 diamond stations and 
,O23 feet of diamond drilling at a total cost of $62,612.50. 


Objective of the work was to explore for new mineralized 
areas and downward extent of veins known and. mined above the 600 
level.


Drilling below the 600 level indicated 17,000 tons of ore 
averaging about 5.5 percent copper. As a result, on September 19, 
1955, the Government issued a Certification of Discovery or Develop-
ment.


Because of the limited quantity of work necessary to 
complete exploration of known targets, the Field. Team recommends 
Government participation in further exploration is not warranted. 


I concur with this recommendation.

Reference is made to your letter of December 1, 1955 
concerning royalty payments under the cited contract. The delay 
in answering your letter is due to the time required to , assemble 
all the data. 


Enclosed are the following: 


(i) Memorandum from A. L. Service to the Field Team, 
dated December 20, 1955. 


(2) Memorandum of Agreement between Fred J. Brongh and. 
Lester S. Harrison. 


(3)Notice of Discontinuing of Development and Operations - 
between Centrida Mines, Inc. and Fred J. Brough. 


( Ii. ) A. 5. & R. smelter sheets. Shipper's Lots 1 to 26 
inclusive are mill tailings. Lots 1 to 12 inclusive., were shipped 
by Gunderson. Lots 13 to 26 inclusive were shipped by Parks. All 
were shipped after the date of the contract. 


(5) A. S. & R. smelter sheets. Shipper's Lots Y- .l to 
Y-lO inclusive and Lot 1. All these shipments made by Young. 
Lots Y-1 to Y..k inclusive were shipped prior to date of contract 
(December 28, 1953) and clearly are not subject to royalty. 
Lots Y-5 to Y-'lO inclusive and Lot 1 were shipped after date of 
the contract.







(6) A. S. & R. smelter sheets. Shipper's Lots 1, 100, 
102 ES; RSG 103 to 107 inclusive, 1c8 ES, 109 RSG, RSG LLO, 111 RSG 
to 113 ESG inclusive. These might be a bit confusing as Lot. should 
be Lot 101 and the series therefore is continuous from Lots 100 to 
113 .nc]iièive. 


In further explanation, Lots 1 to 26 inclusive under Item (ii.) 
are tailings which we believed lie on the North Salmon Copper claim. 
This claim was located by the Operator (a lessee) on April 1, 1953 
and. became the property of the lessor under Article 5, New Locations, 
of the lease agreement. The North Salmon Copper claim is included. in 
the contract. The royalty rate on these tailing shipments ranges 
from 1.5 to 5 percent and amounts to $625.31. No royalty has been 
paid on Item ( Ii. ) shipments. 


Under Item (5), Lots Y-5 to Y-lO inclusive and Lot 1 are 
subject to the Government's percentage royalty as they were shipped 
after the effective date of the contract. The first five of these 
shipments are the ones referred to in V. Z. Johnson's memorandum of 
July 9, 19511., as coming from the 500 level. 


The delinquent royalty on Item (5) shipments is $657.98. 


All royalty on Item (6) shipments; amounting to $6711..11.8, 
has been paid. 


The DMEA project discovered or developed a substantial 
amount of ore at the Iope'-Shenon mine, mostly below, the 1100 level; 
the final field team report on the project, which should, reach you 
in a short time, describes clearly where this ore lies. Very little 
of the production since the start of the contract has been ore dis-
covered, developed or benefitted by L*!EA; some of it was. from old 
tailing pond and. almost all of the newly mined ore has been fringe 
ore from old. stopes by leasers.' Leasing activity has increased 
recently, stimulated by the advance in the price of copper, but was 
going on, to a limited extent, before the contract date. 


The Field Team was aware of the leasing and recommended 
(that the fringe ore be excluded from royalty payment on the premise 


the ore was already known, was being mined and would not be bene-
' fitted by the DMEA project. ]4EA informed us that it wou.Ld. be too 
difficult to distinguish DMEA ore from non-DMEA ore and the contract 


\was written without any exclusion. The ,before]ie signed 
the contractwas informed that DMEA royalty would be payable 
ail	 produced ad. acepte4 sèthition. In the face of this 


" itis d±fficult to argue that the mine pr6iiètion should be exenpted 
from DMEA royalty . The situation is conlicated by the fact that 
it is the owners, not, the Operator, with whom we are now dealing, 
as the Operator has abandoned his lease. Even though the owners

now regard the royalty as unfair, they apparently are bound to 
the ternis of the contract by reason of having signed a consent to 
lien unless the Administrator should rule otherwise. No one en 
visioned a copper price that would give rise to this amount of 
leasing activity. 


The matter of royalty from the old mill tailings is perhaps 
in a different category as there is good. precedent for DMEA exempt-
ing mine dumps and mill tailings pre-existent to the contract. All 
parties to the contract were aware of the old mill tailings, but 
neither the Field Team, the Operator, nor the owners foresaw that 
an unprecedented rise in the price of capper would ñiake it profitable 
to ship them and consequently, through a mutual error, we failed to 
exclude them. We were not alone in our inability to predict the rise 
in the price of copper; had we foreseen this we would have recommended 
exclusion of the tailings and dumps from royalty repayments. The 
tailings are identified on the settlement sheets and should be. readily 
distinguishable from mine production. 


None of the old mine dumps have been shipped as yet but 
the owners may do so in the near future. The Field Team regards 
them in the same category as the mill tailings and U' the mill 
tailings are exempted the old mine dumps should be, too.

Mr. Fred L. Brough, owner, and Mr. C. Walker Lyon, attorney 
for the owner, were contacted on December 9 and 12, 1955, respectively. 


Mr. Brough said that most of the produion that has been 
shipped has come from the 500 and 6QQ levels with the bulk coming from 
the 600 level. Some tailings have been shipped during the past season. 


The memorandum of July 9, 1954, by V. Z. Johnson, former 
Bureau of Mines engineer, referred to five carloads of ore that were 
shipped by Mr. Young. Mr. Brough stated that this ore had been mined 
prior to the effective date of the contract and was not subject to 
royalty. It is possible that he is referring to smelter return lots 
Y-1 to Y-4 inclusive; however, it is doubjful that any re beginning 
with Lot Y-5 was mined prior to the date of the contract S (Dec.. 23, 1953) 


Mr. Brough is confident that the production $11 increase 
in the spring, and he hopes to have the Government's share of the 
exploration program paid within 3 to 5 years. Mr. Lyon feels that 
the Field Team'secision to certJfy the property is unjust. FEe 
hopes the matter can be reconsidered. He said he uld continue to 
have the royalties paid to the Government until an equitable agreement 
has been made.

Annex II of the Centrida Mines exploration contract provides 
for a royalty from all production from the land regardless of any 
certification. Inspections of the property have indicated that ore 
shipments have been made from the mine in recent months by leasers. 
Since we had been informed that Centrida Mines have relinquished 
their lease, we wrote the owner, Mr. Fred J. Brough, on August 2, 1955, 
advising him of his obligation as regards the Government's royalty and 
requesting copies of smelter return sheets -so that the amount of royalty 
could be computed. 


Mr. C. Walker Lyon, lawyer for Fred Brough, has requested a 
copy of the contract by letter dated August 26 (copy enclosed), and as 
Mr. Brough is apparently not aware of.the contents of Annex II it would 
appear to be a reasonable request. We do not feel we have the authority 
to provide the owner with a copy of the contract, however, and ask your 
advice on the matter. 


The enclosed memorandum by H. B. Nickelson, Geological Survey, 
presents a justification for issuing a Certificate of Discovery and 
Development for the exploration project. We agree with Mr. Nickelson 
and recommend that this be done even though the ore is perhaps marginal. 
We regret this recommendation was not sent to you at an earlier time.

Diamond drill hole #9 was collared a few feet south of 
hcle #6 and was drilled on a due South bearing and on a minus 450 
'angle. The hole cut a zone at 39? to 41' assaying 4.9.0% Cu and 
0.08% Cu Ox., also another zone at 59' to 64' assaying 0.07% Cu 
and tr. Cu Ox. The. hole was stopped at 90'. 


Diamond drill hole #10 was collared in the face of a foot 
wall or south crosscut.which is located about due south of the abo 
diamond drill crosscut. This hole was drilled into the foot wall 
to further explore it. The hole did not show anything of interest 
and the core showed that the ground was quite blocky and oxidized. 
The hole wa.s drilled to 151'. 


Diamond drill hole #11 was collared in the extreme end of 
the 600. level east drift, The hole was drilled. on a due north 
bearing and horizontal. The first 132 ? showed the. ground blocky 
and intersected several water seams which caused the hole to be 
running about half a hole of water. In the balance of the. hole, 
the ground tightened up . and showed very little change. At 2 87' to 
289' an oxidized zone was cut assaying 0.08% Cu and 0.0.6%Cu Ox. TI-
hole was drilled to 300.?. 


Diamond. drill hole #12 was collared about 12 feet south 
of hole #11 and was drilled on a due 'South bearing and horizontal. 
The hole cut a strong fault at 70.' to ?3' which was open and also 
contained lot.s of water. The hole was drilled on to 156' cutting 
nothing of interest. 


Diamond drill hole #13 is located in the 600 level east 
drift about half way between the diamond drill crosscut and hole 
#11, This hole was drilled on a due North bearing and horizontal, 
This hole wa.s drilled to a depth of 3.01' and did not cut anything 
of interest. However it was very noticeable how much tighter the 
ground was in. this area. 


Diamond drill hole #14 was collared about 12' South of 
hole #13 and was drilled on .a due S.outh bearing and horizontal, 
The hole cut a strong fault at 10' and was drilled to 75'. 


Diamond drill hole #15 was collared a. couple feet from 
le #1 and was drilled on a S 300 E bearing and on a minus

re 
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600 angle. The hole cut. a strongly oxidized zone, no values, at 
'80' to 284!. The hole was stopped at 305'. 


Diamond drill hole #16 was coll.are.d within a couple feet 
of hole #1 and was drilled on a S. 300 W bearing and on. a minus 570 angle. The hole cut. a zone at 182' to 184' assaying 3.14% 
Cu and tr. Cu Ox., also another zone at •265 to 267' assaying 
4.24% Cu and tr. Cu, Ox. The hole was stopped at 280". 


Diamond drill hole #17 was. collared in' the 600 level adit 
crosscut (see map) and was drilled on a S 200 W bearing and 
horizontal. The ground was very broken and oxidized. This hole 
cut a. zone at .100' to 103' assaying l.2% Cu and 5.04% Cu Ox. 
The hole. wa.s stopped at .145". 


Diamond drill hole #18 was drilled on the 500 level north 
crosscut (see map) and was drilled on a, due north bearing and 
horizontal. The hole cut a zone at 140 ? to 145' assaying 0.90% Ci 
and 0.28% Cu Ox. The hole was stopped at 150'. 


Diamond drill hole #19 was collared on the 500. level 
in the extreme end of the 50.0 east drift just driyen. The hole 
was drilled on a due north bearing and horizontal. At the collar 
of the hole the ground was rather blocky but became very tight 
as the hole deepened. The hole wa.s stopped at 210'. 


The new minerali.zed .zone that is 6' wide and assayed 
3.90% Cu that was cut at the end .of the diamond drill crosscut wa 
'very interesting and also very encouraging. 'However, upon. furthex 
exploring with diamond drilling with hole #7 cutting the zone 
about 60' to the east, showed it to be mostly oxidized and very 
little values'. Hole #8 .cut the zone about 65' to the west and 
it likewise showed strong oxidization and very little values. 
Hole #6 cut the zone about 70' below the level and this showed 
about 2.5% Cu for an actual width of 4?. Hole #18 on the 500 
level showed a. zone of about 5' of 0.90.% Cu which is likewise ver3 
low in yalues.. Therefor'e it seems as though this :.possible ore' 
chute .is of too low a value and s.o badly oxidized, along with 
being very irregular and small, that it is of no value for any 
potential ore reserye. 


The holes drilled from the diamond drill crosscut to cut 
the main ore chute, which had been. stoped on so strongly from the 
600 leyel to a po.int.abcut 80' above the 400 level, failed to shoi 
any potential commercial ore below the leyel, The best hole was 
#4 which showed 4' of core assaying 8.1% Cu which gave only an 
actual width in the ore zone of 2'. On the strength of this hole, 
it was decided to drill holes #15 and #16 to intersect the zone 
on about the same elevation as in hole #4 to further explore this 
zone. Hole #15 cut the zone about 140' east of hole #4 and 
sh.owed the zone to be completely oxidized and avery narrow. Like-
wise hole #16 cut the zone about 130' to the wes.t.and showed only 
about 1' actual width of' 4. 2 4% Cu, ho.wever, the zone was the same 
a,s shown in #4, being all sulphides and no. oxidization. 


The horizontal hLoles drilled on both the 600 level and 
500 level in the hanging wall and also the footwall failed to 
disclose any geology or mineralized zones of any interest. 


a
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CONCLUSION: 


The exploration program was carried out very carefully 
with all possible effort in obtaining as much possible informatioi 
concerning the geology and the mineralized zone within the reach 
of the program. The horizontal drilling did not show any 
promising structures or zone. in the hanging wall as was 
anticipated from the geology gthe.red in the drifts. Likewise, 
the further drifting to the east showed no indication of another 
possible zone. in the general shear zone. 


•	 The zone cut by the diamond drill crosscut was very 
encour.aging but further expla-ation by drilling showed it to be 
highly oxidized and of very small size and not at all uniform 
either in width or values. 


The drilling below the level indicates that the strong 
zone, which produced all of the mine t s past production, still 
remains in a narrow width even narrower than indicated on the 
600 level, in which these holes were drilled to determine if the 
zone would widen or not below the 600 level. 


With the above facts in mind it is very doubtful that 
any further exploration would be recommendable from the additional 
information gathered by the program just completed. However, the 
fact that the zone which was the prQducer may widen in depth 
and prove out to be- a. commercial orebody is by all means possible, 
However, I think that it is not advisable at this stage to 
recommend any further exploration because deeper drilling would 
be very expensive and if any zone was outlined, it would require 
a deep sliaft and all the expenses along with it to bring it into 
production, which is by all means a heavy burden for any 
commercial ore body to carry.

This is in reply to your letter of Novzther 20, 1953, 
regarding the exclusion of certain ores for payment from the pro-
posed DMEA contract at the Pope-Shenon mine. It had been and still 
is my feeling that inasmuch a.s there was a leasee already extracting 
some ore from the old workings, we should exclude this from payment 
of royalty. We had thought that this, could be done rather simply by 
drawing a line of some sort through the end of the old workings. 


We have discussed this matter with the applicant and he is 
willing to let the royalty apply on anyproduction on the land 
included in the contract • He has. done this simply by stopping..the 
leasing operation. We feel that it would have been better to have 
foregone the very small anunt of royalty that might have been 
derived from the leasing ore and to have let the lessor make such 
production as he could rather than close the operation, but since you 
feel that this ore should pay royalty, we are advising you that the 
operator will not object to the attachment of royalty from any ore 
produced.

The applicants had estimated the total cost of the project 
at $74,225.50 as showa in their application. Mr. Taft, consulting 
engineer for the Centrida Nines, Inc., was contacted and the costs 
reviewed with him. The costs were carefully analyzed, and the 
apparent due]. supervision charge and length of time necessary to 
complete the project were questioned. 


Mr. Taft agreed that $6.50/ft. for diamond drilling should 
include supervision, assaying cores, core boxes, and any other neces 
sary costs of drilling with the exception of diamond drill stations. 
Thia reduced the applicants' estimated cost for supervision because 
the drilling is about 50 percent of the time of the project and only 
4 months supervision is allowed against drifting.







. 


Mr. Taft agreed that all the work could be done in 8 months 
which also reduced his estimated costs, as he had based his estimate 
on 10 months. Depreciation is allowed on the equipment for 8 months 
because it is expected that drifting will be intermittent to allow 
drilling and will be extended over the 8 months. 


Although the cost estimate is based on 8 months, it is 
recomaended that the contract time be set at 12 months to allow for 
possible delay in getting started after the contract date is set. 


The applicants' engineer believes any necessary timbering 
will be insignificant and if needed it will be done without charge 
of unit cost. The possibility of concurrent operations was considered, 
but air output will not allow two mechanical drifts, and if one drift 
is run "hand muck" the increased labor cost wi] offset the prorated 
charges. Added air facilities for this job would not be economically 
feasible.


In many contracts the work covered in Items Nos. 11, 12 
and 13 listed in breakdown of drifting costs, is specified as 
separate work items but in this case it is recoimnended that they 
be included in the agreed unit cost for drifting. The estimated 
cost for performing the necessary preliminary work is conservative 
in view of preparation and repair costs on similar projects. The 
Government does not participate in any of the preparation, rehabili-
tation or installation costs unless the actual drifting is done. 
This gives the Government protection in case the Operator fails to 
perform the exploration; this was agreeable to Mr. Taft.

flTR0DUCTION 


This report is based on notes taken by Mr. A. E. Weissenborn, 
U. S. Geological Survey, during a 'field examination'of the applicant's 
Pope-Shenon mine, Lenthi County, Idaho'. The examination was evoted to 
checking the applicant's geologic maps, and as a means of studying the 
applicant's proposal for further exploration of the property. At the 
time of the examiflation,' a lessee was working the stope fringes of the 
upper mine workings and was available to conduct Mr. Weissenborn through 
the mine workings.


APPLICANT 


The applicant is Cent:rida Mines, Inc., an Idaho corporation, 
with offices at Kellogg, Idaho, No statement is included in the 
application as to how the applicant is prepared to furnish its share 
of the exploration costs and no attempt has been made to check on the 
financialstatus of the applicant. It is assumed, however, that the 
applicant is financially prepared to contribute its share of the proposed 
exploration costs. 


Proposed project work will be under the direction of Mr. H. 
Svendson, a consulting geologist of many years' experience, who is 
considered capable of supervising operations. 


PROPERTY AND GEOLOGY 


The Pope-Shenon mine is capably described in considerable detail 
by Mr • A. L, Anderson, Idaho Bureau of Mines and Geology Pamphlet No. 60.

Copies of this report are attached to the applic'ation. No exploration 
work has been done at the mine since Anderson made his examination; 
therefore, further reporting on the property is considered needless, 
particularly in view of the fact that Anderson has presented an 
excellent report that describes various aspects of the property in 
considerable detail. Anderson's geologic map was not intended to 
serve as a detailed working map and, therefore, does not portray too 
much informatiOn on the structure of the mine; however, Svendson's 
maps, which are included with the application, give considerable detail 
and have been checked and found to be of acceptable accuracy. It is. 
recommended that Svendson's maps of the 700- and 600-foot levels be 
incorporated in any DA contract that might be negotiated. 


Mr. Weissenborn states that he is in agreement with Anderson's 
description of the geology of the mine, and also with his recommendations 
concerning further exploration. 


PROPOSED ECPLORPTION WORK 


The applicant proposes to: 


(1) drive 170 -feet of crosscut on the 600-foot level to 
the north, opposite the mined-out oreshoot, and from the end of this 
crosscut, put down 7 diamond drill holes to test the extension of the 
oreshoot below the 700-foot level, 


-	 (2) drift 700 feet east on the 600 level and 170 feet east 
on the 300-foot level, such drifting to stay within the shear zone with 
the intent of exploring for additional ore bodies, and 


(3) diamond drill north and south on the 700- and 600-foot 
levels to test for parallel or finger oreshoots. 


DISCUSSION OF PROPOSED FXPLORATION PROGRM'I 


The applicant's proposal is considered technically sound. 
Diamond drilling will check the downward extensions of the imown ore-
shoot and should give some indication of whether the oreshoot is large 
enough and of high enough grade to warrant development. 


It is believed the major zone of shearing has not been 
adequately explored and that additional ore bodies may be found by 
drifting on the existing levels. Diamond drilling from such drifts 
should test the possibility of lateral oreshoots. 


The proposed exploration program is believed to be the 
cheapest and most plausible way of further testing the applicant's 
property.
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The 600 level is currently accessible to mining operations 
to a point beneath the main oreshoot. The :Lessee who is working the 
stopé fringes above the 600 level is currently using the level as a main. 
haulage way. Inasmuch as ore in the old stoped areas will not benefit 
from the proposed program, and as leasing operations in this area will 
only conplicate the proö..uction verification of royalty repaiments that 
might ensue, shQuld the project be certified as a discovery, it is 
recommended that only ground east of the 10,800 cast coordinate, as 
shorn on the	 an' s maps, and all ground below the 600 level be 
subject to repayment. The 10,800 Eas.t coordinate nay be fixed as a 
vertical plane extending north end south 0 feet east of the easternmost 
short wunze extending below the 600 level, as measured on the center line 
of the drift. \


PROJECT COSTS 


Project costs are discussed in a separate niemoraidum by 
2ric G. Erickson, mining engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, which is 
attached. hereto.


CONCLUSIONS 


Production from the Pope-Shenon mine is reported to exceed 
2,11.00,000 pounds of copper. This production has cone from ore whose 
grade is believed to have ' averaged about 4-.2 percent copper. The ore-
shoots that have been productive are known to extend below the lowest 
mine level and because of their geologic characteristics there is reason 
to believe these oreshoots will persist to depths considerably below 
the lower points to be tested by the proposed program. 


In view of the mine's production record and in view of the 
excellent possibilities, for extensions of existing oreshoots and the 
finding of additional oreshoots, the applicant's proposed exploration 
is recommended without reservation.

I have reviewed the above-named application which is 
returned herewith. 


Exploration assistance for this property was requested 
of the DMA. in November 1950 by Dean C. White, who asked for a 
loan to conduct a diamond drilling program cOsting $30, 000 to 
$35,000, the purpose of which was to test the vein at depths of 
200 to 500 feet below the east end of the mine. This application 
was received and processed before the exploratory program was 
formalized. The application was denied in a letter to Mr. White 
dated December 12, 1950 on the grounds that the project did not 
"compare well, in terms of its apparent chances for success arid 
eventual cost of development and. production, with some other pro-
jects that have been submitted." On April 23, 1951, Mr. White 
was sent a copy of a press release dated April II, announcing the 
initiation of a formal exploratory program, together with regula-
tions ath forms for making application. Nothing further was 
heard from Mr. White. That was docket DMA-28. 


July 19, 1952, Fred J. Brough submitted an application 
to DIV A (Docket 26 11.7) for a loan of $25,000, the purpose of which 
was to rehabilitate the mine, move in and set up a 1111.-ton mill, 
provide mining equipment, and begin production. Mr. Brough sub-
mitted little information more than had. been furnished by Mr. 
White, excepting a few smelter returns on crude ore shipped in 
1911.7, 'li.8 and' 11.9. September 3, 1952 , DMPA requested further de-
tails as to ore reserves, estimated operating costs and pro-
posed expenditures. Subsequent inquiries elicited no response 
from Mr. Brough and. in a letter dated. April 6, 1953, he was in-
formed that the application had been withdrawn from consideration.
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The letter from the Field Team to the Operating Committee 
July 1, 1953, states that the Field Team will proceed. to study and 
report on this application. If you wish to make a formal request 
for field team investigation for the sake of the record, I shall be 
glad to concur in this. 


There are some points that the Field Team might be asked 
to give particular consideration to: The first is that the Albany 
Office of the Bureau of Mines might be , asked to furnish a complete 
transcript of the production records of this mine. Incomplete and 
possibly erroneous records on file in this office suggest that the 
ore mined during the period of maximum production was about 2 per-
cent copper with very low gold and silver content. Somewhat re - 
lEed t5his question is the desirability of considering the ec-
onomic aspects of this project, namely, whether or not if it is 
successful in developing ore of some reasonably assumed grade, the 
property could. be equipped and operated. at a sufficiently low cost 
to make the exploration worthy of support by D?IEA.

The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under " Rental". The amount 
paid or dulytobligated forpáyment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion".

The inspection was made on September U, 1954 with Mr. Frank

The drift eastward on the 600 level had advanced 75 feet and 
the drift eastward on the 500 level had advanced 82 feet since the 
inspection of August 1, 1954. The cross sections are about 77 feet 
with an occasional enlargement for a cherry picker. Timbers have not 
been required. 


The advance during the period eosed no ore or vein structure. 
Each face has some distance to go before reaching the projection of known / 
veins. The Operator has an assay return of 4.15% copper on a 5-ft. 
sample taken on the vein exposed in the diamord drill station completed 
during an earlier reporting period. Sample No. V.J. 8 was taken across 
a 5-ft. width of this vein andl an assay for CuO and CuS was requested to 
determine the ratio of oxLdes in the ore.

An inspection of' the property was made on August 6 and 7, 
l951. Frank Taft, mine operatOr, and Donald Kellum, geologist, U. S. 
Geological Survey, accompanied the examiner.	 - 


Swenson's maps accompanying the application were checked 
and are essentially correct, but some minor details were omitted, 
presumably because the job was done during the winter and. also because 
only a preliminary map was required for the application. 


After study of the 600-level map it becomes apparent that 
the vein and fault system in explained by the theory of' the strained 
elipsoid. The vein system was laid down at an earlier period, and 
the fault system occurred later. / Tkie map pictures the vein an& fault 
system almost superimposed on one another. 


The mine operator 's problems are further complicated by 
the fact that secondary copper minerals have migrated into the faults 
adjacent to the veins. The veins are generally completely healed by 
copper minerals and. quartz, leaving a hard rock to drift on.

The inspection was made on July 5, 1954 with the miners at the 
property.


Rehabilitation has been practically completed, and the project's 
north crosscut for a diamond drill station on the 600 level has been 
advanced 135 feet since the inspection of May 29, 1954. There is only 
15 feet remaining to complete this crosscut, and a diamond drilling con-
tractor is being lined up for the project drilling. 


A portable muck-slide and slusher have been placed at the east 
drift for the project work on the 500 level. Mr. Young, who has shipped 
five cars of ore from this part of the 500 level since the date of the 
contract, will do the project drifting on the 500 level. 


The project crosscut has a 774-ft. cross section in the hard 
quartzite that requires no timbers, but 25 to 27 holes are necessary to 
break 4 to 5-ft • rounds.

It will be necessary for the Operator to distribuë his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for bot.h monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DI'1EA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

Mr. Rulon Young, a lessee, stated that he had broken and 	 '9 
shipped five lots of ore from workings over the 500 level near the end 
of the east drift. Mr. Young said these shipments had been netting 
about $31 per ton. Annex II of the contract places a Government royalty 
on these shipments. A Field Team letter on April15, 1954 advised the 
Operator that shipments made after December 28, 1953 were subject to 
royalty according to the ternis of Annex II of the exploration contract.

Project 
work had not started but the working faces at which work under the 
contract is proposed were inspected and reference points were established. 


There were no members of the Operator's staff at the property 
but Mr. Rulon Young, a lessee, was present and accompanied me during the 
inspection. Mr. Young stated that he would probably contract the drifting 
scheduled for the 500 level. 


The workings between portals and the points at which the project 
excavations, will start are in fair shape, and relatively little dead work 
is anticipated. 


U. S. Bureau of Nines tag No. 297 was placed in a cap 36 feet 
from the present. face of the east drift on the 500 level, and tag No. 298 
was placed 49 feet from the face of the east drift on the 600 level. An 
attached tracing of the operator's map shows the tag locations.
