The applicant requests assistance to further explore several
tunggten~bearing tactite zones on the oosevelt and foosevelt No, 3
claims, The proposed work consists of 100 hours of bulldoz:mg for an .
access road, trenches and several diamond drll}. sites, and 2,000 feet
of diamond drilling. ' .

The field team recommends the applicantt!s proposal for approval,

Tunsvsten mneralizatlon occurs in a series of tactite zones
which strike northwestward and at right angles to the strike of the
14i1ligan formation (argillites and dolomitic limestones).  Outcrops 3 ‘
and i are the best mineralized exposures, but results of sampling several
tactite zones indicated that mineralization is persistent though the
average grade is only about 002‘-003 percent UOB.

Further e*;ploration on the Ibosevelt claims is justified, but
the proposed work should be set up as a 2-stage projects: Stage I would
involve trenching across the tactite zones and Stage II would consist
of 2,000 fect of diamond drilling. #n examination should be made by a
field team geologist at the conclusion of Stage I. The contract should -
stipulate that diamond drilling will be done only if favorabj.e results
arc obtained wnder Stage I.

: I recommend the proposed work be approved as a 2-«étaﬂe project.
The location of trenching and diamond dmllmg should be lefl 'w the
discretion of the ficld team.

Applicant proposes trenches and diamond drill holes to
explore a showing of low-grade tungsten ore.

The field team examiners recommend the work, stating
that a large deposit of a grade good enough to work may be found.
They estimate a cost of $19, 300, and $14, 475 participation by the
Government. The memorandum transmitting the report calls atten-
tion to the low grade of the ore. ' :

From the standpoint of locating a large low-grade deposit
that.will support a mining operation, the odds seem to be against
this project. However, the jumble of scanty data presented indicate
lack of basic inforrnation. Trenching may reveal a target for drill-
ing, but the work proposed by the field team is not designed for
this purpose. The drill holes proposed will reveal the structure and
may provide information that will lead to future work,

lecommendation:

In its present form I would favor rejection of the applica-
tion. The applicant has not made a firm proposal, and the work
suggested by the field team is based on the need to obtain geological
data as well as samples. If this deposit contains ore that can be
mined at a profit, it seems almost certain that open-cut work will

be required because of the low grade oi the known mmcr.ahzed areas.

1, The Applicant, Buckskin Mines, Inc., proposed to extend
the road from point #3l to above Outcrop #5 and thence
along the slope to the midpoint of Outcrop #3. Ten
200-foot diamond drill holes were to further explore
the deposits; locations of the drill holes were not
indicated,

2. The deposits have been examined by several engineers
prior to the time of the Field Team examination,
Sample and geologic maps by Arthur Lakes and R.C.Wilmet
accompanied the application, Later, copies of these ,
maps were submitted showing samples taken by Harry Garner,
These maps indicate that the tungsten mineralization
along the tactite zones is not persistent.

3« The Applicant has had a contract (Idm-E287) to explore
for zinc near the foot of the slope below the tungsten
bearing tactite zones, This area is also on the Roosevelt
and Roosevelt No., 3 claims covering the new target area,

The subject application states: "About 60 feet of drift
has been driven and a lead of high grade tungsten dis-
covered, Have driven about 25 feet on this lead and
still have tungsten in the face of the tunnel, also
tungsten above and below,!

Applicant proposes trenches and diamond drill holes to
explore a showing of low-grade tungsten ore.

The field team examiners recommend the work, stating
that a large deposit of a grade good enough to work may be found,
They estimate a cost of $19,300, and $14, 475 participation by the
Government. The memorandum transmitting the report calls atten-
tion to the low grade of the ore, :

From the standpoint of locating a large low-grade deposit
that will support a mining operation, the odds seem to be against
this project. However, the jumble of scanty data presented indicate
lack of basic information, Trenching may reveal a target for drill-
ing, but the work proposed by the field team is not designed for
this purpose. The drill holes proposed will reveal the structure and
may provide information that will lead to future work. '

Recommendation:

In its present form I would favor rejection of the applica-
tion, The applicant has not made a firm proposal, and the work
suggested by the field team is based on the need to obtain geological
data as well as samples., If this deposit contains ore that can be
mined at a profit, it seems almost certain that open-cut work will





be required because of the low grade of the known mineralized areas.,
As this is the case, a comprehensive program of surface sampling
and geologic mapping would seem more to the point than the drilling.

If the applicant proposes such a program I would favor
approval, As the odds are so strongly against locating an ore deposit
that can be mined at a profit under present economic conditions, the
field team should not be requested to aid in the modification of the
proposal,

The applicant requests assistance to further explore several
tungsten~-bearing tactite zones on the Roosevelt and Roosevelt No. 3
claims. The proposed work consists of 100 hours of bulldozing for an
access road, trenches and several diamond drill sites, and 2,000 feet
of diamond drilling.

The field team recommends the applicant's proposal for approval.

Tungsten mineralization occurs in a series of tactite zones
which strike northwestward and at right angles to the strike of the
Milligan formation (argillites and dolomitic limestones). Outcrops 3
and lj are the best mineralized exposures, but results of sampling several
tactite zones indicated that mineralization is persistent though the
average grade is only about 0.2-0.3 percent'WOB.

Further exploration on the Roosevelt claims is justified, but
the proposed work should be set up as a 2:§Lag§\%£ggg%ﬁ. Stage I would
involve trenching across the tactite zones and Stage IT would consist
of 2,000 feet of diamond drilling. An examination should be made by a
field team geologist at the conclusion of Stage I. The contract should
stipulate that diamond drilling will be done omly if favorable results
are obtained under Stage I.

I recommend the proposed work be approved as a 2-stage project.

The location of trenching and diamond drilling- should be left to the
discretion of the field team.

Reference is made to your letter of February 15 on the

sub ject property and to your rQquest_for_ihe;EuiuLﬂEmnﬂs final
report on the applicant's Contract No. Idm-E287..

The Field Team's final report is in preparation but it will
undoubtedly be some time before it is completed. However, we wish to
advise you that this final report will in no way bear on the apg}i-
cant's tungsten application which you now have on hand. The appli-
cant's former contract was_for the e;glo;gt;qngkwigggg, the work con-
sisting only of a limited amount of bulldozing. This work was done
some‘d&stance‘awaxxﬁromnihe‘tungstenAbearlng zone the applicant now
wishes to_explore. DMEA bulldozing findings were negllglble. There
was such a little amount of DMEA work completed that no effort was &/@J

made to map the detailed geology of the cuts, much less that of the
surrounding area. Consequently, the forthcoming final report will

be devoted merely to a brief description of the work completed. It
will not be extensive enough to be of use in evaluating the merits

of the proposed exploration program.

With regard to the second point of your letter, we are not
sure what samples taken by the operator you are referring to. The
operator did make a truck load shipment from the DMEA bulldozer cut
located south of the old adits. So far as we know, this load was
tested only for zinc and the returns were so disappointing that no -~
further attempts were made to explore this zinc-bearing outcrop.

The operator cut one high-grade tungsten sample from the face of the
lower of the old adits, but this sample was discounted as being more
of a specimen than a sample. He also took a tungsten sample from
the Debit group of claims, but these claims are south of the area to
be explored and therefore are not applicable in considering the merits
of the present application. The applicant's other samples are shown

v
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on the map accompanying the Field Team's report of Januvary 15, 195&,
and transmitted to you January 22, 1954. These are actually the only
samples that should be considered as applicable as they are from the
area to be explored.

The tungsten area to be explored should be considered as
an entirely separate deposit from that previously explored by DMEA.
It is true that the same rocks outcrop in both deposits but they are
so separated:and so different in characteristics that they should be
considered separately. It may be that future exploration work will
show these deposits to be in some way associated but we have no basis
for making such a comparison at the present time.

—Joight _ever repay DMEA expenditures on exploration. On the other

hand, this property represents the first known tungsten deposit in
that part of Idaho and while marginal to submarginal in grade it

appears to be extensive, although little is known of the geology of
the deposit.

The fact that another tungsten deposit has more recently
been discovered nearby & the applicant's property is of interest
to the Field Team. Other tungsten discoveries are known to have
been made in that part of Idaho during the past two.years although
little is known of the characteristics of these deposits. It is
quite possible that tungsten exploration on the subject property
will lead to additional exploration of surrounding areas, which
could present valuable information on the nation's tungsten reserves.
ion-wide exploration is certainly warranted; therefore, ag an E
dncentive to such exploration, and as a means of further testing 4
the applicant's low-grade deposit, the Field Team recommends that

Introduction

Buckskin Mines, Inc. formerly had a lead-zinc exploration
contract under Docket No. DMEA 1426, Contract No. Idm-E287, the same
property upon which this Operator now requests Government participation
in a tungsten exploration project. The original contract was terminated
because DMEA bulldozing and drifting, done on the Operatorts account,
yielded such discouraging results as to make further work inadvisable.
Bulldogzer reconnaissance during the project period, conducted by the
Operator with the assistance of geologists who visited the property
for private interests, disclosed features suggestive of a wide tactite
zone containing significant tungsten mineralization. An application
for Government participation in a tungsten exploration project was made
on August 31, 1953 and submitted to the Regional DMEA office. Messrs.
T. He Kiilsgaard, U. S. Geological Survey, and V. Z. Johnson, Bureau of
Mines, have reexamined the property while in the area on DMEA inspections
of active projects.

. Summary of Conclusions and Recommendations

Further exploration for tungsten rather than zinc is warranted -
at the Buckskin property. It is recommended that the Government partici-
pate in 100 hours of bulldozing and 2,000 feet of diamond drilling to
explore a zone of scheelite mineralization in tactite.

Time Devoted to Examinations

Mr. Wayne Roberts of the Geological Survey made the first
field examination for the Field Team on August 28, 1951 and recommended
that a zinc exploration contract be granted the applicant. Subsequently,
routine project inspections were made during which the information
regarding the presence of scheelite was checked.











Mr. T. H. Kiilsgaard of the Geological Survey visited the
property during July 1953, to map.: the geology of completed project
work and to obtain scheelite samples of the tactite zone. He took
three check samples which indicated some difficulty to define zones
of protore, i.e., QQZQVKh.

Mr. V. Z. Johnson, Bureau of Mines, made two trips to the
property in September 1953 to check samples submitted by the applicant
and the feasibility of the applicant's proposed exploration.

Eight man-shifts, more or less, have been spent on the property
and about three of these were devoted to the tungsten zone. Mr. James M.
Jensen accompanied Government personnel during all visits.

Location and Accessibility

The Buckskin mine is located in Custer County, Idaho, about
4O miles from Challis, the county seat. The claims are on the western
fringe of the Bay Horse mining district in secs. 34 and 35, T. 11 N.,
R. 16 E., B.M. in the Custer Quadrangle.

At a ranch house 6-1/2 miles west of Clayton the dirt road
leaves the rock-surfaced highway No. 93, bridges the Salmon River, and
follows up Thompson Creek about 6 miles to the mouth of Buckskin Creek.
The road then follows up Buckskin Creek in a northeasterly direction for
2-1/2 miles to the camp and mine workings. The road is in fair condition
with only a few short sections of plus 10% grades.

The elevation of the property is about 7500 feet above sea level.
Temperatures are cool the year round but surrounding mountains act as
barriers to the more severe storms. The snowfall of about 2 feet would
make occasional snow removal necessary if outdoor work was to be carried
on during winter months.

The Applicant

Mr. James M. Jensen, vice-president of Buckskin Mines, Inc.,
is the chief representative of the applicant. The opinion derived from
about two years! association with Mr. Jensen is that he is capable of
supervising the proposed program under the limited professional assistance
that can be provided by DMEA field representatives. :

Mr. Jensen stated that funds were available and earmarked to
meet the applicant's share of expenses in the tungsten project of the
size proposed.

The applicant owns a bulldozer, compressor, and small tools.

The purchase of a diamond drill is being considered.
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Property zﬁ;;

The submitted application covers three unpatented claims -
Roosevelt No. 1, Roosevelt No. 2, and Roosevelt No. 3. The claims
are held by Buckskin Mines, Inc., who also hold the Roosevelt,
Roosevelt No. 4 and Roosevelt No. 5 in the same group, which are
recorded in Book 12, pages 153, 154, 588, 589, and 590, at Challis,
Idaho.

The applicant has been advised to file locations north of
the Roosevelt No. 2 and No. 3 claims in case the proposed exploration
should indicate scheelite mineralization in this adjacent unclaimed
area.

The area covered by the claims has a light timber growth,
shallow soil and talus cover, and is of sharp relief. There are two
frame buildings and an old log cabin for camp quarters.

An access road connects the camp with the lower mine portals
and some of the lower outcrops. During the summer of 1953 this road
was extended by the applicant up the ridge for about 1500 feet to the
upper scheelite outcrops. DMEA trenching for zinc outcrops in 1952
aggregated about 300 lineal feet. During the past summer, the applicant
did additional trenching in the canyon southwest of the workings that
appears to have extended the strike length of the zinc-bearing zone.
Zinc exposures in this new bulldozed cut are weak (6 feet of 2.5% at
best) and spotty.

Most of the underground work was done about 1880 when four
adits were driven on a sinuous fissure generally striking S. 75 E.
and dipping vertically. The longest drift, which is also the lowest
on the fissure, has a total length of about 280 feet. The fissure,
in part vein material, has been exposed for about 140 feet along the
strike and 200 feet along the 75° to 80° SW dip.

About 175 feet from the portal of the lower adit a raise has
been driven on the fissure with an offset about midway of the 60-foot
interlevel interval. Selective mining of sulfides and oxides has been
done around the raise near the intersection of the fissure and the
bedding planes.

Remnants of galena and sphalerite substantiate the reports of
high grade silver ore. A few pack horse and wagon shipments to the
Clayton smelter were made soon after the initial discovery.

During the past few years, and the summer of 1952, about
145 feet of adit was driven through argillite and tactite beds to
come beneath a sphalerite outcrop. This adit is about 220 feet north





of the previously described workings. The portal of this adit is
shared by the portal of another adit about 30 feet long, which has
been driven along a tactite-argillite contact. A replacement pod
at these portals was hand-sorted to yield a few tons of low grade
sphalerite. Minor traces of scheelite are reported to have been
present in this ore.

Tinmbers have been requifed at the portals and in sections
of drift in argillite, but even through faults in the limestone and
tactite very little support was necessary.

During the summer of 1953, the underground workings were
mepped by Messrs. Lakes and Wilmot, mining consultants, who also
incorporated surface outcrops up the ridge and 1200 feet northeast
of the adits. The map included tactite outeroppings in the beds
of limestone that were crossed by tunneling along fissures at
lower elevations. Samples taken and submitted with the map included
one across 26 feet of outcrop, assaying oggg%)wos.

The applicant extended his access road sbout 1500 feet up
the ridge to what he then considered satisfactory diamond drill
sites. Subsequent sampling and study indicate the road should be _
extended by switchback, and the diamond drilling should be started
higher on the ridge.

Geology and Ore Reserves

The country rock at the Buckskin property consists of

‘argillites and dolomitic limestones of the Milligen formation

(Mississippian age). In surrounding areas these sedimentary rocks
are overlain by andesitic and tuffaceous rocks of the Challis
volcanics (Oligocene), although these volcanics were not seen on
the Buckskin property. Granitic rocks, probably outliers of the
Idaho batholith, are reported to crop out on the ridge northeast

of the Roosevelt No. 3 claim and on an adjoining ridge to the south-
east of this claim. The only igneous rock seen on the property is
a dike whose petrographic character was not determined but which
trends southwestward across the eastern side of the Roosevelt claim.

The sedimentary rocks strike north and northeast and dip
steeply to the west. On the Roosevelt and Roosevelt No. 3 claims
the dolomitic and more limey'argillite members have been meta-
morphosed to tactite, such metamorphism believed to have resulted
from intrusion of the nearby granite to the north and to the south-
east. It is quite probable that granite underlies these claims at
no great depth. As may be seen on the attached map, the ridge
extending to the northeast from the Roosevelt No. 3 cleim is





oriented roughly parallel to the strike of the underlying tactitic
rocks and quite probably represents the topographic expression of .
these more resistant rocks. The lower, western slopes of the ridge
are known to be underlain by argillite and the sharp slope on the
eastern side of the ridge suggests that this area also may be
underlain by argillite.

Crossing the property are a series of northwest-striking,
steeply-dipping quartz veins, seven of which are exposed on the \
crest of the ridge and for short distances down the western flank
of the ridge above and north of the adits. The more southwesterly
vein of this series has been developed by the previously described
four adits. Where explored, this vein strikes N. 60°-70° W.,with
near vertical dips. It is a gouge and breccia-filled structure,
vhich, in certain areas and particularly to the east, has been
mineralized with quartz and minor amounts of siderite, pyrrhotite
and scheelite. In the lowermost of the four adits a sample, taken
at the adit face across the vein width of .T-foot, assayed 1.17.
percent WO;. - -

On the attached map are shown five northwest-trending
outcrops on the western side of the ridge that are referred to as
skarn by Messrs. Wilmot and Lakes but which are referred to herein
as tactite. These reef~like outcrops stand a few inches to a few
feet higher than adjacént country rock, and, as they are aligned
more or less parallel to nearby quartz veins, there is the
suggestion that quartz veins of this pattern may have been sources
of silicification for these reef-like and more resistant outcrops.
This same line of reasoning could also account for the tungsten
content in the reef-like outcrops as at least one quartz vein to
the south is known to contain scheelite.

On the other hand, the reef-like outcrops could very well
be topographic results of erosion. For example, there is a
prominent swale between outcrops 3 and 4 and the impression is
that the outcrops are merely tactite exposed by erosion with the
intervening swale covered by surface mantle. Bedding is discernible
in the tactite, striking almost at right angles to the outcrops
and more or less parallel to the trend of the ridge. The higher
and more resistant of the outecrops, particularly No. 3, contain
well-formed garnet with epidote and other unrecognizable calc-
silicate minerals. These mineral assemblages conform to the
bedding and are to be noted at stratigraphic intervals throughout
the outcrop. Inasmuch as concentrations of scheelite appear to
favor the more tactose beds, there is the possibility that scheelite
mineralization may be controlled stratigraphically asnd that it may
have originated from the granite believed to be nearby.






It is because of the above-discussed reasons that the
exploration program herein proposed has been designed to cross
both the reef-like outcrops and the bedding. The proposed diamond
drill holes would be extended into the ridge at negative angles to
cross both the reef-like outcrop and adjacent tactite country rock.
It is entirely probable that the direction and inclination of the
holes will be changed as the program is advanced and as more is
learned of the nature of the deposit. It is believed, however,
that the proposed program, as herein presented, is the most logical
manner of initiating exploration of the deposit.

In sampling the deposit, outcrops were lamped at night
to determine those areas with the greatest concentration of scheelite
and samples were cut from the outcrops during the following day.
. Outerops 3 and 4 were the strongest, as indicated by the attached
sample returns, with assays up to..zaﬁzwo , and widths up to 26
feet. An average of the samples is much lower, as may be seen from
the attached map, but the persistence of tungsten values over such
a8 large area is of interest as they indicate the possibility of a
large low-grade deposit. An estimate of tonnage is purely
speculative and will be impossible to make until more is known of
the nature of the deposit. There is, however, the possibility that
this tonnasge could aggregate several hundred thousand tons. The
attitude of the deposit and the topography of the area would permit
open pit mining if the grade of ore could be proven to be acceptable
to mining operationse.

Justification for Government participation in the limited
exploration project as herein proposed is based on the possibility
of outlining a large, low-grade but minable tungsten deposit.

It might be noted that late in the fall of 1953 a new
but similar tungsten deposit was discovered on Thompson Creek &
short distance west of the Buckskin property. Twelve tons of ore
are reported to have been shipped from this property, although the
grade of ore is not known. The interesting feature of this discovery
is that it implies more widespread tungsten minerslization in this
section of Idaho than had heretofore been realized. It is quite
possible that exploration at the Buckskin property and at the new
discovery will lead to more invigorated exploration in the sarea
vwhich could add appreciably to our knowledge of the region's
potential ore reserves.

Applicant's Proposal

The applicant has not submitted a clear-cut proposal but
desires Government assistance in arriving at a program. The asttached
sketch locates the proposed extended access road to outcrops No. 3
and No. 4 higher on the ridge, where trenching would permit near
surface sampling along flanks of the outcrogs.
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Unless more favorable locations are indicated by the trenches
and road cuts, proposed diamond drill holes would be drilled along the
trend of the outcrops at minus 20° and 45° inclinations sbout as shown

on the attached sketch.

Mr. Jensen states that the company could match funds with the
Government for further tungsten exploration if the above program indi-
cated an extension to be feasible. He also accepted the suggestion to
establish claim to the area immediately north of the proposed investi-
gation, as this ground will benefit from proposed work.

The applicent's property rights appeared valid during the zinc
investigation, and there have been no subsequent liens and conflicts
reported. Six claims were submitted with the application although it
appears that the proposed work will be done on the Roosevelt No. 3 claim
only. It is suggested, however, that all claims submitted in the appli-
cation be accountable to the contract as they will benefit as a group.

The contract might also be so worded as to meke any adjacent claims
acquired by the applicant during the life of the contract also accountable.

The applicant has no developed ores so there is no purpose in , ¢’
excluding areas from the proposed contract. O

: Buckskin Creek provides sufficient water for the camp, the
proposed drilling and for future mill if warranted. Manpower, supplies,
and equipment are available. The applicant has had diamond drill con-
tractors look over the property and has been told that it does not
present any unusual drilling problems.

Proposed Exploration Project

Winter weather at plus 7000 feet elevation makes it advisable
to start project work about May 1, 1954. Winter operation is possible
but the costs would be higher. A project period of 6 months is proposed
to allow further exploratory testing if the work herein proposed should
indicate that it is feasible. It is possible that horizontal and vertical
limits of the scheelite zones will not be esteblished by the proposed work.

The spplicant proposed 200 hours of bulldozing, which appears
excessive for the 500 feet of access road and trench. It is proposed that
100 hours of bulldozing be contracted to make 500 feet of access road, the
remainder to be spent in trenching the outcrop and preparation of drill
sites. The applicant's submitted rate of $10.00 per hour is reasonable for
the applicant's bulldozer at this remote location.

Diamond drilling 2,000 feet appears adequate for this preliminary
exploration to determine which is the most favorable scheelite zone. The
applicant's submitted rate of $§égg:per foot is very reasonable for all
phases of diamond drilling attendant to the remote location which will
require a water line to a short job.

, One hundred assays as requested in the application appear to
be necessary and adequate if the samples sre well located. The rate of
$6.50 per assay probably includes analysis for elements other than
tungsten; $5.00 per assay seems ample.

NOW THEREFORE, the undersigned, in consideration of said contract and as an inducement
to the Government to enter into same, undertakes and agrees as follows:

"1, The Government's equity in and right.to dismantle, sever, take possession of, and
remove and dispose of facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items as provided in
the contract, or any amendment thereof, shall prevail over and be prior and superior to any con-
flicting or adverse rights of the undersigned, and the Government is authorized to enter upon the
land for such purposes.

Repayment by Operator. (a) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery
or a development from which production may be made has resulted from the exploration work, the-
Government, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered the required
final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certification shall
describe broadly or indicate the nature of %hwe discovery or development. In the event of such
certification, any minerals mined or propduced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years
from the date of this contract, including any mined or produced before the certification, shall
be subject to a percentage royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall pay to
the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts
realized from the sale or other disposition of any such production, in whatever form disposed of,
including ore, concentrates, or metal, until the total amount contributed by the Government, with-
out interest, is fully repaid, or said 10 years have elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows:

(1) One and one-half (1%) per cent of any such net amounts not in excessof eight dollars
($8.00) per ton.

(2) One and one-half (1%) per cent of any such net amounts, plus one-half (%) per cent
such net amounts for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts exceed
eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5) per cent of such net amounts.

(For instance: the percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ‘ton,
would be one and one-half (l4) per cent; onanet amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three
