INTRODUCTLON

Tho gubjest fleld exgmination was made om Aprild 2 and 3,
1953, by the writer, sccompanied by Mr. S, H. Steckand, & partner,
acting for ¢he applicant, Purpose of the examination vas to deter-
mine how exbensive tungsten mineralizstion was ab the Marygeld
property, and Waether the property warranted DifEd aceisbanse. Tho
daylight hours of the afterncom of April 2 were devoted %o a caveful
axeminstion of that part of the outcrep extending frem the ndib o
8 point a Lo hundied Lest to the scutheast, beyond vhich the eue-
crop vas consesled, The sams oubcrop avea wae lamped during the
night of Aprdl 2,

During the forepcon of April 3, the adit on the Marygeld
No. 1 elaim weo mepped, as was the geolegy of the immadiabtely suir-
rounding ares.

APPLICANT

The spplicant censiste of cur partners, ecach of wlhem
o a quarker interest im the Marygeld property. These partners
are: S, H, Stoskard, Jesk Lewrence, Alex Park, and Jacob Wilsonm,

Ko
has hed no mindng exporience but eould probebly supervise a Limited
exploration program if given some technical assistamse,

LOCATION AND ACCESSIBLLITY

The Marygold property 18 in an unsurveyed part of fdeahe
County, Idaho; in ¢he Marshall Lake mindng distriet, sbout 32 miles
east of Riggins, Idsho, It is acecessible from Riggins by Lollowlng
the Foregt Saervice road to the east along the Salmon River %o the
end of the read, 4 trail extends from the end of the read em the
eouth side of the Salmon River for a distansce ef about half a
to the pertal of thy adit om the Marygoeld No, 1 claim, The trail
continues beyond the addl portal for aboub 1 mile before terminabing.

The Marygold claims were staked by the applicemt im 1951,
During thse swmmer of that year work on the 26ib was starved and this
work has been contimued intermibtently to Gl present dabe,
Thers has been no predustion £rom the properdy.
' CECLOCY
From Rlggine eagtward to Shoup, Idahe, the Saimen River

has entrenched a dosp and presipibous canyen, the walls of which
are compesed chiefly of gramitie wook ef tho Idaho bathelith,

the country resle exposed in the canyon walls is either gramite ow

At the Marygold property the provalling reck type 18
biotite, guarts gchist, of which biotite compriges perheps 70 pereent
of the rock. The rosk i dark green bub weathers to a rusty brem
on the outerep, Follation of the schist strikes %o the soubhonst
and dips southwest, '

Near the center of the Marygeld No, 1 claim, inmsdiabely
wost of the adit, is o 9ill of quarts-rich granite, vhich beceuse of
its resistanse to eresion, forms a ledge aboub €0 feat thick thab
is tracesble fer several Ghousand feet up the southerm wall of the
Salmen River Camyon, The vrock is chiefly e coarsely-erysballins
quarts, shel through with imclusions of gramite, which are eriented
parallel %o the folimtion of the edjeiming schist, '

West of the slll of quartd-rich grenite, vhe overlying
rosk is & muacovite schist whieh continues westwerd beyend the
western limits of the Marygold Wo, 1 claim,

The minerelogy of the schists and the quartserich gramite,
and the fact that the foliation of these rocks roughly parallels
the attitude of roof pendants of neerby metamorphosed scdiments,
guggest thet origipally the rocks at the Marygold property wers
ergillacecus sediments ~ probobly members of the Beld series of
pre=Cambrien regks - which were metamorphosed by the inveding

batheolith,

The vein on the Marygold No, 1 claim 19 cemposed of an -
aggrogate of tremelite, actimolite, gquarta, pyrrhctite, ami cccesicnal
disseminated épacks of scheelite, &1l of wnich form o lenticular
body in the footwall of, and parallel be the 8ill of guarbta-rich
granite.

The veln 18 in the bilotite-guerts schist and trends
parallel to the foliatien of that roek, It probebly ropresonts |
what was originelly a thin bed of dolemitie limsoctone that wos
subsequently mstamorphoced to the tremolite-actinclite resk by
the inveding grenite, and which was also deformed by plastic flow,
-The scheelite must have originsted with the quartz-rich granite,
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It probably wag doposited im the adjecent tremolite-actinolite bed
bacause of vhe higher calcium content of that vesk, As oueh, the
vein is similar im many regpcsts to other grenito-limestbens comtach
deposits of secheslite, -

At the portal of ¢he adit ¢tho vein 46 8 fesd Ghicky schee-
lite i3 contained in a l-feot band on the hanging wall glde., Five
fect in from the perbal the vein gwells to & thicknass of 12 fest
and then gquieldy inchos ¢o a thickness of about 5 inches. Tho l-foot
band of scheclite ere on the hanging wall has a strike length of
9 feet. A li-inch sample across this band agsaysd 0,17 percent 103,
Near the face of the edit the vein again thickens and 1% lampe a
few scattorsd grains of schoelites however, & sample taken acress
the face of the 2dit assayed nil W03,

: On the ouborep, the veln continves from the pertel of the
adit %o the northuest for about 7O fLest, beyomd vhich no trase of
the vein is to be geon, To the southeast of the adit, up the hille
sido, float from the vein may be trased for seme distenco, but thare
iz little evidence of scheoelite, A ssetion of the wein extendiing
from about 200 to 350 feet southeast of the adit portel lemps very
gparse scheelits; but the width of the vein is narrow, fer the most
part being measured im inches. '

PROPOSED EXPLORATION WORK

' The applicant proposes to further explore the vein by
extending the exioting adit on the Marygeld Mo, L claim for 250 feed.
He proposes to enlawvge the trall o the mine and to build a shelter
at the mine on his ovm ascount,

DISCUSSION OF AFFLIGANT 'S PROFOSAL

The vein outcrop above the adit is so lean in tunmgsten
nineralization =znd the veinm width so varisble that it is belisved
the property doee not justify further expleration, It 18 believed
the vein is typleal of marginal contact ccheelite deposits and thab
while drifting on the vein may show that the depesit insreases both
in size and grade, ovidense of such increages ars not to be gcen
on the outerop or in the adit, As the upplicamts have limited
financiel means and &s any exploration would be expensive to them,
it is belioved it would be to their advantege to ebandon the
property rather than sontinuing to devote monsy and effort in explor-
ing what is believed to be & poor prospsct. '

Another feature to the disadvantage of the preperdy is its
accessibility, The half of mile of trail to the end of the road
has an excellent grads, but at least half of it is cut ocut of almost
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ghoor cliffe. Tho rail was built by the CGCC ce a forerummer of the
road up the Salmon River, Any widening of this trail wovld invelwve
a lot of rosk work vhish would be very expensive. '

CONCLUSILONS

Tungzben minerslization ab the Marygeld No. 1 cleim is very
sparee ard the width of the velm, where cxposed in the edit and on
the cuterop, is varieble but for the most part nArroW.

Te 15 believed the vein doss nob warrant furtlsr exploration
either by ¢he applicants vthemselves or under a progrem in which the
Qovernment would parbticipate in the costs. _ '

The denial of the subject application by this Division
is based on the i‘oll_owing informations

1, The applicant requested exploration assistance in
the sum of $7,500,00 to explore for tungsten on the Marygold
Group of mining claims, Idaho County, Idaho,

2¢ The Marygold group is underlain by schists that
were originally argillaceous sediments of the Belt series
of pre-Cambrian age which were metamorphosed by the invading
batholith of granite.

3e The mineralized zone on the Marygold No, 1 Claim
is an aggregate of tremolite, actinolite, quartz, pyrrhotite,
and occasional disseminated specks of scheelite, It is located
in and parallels the foliation of the biotite-quartz schist and
probably represents what was originally a thin bed of dolomitic
limestone,

lhe At the portal of the L2-foot adit the zone is 8 feet
thick and has a band of scheelite ore one foot wide and 7 feet
in length on the hanging wall side. A sample across 1l inches
of the band assayed 0,17% WO3. A sample across the face of
the adit assayed nil W03,

S The mineralized zone is typical of marginal contact
scheelite deposits, and may increase both in size and grade at
depth, However, evidence of such increases was: “not seen in
the outerop or in the adit,





6s The outcrop above the adit is so lean in tungsten
mineralization and the width is so variable that the DMEA
geologist concludes that the property does not Justify further
exploration,

Throughout the interval between Riggins and the Marygeld property
the country rosk oxposed in the canyon walls is eithgr granlte or
invaded pendants of older, mstamorphosed reck. Im places, the rosk
type is fairly consigbanty elsevhers, the reck ¢ypbd typifiss the
fringe or comtact area of the batholith and mey ¥e eithor mebamore

DISCUSSION OF APPLICANT'S PROFOSAL

| The vein outcrop above the adit is so lean in tunmgsten
mineralization =and the vein width so varisble that it is believed
the property does not Justify further expleration., It 42 bsliewed
the vein is typicel of marginal conbact soheelite deposite and that
while drifting on the vein may show that the depogit increases both
in size and grads, evidenss of guch increzsss zre not to be geen
on the outerop or in the adit. As the spplicents have limited
financisl moans and as any exploration would be expsnsive to them,
it is believed it would be to their sdvantege to abandon the
property rather than continuing to devote money and effort in explor-

. ing what 1s believed to be a poor prodpoct,. .

Another feature to the disadvantage of tho property is its
accessibility. The half of mile of trail to the end of the rozd
has an excellent grads, but at least half of 1% is cut out of almost
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sheer cliffs, The i’ail was built by the GCC as a forerunner of the
road up the Salmon River, Any widening of this trail would involve
2 lot of rock work which weuld be very expensive.

CONCLUSILONS

Tungsben minerslization at the Marygold No, 1 claim is very

. In a memorandum to you dated December 23, 1953,

we stated that the subject application indicated it had
. been filed in behalf of a partnership consisting of four
partners, one of whom is deceased. Your letter dated
November 20, 1953, to the applicant inquiring as to the
nature of the legal entity making the application did not
result in a clarification of the question. Therefore,

in a letter dated January 6 to the Executive Officer,
Region II, the Operating Committee stated that "it is
necessary that the applicant should have the entire interest
in the minerals in the land or the right to represent the
entire interest," and that evidence of the latter interest
would be satisfied by an Owner's Consent to Lien from a
proper representative of the estate of the deceased partner.
In a letter dated January 28, the Executive Officer informed
the applicant of our requirement and instructed the appli-
cant as to the manner of executing the required Ovmer's
Consent to Lien. :

With a memorandum dated March 4 from the Executive
Officer to the Operating Committee, there were attached
certified copies of a court order appointing an adminis-
trator for the estate of the deceased partner, and an
Owner's Consent to Lien executed by and in behalf of the
three surviving partners and by the administrator for the
estate of the deceased partner. As it now appears from
the recital in the Owner's Consent to Lien that the
administrator of the estate proposes to obligate fthe
estate to a new venture of the partnership, we are faced
with another legal question, whether the administrator may
do so. The order of the court appointing the adminis-
trator does not automatically authorize such action.





If this application 1is approved for a small con-
tract, say not in excess of $5,000, we would not require
further legal evidence of the admlnistrator s authority to
enter into the contract. However, if it is to be a larger
project, this office will require the Operator to provide
us with a copy of a court order (or.other evidence) author-
. izing the administrator of the estate of the deceased
partner to commit. the estate to obligatlons under an

exploration contract.

1. The Government's equity in and right to dismantle, sever, take possession of, and
remove and dispose of facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipment, or other items as provided in
the contract, or any amendment thereof, shall prevail over and be prior and superior to any con-
flicting or adverse rights of the undersigned, and the Government is authorized to enter upon the
land for such purposes.

2. To secure the payment to the Government of the percentage royalty on production3/
provided for under the terms of said exploration project contract, or any amendment thereof, there
is hereby granted to the Government a lien upon the land above referred to and upon any production
of minerals therefrom, until said royalty is fully paid or ten years have elapsed from the date of
the contract, whichever occurs first.

3. The undersigned shall commit no act nor assert any claim that may contravene or con-
flict with the lien, claim, or rights of the Government under the provisions of said contract.

Q RELEVANT CONTRACT PROVISIONS .

Repayment by Operator.—--a. Certification.—-If at any time the Government considers that
a discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the exploration
work, the Government, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered the
final report and flnal account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification

shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the dlsoovery or development.

b. Percentage royalty.--The Operator, or his suctéssor 'in interest, shall pay to the
Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the land described in Article 2,-—(1)
regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the contract until
the lapse of the time within which the Government may make suchcertlflcatlon of discovery or
development, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government w1thout‘1nterest is
fully repaid, whichever occurs first, unless the Government waives its right to a royalty; or (2)
if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years
(or other period fixed by the contract) from the date of the contract, or until the total net
amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid, whichever occurs first.
Said royalty shall be a,percentage‘of the>net smelterrreturns,,the net concentrator returns, or
other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of any such production, in whatever
form disposed:of, including ore,°concentrates,~9r metal, as follows: .

(a) One and one-half (1}) per cent of any such.net amdunts not'in excess of'eight dollars
($8.00) per ton.

(b) One and one-~half (1}) per cent of any such net amounts, plus one-half (}) per cent
of such net amounts for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such net amounts
exceed eight dollars ($8.00) per ton, but not in excess of five (5) per cent of such net
amounts.

(For instance: the percentage royalty on a net amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton,
would be one and one-half (14) per cent; on a net amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton,
three and one-half (3%) per cent.)

+= == .- C..Definitions.--As here used, "net smelter returns", "net concentrator returns", and
"other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition", mean gross revenue from sales;
or if not sold, the market value of the material after it is mined in the form in which and the
place where it is held. In the case of integrated operations in which the material is not disposed
of as such, these terms mean what is or would be gross income from mining operations for percentage
depletion purposes in income tax determination. ) ’

d. Lien for Payment.--To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, the Government
shall have and is hereby granted a lien upon the land described in Article 2 and upon any pro-
duction of minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully
paid.

e. Notice to Purchasers.--The Operator shall notify any purchaser of the production of
the Government's royalty interest, and shall authorize and direct the purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets; but
failure or refusal by the purchaser to comply shall not relieve the Operator of liability to pay
any royalty falling due.

f. No Obligation to Produce.--This article is not to be construed as imposing any obli-
gation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any mining or production
operations.
