(d) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right 


to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing 
improyements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. 

Government may make a certification of discovery or 
development without any such certification having been made, and after any such certification has been 
made, the Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest 
therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and 
providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's 
right to a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof.

(b) Government may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the 
work under the contract, and also after a certification of discovery or development to inspect production 
operations and underground workings. The operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable 
means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 5. Contribution by the Government.—A fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed 
(per foot of drifting, per foot of drilling, per hour of operations, etc.) is hereby agreed upon, and 
is set Sor,t in Exhibit "A" in connection with the estimated total cost of the project in the sum 
of - -------- The Government will contribute ..5..Q percent of the fixed unit costs as 
work is performed, in a total sum not in excess of $..5^331QO---------------------: ProvidcL, That until the 
Operator has rendered to the Government his final report, and any final auditing required by the. GOv-
ernment has been made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may with-
hold from the last voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated 
total cost of the work. The Government will make its contribution on the basis of the monthly vouchers 
referred to in Article 6(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until 
the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled. To the extent that 
excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may. be  necessary for the per-
formance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his oWn account without con-
tribution,by the Government. The Government may make payments directly to independent contractors 
and suppliers for the account ofthe Operator rather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 6. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records—The Operator shall keep suit-






able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-






ment may 'have an interest; an:d shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three 

years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three 

years after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. 'The Government may

inspect and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public account-






ant. The Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said 

three-year periods, shall have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, 

and records of the Operator.

(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher) . This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts. 


ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the 1. o. b. point); except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Uwoki production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Goverument, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in theform (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1½) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (½) 
percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00). 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.
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(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1½) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3½) percent.) 
(f) Time for computation and pãyment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to pro.duce.—Nothing.in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Termination of the Government's obligcttions.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not, justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall 
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall 
be free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental 
to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of 
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and account-
ing. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addition to any other remedy 
provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under,the provisions of this Article 8 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 9. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 10. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.

The Operator'' (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This 'repoi4t con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and	 - 


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in. the project other 'than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will .be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid orduly obligated forrpayment for the purchase of equip-
mext will be repofted under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment, owned will be reported. under "Deprecia-
tion9'. 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment.

Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs.

Contract Idm-E-728 provided for 350 feet of' crosscutting and 
drifting to explore a lead-silver vein on the 889-level below the 
1,000-foot level which had a small occurrence of fair lead-silver-zinc 
ore. This work has been completed without the discovery of any 
appreciable quantity of' mineralization, but the applicant claims that 
the last i6 feet of drifting revealed "some lead, the first found in 
this tunnel, also have a good stream of water.....in the last two rounds." 
The field examiners who examined the recent work could find, no sulfides 
present and a 5k-foot sample across the face showed no lead, and but 
0.2 oz. of silver per ton with 0.8 percent zinc. 


Because of the very poor showings throughout the exploration, 
the field examiners and field team conclude no further work is justified. 
I concur in this opinion and recommend that the request for an additional 
150 to 200 feet of drifting be denied.

The property was visited on Jpri1 20, 195L1.. Stan Johnson 
accompanied the examiner. The geology was mapped on the lower 
level, and it is shown on the attached map. 


The exploration allowed in the contract consisted of 350 
feet of crosscutting and drifting to explore a lead-silver vein 
which had been exposed in an upper level. 


It was estimated 30 feet of additional crosscutting would 
intersect the vein when the project began, but the crosscut was 
advanced 123 feet without intersecting the vein. At 123 feet a 
fault was intersected which was drifted on for approximately 10 feet 
when the drift caved. Considerable water and loose ground were 
responsible for the caving. The Operator bulkheaded the crosscut 
and dropped back approximately 70 feet and started another crosscut 
to the northwest to get under.the vein in the upper level. This 
crosscut intercepted the same fault at 35 feet which strikes approxi-
mately S. 52° W. and dips 50° NW.

The property was visited on March 7 with Mr. Stan Johnson and 
Mr. Sowers, the Operators. 


Mr. Johnson said that the project crosscut had advanced about 
18 feet since the last inspection. They hit a badly brecciated fault 
zone and drifted on it to the north for about 10 feet. A considerable 
volume of water was running and the drift and crosscut caved. At the 
time of the inspection about 20 feet of crosscut and the short drift 
were completely filled with rock. The water was still running and a 
bulkhead had to be built to keep the muck from coining back into the 
crosscut • Mr. Johnson said that the upper level had stopped draining 
so apparently a good part of the water was coming through from above. 


It is possible that the crushed and caved area is a fault 
contact of the same structure drifted on. in the upper level. According 
to Mr. Johnson, the fault is striking southwest and would intersect the 
projection of the vein from the level above.

The applicant proposed to crosscut and drift 600 feet from 
the Lower adit level and to bulldoze on the May Day and Lucky May 
group of claims. 


The Field Team has recommended 350 feet of crosscutting 
and drifting from the Lower adit be approved. 


The proposed drifting on a mineralized fault structure 
will develop about 110 feet of back to the Upper adit level. The 
objective of the work is to test for a possible continuous vein of 
mineralization at depth. It is postulated that the three ore lenses 
in the Upper adit may develop into a minable vein downdip. 


By high-grading and sorting the ore from the Upper adit 
about 42 tons have been mined which ranges in grade from 24.8-74.2 
ounces of silver per ton and 7.3-25.0 percent lead. The widths of 
the ore lenses are narrow (6 to 12 inches), but it is possible that 
a wider and continuous vein will be found at the level of the pro-
posed work. 


This project is somewhat speculative, but does justify 
DMEA assistance. I recommend the 350 feet of crosscutting and 
drifting be approved for. a contract.

Enclosed are memoranda from Howard B. Nickelson, Geological 
Survey, and. V. Z. Johnson, Bureau of Mines, reconnending a small 
exploration project on the Red Leaf claims in Blame County, Idaho. 
Although the objective of the project is a un ted. one, the chances 
of finding a amalläre body seem reasonably-good, and. the cost of 
doing the work is low end. appears to be conunensurate with the possible 
size of the discovery. The Field Team, therefore, concurs with the 
reconinendation of the field examlners for approval of an exploration 
contract.


It will be noted that Nickelson has reconm]ended 350 feet of 
crosscutting and drifting whereas Johnson has reconunended only 300 
feet. The total amount of work proposed by either is so small that 
the Field Team would favor the larger, amount, for if an oreshoot is 
found the additional 50 feet might be useful in determining its 
length. However, 50 feet one way or another is not particularly 
significant and either 300 or 350 feet would bi acceptable. The unit 
cost of $27 per foot for untiinbered drift or crosscut recoranend.ed by 
Mr. Johnson is somewhat lover than has been allowed for similar work 
in other contracts. The chief reason for the low cost is that litth 
or no supervision should be required for the actual performance of 
the work. Unless good ground conditions are met with the actual cost 
might well exceed the suggested unit cost. 


No allowance has been made for engineering or geologic 
consultants. The Field Team agrees that the small amount of work done 
does not justify the enloyment of a consultant.

Mr. Stanley G. Johnson, an excavation contractor at Hailey, 
Idaho, has devoted considerable spare time to exploring the Red Leaf 
and Lucky Nay claims, which for several years have been the property 
of his father-in-law, Mr. E. H. Sowers. At Mr. Johnson's request, the 
property was: visited on April28, 1953 to determine the feasibility of 
a DMEA project. An exploration program similar to the one now proposed 
was discussed at that time, but Mr. Johnson could not complete an 
application before the dead line for lead-zinc projects went into 
effect in 1953.
