I informed Mr. Fryklund that we would prepare a contract and
not an amendment to the contract that the Sidney now has (Docket Noe.
DMEA~2351, Contract No. Idm-E367).

I also informed him that we could not agree on the ‘Field Team
recommendation of allowing $L5.39/ft. for crosscutting and drifting, as
this is so much more than that being allowed on the present Sidney Mining
Company contract, which is $3L.00/ft. We thought that they should be able
to do this work for $36.00/ft.,. allowing more because of the extra distance
in tramming. I also pointed out to him that the Highland-Surprise application
(DMEA-3341) was for $39.00/ft. This application had been withdrawne Mr.
Fryklund stated that this work could not be done for $36.00/ft., and sugzested
that we hold this application for two or three months to see what the Sidney
Mining Company's drifting costs will be on the 2300 level, A review of their
costs could be used to determine the costs for the Nevada-Stewart property.
This I agreed to do.

I asked Mr. Fryklund if it was necessary to include all of the
claims as listed by the Applicant, I referred him to Mr, Kiilsgaard's
memorandum of July 6, 1955, Item I of the memorandum states:

(DMEA 2351) on the 2300 level of the Sidney mine is designed, along
with diamond drilling, to explore by crosscutting and drifting a
long section of the wide Yreka shear zone within which have been
found the important ore bodies of the Pine Creek District.

The work roughly outlined in this application would
continue the east drift on the 2300 level of the Sidney mine into
and through the Nevada-Stewart property to near the Highland-
Surprise property line. This work would be 1250 feet below the
adit level of the Nevada-Stewart mine from which level small
stopes have been opened and below which diamond drilling has indi-
cated two ore shoots in a main structure and two short shoots in a
footwall structure.

We recommended essentially the same exploration in this
ground when the applicant was the Highland-Surprise Consolidated Mining
Company (Docket No. DMEA-3341). The project will be done from a better
shaft and the new applicant has proved very efficient in his present
and past DMEA contracts; consequently we see no reason to alter our
previous favorable recommendation. 154\

We suggest that the proposal be approved‘butfthat the new
work be made Stage II of an amended contract (Idm-E367). However, only
tentative costs for Stage II should be set -- final costs, whether allow-
able meximum or unit -- should be set following an audit and analysis
of the actual costs of Stage I, to be made when the drifting and cross-
cutting of Stage I has progressed far enough to give a fair idea of the
costs.

The applicant plans to explore the Nevada-Stewart mine by
extending the proposed 2300 level of the Sidney mine eastward, beyond
the limit of the existing Sidney DMEA project, to the east end line of
the Nevada-Stewart property, a distance estimated at 3400 feet. From
this drift a series of holes are to be diamond drilled to test_parallel./ .

. strands of the Nevada-Stewart and Surprise vein systems. Estimated
costs of the proposed project are $45.39 per foot of "bald" drift and/or
crosscut -- with en additional $7.00 per foot for timber --, and $3.75
per foot for diamond drilling. Total project costs are estimated at

$190,652.70.

The proposed project is designed to test the same objectives
as were to have been explored under the Highland-Surprise contract,
DMEA Docket 3341, a project withdrawn at request of the Operator before
work commenced. In the Highland-Surprise contract the lh50 level was
to have been extended westward on “the Surprise ve1n into Nevada-Stewart
property. At a certain point in the drift, a crosscut was to have been
turned to the north to cut the Nevada-stewart vein system, vhich was then
to have been explored by drifting. In the present proposal, the 2300
east drift of the Sidney shaft will drift on whichever of the Nevada-
Stewart strands proves to be most favorable from information obtained
in the existing Sidney contract, the drift proceeding to a point N. l2° E.
and 470 feet distant from the present western face of the Highland- T
Surprise thQMlevel. There could be a slight difference in elevation of
the two levels, although both plot on the same level in longitudinal
section and no doubt the proposed Sidney 2300 level will be so located
as to make a connection with the Highland- Surprlse thO level. Relative
positions of the Sidney, Nevada-Stewart, and nghland-Surprlse mines can
be readily ascertained by reviewers as maps of the three mines, in DMEA
possession, are on the same coordinate system.






There appears to be no reason for a detailed field exami-

nation of the applicant's property. The reasons for doing the work
are as valid on this contract as they were on 1 the withdrawn nghland-
Surprise contract, which was ably supported by Field Team reports.
The only dlfference is that work will be done through the Sidney shaft
instead of the Highland-Surprise, and in this respect the present pro-
posal should be better than the past one because the Sidney shaft is a
better working shaft than is the Highland-Surprise shaft.

The following points might be checked by the Field Team in
their analysis on the applicant's proposal:

1. There gppears to be more claims given in the application
than are needed to cover the ground to be explored. I cannot see any
reason why unpatented claims south of the Rocky Point need be subjected
to contract terms.

2. The applicant proposes to test the Surprise vein in diamond
drill holes No. 1, 2, and 3. - Of these, No. 3 is not long enough to reach
the Surprise vein (the applicant appears to have confused the surface
trace of the vein with its projected location on the 1450 level).

3. To conform with DMEA practice, the drifting should be
stopped at least 200 feet short of the east end line of the Nevada-
Stewart property.

4, Careful attention should be given by the Field Team to the
applicant's proposed costs. In this respect, I note from a copy of the
Highland-Surprise withdrawn contract that $32_per foot was allowed for
drifting, $5 a foot for timbering, and $4.25 per foot for drilling.
This allowance contrasts with the $45.39 per foot for drlftlng, $7 per
foot for timbering, and $3.75 per foot of drilling requested by the
applicant. As the Sidney shaft is reportedly a better working shaft,
and as proposed drifting will be off the newer and supposedly better
conditioned 2300 level, it would seem that, if anything, costs through
the Sidney should be cheaper than through the Highland-Surprise.

I recommend that the application be referred to the Field Team
for their analysis. A contract appears to be justified. If a contract

is negotiated it is suggested that it be, in part, contingent upon the
results, obtained in the present Sidney contract.

(2) Sidney is the owner of a group of patented and ﬁ.npa.tented
lode mining claims situated in Y;eka Mining District, Shoshone County,
