The applicant has obtained control of the Hoodoo mine,
which was formerly explored under DMEA Contract Idm-E223, but which
was terminated before completion of the project. the application
it is proposed to do 60 feet of. drifting and 1,600 feet of core.
drilling. There is no map showing where this proposed work is to
be done,

In the prior contract surface drilling explored s
sphalerite deposit with rather encouraging results. On the basis
of this drilling, and to further explore the deposit, the contract
was amended to allow 350 feet of crosscutting and 500 feet of
drifting. The proposed crosscut was to portal in the gulch of
Hoodoo Creek, then to extend westerly until the vein was inter-
sected, and then drift on the vein to the southwest at an elevation
65 feet below the lowest drill core intersection. This site was
selected as the only logical one that could explore the deposit
below the drilled area with a minimum of crosscutting.

I do not know where the applicant proposes to do the
60 feet of drifting, but if it is to be in the deposit previously
explored by DMEA drilling I would suggest the application either
be revised or denied. Sixty feet of drifting will accompllsh no
purpose in further exploration of the sphalerite deposit, a fact
that can be readily confirmed by a glance at the longitudinal
section enclosed with the Field Team final report of the terminated
project. The deposit has already been adequately explored
immediately beneath the outcrop and what is needed now is deeper
exploration. This can best be done by completing the undersground
work allowed in the previous contract. Diamond drilling of lower
areas from the surface can be done but, owing to toposraphy, this
will be difficult. Drilling, however, will not give the sample
information that is badly needed to evaluate the potential of the
deposit.





I recommend that the Field Team be instructed to suggest
to the applicant that he revise his application to conform more or
less with the work proposed in the terminated contract. If the
applicant should decline such a modification and instead should
insist on doing the work he has proposed, I would suggest the
application be denied as such a limited project will only waste
the applicant's momey and the Government's as well. o
